The video cartridge will, of course,

open up an entirely new avenue of rev-

enue for the music industry. This
is the year when this revolutionary

entertainment media is expected to

get off the ground commercially. It

may sound absurd to pose the follow-

ing question at this late date, but are
the owners of musical copyrights really

aware of what’s going on? Edward
Cramer, president of BMI, is asking
himself the same question. Cramer has
told Cash Box that he has yet to

receive a single query from a pub-
lisher or writer on the legalities in-

volving the protection of royalty in-

come from musical works to be util-

ized in the video cartridge. Cramer is

particularly concerned about the ad-
vent of coin-operated video cartridge
systems that he visualizes as an ex-
citing addition to restaurants, hotels,

airport terminals, etc. BMI exists, it's

needless to say, to protect its pub-
lisher-writer members in the collection

of performance-fee royalties. Yet, isn’t

a single publisher or writer concerned
about what his stake might be in the

commercial performance of his works
on the video cartridge?

Or, for that matter, is the rest of

the industry as casual about its rights

when the historic day arrives when a

consumer—whether at home or on-

the-road—first inserts a video cart-

ridge or a coin into a video cartridge

unit? Will the industry find itself mov-
ing into a new era of entertainment in

a tangle of legal difficulties, leading,

possibly, to long, drawn-out and costly

legal hassles? We, to be frank about
it, would never expect a revolutionary

entertainment system to be free-and-

clear of suits and counter-suits, but,

certainly, many points of royalty pro-

tection can be cleared now, at a time

when it can greatly reduce legal diffi-

culties to come.

We urge members of BMI, ASCAP
or any other association whose busi-

ness it is to protect the legitimate in-

come due its members to find out

where they stand in the field of video

cartridges. We know Mr. Cramer is

waiting for your call.

CANNES, FRANCE — MIDEM has
come of age. The 5th International

MIDEM) was, without a doubt, the
most productive and most smoothly
run convention of its type.
And unlike some other conventions

in the industry, which many execs
describe as a waste of time, or use-

NEW YORK — The controversy over
lyric content of recordings is very
much alive. The board of directors of
the National Association of Broad-
casters (NAB), meeting in La Quin-
tas, Calif., last week (26), passed a
resolution requesting the recording
industry to supply printed lyric

sheets along with releases it makes
available to broadcasters.

Interestingly, the resolution is

being passed on directly to the re-
cording business rather than as a
voluntary matter for individual sta-
tions to request from the business.
The resolution is being; forwarded to
the special broadcasting-record in-

dustry liaison committee of NAB for
further consideration. There are no
immediate plans, however, for a
meeting of the committee because of
a conflict of gatherings of the broad-
casting and record industries in the
immediate future. According to a
spokesman for RIAA, a meeting of
the committee is likely sometime in

the spring.

Problems Seen
Both the NAB and RIAA, again

through spokesmen for each associa-
tion, agree that implementation of

the resolution presents problems.
Efforts to get printed lyric sheets as
demanded by local broadcast associa-

tions, notably the Georgia Associa-
tion of Broadcaster, have not been
successful. Also to be considered

is

the authorization of printed lyrics

from copyright owners. And, of

course, there are elements in both the
broadcasting and recording areas
who regard such requests as a form
of censorship. It’s also felt that
printed lyric sheets are no guarantee
that broadcasters would understand
the meaning of certain “code words”
that could signify, without their

awareness, lyric content they would
not want to air.

There is something of an ironic

twist in the whole matter as regards
to a softening-up of the Top 40
sound to more melodic, more roman-
tic expressions. Why such a resolu-
tion when the tide has seemingly
turned in the direction of the kind of
recorded material that presents little

controversy and, therefore, little need
to examine in printed form?

Dear Senator Eastland:

This is in reply to your request for
a report on S.4592, a bill amending the
copyright statute “to provide for the
creation of a limited copyright in
sound recordings for the purpose of
protecting against unauthorized dupli-
cation and piracy of sound recording,
and for other purposes.”

I am fully and unqualifiedly in favor
of the purpose the bill is intended to
fulfill. The recent and very large in-

crease in unauthorized duplication of
commercial records has become a mat-
ter of public concern in this country
and aboard. With the growing avail-
ability and use of inexpensive cassette
and cartridge tape players, this trend
seems certain to continue unless effec-

tive legal means of combatting it can
be found. Neither the present Federal
Copyright Statute nor the common law
or statutes of the various states are
adequate for this purpose. The best
solution, an amendment of the copy-
right law to provide limited protection

WASHINGTON — The Federal
Trade Commission (FTC) and
Columbia Broadcasting System have
reached a tentative consent agree-
ment that would bar the Columbia
Record Club from making certain
restrictive licensing agreements for
exclusive rights to competitor labels.

The order, for settlement purposes
only and not an admission of law
violation on Columbia’s part, specifi-

cally prohibits CBS from entering
into, or continuing, exclusive agree-
ments that prevent other record-club
operators from obtaining rights on
the same terms and conditions.
According to a statement by a spo-

kesman for the Columbia Record
Club, the company does not antici-

pate any difficulity in complying with
the order since . . we can get along
quite well without the exclusive
agreements.”

Buddah $25 Mil
NEW YORK — A $25 million dam-
age suit has been filed in Supreme
Court of New York by Buddah Rec-
ords, Kama Rippa Music and Kama-
Sutra Productions against
Paramount Records.

The complaint also seeks to have
the court declare Melanie’s alleged
contract with Paramount null-and-
void, enjoin Paramount from attemp-
ting to induce many of Buddah’s key
employees, including Neil Bogart,
Jerry Shirell and Ron Weisner, to
breach their employment contracts
with Buddah and, in part, obtain
Buddah’s “trade secrets” and “to de-
stroy Buddah.”

Buddah, which claims to have spent
$800,000 in the promotion of the ar-
tist, claims that it had renewed Me-
lanie’s artist contract last Oct., but
was persuaded by the defendants to
breach the contract and enter into a
Paramount deal, effective in the fall

at the expiration of her current deal.

Also part of the suit is Buddah’s
contention that Melanie has refused
to comply with a co-publishing deal
involving compositions by the per-
former.

At presstime, a spokesman for
Paramount declared that the compa-
ny had just been served and was
therefore not in a position to com-
ment.

NEW YORK — Aprototype edition
of “Evergreen” in audio /visual pro-
duction, the first release of Time
Inc.’s “The Executive Voice” in cas-
sette and a series of television maga-
zine-format programs that could
form the basis of future a/v projects
have initiated the non-print maga-
zine.

Though several of the a/v televi-

sion cassette have touched on the ca-
pabilities of this medium for newspa-
per or magazine styled programs, the
first such moves have both come to
light from publishers and tv news-
casters.

Sir Lord Baltimore
CARNEGIE HALL, NYC—Before I

attempt to describe one of the most
unusual rock concerts ever produced,
a few words about the audience are
in order. The audience that attended
the Free concert on Jan. 25, was one
of the most disrespectful audiences
ever gathered in a hall—anywhere.
They came, supposedly, to hear music,
but succeeded only in completely fill-

ing the aisles of Carnegie Hall with
shreds of papers and airplanes made
of the program booklets. They
shouted and whistled and smoked and
screamed and threw more papers.
They did everything but listen, and
if no more rock shows are to be
booked at Carnegie Hall, I will com-
pletely sympathize with the manage-
ment.

As for the show itself, it was really
good and really bad. The opening act,
Mercury Recording artists Sir Lord
Baltimore, were as far from a musical
group as one could imagine. They
were loud, unmelodic, sloppy and bor-
ing—from beginning to end. Balti-
more performed “Kingdom Come,”
“Master Heartache,” “Hell Hound,”
and “I Got A Woman,” from their
equally sloppy first album. The fact
that the show was the first for the
group is no excuse at all. Louis Dam-
bra, Gary Justin, and John Garner
just don’t have what it takes. But I

do like the name—Sir Lord Baltimore—it’s catchy!

Following a rather lengthy inter-
mission, England’s Free made their
New York debut. Their music is a !

cross between the past and the future—it’s blues oriented, with plenty of
rock thrown in tastefully. Free is

one of the most refreshing acts to
come along in some time. They are
professional in every sense of the
word. Their performance is second to
none. “All Right Now,” “The Stealer,”
“Highway,” a new tune—“My Brother
Jake,” and virtually every cut on their
“Fire And Water” LP was performed.

Free’s music is very widespread in
its appeal. They blend blues, rock, and
funky dance music into a nuiquely in-
teresting package. It’s all there for
the taking. It’s Free.

Tim Hardin /Victoria
VILLAGE GASLIGHT, NYC—We
hadn’t seen Tim Hardin in some time
when we arrived at the Gaslight for
his opening night. He has changed
and all for the better. He is into a
funky blues style of playing, he ap-
proaches each song with an uncom-
monly thoughtful attitude, he delivers
it with intensity and feeling, and per-
haps most important, he seems to like
being on stage and performing for
the people.

Along with self-penned items such
as “Black Sheep Boy” and “Reason
To Believe,” the Columbia artist
treated us to an extended “Stormy
Monday,” which had members of the
audience clamoring for more. Then
abandoning his guitar for the moment,
Tim sat down and proceeded to play
some incredible bar room piano, doing
up “I Got News For You,” a song
which benefitted greatly from his ir-

repressible humor. An exceptional set
from this gifted artist.

The capacity house got an added
bonus in the appearance of Victoria,
a young singer/composer from the
West Coast. She impressed with a
four song cycle on piano and per-
formed several selections from her
debut album on the San Francisco
label. We pa icularly liked the in-

strumental interplay between her on
guitar and David Hayes on bass. Vic-
toria is an important new talent.

James Taylor
FILLMORE EAST, NYC—As far as

his audience was concerned, James
Taylor could do little wrong on Mon-
day when he appeared at the Fillmore
for a benefit concert. Since Taylor ac-

tually did very little that was wrong,
the whole thing amounted to a pleas-

ant, if not overly exciting evening.
Taylor is an engaging personality,

completely relaxed and often quite
amusing. Off-hand comments and brief

snatches of songs (including a com-
mercial for snuff and one for Coca
Cola) were injected into the proceed-
ings with wit and style.

He opened his set playing solo on
familiar material, “Something In The
Way She Moves,” “Carolina In My
Mind,” “Blossom” and “Sunny Skies.”
All were effective but none more so
than “Sunny Skies,” which is a very
thoughtfully conceived and well exe-
cuted reminiscence.
During the second part of the pro-

gram, the Warner Bros, artist was ac-
companied by a few friends, including
Russ Kunkel who contributed some
super and controlled drumwork, as
well as Danny Kootch, an old friend
of James’ and a former partner of
his in the Flying Machine, who played
some fine guitar. One of the highlights
of this portion was “Steamroller,”
which we’re not sure is the funky
blues tune it was designed to be, but
is a pretty funny song.
Opening the show was Victoria, the

young singer on the San Francisco
label. A review of her Gaslight per-
formance appears somewhere else on
this page. e.k.

Spencer Davis-PeterJameson
Poco/Jo Mama

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDI-
TORIUM — Last Friday evening’s
concert in Santa Monica proved to be
in some ways a disappointment, but
was the debut of what may well be
one of 1971’s brightest new attrac-
tions.

For the highlight of the show, in-
disputably, was the duo of Spencer
Davis and Peter Jameson. Accom-
panied by pianist Richard Landis and
bassist Steve Sloane, the two guitar-
ists and vocalists provided a generally
low-keyed and acoustic mixture of
original material and songs from
what might be regarded as the bluesy
Hot Tuna bag. It’s a change-of-pace
for anyone who might have been ex-
pecting the early British electric
blues-rock of earlier Spencer Davis
groups, but a change that went down
very well with the audience. Davis
and Jameson will probably find their
greatest acceptance in clubs, small
auditoriums and colleges. Their first
album, on Mediarts, should sell well
upon exposure of the group through
personal appearances and FM air-
play.

Atlantic’s Jo Mama continue to
impress as a highly professional unit.
Fine musicians all, they keep things
moving onstage with a minimum of
interruptions and distraction. Most of
their songs are originals from their
first album, written by guitarist
Danny Kootch alone and in combina-
tion with other members of the
group. The music is rock and roll,

reminiscent in a way of the old Hold-
ing Company, but not quite so
“heavy.” And lead vocalist Abigale
Haness bears a physical resemblance
to Janis Joplin that can’t be all un-
intentional.

Jo Mama’s upcoming tour with
James Taylor and Carole King should
be of great assistance in spreading
their reputation. If they can upgrade
the general level of their already
pretty good material a bit, and dig
into the music a bit more, they could
be around for some time to come.

Poco, headlining, turned in their
most disappointing Los Angeles per-
formance to date. Vocal ensembles
were sloppy, and the instrumental

Buck Owens Concert
“NOW” GROVE, LOS ANGELES—
Buck Owens, Don Rich & the Bucka-
roos, Kenni Husky, Susan Raye, Bud-
dy Alan and the Bakersfield Brass
kept opening night customers more
than merely satisfied with a fusion of
country, pop, country-rock and blue
grass; actin’ and doin’ what comes na-
turally in this adventurous booking,
the first all country-styled concert at
the elegant Grove.

It was a lengthy but rewarding eve,_

from Rich and the Buckaroos’ opening'
free wheelin’ instrumentals to the
grand finale with all on stage, singing
along to “Johnny B. Goode” and
“Bridge Over Troubled Water.”
There were more than a dozen high-

lights: “Kenni” (Catherine) Husky’s
powerful belting of “Mule Skinner
Blues,” Buddy Alan’s treatment of
“Big Mama’s Medicine Show,” The
Bakersfield Brass’ “Act Naturally,”
Susan Raye’s “Rose Garden” (and her
latest Capitol side, “L.A. International
Airport”) and practically everything
Owens offered during his seemingly
brief appearance. If one has to fault
the show at all, it could be tightened:
shorter stays, perhaps, for Alan, Rich,
Raye and the Brass and a few more
minutes with Owens. Husky is a defi-

nite find and you should be hearing
chart titles from her in the near fu-
ture. Raye is surely the most attactive
country oriented vocalist to come to

these parts since Lynn Anderson ar-

rived in Anaheim. And her voice is

caressingly warm.
Owens is not the first Grove act to

walk on stage wearing blue denims
and leather jacket. Bobby Darin es-

sayed just about the same uniform a

few years back. On Owens it fits even
better.
He is a totally relaxed performer.

Much of his success must be attributed
to a casual, unslick and subdued de-
meanor. But musicianship is also in-

volved. And if his verbal asides are"
occasionally as corny as Kansas in
August, the total effect is bromidic
and bright as the moon. Some of the
titles he effortlessly branded during
his stay on stage: “Tiger By The
Tail,” “Act Naturally,” “Together
Again,” “Cryin’ Time” and “Truck
Drivin’ Man.”
Along the way he traded quips and

memories with Roger Miller, one of
several country-directed celebs who
were in the audience. KLAC (most
recent station to switch to a country
format in these parts) broadcast the
event “live” with Jay Lawrence Mc’-
ing, adding to the evening’s excite-
ment.
Four years back, when he reviewed

Eddy Arnold’s very successful Grove
debut, we wrote, “if Arnold is here,
can Owens, Cash, Haggard and James
be far behind?” It’s been a long wait
—but worth it.

Owens is booked for just six nights.

was Buck’s manager, Jack McFadden,
who first approached Sammy Davis
and the Grove, offering the “concert”
approach starring Owens.

Bobby Darin
DESERT INN, LAS VEGAS—This
was the first chance I had to see
Bobby Darin since he became Bobby
Darin again, and I must say he’s
almost like Bobby Darin was when
he was first Bobby Darin. He also
bears a slight resemblance to Bob
Darin, not to mention Robert Waldo
whatever.

There was only one real weakness
in Bobby’s show, and I really don’t
think that there were too many people
in the audience who noticed it. What
it was was chick singers, three of
them, and while they weren’t bad,
they weren’t really background sing-
ers, not like the kind of real pros
(which Darlene Love calls the three
black singers complex) who you’d find
behind Elvis, Tom Jones, Bill Medley
and Wayne Newton. That wasn’t all

Bobby’s fault, though, because he
started his stint in Vegas with real
background singers, but they walked
out. Anyway, Bobby opened with
Laura Nyro’s “Save The Country,”
and it was a gas, even though the
chick singers didn’t have too much
soul.

Just as the audience, mostly middle-
aged middle America, was trying to
decide what Bobby was up to now,
what with this song about freedom
and all (“ain’t thet hippie talk
Maude?”), he hit “Mack The Knife”
and became the Bobby of old. Cool and
casual as always, but with a touch
more humility. James Taylor’s “Fire
and Rain” is an excellent song, but
somehow it didn’t quite seem to work
in Bobby’s hands (and it was the
only song on the set that didn’t).
“Hi-De-Ho,” on the other hand, came
off as an excellent change-of-pace,
picked up by Bobby’s harmonica work.
A Lennon-McCartney medley, built
around “Hey Jude,” was the highlight
of the set, but his rendition of “High-

er and Higher” clearly showed that
he hasn’t lost that old R&B touch i

that marked some of his earlier disk
successes. Bobby switched gears for
Bob Dylan’s “I’ll Be Your Baby To-
night,” turning in a highly sensitive
performance accompanied by his own
acoustic guitar work. The folk hat
stayed on for Tim Hardin’s “If I

Were A Carpenter” and his own “Sim-
pie Song Of Freedom” (a hit for
Hardin but ready for another go-
round on the charts).

I didn’t want to clutter up the nar-
rative, but it should be mentioned
that in addition to all the music that
was going on, there were also a few
other things, like bits and pieces of
Bobby’s impersonations, some very
hip and funny rapping that surpassed
the outdated material of Dick Lord,
the comedian who preceeded him and
and some of the other cute Darin bits.

To resume, Bobby ended with some
all out rock: an Aretha medley (“Re-
spect” and “Chain Of Fools,”) and, to
the pleasant surprise of many, “Splish
Splash,” which he boogie-woogied on:
the piano, throwing in a little of “I
Hear You Knocking” for good meas--
ure.

Bobby Darin has always been a
supreme entertainer, and he’s gone
through some head changes that have
made him an entertainer for all ages,
both super-hip and Spiro-hip. He’s
had his ups and downs, though his,
ups haven’t been as high as they
should be and his downs (at least as :

a performer) haven’t been too much
so, but he’s on the upswing again,
heading for the top once more, and
wouldn’t it be nice to see him on tv

with his own show for awhile. Even
a summer show. Maybe he could team
up with Linda Ronstadt.

formed rapidly.
[Ed. Note] If anyone remembers

having made a deal with Nobby
Varenholz of Ariola, would he please

get in touch with him immediately.
Nobby had taken the business cards

of the people he dealt with, attached
them to the contracts they negoti-

ated, and tucked each into the jacket

of the accompanying acetate. And on
closing day of the convention some
workmen broke into the cabinet of

Ariola and took all of the acetates
thinking they were LP’s. Therefore,
Nobby would greatly appreciate it if

everyone who made a deal with him
would please send him a duplicate of

the contracts as well as another ace-

tate.

Aside from such an unfortunate
event or two, business-wise MIDEM
was very smoothly run. A strictly

enforced badge identification process
(with the photo of the individual

rivetted to the badge) prevented
many curiosity seekers from wasting
people’s time. The booths were at-

tractively decorated with large logos,

colorful album covers and posters,

sheet music, etc., and each booth had
at least one room attached to it

(with a closed door and a ceiling) in

which one could welcome a guest and
play material on phonographs placed
in each of the rooms. It was definite-

ly a “working convention.”
Of course, the prime benefactors

were some of the smaller companies
who had no international representa-
tion when they arrived at MIDEM.
Such small labels, producers and pub-
lishers were able to deal most freely.

For the more established companies,
who already had affiliations through-
out the world, it was an opportunity
to meet with many of their licensees

or even discuss future negotiations
with prospective licensees when cur-
rent deals expire.

It was interesting to note how
many people from America were
heading to other places of business
throughout Europe before returning
to America. One company exec said,

“I’m gonna be coming back here in

two weeks and hop around Europe to

finalize all of the agreements we be-
gan while we were here.” A great
many Americans went to London on
business right from Midem.

Burdon-John

If there was any major difficulty at
MIDEM, it was not noticed. Only the
problem that developed at the first

gala caused any to-do. That was the
situation that developed when Eric
Burdon and War performed for a
longer span than was scheduled. The
show, which was being taped for TV,
ran overtime as a result of War, and
Elton John, who was scheduled to be
the closing act didn’t go on at all.

This had to be done so that the peo-
ple outside, waiting for the repeat
performance of the same show,
wouldn’t break down the doors.

So the second show started with
Burdon performing (since his equip-
ment was already on stage) and
closed with Elton John. There was
much discussion throughout the ho-
tels that evening about professional
courtesy, or the lack thereof. And, of
course, it was the prime topic at a
press conference (planned before the
gala) by the Dick James Organiza-
tion on behalf of Elton John.
Although John was, no doubt bur-

ning the night before, he was very
philosophical and understanding
about the situation at the press meet.
‘Eric came here to do his thing,” said
John, “and he did.”
As a result of this problem,

MIDEM has changed plans for next
year’s galas. Rather than having a
repeat show, there will be two even-
ings of entertainment, that will run
continuously until the artists have
finished “doing their thing.” As Ber-
nard Chevry, general manager of
MIDEM, stated, “we have learned
that we cannot control the length of
time artists are on stage.”
Chevry, incidentally, was awarded

the Cross of Merit from the French
government for the development of
the MIDEM Convention and the pro-
ductivity that has resulted in the mu-
sic industry.

Britain At MIDEM
The Chrysalis Music organization,

hitherto exclusively identified with
the progressive sector of pop music,
initiated a diversification of its activ-

ities at MIDEM. Bob Grace has
formed Butterfly Music as a parallel
enterprise to Butterfly Productions.
It will function on a world wide basis
and cast its net over a wide area not
associated so far with the Chrysalis
image. “Progressive music has been
our bread and butter and will go on
as strong as before,” Grace told Cash
Box. “But we don’t want to restrict

ourselves solely to this bag, and it

would be wrong to release different

material through what’s known as a
progressive outlet.” First artist

signed by Butterfly is Terence
Clarke, and Grace is seeking pro-
ducers suitable for the Butterfly op-
eration.

Cyril Shane finalized a deal with
Jerry Fuller, songwriter-producer of
“Young Girl” fame, to handle Ful-
ler’s Fullness Music catalog in the
UK and British Commonwealth.
Shane also got maximum MIDEM
reaction on “Hold On To What
You’ve Got” by Bill and Buster, re-

leased by A & M. The duo wrote the
song themselves and Shane’s son Ste-
phen produced the disk. Stephen
Shane also produced “Lottie Lottie”
by McArthur Park, the initial release
under his father’s production deal
with Philips. Shane also negotiated
deals around the world for the
Christabel Music catalog, the publish-
ing outlet of “Yellow River” hitman
Jeff Christie.

Dick James Music secured two
French songs which will be given
English lyrics by Jack Fishman. One
is “Mourir De Plaisir” from Barclay
Music a hit last summer for Michael
Sardan which gets the English title

of “Love to Love” from Fishman and
may be recorded by Andy Williams.
The second song is “Juste Un Peu De
Monnaie” from the La Compagnie
catalog, which is yet untitled by
Fishman but will be recorded by DJM
due Birds of a Feather.

Kennedy To Ireland

Vet songwriter Jimmy Kennedy,
with copyrights like “Isle of Capri,”
“Red Sails in the Sunset” and
“South of the Border” to his cre-
dit. told Cash Box during the
MIDEM meet that he is leaving his
Swiss home in April to settle perma-
nently in Ireland as a result of a
concession by the Eire Government
whereby people with established ar-
tistic and cultural reputations can
reside tax free in that country.
Kennedy’s writing outlet these days
is Knightsbridge Music, and he has
registered a new company in prepa-
ration for his move called Irish and
Evergreen. One of the latter’s ear-
liest copyrights is “Colomban,”
featuring Kennedy’s words to an old
Gaelic tune and recorded by Patricia
Cahill for Decca.
Hal Shaper of Sparta Music placed

the company’s catalogs in Japan with
Alpha Music and is continuing nego-
tiations for Hong Kong and other
parts of the Far East. Sparta will
represent the French La Compagnie
company’s copyrights throughout
English speaking territories by
means of a new company to be
formed called Sparta-Saada. Norbert
Saada is La Compagnie’s chief with
whom Shaper did the deal.

Les Reed signed Clive Petersen to
a recording contract for his Chapter
One label during MIDEM. Petersen is

a Tristan Music staff songwriter and
his first single will be “In One Sum-
mer” and “When I Grow Up” in the
UK with the order reversed for
American issue. “In One Summer” is

Petersen’s own song and he is cur-
rently completing a musical for Lon-
don presentation in the fall by Ray
Cooney.

Publisher Franklyn Boyd had
meetings with Augusto Marzagao in
Cannes in connection with this year’s
song festivals in Rio de Janeiro and
Acapulco. The latter Mexican occa-
sion will be the first international
fest in that country and take place

against unauthorized duplication, is

that embodied in S.4592.
In general, we also support the

amendatory language adopted in the
bill, which draws heavily upon the
language of the bill for general re-

vision of the copyright law (S.543),
before your committee this past ses-

sion. It may be that some further re-

finements, particularly with respect to
the definition of certain terms used,
would benefit the bill technically, but
these improvements are more desir-
able than essential.

A point of some concern to libraries

and librarians is the extent to which
the bill would prevent library tape
duplication aimed at preserving the
quality of disk recordings. Although
many activities of this sort would be
considered “fair use” and thus auto-
matically exempt, we would favor
addition of a specific exemption along
the lines of the exemption for “ephe-
meral recordings” in Section 1 (a).

Another important practical question
is whether the three-month period
provided in Section 2 would allow the
Copyright Office enough time to pre-
pare for implementation of the new
law. Recognizing the urgency of the
record piracy problem, we neverthe-

year,” he continued, “it should be
recognized that the profit level will

be significantly below that achieved
during the 1969—1970 fiscal year.”

$8,715,000, or $1.91 per share, on
sales of $178,119,000.

less think that a somewhat longer

The most fundamental question

raised by the bill is its relationship to

the program for general revision of

the copyright law. The revision bill

before your committee this past ses-

sion and which Senator McClellan pro-

poses to reintroduce, has parallel pro-

visions, and if general revision were
on the threshhold of enactment, S.45-

92 would be unnecessary. However,
some fundamental problems impend-
ing the progi-ess of general revision

of the copyright law, notably the is-

sue of cable television, have not yet
been resolved. We agree that the na-

tional and international problem of

record piracy is too urgent to await
comprehensive action on copyright law
revision, and that the amendments
proposed in S.4592 are badly needed
now. Upon enactment of the revision

bill, they would, of course, be merged
into the larger pattern of the revised

statute as a whole.
I might also mention that the prob-

lem of record piracy is one of im-
mediate concern internationally, and
that a treaty closely corresponding to

the content and purpose of S.4592 is

now under active development. If cur-

rent plans remain unchanged, this

special treaty will be signed at Paris

next July, and favorable action on the

domestic bill will not only help our
negotiators but encourage protection

of our records against the growing
menace of piracy in other countries.

For the forgoing reasons, I recom-
mend that your Committee give S.4592
its favorable consideration.

Whether you’ve had the pleasure of seeing B.

B. in person or not, this album comes as a

delight. Brilliantly produced by Bill Szymczyk,
we find the humorous “How Blue Can You
Get,” the long reflective “Worry, Worry, Worry,”
the beautiful medley of "3 O’clock Blues/
Darlin' You Know I Love You,” a subdued,
deliberate “Sweet Sixteen,” the superb "The
Thrill Is Gone” with some fine piano by Ron
Levy, behind B.B.’s special vocalizing, and the
relaxed "Please Accept My Love.” Unique
denim simulated cover on the outside, too.

MOSAIC BY CROW—Amaret ST5009
This new album by Crow seems to be split

right down the middle. Side one seems to show
them as they think the public wants to hear
them: as practitioners of very simple but lack-

luster rock with pseudo-Creedence overtones.
Side two succeeds admirably where the first

does not because here Crow seems to be play-

ing the kind of music they really dig. “Keeps
Me Runnin’,” “Watching Can Waste Up The
Time” (probably their next single), and espe-
cially “Satisfied,” are musically more complex
without sacrificing the unpretentious funky
style that has marked the group as outstanding
from their very first single. “Watch That Cat,”
for example switches midway into an honest
to goodness Stax style organ led rocker and
out again. When Crow gets it together they’re
one mighty fine band!

I THINK I LOVE YOU—Percy Faith—Columbia—C 30502
Percy Faith with his orchestra and choir,

weave through one of their most interesting
albums yet. The 11 tracks on the LP represent
the most popular tunes of today. “My Sweet
Lord,” “Rose Garden,” “Easy Days—Easy
Nights,” “Theme From Love Story,” “The
Green Grass Starts To Grow,” and two selec-

tions from Superstar, “Everything’s Alright,”

and the beautiful ballad “I Don’t Know How
To Love Him” are all included.

DAUGHTER OF TIME—Colosseum—ABC Dun-
hill DSX—50101

In order to survive Colosseum had to form
that more perfect union that comes with a
good lead singer. And so they enlisted the
aid of vocalist extraordinaire Chris Farlowe.
The difference his voice makes to the group
is remarkable in that the best cuts feature
Chris. “Three Score and Ten, Amen,” “Time
Lament,” “Theme For An Imaginary Western,”
"Daughter Of Time,” and “Downhill And
Shadows,” are all among the finest Colosseum
cuts. The only drag is the long last track, “The
Time Machine,” recorded live which features
an excruciatingly boring drum solo by Jon
Hiseman reminiscent of Ginger Baker at his

worst. Still, that not withstanding, this is the
best Colosseum Ip so far.

Pop Picks
THE GOOD BOOK—Melanie—Buddah BDS
95000

Good news for Melanie fans. Her fifth album
is here and it is her best recording to date.

Her songwriting reflects a new maturity and
vision; each of her new pieces is wonderfully
crafted and performed in the inimitable Me-
lanie fashion. One song, "Babe Rainbow,”
deserves special mention for its gentleness and
spirit of compassion are unforgettable. Melanie
has also chosen wisely from the catalogs of

other composers. Her versions of Dylan’s
“Sign On The Window” and Phil Ochs’ “Chords
Of Fame” are exciting and completely refresh-

ing. LP is smartly packaged, with photos and
a detachable lyric book.

The POINT—Nilson—RCA—LSP 4417
The point of this album is the point. The

story focuses around Oblio, who has been ac-

cused of being totally pointless, and is then
exiled to the pointless forest.

tion on the LP, there are songs interwoven
with the story line.

THE LAST VALLEY—Original Motion Picture
Soundtrack—ABC Dunhill DXS—50102
Somehow the old days of film and tv sound-

tracks, when we could sit down and listen to

scores from “Peter Gunn,” “The Ipcress File,”

and "Arabesque,” for their own worth, seem to

have slipped sadly and silently by. Now comes
“The Last Valley” score, which turns out to

be composer John Barry’s finest organic work
since that selfsame "Ipcress File” 'track. The
film is apparently about Europe’s fanatical

Thirty Years War. Through the use of brilliant

scoring of both orchestra and chorus, Barry
has composed a body of music that not only
stands on its own apart from the film, but
makes fascinating listening. Quite the most
brilliant score in some time.

GOING BACK TO COLORADO — Zephyr —
Warner Bros. WS 1897

While this is the second Zephyr album, it’s

their first for the WB complex (their first is

on Probe). And it shows that they’ve come a

long way since first appearing on the recording
scene. Only the title track displays the kind
of uncontrolled screaming white man’s blues
that characterized most of their first album.
Listen instead to “Miss Libertine” and “See
My People Come Together” and hear the birth

of a new singing star, Candy Givens. She has
at last learned how to harness the intense
power of her voice. The group’s writing has
improved considerably also. The Givens bro-

ther-sister composing team, responsible for

good material in the past has progressed. And
Tommy Bolin is now writing excellent songs.
Also good: “Showbizzy,” “Keep Me.”

JACK-KNIFE GYPSY—Paul Siebel—Elektra—
EKS 74081

Not since Bob Dylan has an artist with as
much potential emerged on the music scene.
Now there is Paul Siebel. Creative. Imaginative.
Poetic. Raw and gutsy. Able to communicate
musically and lyrically. His voice howls like a

cold wind—with truth. His songs echo with
honesty. There can be no favorite songs on
this album. All are unique experiences, all are
parts of life, all are living. This is Paul Siebel’s

second Elektra album. His first was great, this

is a masterpiece. He should be heard.

Newcomer Picks

AIR CONDITIONING—Curved Air—Warner
Bros. WS1903
“New music,” he said delightedly. “Ah, the

breadth of life.” And so this is. Curved Air,

latest of Great Britain’s Hype groups more
than live up to the advance publicity. Sonja
Kristina supplies deep throated husky vocals
that duel effectively with Darryl Way’s drifting
electric violin. Sonja also provides interesting
lyrics to melodies composed by the group’s
Way, Francis Monkman, and Robert Martin.
Monkman in particular, excells in his lead
guitar and keyboard work. The latter, especial-
ly, encompasses a wide variety of instruments
ranging from organ to piano to mellotron to
harpsichord to Synthesizer. All in all an auspi-
cious debut marred only by some, at times,
rather pedestrian drumming.

COUNTRY HOME—Bronco—Island (Dist. Capi-

tol) SMAS—9300
Ah! Finally, Britain’s most successful and

progressive independent label comes out under
its own banner in the States. Congratulations,
Chris! Right then, Bronco is part of that very
creative legion of British Highland Rock groups.
Translation: British-brand country-rock that is

quite different than American country rock.

For one thing it’s much more eclectic. Bronco
embraces its electric music with as much fer-

vor and intenseness as it gives to its acoustic
numbers. Every track is a flawless gem. “Civil

of You Stranger" is a good example of their

acoustic work, while “Well Anyhow” will give

you an excellent view of the group electrically.

And throughout the quintet is both vocally and
instrumentally superior.
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FiRE BURN, CAULDRON BUBBLE—Melting

Pot—Ampex A—10111
Some nice big band sounds abound in this

premier release from Melting Pot. "Fugue To
Rosie,” "Await The Coming Day,” and "Why
Be Lonely” all exhibit a fine blending of jazz

and rock principles while at the some time
displaying the composing talents of the group.

“Feeling Alright” is handled more in the Joe
Cocker-Mad Dogs vein than in its original,

less funky Traffic version. Side two, on the

whole is much more basic. Both "Welcome To
The Party,” and "Kooi And The Gang” are

chunky and very funky. Highlight of the set is

Phil Mahaffey’s superb “Sunday Tree,” a low-

key atmospheric early morning number with

beautiful vocals from Dick Gentile, and great

creeping horn and organ work.

THE END OF THE GAME-—Peter Green—Re-
prise 6436

The straight facts of life are that nine out
of ten ‘jam sessions’ put down on wax turn
out to be tedium personified; one giant yawn.
Do not be misledT then, by this first solo Peter
Green Ip. For while it seems to be composed
of six lengthy jams, there is much exciting

music going down. Peter was the lead guitarist

for Britain’s fine Fleetwood Mac, and here
shows his deep talents both as a writer and as
an improvisational guitarist. Joining Green are
a quartet of excellent musicians. Zoot Money
(ex Animal) on grand piano, Godfrey Maclean
on percussion, Nick Buck on electric piano and
organ, and Alex Dmochowski (ex-Aynsley Dun-
bar Retaliation) on bass guitar. Some of the
music is a bit far out (“Descending Scale,”
for example) but it’s the kind of music that
improves with listening.

MYSELF — Kathy Gregory—Project 3 — PR
4007 SD

Here’s an album for those who are genuinely
concerned with good music. Kathy Gregory,

along with associate producers Tony Motto la

and Jeff Hest, and producer Enoch Light have
turned this debut album into a musical beauty.
Performing 11 original tunes, Kathy Gregory
weaves through various time signatures and
tempos to deliver a very satisfying package.
Especially interesting are “A New Beginning,”
“Spring In My Heart,” and “After Cambodia."

MARGIE JOSEPH MAKES A NEW IMPRESSION—Margie Joseph—Volt—VOS 6012
Margie Joseph makes a wonderful first im-

pression with this delightfully soulful package.
Set contains a monologue which leads im-
mediately into an eight minute version of

"Stop In The Name Of Love,” followed by
“Punish Me,” “Medicine Bend,” and “Come
Tomorrow.” Margie’s powerful voice does jus-

tice to all of the selections, but “Sweet To-

morrow,” and “How Beautiful The Rain," seem
to have that extra power.

LOVE STORY—Andre Kostelanetz—Columbia
C 30501

Sure to please the thousands of MOR fans
through out the Country is the newest album
release by Andre Kostelanetz and his orchestra.

Included are such recent chart smashes as
"One Less Bell To Answer,” “Rose Garden”
(the current number one), "We've Only Just
Begun,” "It’s Impossible," “The Green Grass
Starts To Grow,” and, of course, the title tune
which is rapidly becoming a neo-classic. Also

on tap is an interesting medley from the forth-

coming Broadway musical "No, No, Nanette.”

IT’S BEEN SO LONG—Spencer Davis & Peter
Jameson—Mediarts—41-11

It has been a long time since hearing from
either Spencer Davis or Peter Jameson, but
now they are together as a duo playing some
fine music. Debut album is a cross between
soft acoustic tunes and a few electric songs
done in excellent fashion. “Balkan Blues,”
“Crystal River,” “One Hundred Years Ago,”
“Thinking Of Her,” and "Jay’s Tune” highlight

the set.

GLEN CAMPBELL PRESENTS LARRY MC-
NEELY—Capitol ST—674

Larry McNeely, for those who need remind-
ing, is the young gentleman featured on “The
Glen Campbell Goodtime Hour.” He sings
and plays guitar on it. And that’s just what he
does on this first album release. It’s a mixture
of known numbers such as Jim Webb's “Mac-
Arthur Park,” Bob Dylan’s “If You Gotta Go,
Go Now,” Jesse Winchester’s “Payday,” Pat
Sky’s "Who Am I,” and Laura Nyro’s “Save
The Country,” and some fine compositions of
his own such as “Alexander Freedom,” and
“i sthe.” Best of all is McNeely’s instrumental
“Banjo Raga Number Two,” which shows his
pi king prowess off to fine advantage.

Pop Besl Bets

TONY JOE WHITE—Warner Bros.—1900
Tony Joe’s new package, produced by Peter

Asher is an interesting combination of original
material (with just two exceptions) sounding
much the same as his previous album. Though
White is a good writer, parts of the album
seem to drag on slowly. “The Change,” “Five
Summers For Jimmy," "A Night In The Life
Of A Swamp Fox,” and Dylan's "Copper Kettle”
are among the stronger selections.

FORMERLY ANTHRAX—Show Of Hands—
Elektra EKS—74084

Much unloud and unorthodox music, by this
new trio, is on display here. The album blends
a number of excellent tracks written by group
members with a few known tunes. Among the
latter can be found unusual renditions of
Richie Havens’ “No Opportunity Necessary,
No Experience Needed,” Van Morrison’s
“Moondance,” and Jimi Hendrix’ “May This
Be Love/One Rainy Wish.” “No Words Between
Us” features an absorbing array of organ
sounds from its composer Jack Jacobsen. The
quieter “Stanley’s Theme" is an excellent show-
case for Jerry McCann’s vocals.
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FROM A NAKED WINDOW—Jeremy Storch—
RCA—LSP 4447
Jeremy Storch is a singer/composer/pianist

who has written all 10 selections on his debut
RCA album. Many of the tunes are highly per-

sonal and reflect his experiences in life. His

songs paint vivid pictures of reality. “Dream
City,” “Old Man In The Sky.” Storch combines
folk and orchestral numbers with amazing
grace. “Delia," “Lynn And Susan Are A Coun-
try.” All in all, an exceptional talent, and a fine

first effort that deserves attention.

Ftany

FANNY—Reprise—6416
Fanny is a female rock quartet whose debut

album contains some very interesting material.

Of the 11 tracks on the LP, nine are original

compositions, and one is an excellent version

of the Clapton-Harrison tune, “Badge.” “Come
And Hold Me,” “Bitter Wine,” “Changing
Horses,” “It Takes A Lot Of Good Lovin',” and
“I Just Realized” highlight the package.

WISHBONE ASH—Decca DL75249
Wishbone Ash’s first album presents us with

four quite unremarkable and instantly forget-

table tracks on side one, but the flip does
provide some interesting listening. The eleven

minute-thirty second “Handy” begins in the

best Fleetwood Mac moody tradition with nice

ruminative guitar work from Andy Powell and
Ted Turner (they both play lead) and builds

through to lightning-like riffs with Martin

Turner’s powerful bass adding richness

throughout. The second and last cut, “Phoe-

nix,” begins, again quietly, with some fine

guitar statements that lead into the finest vo-

cals on the album. But a little less guitar wa-wa
in the middle would have helped.
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NEW YORK—HAVE YOU HEARD THE ONE ABOUT LOS INDIOS TABAJARAS?

We’re going to try and make this the first piece written about Los Indios Taba-
jaras which doesn’t go into the story of how they discovered the guitar and
learned how to play pop music. Not that it isn’t a really fine story and one which
holds up with retelling. It’s just that we’d like to say a few things about what
the two gentlemen who are Los Indios Tabajaras are all about today.
The pair, Nato Lima and his younger brother Tenor, have just completed an

album entitled “Watch What Happens,” which will be released by RCA in early

Spring. Like their many previous records, it reflects the brothers’ interest in the
best of the contemporary. Or as Nato put it, “We choose the most beautiful

songs from the popular music.” A simple but effective philosophy.

The sounds which they produce with their guitars have an incredibly wide ap-

peal. At last count, the duo had played in 35 countries around the world. Present-

ly, they are packing for a thirty city tour of Japan which will keep them occupied
over the month of March.

A striking aspect of Los Indios Tabajaras is the intensity and seriousness of

purpose with which they view their art. So it is that they own 27 different guitars,

o„ne of which was hand made by Nato himself. “I wanted to fashion a guitar

with 27 frets,” he explained, "so that I would be able to play all the notes that
can be played on a piano. Took me two months to make it.”

The brothers recently donated one of their instruments to a newly formed
community house for the American Indian. In conjunction with this, they per-

formed in a mini-concert right in the middle of Central Park for an enthusiastic
audience of Indians and lucky passersby.

Though they have appeared on most of the major tv shows they prefer the
atmosphere of the concert hall because they feel that it brings out the best in

them. “There,” said Nato, “we really have to concentrate and play very well.”

So they do.

And now for that story. Thirty years ago in the equatorial rain forest of north-

eastern Brazil, two illiterate barefoot boys e.k.

Somebody mentioned the other day that Sid Caesar has sold TV cassette rights

to his old NBC “Show of Shows” shows. We've forgotten now whether the sale

went to EVR, Selectavision, Sony’s Videocassette system, Avco’s Cartivision or

Telefunken-Teldec Video Discs. As soon as we find out, we’re putting our order

in. Hoping that the first release will include that memorable Art Carney-Danny
Dear segment take-off on those omnipresent TV dance parties. Or a snip of the

“Haircuts” in action.

It was Caesar, all of fifteen years ago, who presaged the era of the long tressed

performer as he burlesqued the then enormously popular Crewcuts with his

“Haircuts” trio—Howie Morris, Carl Reiner and Sid. A solitary single by the group
actually climbed into the top 40 and we still don’t know whether the public realized

that Sid was spoofing the record scene.

The “Teen Time” fragment was yet another divination. It was aired 12 years

ago with Carney portraying Danny Dear, America’s favorite MC—"for the rest of

your life.” As we recall Dear opened with the news—"we've got a real swingin’

show for you—we'll be playing the top 1000 records this afternoon.”

After plugging his “giant” rock and "rollarama” at the Tantamount Theater

(“all of your favorites will be there—the Tinears, Fatty Tissue and his Band, Doc
Wilson & the Brain Surgeons, the Four Flushers and Johnny Clark and his Elec-

tric Brother”) Danny adds, “It’s really grand having you kids dancing here. You
have no idea how much money I make on you.'

It’s birthday time on the show and 18 year old Frank (played by Caesar) is

birthday boy of the day. “Let’s all let him know that we like his birthday,” Danny
shouts to the kids.

“What school do you go to, Frankie?”

“Sal Mineo High.”

“And what are you going to do, Frank, when you get out of school?”

"Anything that won’t muss my hair.”

For his birthday, Danny presents Frank with an Ip of his top 12 hits, “auto-

graphed by me,” a pair of ducats to the rock and rollarama, 2 tickets to “my won-
derful new movie,” a Danny Dear Teen—Tie Clip (“with my face in ceramic”)

—

“all for you Frank 'cause it’s your birthday .... that’ll be $3.98.”

Towards the end Frankie offers this emotional soliloquy:

"We watch your show everyday, Danny. Whatever you tell us to buy, we buy.

We listen to you on the radio, buy your records, go to your concerts. We do any-

thing you want us to do ‘cause you’re the only one who understands us. We
just dance and jump to this music. That’s all we got .... is this it? I mean is

this our life? This jumpin’ around. Look, we need help. Give us help. People out

Feeling a strong obligation to help
build for the young generation, he
draws attention to the youth of his
stable of artists such as Connie
Eaton, Anthony Armstrong Jones,
David Peel, LaWanda Lindsey, Kenny
Vernon, and others.

Clif Williamson, Slim’s son, is head
of production for Chart and is vice
president of the Better Broadcasting
Company.

TORONTO —- January 18th was the
day Canada’s new 30% Canadian
Content Regulations came into being.
The overall acceptance of broadcast-
ers of this assistance to Canadian
culture was good.

There are some interesting com-
parisons to draw from figures re-

leased pertaining to the local press-
ing of records, and the import of
records into Australia.
For the four months ending Oc-

tober 1970, the local production of
singles is down on the same period
last year (’69) due to some extent
to the effects of the record dispute
which lasted from May to Novem-
ber. (During this time most English
and Australian records were unable
to be played on air.) Imported sin-

gles are also down, understood to be
for the same reason.

Local LP production made a large
increase over last year’s figures, but
the number of imported albums rose
only slightly.

In all, local production of records
increased while the number of im-
ported records decreased.

Incidentally, most imported ma-
terial is solid as special budget-priced
material from such organizations as
Music For Pleasure and Paul Hamlyn.
While the business of importing rec-

ords is a flourishing one here, im-
ports account for little more than
14% of the whole record scene as in-

dicated by the figures to hand.

EDITORIAL:
Music vs Games

Every operator has suffered that dull, disappointing,
disconcerting feeling of losing out on a brand new
location to a competitor who got their first with the
most. Each operator also knows the exhilaration of

nailing down a new stop ahead of the rest of the
hungry pack. The cost of new locations notwithstand-
ing, these successes spark the operator's life and
give him as much, if not more satisfaction, than a
better-than-average take at his other stops. Now, to
outfit that new stop.

Theoretically, every phase of the industry benefits
when a new location opens up. The operator (natu-
rally), the distributor who enjoys a couple of bonus
sales and the manufacturer of the machines that are
sold. Even the recording and cigarette industries en-
joy their own mute gain in the sale of a couple of extra
units. But our concern today is not the sales volume
the distrib does in overall machine sales but in which
specific types of machines he sells.

There's no secret that today’s machine marketplace
is furiously competitive, with the operator holding a
larger bargaining stick than ever before. The dis-
tributor seems to be satisfied with whatever business
he can get, be it the sale of a jukebox, a table, a game
or a cigarette machine. It’s mostly all the same to
him, whatever the money goes for. But lately, a pe-
culiar thing has been happening—once music ma-
chines competed against other music machines and
the games competed against other games. Today all
machines compete against each other.

These days, a jukebox manufacturer will read a
trade paper ad announcing the release of some elab-
orate new special novelty game and feel the keen chill
of more competition, knowing this game’s success in
the marketplace could very well hurt sales of his own
unit. Money is money to the operator and he’s going

d 2"here he thinks it’s going to do the most
good, be that on a game, a cigarette machine, a pool
table or music box.
Years back, juke factories were only interested in

what their immediate competitors were doing Today
they feel competition from all types of machines be-
cause that s the way operators have begun spending
their money—on the machine which will earn the
most com, regardless of its type.

While it's wise to spend dollars where they count
most, it s just as unwise to lump jukes and games into
the same pot. Both types are peculiar unto them-
selves. Jukes make their money over the long haul;
games earn relatively quick and bang, you move ’em.
Jukes keep their life by changing records, games by
changing locations. And while the games earn the
fatter dollar in this industry, the music boxes are the
trade’s identification tag.

There are many more secular benefits of music
boxes over games, and vice versa, so each type should
be judged differently. If the operating company has
a professional budget set up for new equipment pur-
chasing, it’s not really professional unless there are
two budgets—one for music, the other for games.

Doubtless, when either type makes good money, it

always benefits the other, because the operator’s
spending power is increased. But when the customer
