Finest expression which can be adopted

at this time by one and all in the industry is,

“Optimistically yours.”

As the operators look back on the past

year, and as they look forward to the rest

of this year, they will agree that they have

before them everything created for optim-

ism.

Where optimism reigns supreme, there is

sure to be better business. And, as condi-

tions have righted themselves thruout the

trade, as amusement men have adopted more
highly and closely concentrated routes, have

eliminated excess overhead, have arranged

for a better commission basis, and have also

adopted the new products which the manu-
facturers have produced, they have found

their operations becoming more profitable.

The same is today true of the music opera-

tor. He has, over a period of 18 months or

so, closed down tightly on his business. He
has concentrated his routes. Has foraed
associations. Has arranged front money
guarantees. Has bettered his general op-

erating by more efficiently conducted busi-

ness methods. And has found, as he pro-

ceeds, that he can go on ahead better than
ever before.

More and more operators are now able

to sign their mail, “Optimistically yours,”

and wholeheartedly mean what they, write.

The reason is simply that the operator has,

by greater efficiency and a complete read-

justment of his business, entered into a
new and better era. A prosperous era if he
is given the complete support of all other

factors in his area.

There is no longer any need for pessimism
in this field. It was one of the very first to

be hit and has been one of the first to ad-

.just itself to modern business conditions.

Regardless of what happens from now on in

operator after operator has reported that he
can remain in business on a profitable basis.

He may not be able to afford former ex-

penditures. He may also not be able to do
some of the things he used to do. But, he
knows now that he can go ahead because
his business is do^vn to a basis where this

is possible.

Therefore, to help himself and help all

the industry he should now adopt this psy-
chologically correct expression, “Optimistic-

ally yours.”

He can fully believe in this expression

for it is one which leads to better, happier
thinking and, therefore, helps him and
everyone else concerned with him to look

ahead with a smile, with greater courage,

with faith and with the full understanding
that tomorrow can only be better.
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Yes, that’s right, a Million Dollars

waiting to he earned by some ingeni-

ous individual who can capture an idea

and turn it into the same type of low

priced amusement game that appeared

in 1930 and 1931 under the names of

“Bingo” and “Ballyhoo.”

Not only would this ingenious indi-

vidual be in line to earn $1,000,000.00

but, he would also completely revital-

ize an entire industry as well as create

an entirely new business.

For, just as happened in ’30 and ’31

and ’32, new blood would flock to the

field and would create operator after

operator from people now engaged in

various other professions who are seek-

ing small businesses for themselves.

The time has arrived when, because

of the wide popularity and renown of

pinball and other amusement devices,

someone must come along with a new

idea, a different type game. A game

that will yet have to climb into national

popularity and, thereby, into the eyes

of all crusaders and politicos. Such a

game will start this business aU over

again, bigger and better than ever be-

fore. And the lessons learned by all in

the field during the years since ’30 and

’3,1 would stand this trade in good

stead.

In short, it has become known to

the coin machine industry, at least the

amusement games division, that until a

new product reaches national renown,

it will continue blithely along on its

merry way without fuss or bother and
without any crusaders or politicos to

jump down upon it. The only reason

these people jump down on amuse-

ments is so that they can further their

own selfish desires and ambitions with

front page press publicity.

Just as the field fell to a low point

in ’28 and ’29, after the advent of the

Peo “Whirlwind,” and the many imita-

tions of this counter type penny play

machine which followed, and was sud-

denly boosted into great prominence

by the appearance of a smaller type

“pin game” which was called “Bingo,”

followed by another called “Ballyhoo”

(much smaller than the giant size

“Jostle BaU” and “El Rancho” and

games of this pin action type already

known to the field) the time has now
arrived for someone to produce a prod-

uct of his ingenuity and imagination

which will do what these early pin

games did for this industry and which,

at the same time, will mean that he has

the possibility of earning One Million

Dollars, and perhaps much, much
more.

Thruout the entire industry, for

sometime now, it has become known
that the operators need something new,

low priced, entirely different, and

which will allow them to once again

open territory after territory. An
amusement device entirely different

from what is today known as pinball.

In fact, as much different from pinball

as “Whirlwind” was different. This is

what the field needs. This is what will

mean a tremendous boom for the in-

dustry. What will bring to the field

new blood, new capital and new enter-

prise.

There has been just as much slack

for some months now as there was

back in ’29 between the advent of the

“Whirlwind” type games (which fol-

lowed the great popularity of the pis-

tachio bulk vending machines) and
the arrival of the first popular priced

pin game, selling at that time for

$16.50. At today’s manufacturing
costs, a popular priced, entirely new
and different type of amusement game
could be introduced at approximately

$49.50, containing no more parts or

labor than did those first pin games
like “Bingo” or “Ballyhoo.”

Whoever this ingenious individual

is, and wherever he may be located, he
may be right at this very moment eon-

templating, planning, or actually op-
erating, such a game. The fact is that

the greatest revelations in equipment

in this industry were built in cellars,

barns, garages or attics, by operators

who couldn’t afford to buy the new
equipment of the moment and simply

had to invent something to maintain in-

terest in whatever they were operating

at that time. Engineers only refine the

product. They arrange it for mass pro-

duction. They smooth out the wrin-

kles. But, the inventive genius is

always the man on the street where

necessity pushes him to create for his

own salvation.

Once again we remind—$1,000,-

000.00 waits for the inventive indi-

vidual who will come to the fore and
present an entirely new type amuse-

ment machine at a low price so that

new people will once again be attracted

to the coin machine business and fac-

tories will hum all over the nation.

At the present time Shnffleboards

are keeping many individuals at work.

But, Shuffleboard, because of its price

and also because of its size and many
other factors is not the “popular, new,

different and low priced” machine the

industry needs.

Nor is it necessary for the “idea”

itself to be entirely new. The “idea”

may be years and years and years old.

Just as the idea of Pinball was years

old—all the way from the early “Baga-
telle” games of Europe. What is neces-

sary is for the game to be small and
portable. To be low priced so that it

will be attractive to new people as well

as to those now in the field. It must
also be able to bring handsome profits

—^just as “Bingo” and “Ballyhoo” did

in their day. It must also be a game
which can be completely coin operated
—not just partially coin operated—as

Shuffleboard is today.

There is no doubt that the above

thoughts have passed thru the minds

of many, many others now engaged

in this field. But, like all peoples,

until necessity pushes hard and urges

ahead, few will allow themselves to be

hoisted forcefully out of whatever

lethargy they may have fallen into

during the years which have passed

them by. In short, the average man is

willing to go along with whatever he

has been doing as long as he can “get

along” so doing. What, then, is neces-

sary, is for someone to jump into the

breach and push hard to present and

pioneer and dare with an entirely new

and different product.

Just think of all the cities which can

instantly accept something the average

politico doesn’t recognize until it has

reached tremendous prominence. Just

as the Bagatelle game came into promi-

nence slowly so will this new machine

gain its renown. But, in the years it

takes to saturate the market, the in-

dustry will hum and the field will

grow and there is always a left-over

spot here and there where the games

will go on for more and still more years

to come. Pinball is the perfect ex-

ample of what can happen when or-

ganization is lacking and prominence

grows to a point where politicos and

crusaders step in to damage a field in

Is very prime.

One Million Dollars is a lot of

aoney More money than even the

verage man wants or needs. But, it s

idea. For one ingenious individual to

come forth and to present the coin

operated amusement game which will

revitalize the market. Do it cheaper

and better and make it avorthwhile for

a large number of people to enter into

this business once again.

New Seven Inch Disk and Player Set For Market

HOLLYWOOD— Capitol Eecords,
Inc., announced that beginning in
April, it will supplement its regular
78 EPM releases with 45 EPM 7"

records. In making the announce-
ment, President Glenn E. Wallichs
stated that these records would he
the identical type and would employ
the same changer-player as that re-

cently announced by EGA Victor.
“Our decision to manufacture and

distribute the new 45 EPM 7" record
was reached after exhaustive research
and tests by Capitol,” Mr. Wallichs
said. “The 45 EPM record, in our
opinion, is superior because of its

advantage in sound reproduction, un-
breakability, space and weight. The
45 EPM changer-player used in play-
ing the new records is a mechanism
that will provide the finest method of
reproduction and give the public in
the years to come the ultimate in satis-

faction and enjoyment.
“We shall also continue to produce

our present conventional 78 EPM
record and will promote them even
more enthusiastically than in the past.

We believe there will be great public

demand for these for a long time to
come and they will account for the
major part of the industry’s sales.
Thei'e are nearly 20 million conven-
tional phonographs in use today, en-
tertaining 60 to 80 million people.
This public can and should continue
to enjoy the use of these machines for
many years. It is our intention to
provide them, as well as those who
buy the new type phonograph, with
the finest in recorded entertainment,'”
he said.

Mr. Wallichs pointed out that the
purpose of Capitol Eecords is to pro-
vide recorded entertainment whether
it be on discs, wire, film, or any
other means. The decision to make
the 45 EPM record was based solely
on the belief that it would give the
best results in value, performance,
and staisfaction to the consumer.

Conversion of Capitol Eecords’
manufacturing facilities to handle the
production of the new 45 r.p.m. player
and record has already begun, it was
learned. Until such time that Capi-
tol’s plant conversion is complete,
ECA Victor will handle the former’s
45 r.p.m. production. Capitol Eecords
execs pointed out that they will handle
the exploitation and merchandising of
their new music system along their
own policy lines. Aside from using
the ECA Victor rapid-changer disk,

Capitol will have no connection with
the ECA Victor plattery.

Capitol’s announcement this past
week was viewed in most trade circles

as a decided progressive step, taken
with the thought in mind of aiding
the industry immensely.

Speculation and a flood of rumors
arose this past week as many dealers
in the Eastern market reduced prices
on the Columbia 33-1/8 E.P.M. player.
The player, originally priced at
$29.95, is selling in some localities for
as low as $10.00.

Plans For Three Speed Changer.

CHICAGO—On the heels of the re-

cent introduction of a new 45 rpm
disc with large spindle hole and 7-

inch overall diameter, comes a Web-
ster-Chicago announcement that the

Company has available an inexpensive
adapter kit which will quickly convert
any of its dual speed record changers
to include playing the new record.

In an announcement to distributors

and dealers, W. S. Hartford, General
Sales Manager of the Company,
stated, “while the new 45 rpm record
cannot be readily played on most ex-

isting equipment, it may, however, be
played on any V/ebster-Chicago dual
speed record changer by the use of

two small parts which we will have
ready and will ship in quantity at the
time the records are released.”

This simple tho effective adapter
kit proves the flexibility of modern,
well-designed record changers, and
the spirit of cooperation accorded rec-

ord companies by equipment manu-
facturers. The Webster - Chicago
Adapter Kit consists of a small drive
bushing which may be fitted on the
33 1/3 drive sleeve of any Webster-
Chicago dual speed record changer,
and a spindle spacer which takes up
the center 1%-inch holes so that the
new 45 rpm records may be played
manually.

“Despite the evolution through
which industry is going,” said Hart-
ford, “and the considerable concern
about the 45 rpm and 33 1/3 rpm rec-
ords, it will prove to be a good thing
for the consumer and the industry in
general.”

Following the dual-speed conver-

ings, music operators feel that no
change in the technical operation of
their music system will be effected

for some time.

NEW YORK— Orchestra leader

Charlie Barnet has geared his newly

reorganized band to swing into the

top jazz spot recently abandoned by

batoneer Stan Kenton.

This is big news in the band busi-

ness where there has been much spec-

ulation as to which pop orchestra

would attempt to fill the unique posi-

tion that Kenton has held with his

concrt jazz presentation throughout

the country.

Music tradesters feel that Barnet

has a big edge on many other con-

tenders, and the Capitol Recording

Company, with whom Barnet has just

signed, is giving him the same, all

out and individual attention they pre-

viously gave Kenton. Barnet cut his

first sides for Capitol last week and
the company’s executives are highly

enthused with Barnet’s chances of

topping the big band field this year.

Barnet, however, points out that

while intending to enter the concert

jazz field he definitely differs with

Kenton on many of Kenton’s ideas

concerning the presentation of mod-
ern music to the public. Barnet ad-

ded, “While a great admirer of Stan
Kenton and his achievements in bring-

jazz into a new eminence, I hon-
estly believe that he placed too many
walls around his particular music and
where it could be heard. I feel very
strongly that he eliminated a great
portion of today’s modem music en-
thusiasts by claiming that advanced,
or “progressive jazz” could only be
heard properly in the nation’s concert

halls, thereby losing complete contact

with those who still expect a jazz band
to carry a beat for dancing.”

“I have never been more serious in

my musical career than right now and
I believe we have the essential ingre-

dients in this new band, personnel,

arrangements, and exciting original

material, to interest a larger jazz

following here in this country than
has existed before. We hope to flexi-

bly alternate between concert and

dance music, thereby creating a less

restricted and stereotyped musical

product.”

The Barnet band will appear at the

Clique, Broadway’s newest jazz night-

ery, for three weeks starting Febru-

ary 21st. 'This will be the first New
York show-case for the Bamet Crew
since their recent reorganization and

will spearhead an extended series of

concert and dance appearances sched-

uled for the Spring and Summer of

1949.

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WIRED MUSIC BOOMIHC
More Juke Box Ops Turn to Wired and Background

Music as Location Demand Booms. Asking Front Money

Pius Wire Charges. Cali For More Library Service.

NEW YORK— Reports filtering

thru from juke box ops thruout the

country are to the effect that wired
and background music are now more
in demand than ever before in auto-

omatic music history.

According to one leading op, “This

is the first time when the location

owners themselves have been calling

on us to supply them with wired and
background music.”

In addition to the fact that both
wired and background music are sud-

denly enjoying a big boom, there is

also the very consoling factor for the
juke box op that he can now obtain

“front money guarantees for wired
music plus wire charges and a weekly
fee for background music.”

It seems, from reports received,

that ops are now able to ask location

owners from coast to coast to insure

a definite amount, usually $10.00 per
week, and can also obtain the cost of

the wire charges being made by the
local phone company for background
music.

In this way the op is assured of at

least $10.00 per week regardless of

what amount of background music the
location may use.

At the present time the average is

15 minutes on and 15 minutes off, with
the major share of the music demand
for the luncheon and dinner hours.

In some cases, ops report, music is

continuous during the luncheon and
dinner hours, and that prior and after

that, the schedule is set at 15 minutes
on and 15 minutes off.

The wired music which is being fea-

tured is capturing much attention all

over again. This gives location cus-

tomers the choice of any and all disks

which they may request, and the tre-

mendous number and variety is win-
ning greater adherents from among
the location owners for wired music.

One op reports, “We’ve kicked hell

out of television in our community
with background music. In fact,” he
says, “our background music con-
tinues playing even when the TV pro-
grams are under way. The retailers

like this music better than they do
featuring, television shows.”

The demand for more library serv-
ice is also growing from among the
background music ops. The ops, in

this case, are featuring background
music “wide open.” This means that
the location owner is in control or, in
many cases, they are also “sending”
it thru their juke boxes by choosing
one of the recording spots, as for ex-
ample number 20 on the machine, and
offering this music on the title strip
as so many minutes of music for 5c.

Most outstanding, of course, is the
growth of general background music
run out of a couple of 12 record me-
chanisms from the operator’s head-
quarters, completely non-selective and
on single channel. This music is usu-
ally chosen and agreed to in advance
with the location owners.

Some of the leading ops are using
the better known systems. These are
completely automatic. They allow the
location to receive whatever music is

demanded on whatever time basis is

required.

Some of the ops now believe that
background and wired music will be
the final answer to the ops’ problem.
They claim that more and more of
the juke box ops are suddenly learn-
ing that they can enjoy “real profits”
by offering something which they have
always had under control, than at-
tempting to fight their way thru with

juke boxes where more important lo-

cations ask for, and want, background
music.

For many years it has been well
known to the trade that professional,
industrial and retail background music
is extremely profitable. Many well
known ops have been specializing in

this type of music for many years.

This, therefore, simply double
checks the fact that the op can earn
greater profits by also adopting back-
ground and wired music wherever
and whenever possible to supplement
his present juke box route.

There is a great demand from lead-
ing location owners for background
music. Juke box ops have taken up
the cry and have rushed into the
breach offering systems which have
proved themselves over a period of
years.

One of the most noted and out-
standing cases in this regard is the
fact that very suddenly it has become
extremely difficult for juke box ops to

obtain “used” systems which, just a
few months ago, were being offered at
bargain prices.

MANILA, PHILIPPINES—After a

six months study of the many items

imported into this country, the Im-
port Control Board (created by Elpi-

dio Quirino, President of the Philip-

pines, after the passage of the Re-
public Act No. 330, on Augaist 7, au-

thorizing the establishment of a sys-

tem of import control by regulating

imports of non-essential and luxury

articles) itemized the various com-
modities permitted to be imported and
established a percentage of cuts, based

on the period from July 1, 1947 to

June 20, 1948.

Juke Boxes are specifically listed

under “Musical Instruments and Ra-
dios.” A cut of 40% is set on boxes
costing One Hundred and Fifty Phil-

ippine dollars or above.

No mention is made of any other

type of coin operated amusement
equipment. However, a category

called “Games and Amusements” may
make it possible to include automatic

equipment. Itemized under this cat-

egory are; Dice, Mahjong sets, play-

ing cards. Fronton equipment, and

Other Game Equipment. A clarifica-

tion of this last item may result in the

inclusion of coin operated games.

Merchandise under this classification

will take a cut of 60%.
In signing the act last August,

President Quirino explained that the

government aims to regulate what
proportion of available dollars is to

be spent for urgent needs and what
proportion for non-essentials.

Importers are trying to impress

upon the government the necessity

for lowering the percentage cuts in

the future months when the current

condition is improved.

More State Legislative Bills

NEW YORK— State legislative

bodies continue to introduce new coin
machine bills, amend others, vote on
some, and postpone others. This
week’s activities are listed below:
ARKANSAS: House Bill 133:

Passed by the House, February 1.

Makes it unlawful to permit person
under 18 to operate coin operated
amusement games.

Senate Bill 69: Provides any muni-
cipality may levy a privilege tax as
“the city shall deem sufficient.” Coun-
ties are authorized to impose a $5
tax per year for each amusement ma-
chine, and a tax varying from $1 to $5
per year on merchandise and service
vending machines.
ARIZONA; Senate Bill 37: Intro-

duced by Stone and Sullivan. An en-
abling act authorizing cities to “li-

cense and regulate the operation of
bowling alleys, shooting galleries and
other places of amusement.”
CALIFORNIA : Assembly Bill

1183: Provides for an $80 annual
State license tax on each coin oper-
ated machine “which dispenses music,
or music and moving picture.” Bill

as written would impose a tax on
every juke box in the state, whether
in operation or not. Further, license

cannot be assigned to another person
or transferred to another machine.

CONNECTICUT: House Bill 466:
Introduced by Campbell. Referred to
Committee on Finance. Provides for
a $100 State tax on each coin operated
amusement game, automatic phono-
graph, and cigarette and candy vend-
ing machine.

INDIANA; House Bill 327: Intro-

duced by Dennis and Korn. Referred
to Ways & Means Committee B. Pro-
vides for a $25 State tax on all coin
operated machines.

operation of Chapter 24.02, which sec-
tion prohibits the operation of coin
operated gaming devices.
TENNESSEE: House Bill 300: In-

troduced by Johnson. Referred to Ju-
diciary Committee. Would amend
Section 11278 of the Tennessee Code,
making it a felony to keep pinball
machines and other amusement
games.
WASHINGTON: House Bill 205;

Introduced by Rasmussen. Referred
to Judiciary Committee. Would make
unlawful any coin operated machine
which could be used as a gambling de-
vice. Expressly excluded are Vending
Machines, juke boxes, and any amuse-
ment game designed solely for amuse-
ment and entertainment.
WYOMING: House Bill 58: Would

legalize coin operated gaming devices
and directs that local governing bod-
ies shall impose a tax in an amount
not less than $400 per year for each
machine.

and $2 per year for each additional

machine; games operated by inser-

tion of 5 c or greater, other than

ball and bumper ball games shall be
subject to a $50 annual tax for each
machine.
House Bill 99: Provided for an
