in-person performer, Neil does the “Sunday At The Palladium” show in England in May and will tour South America and Europe this Summer. In May he also

does his second stint this year on the Sullivan TV’er. Neil has just completed a movie called “Instant Love” in which he’s featured with Rhonda Fleming and
Rozanno Brazzi. In addition to his success as a performer and recording artist, Sedaka continues to star as a song writer. He is managed by Ben Sutter.
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If the “First Family” LP were
issued today it would probably sell

four million copies. If the “Twist”
bad caught on yesterday, the rec-

ord industry would be swinging to-

day. If the Ray Charles “Country
Sounds” album or the Alan Sher-

man “Folk Singer” LP were issued

tomorrow they would no doubt
create the same excitement they

stirred up in the record business

when they were originally issued

regardless of the fact that we are

now in the income tax period, Lent-

en period, Easter clothes buying
season, etc. The public is always

ready to accept a powerhouse-
something exciting and dilferent

that captures the record buyers’

fancy. It’s this kind of disk the in-

dustry is sorely in need of at the

moment. A record, sound, gim-

mick, craze or whatever you might
prefer to call it. The industry just

needs something way out that will

again “force” the consumer into

the shops for a specific item.

Yes, business is soft. Yes, it has

not been a good winter for many
of the companies. But there is no
cause for alarm. We’ve gone
through many similar soft periods

in the past years, (and there’s prob-

ably someone thinking to himself,

right at this moment—“but it’s

never been as bad as this”) and
we’ll no doubt go through many
such periods again in future years.

It’s a characteristic of the record
industry. And as unpleasant as it

may be, we just have to live with it.

And we have to trust that someone,
somewhere, has an idea that will

result in the next novel thought
that will arrest the imagination of
the public.

Oddly enough, while many are

crying about the soft business pic-

ture, a number of others are enjoy-

ing greater success than ever be-

fore. It’s again the familiar case

of the have’s and have-not’s. But
these factors have a way of ad-

justing themselves and when the

end of the year rolls around, new
all-time high figures are reported

by what seems to be almost every-

one.

But the soft winter may have
taught everyone an important les-

son. There’s no longer such a thing

in the record industry as the “Good
Months.” Perhaps too many people

have been resting on their laurels

figuring that they will bite off a

good share of the business when it’s

hot. The only problem is, the win-

ter never got hot.

There’s no time for relaxation.

A decade or so ago, the summer
was a “lousy” season for the record

industry. In recent years it’s been
great. But we can’t take anything
for granted, not even the forthcom-
ing summer.

The industry requires a great de-

gree of daring. Riding on what ap-

pears to be a sure thing prevents

new fads and novelties from be-

coming successful. We must give

the bizarre a chance.

Profit margins may be down
some and sales may also be down
at the moment. But crying about it

won’t help the situation. A little

positive thinking and some excit-

ing new releases that may very well

be on the cutting board at this very

moment are the things that will

carry the industry to stiff greater

heights in ’63.

Commercial Code With FCC Help
CHICAGO—Saving his catch-phrases

of previous years for the FCC itself,

not the broadcasting industry, New-
town Minow, chairman of the FCC,
told delegates who came to last week’s

annual meet of the National Associa-

tion of Broadcasters, at the Conrad
Hilton Hotel, that it was necessary

for the Government to, in effect, make
the NAB code against overcom-
mercialism Federal law.

Minow, who has told previous NAB
gatherings about TV’s “wasteland”
and radio as a “a bazaar, a clamorous
cashbah of pitchmen and commercials
which plead, bleat, pressure, whistle,

groan and shout . . .,” is in favor of

maintaining the NAB limits on com-
mercial time—14 minutes to the pro-

gramming hour—and letting the in-

dustry see that it’s followed through
—almost. The rub, as NAB men saw
it, would be that the NAB would
have to report to the FCC, which
could take disciplinary action against
offenders.

See More Broadcasters Needed
In UN "Festival" LP Promo

NEW YORK—Broadcasters have been
urged to get on the free-time band-
wagon on behalf of the United Na-
tions’ benefit LP, “All Star Festival,”

by Grahame Richards, veep and di-

rector of programming of The Storz

Broadcasting Co., who has pledged
$50,000 of Storz airtime to promote
the album.

“Seldom have broadcasters had the

opportunity to serve in the ‘inter-

national public interest,’ Richards
says.

“Now, opportunity has knocked in

the form of the United Nations’ ‘All

Star Festival’, especially created to

aid the world’s refugees.”

While info about the LP is an open-
book on the trade level, Richards de-
clares that “everyone has been in-

formed of the merit of this non- profit

program except the public.”

Although noting the generous por-

tion of airtime being given by many
outlets in addition to the six Storz
stations, Richards emphasizes that
“more broadcasters are needed.”

Radio and TV promotion kits are
available for the asking, with re-

quests to be made to : United States
Committee for Refugees, 20 West
40th St, New York 18, N.Y.
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Earlier in the week, NAB president
Leroy Collins declared to the con-
vention that the FCC has no business
in matter of commercial time. He said
it was “a matter of self-regulation,
not a matter of government fiat.”

“As we have said continually since
this concept was first projected, we
will oppose it with all the means at
our command,” Collins said.

Collins warned, however, that gov-
ernment regulation would be forth-
coming if the industry didn’t abide
by its own codes governing all kinds
of broadcasting practices.
The Collins speech was an after-

math of an announcement made by
the FCC during the previous week
that it was looking into the area of
possible direct control of overcom-
mercialism, and was scheduling public
hearings on the subject. It was re-
ported that the FCC favored adoption
of the NAB code on commercials as
Federal law.
Another major broadcasting topic

at the 41st annual NAB meet, at-

tended by more than 3,000, was the
Federal investigation of ratine sys-
tems, which, while not a formal topic
of discussion at the gathering, never-
theless was widely referred to in-

formally. There was talk that the
industry might attempt to set-up its

own system of obtaining the list^nin^-
viewing response to proerammine.
while others would let indenendeut
organizations continue their surveys
with an eye on steadily improving
their approaches.

ABC-Paramount Is

Domino's New Label

NEW YORK—ABC-Paramount Re-
cords formally announced last week
the signing of Fats Domino to its

roster, a move reported in last week’s
issue of Cash Box.

Dismiss Reprise
Suit Against EMI
LOS ANGELES—Frank Sinatra’s Re-
prise label, lost another round in its

anti-trust suit—instituted last sum-
mer—against Capitol Records, Capitol
Records Distributing Corp. and
Electric & Musical Indunstries, Ltd.,

the majority stockholder in Capitol.
The latest development in the

$1,050,000 action came when U.S.
District Court Judge E. Avery Crary
dismissed the suit against EMI, on the
grounds of improper venue and lack
of jurisdiction. Judge Crary upheld
EMI’s contention that it did not do
business in California. The court
further ruled that the English firm

was not lawfully served.
In another ruling last fall the Court

Both revivals were directed by Jose

Quintero, who will take part in the

recordings of the various O’Neil plays

for Columbia.

Take Post-Xmas Dip

1962 were 48,423 monos and 171,305

stereos.

At the factory, 83,638 mono and

258,058 stereo phonos were sold the

first month of 1963. During December,

176,042 monos and 414,084 stereos

were sold. In January of 1962, the

totals were 68,545 monos and 191,014

stereos.

January production of radios fell

to 1,229,507 from a December total of

1,741,899. The figure for the first

month of 1962 was 1,350,630.

Andy Williams, who is currently striking paydirt
with “Days of Wine and Roses” and “Can’t Get
Used To Losing You,” includes both biggies in
this new Columbia LP outing. The warm-voiced
chanter is still riding the charts with two earlier
LP’s and this set is a sure-fire blockbuster. More
best bets here are “What Kind of Fool Am I”
and “My Coloring Book.” Watch the Williams
fans flock for this one.

“BYE BYE BIRDIE”—Original Soundtrack

The Broadway smash “Bye Bye Birdie” makes an
excellent film showcase for the vocal talents of
Ann-Margret, Dick Van Dyke, Bobby Rydell,
Jesse Pearson, Maureen Stapleton and Janet
Leigh. This Victor soundtrack disking is a happy-
go-lucky, tunefilled session that is sure to make a
rapid entry on to the charts. Exciting bands
here are “Put On A Happy Face,” “One Boy”
and “A Lot of Livin’ To Do.” Kudos to Ann-
Margret and Bobby Rydell for standout vocal
performances.

“JOHNNY’S NEWEST HITS”—Johnny Mathis—
Columbia CL 2016
Johnny Mathis has earned many laurels in the
past for his distinctive song stylings and this
new Columbia LP session of current and recent
single hits ranks as his strongest entry in quite
a while. The chanter’s deep, rich, wide-range
baritone voice carries him in good stead as he
offers “Gina,” “Marianna” and his current chart-
rider of “What Will Mary Say.” Disk should
score heavily in the coin department.

“THE GREATEST HITS OF THE GOLDEN
GROUPS”—Bobby Vinton—Epic LN24049
Bobby Vinton, who is currently riding the charts
with “Over The Mountain,” Johnnie and Joe’s
while-back smash, comes up with entire album of

vintage rock ’n roll hits. The chanter’s modern-
ized renditions of the teen oldies is helped by the
superb backing of the Jordanaires. Vinton offers

first-rate readings of such past triumphs as
“Earth Angel,” “My Special Angel” and “A
Thousand Miles Away.” Blockbuster potential
here.

“WHERE DID EVERYONE GO?”—Nat King
Cole—Capitol SW1859
Nat King Cole comes with a mood-setting disk
on Capitol as he lends his very personal and
distinctive vocal touch to a host of moodful
standards. The songster, currently represented on
the charts with his “Dear Lonely Hearts” pack-
age could go the same success route with this

offering. Gordon Jenkins provides some top-flight

arrangements and also conducts here. Slick tracks
include “Where Did Everyone Go?” “When The
World Was Young” and “Laughing on the Out-
side.”

“THE WONDERFUL WORLD OF LOVE”—Rob-
ert Goulet—Columbia CL1993
Robert Goulet’s spectacular rise to success, and
almost immediate acceptance by the public is

clearly evidenced in the sales figures of his first

three LP’s, the last of which is still riding high
on the charts. On this session, the husky-voiced
baritone turns to some uptempo items with a
swinging and brassy backdrop. The chanter han-
dles these bold and bluesy tunes with deftness
and sureness as he essays “I’ll Take Romance,”
“Mean To Me” and “Life Is Just A Bowl Of
Cherries.” A sure-fire chart stand here.
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“B1E BYE BIRDIE”—Bobby Rydell—Cameo
C1043
The swinging sounds of “Bye Bye Birdie,” in it-

self a teenagers musical picnic, is an apt show-
case for the dynamic talents of Bobby Rydell.
The young chanter, who just made his film debut
in the “Birdie” flick, sings all of the tunes from
the show on this Cameo offering. This platter
rocks from beginning to end as the songster po-
tently delivers “A Lot of Lovin’ To Do,” “Put On
A Happy Face” and “Kids.” The Rydell vocal
stylings and the Jack Pleis backing add up to a
real chart threat.

“TELL TALL TALES”—New Christy Minstrels

The New Christy Minstrels, who are currently
riding the LP charts with their “In Person” ses-
sion, unleash their potent vocal and instrumental
talents full-blast on this new destined-for-success
pop-folk set. Although the songs here are drawn
from various sources, they are all well-known
standards. The group shines as they dish up first-

rate readings of “The Old-Timer,” “Down to
Darby” and “Barbara Ellen.” Eye the package for
rapid consumer acceptance.

“IT DON’T MAKE NO DIFFERENCE”—Dave
Gardner—Capitol ST1867
Dave Gardner makes his debut on Capitol with
this hilarious commentary on Americana. The
laffman’s source of material is unfathomable but
the results are potent as he evokes loud bursts of
laughter from his audiences. On this session he
continues to spoof politics, the church, and peo-
ple everywhere. His hipster-Southernese hurls
barbs at a fast and furious pace that could
launch this set right on the charts.

“THE LONGEST DAY”—Original Soundtrack—
20th Fox FXG5007
Here is an impressive soundtrack album of 20th
Century Fox’s film spectacular, “The Longest
Day.” Lowell Thomas dramatically narrates the
highlight events of the box office smash. In con-
densed version, the disk features the voices of
many of the film’s stars, the accompanying sound
effects, and the very effective musical back-
grounds, including Paul Anka’s excellent “Long-
est Day” theme. The album has historical merit
as well as entertainment value.

“MORE HIT TV THEMES”—Nelson Riddle—
Capitol ST 1869
Nelson Riddle’s previous package of TV themes
quickly zoomed up the charts and this follow-up
stanza has every indication of going a similar
success route. As with his previous album, Riddle
has brought his own distinctive, fresh arrange-
ment concepts to the varied musical themes. The
orkster and crew turn in top-flight renditions of
“Ballad Of Jed Clampett,” “Bonanza Theme” and
“Ballad Of Paladin.” Disk has enough built-in hit

ingredients to skyrocket.

“LIVING IT UP!” — Bert Kaempfert — Decca
DL4374
Bert Kaempfert appears to have the magical key
to successful instrumental hits. The orkster has
an enviable record of chart-riders with singles

and LP’s, and he could travel the same route with
this new romp on Decca. Geared for both dancing
and listening enjoyment, the maestro launches
the set with his current noisemaker, “Gentleman
Jim,” and includes with it a whole bag of delight-

ful tunes such as “Fluter’s Holiday” and “Tricky
Trombone.”

“DO THE BIRD”—Dee Dee Sharp—Cameo
C1050
This young lark has come up with four hit sin-

gles in a row during the course of the past year
in a can’t miss manner. This new Cameo album,
tagged after her current biggie, “Do The Bird,”

has enough built-in success ingredients to carry
it straight up the hitsville path. The thrush has
a big voice that serves her well as she surveys
“Let The Sunshine In,” “He’s So Fine” and “Our
Day Will Come.” Dee Dee Sharp fans will come
out in strength for this one.

The Limeliters, who are consistently represented
on the charts with their Victor LP’s, will surely
add to an already long list of best-sellers with
this, their first deck of religious folk songs. The
talented trio dispenses with the humor here and
devotes all its effervescence to a host of spirited
tunes. Plenty of fine harmonizing here as the
boys deliver “Come and Dine,” “Bound For The
Promised Land” and “Just A Closer Walk With
Thee.” The disk is geared for early sales action.

“BILLY STORM”—Buena Vista BV-3315
Billy Storm makes his debut on Walt Disney’s
Buena Vista label with a group of evergreens
and newies that effectively showcase his vocal
talents. The chanter, with plenty of TV and
nitery experience under his belt, gives some solid
professional treatments of such goodies as “Body
and Soul,” “Lover Come Back To Me” and

This aptly titled album from United Artists
boasts the talents of such fine artists as Ferrante
& Teicher, Shirley Bassey, Jan Peerce, Marilyn
Monroe, A1 Caiola and others singing and play-
ing some of the most beautiful songs from cur-
rent films and Broadway shows. The LP could
step out saleswise with such fine entries as “Law-
rence of Arabia” theme, “What Kind of Fool Am
I” and “The Sweetest Sounds.”
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“RITCHIE VALENS MEMORIAL ALBUM”—
Del-Fi DFLP 1225
Although Ritchie Valens has been dead for over
four years, his memory still lives on through re-
cordings like this which includes some of his big-
gest hits. The chanter’s impressive versatility is

firmly spotlighted on this session. Valens renders
a spirited, uptempo item like “La Bamba” with
the same artistry and skill as he dishes up a ten-
der ballad like “Donna.” Among the other top-
drawer bands here are “We Belong Together”
and “Come On Let’s Go.” All of the artist’s many
fans should come out in droves for the disk.

“MARRIAGE IS FOR DINOSAURS”—Muriel
Landers, Stanley Adams—Bigtop 12-307
Here is a humorous and nonsensical package of
parodies by Muriel Landers and Stanley Adams
from Bigtop. With some very funny material
written by Ruth Batchelor, Sid Wayne and Bob
Roberts, the duo delivers each ditty in a manner
that is sure to evoke plenty of belly laughs.
Laugh-laden bands here include “Bernie Boy,”
“Community Property Waltz,” “Child Psychol-
ogy” and “Dr. Goldfarb.”

“ALL THE HITS FROM ‘OLIVER’!”—Melach-
rino Strings—RCA Victor LSP2660
Here is a superb orchestral version of the de-
lightfully melodic Broadway smash, “Oliver!”
played by the lush sounding Melachrino Strings
on Victor. Here is a score that entertains from
overture to finale and the orkster cashes in on its

sales acceptance to come up with some top-
drawer arrangements of such captivating times
as “Consider Yourself,” “Who Will Buy” and “As
Long As He Needs Me.” Loads of chart potential
here.
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“WATERMELON MAN”—Frank Hunter—Epic
BN 26052
One of the most difficult problems in today’s com-
petitive business is coming up with engaging
concepts for LP product. Orkster-arranger Frank
Hunter has created a thoroughly stimulating ses-
sion on this set tagged after the current jazz-pop
chart-rider, “Watermelon Man.” Hunter has also
included eleven other current and while-back teen
favorites and renders them in a smooth, profes-
sional funky approach. There’s plenty of top-
flight dancing and listening enjoyment as the
crew offers “Our Day Will Come,” “Laughing
Boy” and “He’s So Fine.”
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“CIAO”—A1 Caiola—United Artists UAS 6276
Ciao, (this album’s tag) is a greeting, in Italian,

and vet guitarist-orkster A1 Caiola is literally of-

fering an invitation to favorite Italian melodies
on this top-drawer United Artists outing. Caiola’s

arrangements are steeped in the romantic at-

mosphere of the country and are geared for

either dancing or listening pleasure. Among the

best tracks are “Quando Quando Quando,” “A1
Di La” and “Tango Italiano.” Deejays should find

plenty of programmable material here.

“FORMIDABLE !”•—Charles Aznavour-^Mercury
SR60792
Next to DeGaulle, Charles Aznavour is probably

the most popular man in France. The actor-

composer-singer, with more than 300 composi-

tions to his credit, delivers a dozen of them on
this second LP from Mercury. As in most French
songs, the lyrics overshadow the melody, and so

it is here as the songster gives to each one a

feelingful, emotional reading. Best bands here are

“For Me—Formidable,” “Oh Toi Ma Vie,” and
“Au Clair De Mon Ame.” Disk is another fine

entry sure to swell the ranks of Aznavour ad-

mirers.

“ELLA SINGS BROADWAY”—Ella Fitzgerald—
Verve 4059
Although her recent albums have utilized oldies,

Ella Fitzgerald is equally at home on more re-
cent tunes as she evidences on this bright new
Verve set. The lark’s wide-range highly-distinc-
tive jazz-based style is aptly suited to the Broad-
way selections. Best bets include top-flight rendi-
tions of “If I Were A Bell,” “I Could Have
Danced All Night” and “Somebody Somewhere.”
One of the artist’s most satisfying sets in quite
a while.

“BOSSA NOVA”—Singers, Inc.—Valiant 404

Here’s an imaginative bossa nova session spot-

lighting the accomplished vocal talents of a new
group called The Singers, Inc.. Through the

magic of multiple recording techniques the group

sings with itself by singing the background ar-

rangements as well as the songs themselves. The
effect comes off amazingly well on a fine group

of standards including “Volare,” “In A Little

Spanish Town” and “I Could Have Danced All

Night.” Fine fare for dancing or listening pleas-

ure.

“PETER DUCHIN AT THE ST. REGIS”—
Decca DL4373
For this new Decca outing, Peter Duchin plays
the tunes that nitely provide listening and danc-
ing pleasure for the guests at Gotham’s St Regis
Maisonette Room. The versatile 88’er has a pleas-
ing and individual style that serves him in good
stead here as he liltingly renders such biggies as
“This Could Be The Start Of Something Big,” “I
Concentrate On You” and “The Second Time
Around.” Duchin admirers will find plenty of re-
laxing listening here.

Gerald Gardner4&. Whos in charge here?
“HE’S IN CHARGE HERE!”—Gerald Gardner—
Atlantic A8074
With a plethora of White House-oriented, albums
already on the market, this new Atlantic entry

proves that numbers don’t mean anything and
that there is always room for one more, funny
disk. Again the Kennedy clan is the subject for

the humor here, which is based on Gerald Gard-
ner’s best-selling book “Who’s In Charge Here?”
Adam Willson effectively portrays JFK, and an
eye-catching cover is sure to lure the buyers to

the counters. This one could move rapidly.

Hyman’s playing is effective as
are the vocals by the lark, but excessive gim-
mickry gets in the wav. Included here are “Moon
Gas,” “Stella By Starlight” and “I’m Glad There
is You.”

“THE INTRODUCTION OF THE KNOB LICK
UPPER 10,000”—Mercury SR 60780
The Knob Lick Upper 10,000 is a new folk group
with an authentic, colorful old-time bluegrass
style. The group does not attempt to carbon-copy
the yet bluegrass artists. They do have a dis-
tinctive, modern folk style perfectly suited to
this country brand of music. Most of tunes here
like “The Cuckoo,” “Bowling Green” and “Kathy
Kline” are standards, but the crew has created
a new batch of exciting arrangements. A fine
showing.

“SUTTMILLER’S PRESENTS THE HI-LITES”—King 818
The Suttmiller Brothers, who own and operate
one of the midwest’s finest theatre restaurants,
sponsor the Hi-Lites, a new trio from Toronto
on this their premiere disk entry. While backed
by the Cliff Lash ork the group displays a sin-
cere, wide-range vocal style on a fine batch of
evergreens including “

’Till The End Of Time,”
“Carolina In The Morning” and “Canadian Sun-
set.” Pleasant listening throughout.

“ADRIANO CELENTANO”—Vesuvius 4411
Here is the voice and guitar of Adriano Celen-
tano singing and playing some Italian tunes with
a hard-drivin’ rhythm. The young Italian song-
ster effectively uses the American rock ’n roll

sound on these melodies and also sings them in
both English and Italian. Swingin’ sides here in-
clude “Veleno,” “Buona Sera Signorina” and
“Happy Days Are Here Again.”

“RAILROAD BILL”—Homesteaders—Riverside
RM 7537
Once in a great while a new folk group comes
along with a sincere feeling for the traditional
folk style. The Homesteaders are just such a
group. These talented singers do not rely on mod-
ern gimmicks like a slicked-up chorus and full-

ork backing but rest firmly on their fine vocal
and instrumental skills. The gang dishes up both
evergreens folk items and newer material with
equal poise. The Homesteaders shine on “Rail-
road Bill,” “Cape Cod Girls” and “Nine Pound
Hammer.” Folkniks should come out in force for
the album.

“THE IRRESISTIBLE GOSPEL CHORDS”—
Dauntless DS6305
The Gospel Chords, a family group, made up of

talented youngsters showcase their talents on a
session of gospel-oriented tunes. The group sings
in all the popular gospel styles, quartet, hard,
and soul gospel on this Dauntless LP. Many of

the tunes here are traditional spirituals and the
singers handle them with feeling and authority.

Included here are “I Couldn’t Keep It To My-
self,” “I Need Thee” and “Come Out of the Wil-
derness.”

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

I REE FALL “FREE FALL”—Jimmy Giuffre—Columbia CL

1964
Here’s a far-out jazz excursion spotlighting the
inventive talents of Jimmy Giuffre on clarinet,
Paul Bley on piano and Steve Swallow on bass.
The disk contains five solos for unaccompanied
clarinet, two duets for clarinet and bass and
three trios for clarinet, piano and bass. The trio
performs in their usual polished style as they
move through the rapidly-changing, intricate se-
lections. Best bets here are “Propulsion,” “Dicho-
tomy” and “Man Alone.”

“THE NATURAL SOUL”—Lou Donaldson

Blue Note 4108
Lou Donaldson has acquired quite an impressive
reputation with his previous Blue Note jazz ex-
cursions but this new teaming up with Tommy
Turrentine on trumpet, Grant Green on guitar,
John Patton on organ and Ben Dixon on drums,
ranks as his best date yet. On this session, Don-
aldson’s pulsating alto sax is given plenty of op-
portunity to explore some interesting, funky,
soulful melodic progressions. The crew shines on
“Funky Mama,” “Love Walked In” and “That’s
All.”

Francy Boland band composed of musicians from
all over Europe. Among the stars represented on
the disk are Pat Peck, Zoot Sims, Carl Drevo
and Jimmy Woode. Despite different geographi-
cal backgrounds the men successfully form one
cohesive musical unit as they offer “The Styx,”
“Charon’s Ferry” and “Last Train From Over-
brook.” Eye the package for rapid acceptance.

“KILIMANJARO”—Quartette Tres Bien—Nor-
man NL 107
As the album’s title suggests (Kilimanjaro is the
highest peak in Africa) the Quartette Tres Bien’s
style is based on the traditional, primitive Afro-
beats. However, instead of using only the Afri-
can orientation the group overlays the selections
here with some sophisticated, intricate piano
stylings. The crew really swings on “I Didn’t
Know What Time It Was,” “My Favorite Things”
and “My One And Only Love.” Superb listening
throughout.

CLASSICAL PICKS OF THE WEEK

BEATRICE ET BENEDICT

“THE SOUND OF HOROWITZ”—Vladimir Hor-
owitz—Columbia
For his second Columbia program Vladimir Hor-
owitz has chosen some especially soothing, lyrical

selections from Schumann, Schubert, Scarlatti
and Scriabin. Although the music, is for the most
part, slow and lyrical it is extremely intricate to

play. The pianist’s incredible keyboard sensitivity
and commanding style is highlighted on such
popular selections as Schumann’s “Scenes From
Childhood” and “Scarlatti’s “Sonata In E Major.”
A superior classical offering.

BERLIOZ: Beatrice Et Benedict, Solosist, Chorus,
London Symphony Orchestra, Colin Davis, Con-
ductor—London SOL256/7
Berlioz’ comic opera adaptation of the Bard’s
‘Much Ado About Nothing” is excitingly per-

formed by the London Symphony Orchestra con-

ducted by Colin Davis, with the St. Anthony
Singers, and soloists April Cantelo, Josephine
Veasey, John Mitchinson and others. The com-
poser’s score is soaringly melodic with many or-

chestral flourishes that are completely capricious.

This recording from London is a happy listening

experience and merits the attention of all opera
devotees.

“A NIGHT IN TUNISIA”—Art Blakey’s Jazz
Messengers—RCA Victor LPM 2654
In the past several years Art Blakey’s Jazz Mes-
sengers have become one of the most important
small jazz groups in the mainstream of modern
music. On these Victor sides cut six years the
group is in fine form as they go through their

inventive paces in their usual hard-driving style.

Blakey’s non-lyrical style is showcased on the
album’s tag, Dizzy Gillespie’s rapidly-changing,
intricate “A Night In Tunisia.” Other top-flight

tracks include “Off The Wall,” “Theory Of Art”
and “Evans.” Disk could move swiftly.

RACHMANINOFF: Symphony No. 3 in A Minor,
Utah Symphony Orchestra, Maurice Abravanel,
Conductor—Vanguard VRS1094
Rachmaninoff’s “Symphony No. 3,” like many of

his earlier works has a recurrent theme of trag-

edy, and this performance by the Utah Sym-
phony Orchestra with Maurice Abravanel at the

helm, dramatically captures this inherent mood.
The conductor leads his men through the intri-

cate passages with sensitivity and evidences a

firm knowledge of the composer. Despite its som-
berness, this neglected work bears repeated lis-

tening.
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And by the by, don’t forget to cash-in on Ann Margret’s new
high-flying single ‘Bye Bye Birdie’% ‘Take All The Kisses.’

NEW YORK—Lester Sims, absent

from the disk scene for about a year

since leaving his post at Bourne

Music to enter the brokerage busi-

ness, plans to return to music & disk

activities. Although he has been dis-

cussing possible opportunities in this

area, he told Cash Box, he has not

finalized any moves. Sims was gen-

eral professional manager of Bourne
for five years, coming to the pub-

bery after a 15-year stint with Miller

Music in the same capacity.

CHICAGO—Musical America on an
amateur level continues to show great
gains.
As of Dec. 31, 1962, the American

Music Conference has just reported,
there were 34 million amateur musi-
cians in the U.S., compared with 19
million in 1950. In 1950, one of every
7.9 Americans played a musical in-
strument and/or received instrumen-
tal instruction; in 1962, the ratio was
one of every 5.5.

The popular instrument by far
among amateurs is the piano, with
21.5 million playing the instrument
last year. Second best is the guitar,
with 5.3 million devotees. 1962 Re-
tail sales of new musical instruments,
musical accessories and sheet music,
not including phonos, disks or other
products that reproduce music rather
than being used to make music,
amounted to $630 million, compared
to $85 million in 1940. The AMC says
that the ’62 figure surpassed the com-
bined dollar volumes of all specta-
tor sports, still and movie cameras,
comic books and playing cards.
The AMC estimates that more than

10.5 million school-age youngsters
are now playing musical instruments

or receiveng instrumental instruction
in public and parochial schools and
from private teachers. There were
only 2.5 million music-making young-
sters in 1947. The number of adult
music makers has increased from 16
million in 1947 to 23 million in 1962,
up 47%.
An amateur musician is defined by

the AMC as someone who plays a
musical instrument six or more times
a year, either in private or with or-
ganized music groups, or someone
who is receiving instrumental in-
struction of some type.

L.A. NARAS Forum
Tackles Overproduction

HOLLYWOOD—The record indus-
try’s motto should be “quality up,
quantity down” and manufacturers
should stop their massive discount
programs, 90-day credit extensions,
etc. Those were two of the most fre-
quently mentioned solutions to the
problem of over-production, the topic
of the forum discussion sponsored
here last week (2) by the Los An-
geles chapter of the National Aca-
demy of Recording Arts and Sciences
(NARAS).

Illustrating the immensity of the
over-production problem, Clyde Wal-
lichs, head of Los Angeles’s Music
City stores, said his buyer has be-
tween 700 and 800 new LP’s offered
to him each month. Disk Jockey Ira
Cook of KMPC, who has long kept
track of the number of new releases
he receives, said that the total in only
three months since the first of the
year is now 674 single records, 312
albums.
Los Angeles distrib A1 Sherman

called for elimination of the deals and
special sales programs launched by
labels for certain artists and catalogs.
Sherman urged “more realistic sales
policies on a straight 30-day (pay-
ment) basis.” Retailer Wallichs sided
with Sherman, saying that manufac-
turers should take the money they
spend in discounts and special deals
and put it into a hard-hitting pro-
gram of consumer advertising and
promotion. “Sell phonograph records
to the public instead of selling dollars
to dealers,” Wallichs said.

Representing the artists, Stan Ken-
ton said, “To talk of over-production
is ridiculous. It’s simply a case of
making something that will have
enough appeal to people so many of
them will buy it. It’s not a case of
cutting down on releases, it’s how to

make the records better.”
Columbia Records’ west coast chief

Irving Townsend, the man chosen to

defend the major companies, admitted
the over-production problem. “We all

make too many records,” he said, “but
you can’t just stop and cut your re-

leases in half.” Townsend pointed out
that record-company sales depart-
ments are charged with the respon-
sibility of moving so many units of

merchandise in order to meet their

sales forecast. “We’d like to sell two
million records with two artists, but
if we have to have 40 artists to sell

the two million, then 40 artists it will

be.”
Dave Pell, an independent producer,

blamed most of the over-production
on the majors. He cited the “personal
touch” the small label can provide.

“We gamble more than the majors,”

Pell said, “and we approach a record

differently. We don’t have the power

and the distribution of the majors. . .

all we have is the personal approach.”

From the floor, music publisher

Sidney Goldstein suggested attacking

over-production by enforcement of

that part of the Copyright Act which

calls for record manufacturers to pay

mechanical royalties on each record

pressed rather than each record sold.

Seymour Heller summed up the

feelings of many in the audience when

he noted that “over-production has

made a lot of fast-rising stars. And

it has also made a number of has-

beens-in-a-hurry.”

The panel discussion was held in

Studio A of the Capitol Tower here,

with songwriter Johnny Green as

moderator, and Capitol Records exec

producer Voyle Gilmore as chairman

for the evening.

Scottish singer Andy Stewart leaves Britain in May for a three-month tour
of Australia and New Zealand. He will give concerts in Christchurch, Dunedin,
Invercargill, Nelson, Wellington, Hastings, Napier, New Plymouth, Wanganui,
Hamilton, Auckland, Brisbane, Sydney, Melbourne, Adelaide and Perth. In 1961,
Stewart received a silver disk — the first Scottish artist to achieve such a dis-
tinction—for world sales exceeding a quarter of a million for his HMV record-
ing of “A Scottish Soldier.” After a three week break, he sets off again on
another extensive tour — this time of Canada and America. Meantime the first
of three spectaculars “The Andy Stewart Show” will be televised by the BBC
on April 13.

Effective from April 26th Cyril Berlin and his firm Cyril Berlin Associates
merges with The Grade Organisation. Berlin will continue his personal man-
agement of such artists as Lonnie Donegan, Jeannie Carson, Desmond O’Con-
nor, etc. He is also bringing over the American group, The Grandison Singers,
who will be featured in the new Donegan series “Putting On The Donegan,”
which has a seven-week run on ATV commencing April 5.

’63” to be released on Golden Guinea in May. Delaney’s contract with Pye en-
ables him to make his own tapes and “Dancing ’63” is the first album recorded
under the new deal. Delaney plays a two-month engagement in Naples com-
mencing May 1.

Busy time ahead for singer Sheila Southern. Just back from a visit to Lis-
bon, she planes to Holland for TV on April 19 and 20 then on to South Africa
for a six-week tour taking in Nairobi, Johannesburg and Cape Town.

Fred Jackson of Tin Pan Alley Music has the American hit “Our Winter
Love” with recordings by Bill Pursell (CBS) and Felix Slatkin (Liberty). Also
very happy to have the No. 1 German hit “Casanova.” Pye Records recently
rush released “Casanova” with the French version of “Chariot (I Will Follow
Him)” by Petula Clark. Although foreign language disks are not usually popu-
lar, Pet scored a hit last year with her French version of “Ya Ya Twist” and
it looks as though she might do it again with this double-sided continental
topper.
Manager Brian Epstein and The Beatles, in association with publisher Dick

James, have formed a new company Northern Songs Ltd. The Beatles, as well
as being vocalists and instrumentalists, are also song writers and pen much of

their own material including their latest Parlophone single “From Me To You.”
Andrew Loog Oldham, press representative for many British artists, includ-

ing Mark Wynter. The Beatles and Gerry and The Paceman (who, incidentally

have zoomed into the charts with their debut disk “How Do You Do It” and
look all set for a Silver Disk (Columbia) also looks after the press interests

of Chris Montez and Brian Hyland. He will be handling the Johnny Tillotson

tour which opens April 19. Several TV and radio dates have been lined up for

Johnny who arrives with manager Mel Shayne on April 13. Del Shannon, The
Springfields and Kenny Lynch are also booked for the tour.

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Sometimes the artist-publisher team can make much more noise than the
artist alone. The fantastic job that Lothar Olias and his Edition Esplanade
has done for instance to keep Freddy the number one seller on the German
market during the last five years is the very best example of such work. This
tie is very rare here and it is seldom the case that a publisher puts so much
work and publicity into one artist as an artist as in this case.
The second and newest example is the Belgium group Les Chakachas. A lit-

tle over two years ago, the group was completely unkown here. Then, the
group came to play in Munich at the Night-Club and things began to hap-
pen. Their Belgium RCA A&R man Ivon De Bie and the Brussels publisher
Universal Songs gave UFA Music Publishers in Berlin and Munich the exclu-
sive rights to all the Chakachas compositions like “Twist-Twist,” “Please Re-
member,” “Madison 62” “Que Simpatico” and “Bossa De Moda” for Austria,
Germany and Switzerland and the UFA began to function. Music manager
Stefan von Baranski took over management of the group for this area and
its records, TV appearances, radio shows as well as personal appearances in
Vienna at the Splendid Bar and at the Bayerisher Hof Hotel in the “Night-
Club” began to pay oif.

Michael Arends of Paul Arends Music reports that the firm has sewed up
the rights to the following publishing firms for representation in Germany.

Visi informed that just for this
grooving Los Hermanos Rigual will receive during their next stay in Italy,
a gold record. Already scheduled is their pei'formance as guest star on a big
TV show. Both groups are expected to be in Italy during the months of
July and August.
Another foreign visitor who stopped in Italy during his European trip

is Stan Steinhaus, VP of Ronde de Venezuela. He contacted almost all inde-
pendent producers in the area; arrangements were made for the distribution
in Venezuela by Ronde of Jolly, Clan and RI, FI as well as the new Tony
Dallara production, which is independently distributed abroad by Gino Lardera,
Tony’s brother and manager.

All negotiations were conducted under the supervision of Sedrim, which
also came in for a visit by Steinhaus in order to clear the way for the
Ronde Biem contract. The Mintangians of Durium were host to Steinhaus for
a briefing on the Venezuela market, while other conferences were held with
Minchin of Emi Italiana, and Tonino Casetta of Bluebell. Ronde to also
negotiate talent tours for Venezuela as part of its obligations with the
record producers. Steinhaus reported that Italian music and recordings are
a primary factor in that market. First records to be issued under the new
contracts are of Dallara, Celentano, Adel Valentine, Cocki Mazzetti, and
“Movie Themes,” by Armando Sciascia. Promotion of new Italian names such
as Remo Germani, Eugenia Foligatti, Ricki Gianco will be started on Steinhaus’
return to Venezuela.
The third foreign personality who came to Milan was Claude Henri Vic,

general manager of Editions Fantasia, the associated publishing firm of the
French Disques Festival of Paris. Vic came to Italy accompanied by Fantasia’s
public relations exec., Christiane Leroux, to meet both Campi brothers, Giusep-
pe and Luigi, to conclude an agreement for the exploitation in France of the
music of the successful Fellini film “8M>.”

Vic also paid visits to Durium, Leonardi, Ricordi, Messaggerie Musicali
and Ariston. He dealed for the subpublication in France of some original
Italian titles, while he licensed in Italy some numbers of his last production.

Concluding the series of foreign hosts, Cash Box had the pleasure to meet
Michael Stewart exec. VP of United Artists Music Co. during his very quick
visit to Milan.

Mintangian informed that Adriano Celentano will be star guest May 15
on the most popular Spanish TV show programmed in Barcelona.

Mintagians are waiting for the visit of Bruno Coquatrix, owner and man-
ager of the famous Paris Music Hall Olympia. He will arrive in Milan to

discuss the participation of Adriano Celentano in a series of performances
at the Olympia. On this occasion, Celentano will take part also to the pop
program Musicorama broadcast by Europe N. 1. Coquatrix admired the recent,

very successful Adriano performance on the Olympia stage.

As
we have previously informed, the first RGE lists feature “Classes In Samba”
by Perucci and his orchestra “Bossa Nova In Hollywood” by Simonetti and
his orchestra, and compact 33’s by Helena de Lima and the visitors.
One interesting remark about Harvey Schein’s visit to Argentina. Before

leaving the country, Schein and Peter de Rougemont, the newly appointed VP
for European operations of CBS, decided to visit some other Argentinean
city, and a fast trip was organized to the city of Cordoba. Douglas Taylor,
Argentine CBS’ commercial director, and Juan Truden, the diskery’s manager,
went also with them.

These two are local products, composed by the Duo and Ban Molar.
Fermata Publishers has contracted two new Italian tunes which could be

hits: “Tu Vedrai” and “Perdonarse in Due.” There is also a new Brazilian
song, “A Mesma Rosa Amarelha,” which is also considered a hit-to-be. On
the local side, Fermata’s hottest bet is “Camelia,” the new Palito Ortega
production.

CBS reports that its newly inked folk group, Los Trovadores del Norte,
are having a big success with the first single they have cut for the label.
This Cash Box representative has also received several reports from dealers
informing that this single looks like a big hit. The title is “Puente Pexoa,”
and will be also included in the group’s first LP, to be released soon. Another
CBS artist, Roberto Yanes, has already returned from his tour of Puerto Rico
and is appearing on TV Channel 9 in the “Festival 63” program, directed by
Blackie. Yanes is finishing the recording of a new album, due soon. Los Cinco
Latinos have already made their first performance at the “La Noche” pro-
gram, on Channel 9. “La Noche” is a new program started recently by Nicolas
“Pipo” Mancera, who returned some weeks ago from Europe, where he finished
arrangements to present European artists on his program.

Music Hall has released a Compact 33 with four tunes by Jose Basso and
his tango orchestra, a new album by Les Baxter (“Voices and Rhythm”), the
first LP by Moacir Silva, recorded for Copacabana of Brazil, an album fea-
turing Tita Ruffo and Feodor Chaliapin, and one more LP by Dany Montano,
local artist. Moacir Silva is the arranger and orchestra director of all the
Elizete Cardoso waxings, and is very well known in his country. Music Hall’s
“Peanuts” by Little Joe is starting to run well; the recording was made by
Reprise in the US.

News from Philips: Buby Lavecchia, well known jazzman, orchestra direc-
tor and arranger, has been appointed A&R head of Polydor recordings which
have been started in Argentina. The latest Polydor outings are “Ritmos de
Moda,” “Cita en Montecarlo” and “Telstar”; there is also a new album by
Caterina Valente, with some of the lark’s greatest hits. Under the Philips
line, the news are a Compact 33 with four tunes by Eduardo Falu, another
one by Los Fronterizos, a single by Osvaldo Pugliese and one by Ceumar Rios.

No real sensational news to announce mostly because of the Easter holidays

that are apnroaching, and the continual strikes. However, with Barclay is

excited about the departure of Charles Aznavour, and friends for New York,
for his premiere at Carnegie Hall. He will feel less alone while being sur-
rounded by his friends. Its true that everywhere he is accompanied by his

talent, and that is really something.
On the CBS side some small news. The announcement of the Brothers Four

due in Paris, who will participate in the Musicorama program on Aoril 2nd.
They are billboarded with Claude Nougaro. Following this occasion CBS will

bring out on the market an EP “Brothers Four On Tour,” and also an album
of their hits. After Musicorama they will anpear on the television in the
popular program “Rendez Vous Avec. . .

.” Following ud on the release of
“Lawrence D’Arabie” the famous new Columbia film, CBS has just given us
the Percy Faith version of the principal theme. To terminate this chapter let’s

say that the great pianist Alexandre Brailowsky will give a series of concerts,

at the Pleyel Hall on March 29 and April 2nd. At this event he will be award-
ed the Medal of the Honored citizen of Paris for his contribution to the music
world.

Whilst on the subject of specials we have been informed that Fernand
Reynaud (Philips) gives a series of representations at the A.B.C. Theater.
From this Philips will release a 10” LP entitled “Fernand En Avion.” From
the catalog, Mercury comes up with “La Rhapsodie In Blue” by Gershwin
and “An American In Paris” directed by Antal Dorati. From the catalog,

Audio Fidelity has “Bagpipes and Drums” and also “Danses Of Port Said.”

This has its charm. Also, a new 10” LP by Dario Moreno with quite a few of

his passed repertory such as “Ni Na Nai” and “Limbo Bossa.” A recent

recording by Robert Cogoi with his “Je Me Ens Tres Seul” and “Quand,”
and Billy Nash gives us “Little Doll.”

Decidedly Francoise Hardy has become more and more as the revelation

of the season. Match has again given several pages to this star. President

Cabat tells us that her disk of “Tous Les Garcons Et Les Filles” has passed

the 600,000 mark and is followed-up closely with “Le Temps De L’Amour”
and “L’Amour S’En Va.”

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Cosh Box AUSTRALIA
Radio stations 2SM (Sydney) and 3AK (Melbourne) joined forces some

months ago to introduce the first direct landline interstate disk-jockey show
featuring Bob Rogers. The project has obviously been successful because both
stations are again co-operating and are now issuing the first National Top
100 Chart to appear in Australia; the chart is prepared each week and dis-
tributed from both stations. The chart is based on record sales in both Mel-
bourne and Sydney (between them these two cities account for better than
75% of Australia’s total population) and gives local recording artists in both
cities a chance to get chart ratings in other States. 2SM compiles the best
selling singles from Sydney and 3AK does the same from Melbourne—the
two lists are then broken down to prepare the 2SM-3AK National Top 100.
This means that a local record rating well in Sydney is assured of chart action
in Melbourne and vice versa—thereby giving the local artist some much needed
national recognition and action.
American entertainer Frances Faye has returned to Australia for her second

nightclub season here in the last six months. She was a sensational success on
her first visit to this country and it was announced then that she would return
as soon as her commitments in America were cleared. From all reports,
Frances is repeating the success she enjoyed on her first visit.
For some time, Sydney and Melbourne music men have been concerned at

the “barrier” being erected between Melbourne and Sydney resulting in the
output of each city receiving little or no support in the other. With this situa-
tion damaging the prospects of local works overseas, Norman Whiteley of the
Belinda organization flew to Melbourne recently to confer with leading execu-
tives in the recording and publishing fields and with television producers. Firm
proposals were discussed for a complete reversal of relations between the two
centers and announcements can be expected soon which could have a far-
reaching effect on the future of Australian and New Zealand music both at
borne and overseas. On his return, Whiteley commented that he believed it

possible to establish a co-operation between Melbourne, Sydney, Brisbane and
Wellington such as the business had never known and was ready to go ahead
as soon as he got the green light from Melbourne. With that established he
was then ready to bring in Adelaide, Perth and Hobart to the “common front.”
Already Belinda is sponsoring the publication of Adelaide works—including
brass band material—in New Zealand and Australia for eventual export to
United Kingdom and Europe generally. With the Johnny Devlin Music’s “Surf-
side” released on both Capitol and Bigtop Records in USA and the UK and
others to follow, the Belinda Group is making big headway with its 1963
"“crash export” program. It is true that the Australian composer has never
had more opportunity but this is all the more reason why we should put our
own house in order between States.

Dick Harkness of the AWA office (RCA distributors) in Melbourne organ-
ized a contest with Cann’s (a leading retail house) to promote the Elvis Pres-
ley film “Girls, Girls, Girls,” which is now showing at the Barclay Theatre in

Melbourne. They are searching for a girl who looks most like Laurel Goodwin,
who plays opposite Presley in the movie. Prizes include wearing apparel, fash-
ion and beauty courses and soundtrack albums from RCA.

Festival Records has issued an unusual and well produced single by famous
Australian film actor Chips Rafferty. The “A” deck is called the “The Big
Fight” and was written by popular vocalist Jay Justin. With worldwide con-
troversy raging over the fight business, it seems likely that this release will

eatch heavy action. It should be noted that “The Big Fight” was recorded
and released before the match which resulted in the recent death of a boxer
in the United States.

Received a very nice letter from Herbert E. Marks on the occasion of the
69th birthday of the world renowned publishing house of Edward B. Marks
Music Corporation—which is represented here by Messrs. J. Albert & Son Pty.
Ltd. Along with the letter came a copy of the Edward B. Marks house organ
“Spin It” which is devoted to a heavy push on the Bossa Nova and Billie

Holiday’s composition, “God Bless The Child.”
It looks as though Rick Nelson will be all over the local charts in no time

at all with his first release for Festival Records, which brings “I Got A
Woman” and “You Don’t Love Me Any More.”

Ivan Mogull is on the ball as usual with his fine mailing piece supporting
the release of “Losing You” by Brenda Lee which is her latest single for
American Decca and will be issued here by the Festival group.
New singles from the Philips outfit include “She’ll Never Love You (Like

I Do)” by Teresa Brewer; “I Can’t Stop Loving You” with Ivo Robic; “Little

Boy Little” c/w “Waf-Woof” by The Springfields; “Bringa— Branga—
Brought” by Joe Dowell and “The Jive Samba” from The Cannonball Adderly
Sextet.

One of the highlights in the musical world recently was a glamorous recep-

tion at the Martini Club in Brussels. Hosts were the Festival-Victory record

firm which celebrated the sale of the fifth millionth disk by artist Andre

Verchuren. There was a happy atmosphere, everyone rejoicing in Andre s per-

formance, a unique thing and a fine example of a local boy who made it good.

N. V. Siemens also held a reception, this time at the press club in the Bel-

gian capital. The occasion was the appearance of Tchaikovsky’s piano concerto

nr. I (Deutsche Grammophon Gesellschaft) . This LP record features Syjato-

slav Richter as soloist, while Herbert von Karajan conducts the famed Wiener

Symphoniker. Classic music lovers will find this record one of the best m its

class. Top-selling figures are expected as this firm is conducting an impressive

publicity campaign in the press.

There is some interesting news about Argentine born singer Alberto Cortez,

who has been living in Belgium for quite some time. He was Spanish. There

are high hopes for his own rendering of the song that ended up second at the

San Remo Festival: “Amour, mon amour, my love.” The same goes for Boni

Bonita,” also done in Spanish. All his own numbers are published by his pub-

lishing firm Belga Music, Steenweg op Betekon, 97, at Aarschot. From now
on, all of Alberto’s records will be distributed by IBC of Milano. Cortez will

also be seen on big shows in Germany.

Tony Ronald, a crooner from the Netherlands, is under contract with HMV,
which expects a lot from him. This boy really got started in Spain, where he

was labeled “the Spanish king of twist.” His own version of “Loop de Loop

seems to be well liked. A fine German recording of Mary Lo has appeared on

the market, called “Ich bin in deinen Mund verliebt” (Electrola). Fans of

Gene McDaniels will be happy to learn that their idol has produced two new
numbers, including “Cry Baby” (Liberty).

There is a good chance that two numbers by The King Creoles (Hebra

Records) will please many enthusiasts, especially the one side featuring

“Creole Woogie.” The music publishing firm Herman Brauer has acquired the

sub-edition of the winning number at San Remo “Une per tutte.” This, as far

as Belgium is concerned.

Despite heavy label competition, Belgian top vocalist Lou Neefs, (“Ein

kleines Kompliment”) signed a contract with Dutch CNR label through

producer L. J. Van Rymenant, which will produce the platters. First rush re-

lease is a Flemish-Dutch version of “Uno per tutte” and an original, espe-

ciallv written for Neefs, “Wat zou de wereld zonder liefde zijn? (What
Would be the World without Love?”). New disk of the famous Spotnicks,

“Hava Naguilla” (on Discostar) kicks off immediately.

Polygram-Belgium told Cash Box that the Luxemburg winning song “A
force de prier” (By Praying Constantly) by Nana Mouskouri is wonderful,

and there is demand for it. A new Mercury EP by Brook Benton was launched

with the songs “Hotel Happiness,” “Lie to Me,” “Send for Me, Take Good

Care of Her.” The French version of “Hotel Happiness ” “Le ranch de mes
reves,” was also very well received, especially the version by Little Sheila.

The famous ensemble “Die Regenpfeifer” (Der rote Tango) has a big one

again with “Die nacht ist viel zo shon (The Night is Too Beautiful). The

success of the All Star Festival campaign still goes on. New Audio-Fidelity

releases are “Down in New Orleans” with Louis Armstrong and the Dukes of

Dixieland, “I Remember New Orleans” (a tribute to King Oliver), Louis Arm-
strong and his All Stars. Expectations are high on the original soundtrack of

famous Orson Welles film, “Le Proces.”

Mr. De Boeck, director of Ardmore and Beechwood-Belgium, said that his

firm has acquired the rights of the French versions of following titles: Nau-

tilus” (entends-tu le vent) done by Georgie Dann on Pathe; “Ackers Lac-

quer” by Acker Bilk (Je souris sous la pluie), done by Chris Carol on Pathe.

By the time this editorial is read by members ©I

the industry, MOA’s Annual Spring Board Meeting

—scheduled for Saturday, April 6-will have come
to a close. As this is written, the meeting is just

twenty-four hours away. And yet there is every indi-

cation that this meeting will go down in industry

history as the harbinger of a good convention sea

son to come. The feeling is in the air.

With no official statements forthcoming from

MOA officials at press time, unofficial observations

indicate that the meeting will report on progress

along the lines of increased membership, a stronger

public relations program and most important,

stronger relationships between MOA and the juke

box manufacturers. There is a faint hope that the

meeting will provide the springboard for announce-

ment from one or more manufacturers that they

will exhibit at the ’63 Convention. If no official

statement is made this week there is still the hope

that in an increasingly favorable light, one or more

of the abstaining manufacturers will eventually

give MOA the nod.

MOA officials have traveled thousands of miles

since taking office last fall and the result has been

increased membership and support from entire

associations across the country. President Harry

Snodgrass has steered the national association back

on course and Bob Blundred has preached the gos-

pel to the industry’s members. The results are very

encouraging.

Lou Casola, MOA’s public relations head, has

been working equally as diligently in a field in

which our industry can use all the support it can

get. Again, unofficial reports are that Casola has

made much headway in this area.

Highly placed people—operators and distributors

—have made plans to attend this Board Meeting in

Chicago. They all have one common interest, the

success of MOA and a healthy Convention in the

fall. These people have worked hard to revive MOA
and its membership during the past six months.

They are equally as responsible for the expected

favorable reports which will be forthcoming from

MOA’s official channels this week.

Again, there is nothing official. But the smart

money says that MOA is back on its feet and racing

toward a highly successful Convention in Septem-

ber. Judging from all indications, we think there is

much cause for optimism throughout the coin ma-

chine industry.

Canteen Of Okla. BuysContinental Execs

Fight SEC Move
For Receivership

WESTBURY, N.Y.—Officials of the
Continental Vending Machine Corpo-
ration appeared on Friday, April 5,

in a Federal Court to show cause why
the assets of the vending manufac-
turing company should not be put in

the hands of a government appointed
receiver. The action was a result of

an order obtained earlier in the week
by the Securities and Exchange Com-
mission, from Federal District Judge
Inzer B. Wyatt in New York. The
order was for the purpose of con-
trolling remaining assets of Conti-
nental Vending and a subsidiary, Val-
ley Commercial Corporation, finance
firm which allegedly borrowed ap-
proximately $4 million from Conti-
nental without director authorization
and loaned a portion of this sum to

Continental’s Harold Roth. Roth re-
signed as chairman but continues as
general manager and chief executive.
The SEC also asked that a “proper”
financial statement be filed on the
vending firm.

In addition to Roth, also named in
the SEC case were Robert Hirseh,
Valley’s prexy; Matthew Forbes, sub-
stantial stockholder in Continental;
Arthur Field, lawyer for both firms;
Sidney Florea, a field partner and
Continental director; Harry Meres-
man, a director; Herbert Sternberg,
a director and secretary of Continen-
tal and Valley v.p. ; and Claire Gans,
who is reported to be associated with

TULSA—-Canteen Company of Okla-

homa has announced the purchase of

Canteen Service, Inc., of Wichita,

Kan., from Chicago-based Automatic

Canteen Co. of America.

In making the announcement, Ralph

Jett, president of Canteen Co. of

Oklahoma, the state’s largest indus-

trial food service and vending firm,

said Canteen Service, which formerly

operated as a branch of Automatic

Canteen Co. of America, will be oper-

ated as a wholly-owned subsidiary

and renamed Canteen Co. of Wichita.

Jett disclosed that the acquisition,

the first for the Tulsa-based vending

firm, will add about $500,000 to sales,

bringing the firm’s total gross sales

to approximately $3 million for 1963.

Purchase price for the Wichita firm

was not announced.

Simultaneous with the announce-

ment of the acquisition, Jett named
James H. Grady, former manager of

Valley.
The vending machine manufacturer

was expected to defend its position
as a firm financially capable of ful-

filling its obligations. Bank and indi-

vidual support were rendered two
weeks ago following the initial set-

back. (Cash Box March 23, 30). The
hearing was in progress as this re-

port went to press.

NEW YORK—Metropolitan NYC op-
erators awaited City Council ap-
proval of a bill passed in Albany
earlier in the week okaying a city
sales tax increase on c-igs from 2$ to

4$ per pack. Ops were studying the
vended price which would result from
the tax hike. No definite selling price
was determined but a 33$ ( regulars )-

38 $ (kings) seemed possible, with
each vend returning 2 pennies in a
pack, upon insertion of 35$ for the
regulars and 40$ for the king-sized
pack.
