The increasing complexity of the music industry is well-docu-

mented in this year’s NARM convention schedule. This week, under

the apt equation of “Partners + Professionalism=Profits,” the 16th

annual convention of the association becomes a virtual “think

tank” of interesting topics, discussed by leading executives in the

business.

Whatever the “think tank” qualities of a NARM convention, we

have always held that convention “brain-picking” should be thought

of in terms of concrete action as a follow-up. Happily, we believe

that some vital issues covered last year have been acted upon with

a good measure of results, namely the “returns problem” (aided,

to some degree, by the energy crisis) and piracy. The latter area is

one in which the industry as a whole can take pride, for Cash Box

is devoting increasing space each week to the successful prosecu-

tion of pirate individuals and companies and further re statement

of the crime of piracy in both state and Federal courts.

Both “returns” and piracy—as need be—will again be the sub-

jects of formal discussion this week at NARM. But, the trade will

also be addressed to quad, the videocassette-disk, new systems of

inventory control, the changing role of the mass merchandiser,

“professional” management and advertising techniques, the chang-

ing profile of the youth market. (If you’re stifling a “yawn” at some

of the topics we’ve just listed, then the new “professionalism” of

the industry is not your cup of tea, too).

We are also pleased to note, as the NARM conventions fly by,

the “partners” aspect of the relationship between merchandisers

and manufacturers, exemplified by the role played in convention

planning by the manufacturers’ advisory committee. “Partners”

not in the literal business sense, but in conducting frank dialogues

in airing out and acting on problems so that “profits” complete the

equation. The NARM convention theme may sound like simple,

logical, business arithmetic, but its solution involves continued

teamwork along with mutual respect among all elements of the

industry.

For NARM and its annual convention, one can only remark that

it, indeed, is well-defined by the word “professionalism.” Any in-

dustry would be proud of the manner in which NARM conventions

are organized and run. In its 16th year, the NARM convention hope-

fully mirrors an industry whose present is but a preamble to even

greater times ahead. As usual, NARM is providing the major trade

forum so the industry can be prepared to meet the challenges of

the future.

Medress & Appell:

Indie Producers Clamor For

Greater Flow Of New Material

N.Y. Promo Men Set Open Forum

As Liaison W/Radio Music Execs

NEW YORK — “Music publishers
and song writers are missing out on
the most important source of new
recordings for their material by
either ignoring or improperly servic-

ing independent producers.” So view
Hank Medress and Dave Appell, cur-
rently one of the most active and suc-
cessful production teams in the music
business.
Medress and Appell, whose hits in-

clude “Candida,” “Knock Three
Times,” “Tie A Yellow Ribbon,”
“Sweet Gypsy Rose” and “The Lion
Sleeps Tonight,” maintain that music
publishers and writers have been so

brainwashed by the stereotype of the
producer who has his own publishing
firm and select writers, that they have
failed to take into consideration the
sheer volume of material that today’s
producers require.
“Take our situation,” Medress said.

“In addition to our requirements for
Melissa Manchester and Dawn, we

need enough great songs for 30 sin-
gles that we will be cutting before the
end of the year for a variety of art-
ists. Obviously, we couldn’t get all of
that from any one publishing compa-
ny, or group of writers. But where
are the music men who should be
calling us to find out what we need
and submitting material?”

Of Nat’l Scope

Medress and Appell emphasized
that the problem is a national one by
no means limited to them—“You’ll
probably hear the same complaint
from producers like Jerry Fuller and
Cashman and West, who write much
of their own material, as well as from
Snuff Garrett, Bones Howe, Shadow
Morton and Richard Perry. We all get
material, but not nearly enough to fill

our needs.
“Basically, the problem is that too

many of the old line companies often
will send you a catalog book (and
some of them don’t even do that) and
you never have any further contact
with them. They don’t know who
you’re cutting or what you’re looking
for. The new people are so sure that
your door is closed to them that they
won’t even give it a shot. I can only
tell you that every successful, busy
producer that I know tells me that his
biggest problem is material and his
most serious complaint is the fact
that so few publishers and writers are
giving him the kind of songs he’s

H. Lubinsky,

Savoy Founder,

Is Dead At 77
NEWARK -— Herman Lubinsky,
founder of Savoy Records, a leading
blues—gospel label—music publishing
operation, died at Mountainside Hos-
pital in Glen Ridge, N.J. last week at
the age of 77.

Founded by Lubinsky in 1939, Sa-
voy is among the oldest jazz and
gospel labels currently active. The la-
bel was the recording launching pad
for such stars as Big Maybelle, Nap-
py Brown, Little Jimmy Scott, Charlie
Parker, Lester Young, Erroll Garner,
among others. The company will con-
tinue under the direction of Freddy
Mendelson. In addition to Savoy, oth-
er labels include Gospel, Regent,
Sharp and World Wide.

Radio Pioneer

Lubinsky established Newark’s first
commercial radio station, WNJ, in the
early 20’s. He was a wireless officer
on the merchant ship USS Carpethia,
which sent a distress messages and
survival list of the ill-fated Titanic in
1912. The shore officer was David
Sarnoff, founder of the Radio Corpo-
ration of America (now RCA Corp.).

Until recent months, when he was
hospitalized, Lubinsky continued to
operate the Savoy label. An outspo-
ken, colorful music industry figure,
Lubinsky often expressed his opinions
of industry affairs in open letters to
the trade. He resisted attempts at a
buy-out of his firm, preferring to
maintain its indie status.

Lubinsky, born in Bradford, Conn,
served in the Navy during World War
1 and was involved in the early de-
velopment of radio. He was a founder
and charter member of the Asbury
Park Flotilla #85, U.S. Coast Guard
Auxiliary, Veterans Wireless Opera-
tors’ Association of New York, Grand
Street Boys, New York, and 32nd De-
gree Mason-Drogenese Lodge #22 for
50 years.

Surviving are his wife, Adaline;
three daughters; two sons; a sister; a
brother and 12 grandchildren.

Interment was at Beth Israel Ceme-
tery in Woodbridge, N.J.

NEW YORK — A new organization,
the NYC Promotion Men’s Unassocia-
tion, formed on the premise that ev-
eryone working in promotion in New
York could benefit by a closer rela-
tionship with radio program and mu-
sic directors, held its third meeting
Wed., Mar. 20 at the offices of A&M
Records with guests Jerry Clifton and
Brian White of WXLO-FM.

The convention, to be held at the

launched Thursday evening with a
banquet and show at the Barn Dinner
Theatre. The meeting also will be the
launching pad for RCA’s second an-
nual Country Cookin’ national coun-
try music program which will go on
the next two months.
Kenneth Glancy, president of RCA

Records, will open the meeting, sec-
ond national meeting conducted in
Nashville by RCA Records.

“Nashville was selected as site of
this convention, not because of its
importance to country music, which is
well-known and secure, but because
Nashville is one of the most impor-
tant music centers of the world, and
its influence is felt in every corner of
music,” Glancy said.

Charge In Ind.

INDIANAPOLIS, IND. — Sidnev
Tuchman, owner of Tuchman Clean-
ers, a 32-store chain here, has
been charged in a criminal informa-
tion filed by U. S. Attorney Stanley
B. Miller with five counts of violating
the Federal Copyright Law by selling
pirated tape recordings.
Tuchman is due to be arraigned

Mar. 29 before Judge S. Hugh Dillin
in U. S. District Court for the South-
ern District of Indiana. If convicted
of the charges, he could face a fine of
up to $1,000 and/or a jail term of up
to one year on each count. Miller
termed the pirating of sound record-
ings “an electronic age crime.”
FBI agents last Feb. raided 27 loca-

tions of Tuchman Cleaners and seized
about 4,000 tapes alleged to be in-
fringing copies of copyrighted sound
recordings. The raids climaxed a
lengthy investigation during which
FBI agents were said to have inter-
viewed Mr. Tuchman in August, 1973,
and apprised him that he was violat-
ing the Copyright Law by selling pi-
rated tapes. FBI agents purchased
some unauthorized duplications from
his stores in January, 1974.

Tuchman is charged with selling in-
cluded pirated versions of “Behind
Closed Doors” by Charlie Rich, re-
leased by CBS Records; “Jonathan
Livingston Seagull” by Neil Dia-
mond, released by CBS; “Killing Me
Softly” by Roberta Flack, released by
Atlantic; “We’re An American Band”
by Grand Funk Railroad, released by
Capitol, and “Diamond Girl” by Seals
& Crofts, released by Warner Bros.
Records.

1st Conviction

Under Maryland

Anti-Pirate Law
CENTERVILLE, Md.—The first con-
viction under Maryland’s new anti-
piracy law was obtained here last
week when Paul Albert Lucha, opera-
tor of the Dixon Sales Barn, a retail
outlet in Crumpton, Md. pleaded guil-
ty to selling pirated tapes.

Judge J. Owen Wise of the Circuit
Court of Queen Anne County, sen-
tenced Lucha to one year in jail but
suspended sentence and put him on
probation for that period.

NEW YORK — Shareholders of
Columbia Broadcasting System, Inc.
are being asked to approve a new
name for the Company. The proposal,
included in the proxy statement
mailed to shareholders last week,
calls for a shareholder vote to adopt
CBS Inc. as the formal corporate
name. Shareholders will vote on the
proposal at the annual meeting on
Apr. 17.

Announcing the proposed name
change, CBS chairman Willian S.
Paley said, “Two reasons underly the
recommended change: the expansion
of the company’s activities into a
wide range of fields other than broad-
casting, and the popular identification
of the company as CBS.

“Particularly in the last 15 years,
CBS’s activities have broadened be-
yond its original broadcasting base
into book and periodical publishing,
musical instruments and production
of hobby and leisure time products
Its operations in the recorded music
field, first begun in the late 1930’s
with the acquisition of Columbia Rec-
ords, have grown rapidly both domes-
tically and internationally. For some
years CBS revenues from non-
broadcast operations have exceeded
those form broadcasting.

“We believe, therefore, that the
time has come to take CBS, the famil-
iar identification of the Company, as
its formal name.”
CBS origins go back to the United

Independent Broadcasters, Inc., which
was incorporated on Jan. 27, 1927. On
Jan. 3, 1929, shortly after William S.

Paley became president of the United
Independent Broadcasters, Inc., the
corporation’s name was changed to
Columbia Broadcasting System, Inc.

Alan

Price, the genius behind the original Animals, the Alan Price Set and the brilliant

soundtrack of ‘‘0 Lucky Man,” is said to be readying a tour of the U.S. A. A stop

along the line is scheduled to be the Bottom Line in N.Y.C. for a few dates. From
this reporters standpoint it is the most eagerly awaited show thus far in ’74 . . .

Due next week is the new LP from Mott The Hoople, entitled "The Hoople”. Their

last, in case you don’t remember, was simply entitled “Mott”. Now that’s a

logical progression.

One of the more interesting crossover records thus far this year, a sentimental

country tune, “No Charge” as performed by Melba Montgomery on Elektra, is

well worth the listen and is beginning to attract pop airplay ... It was errone-

ously reported here last week that Led Zeppelin’s new label, to be dis-

tributed by Atlantic, was to be called “Slut Records”. Seems my source was not

exactly on the level. The label is to be called "Swan Song Records”, and that’s

the truth . . . Barry White will be starring in the film “Coon Skin”, a partially live,--•A-

partially animated film, to be produced by Al Ruddy and directed and written by
Ralph Bakski (they of “Fritz The Cat” and “Heavy Traffic" fame). The soundtrack
will be composed and performed by the Crusaders and will be released on Blue
Thumb in the not too distant future . . . George Frayne (otherwise known as
Commander Cody himself) was playing basketball in Florida recently, just to keep
in shape mind you, but he must have driven to the hoop once too often. He
ended a makeshift game with a broken nose and will be nursing said nose for a

while ... In case you might have missed it, March 15th was National Buzzard
Day. To say the least, Tucky was amazed to learn the news . . . Music folk

celebrating birthdays this week include Aretha Franklin, Elton John and Anita

Bryant (?) (all Mar. 25), Diana Ross (Mar. 26), Tony Banks (of Genesis) (Mar.

27), Eric Clapton, Jim "Dandy” Mangrum (ot Black Oak Arkansas), Graema Edge
(of the Moody Blues) and Dave Ball (of Bedlam, formerly with Procol Harum) (all

Mar. 30).

As predicted here a couple of weeks back, the new single from the Doobie
Brothers is “Another Park, Another Sunday”. Just watch it start to move . . .

Another single to keep an eye on is the new-ie from Wet Willie, simply entitled

“Keep On Smilin’ ". It is by far one of the best single releases of the year thus far

and the best track the Georgia group has ever laid down. With a little push from
Capricorn, the disk should go all the way . . . Bell has re-released Suzi Quatro’s
great hard rocker, “48 Crash". Due to the recent success of her debut LP, the
disk should hit this time around ... A newcomer well worth watching is Larry

Weiss, whose debut single, on 20th Century, is “Rhinestone Cowboy”, a very
sensitive pop tune filled with great lyrics. Also note the artist’s similarity to an
early Neil Diamond . . . The “streaking” craze seems more popular on vinyl than
it’s been of late on the street. In the past couple of weeks a ton of disks

capitalizing on the trend have been released (I lost count after 20) . . . The
rejuvenated “Come And Get Your Love” by Redbone, now driving up the charts in

its second wind, remains as one of the best pop records of the year. If you
haven’t yet heard it, now is the time . . . Anne Murray, that great Canadian song
bird, has announced that she will be an entrant in the Greater Greensboro Open
golf tournament, a pro-amateur classic. She is one of the few women who will be
participating . . . Gregg Allman’s upcoming tour will feature a 24 piece orchestra.

Supporting act on the bill will be the re-united Cowboy, a very talented group in

their own right . . .Still wondering who that blonde "nurse” in the Three Dog
Night ads a few weeks back is. Anyone with any information, don’t hesitate to

THE GREAT PHANTOM SUPERSELL
In 1925 there was Lon Chaney’s “Phantom of the Opera,” in 1943 there was

Claude Rains as the phantom, and in 1962 Herbert Lorn took the part. Now
almost fifty years later since the first “Phantom,” the world is going to be
phantomized again via a new rock adaptation composed and starring A & M’s
Paul Williams. Only this time around there’s a twist and this twist doesn’t have to
do with a Chaney kind of Grand Guignol twisted eye or jaw makeup but rather
deals with how the film will be promoted. The movie originally called “Phantom of
the Filmore,” will be presold by a soundtrack album preceeding the release of the
film. A & M is planning to release Paul’s "Phantom,” soundtrack late this spring
but the Pressman/Williams Production will not be released until long after the LP
is out and fully unmasked to the public.

The music to this horror scorer was packaged by Michael Arcega’s and Jules
Chaikin’s Filmusic company. They started this "Phantom” project at A & M’s
Almo Production, when they headed the label’s operation of packaging scores for
that company’s roster of artists. Brian Di Palma, the writer and director of the
film brought the script to Arcega as an inquiry to who might be available to score
the movie. As Arcega was about to make a recommendation, quite coincidentally
Paul Williams entered the office. And without a word, in the tradition of the silent

era (one must remember that the A & M offices are located or the old Chaplin
studios) everyone looked at everyone else and then Williams was appointed star
and composer of the film. This tacit beginning has since led to word of mouth on
just how good this horror scorer has turned out.

Robert Evans, Paramount Film’s production chief, was reported as saying
recently in a Time interview on his “Great Gatsby,” gargantuan supersell that
“The making of a blockbuster is the newest art form of the 20th century.”
However there’d be a lot of record executives who’d prefer the parlance “The
making of a chartbuster is the newest artform of this century.” In this “Phan-
tom,” situation the chartbuster will serve to enhance and promote a blockbuster
or as one might say this time it’s ‘rock and reel’ rather than visa versa. One of

the reasons the film’s producers decided on Paul Williams besides the fact that
Paul had already brilliantly written songs for “Cinderella Liberty,” might have
something to do with A & M’s offer to finance the entire score. They put up a

purported $50,000 to secure the LP rights to the score as well as most of the
publishing rights.

The album will feature ten original Paul Williams tunes performed by himself,
Jessica Harper, Graham Garrit, Bill Finley, and an ensemble group appearing in

the film as the Juicy Fruits and later as the Hairys. In the hip translation of
“Phantom,” the lead in the veristic story becomes vinylized as he disfigures
himself in 45 record pressing machine. According to Bob Fead, A & M’s vp of
national sales, Paul Williams has a built in LP audience on an average of at least

130,000 units. Therefore, speculatively, one can figure that possibly this same

130,000 will go see a musical about the disfigured haunt of a pressing plant, and
forever after the credits come on the screen be haunted by Williams' score. This
is the first big budget horror scorer musical (“The Rocky Horror Show” hasn’t
been filmed yet; production companies are bidding on it now) and much of it’s

success depends on the acceptance of Paul’s music. Arcega asserts, “It takes
roughly $350,000 to make a cheap movie and about $25,000 to make a cheap
LP. Since the record business is easier to promote it makes sense to use music to

motivate the exploitation of a film.” "Alice's Restaurant,” exemplifies rock and
reel as an album that preceeded the film by many months. The LP serves as a

concept, caught on commercially, and in proving it’s viability made the cinematic
step something contingent. Each media helped the other for the LP captured an
audio audience thereafter interested and anticipating the visual translation while

the overflow of movie fans delighted next in their purchasing of the soundtrack
they had just heard. It clearly became the perfect, most thoughtful reciprocal link

of one art form inspiring and helping to promote another.

Which came first the chicken or the egg? Even though the album comes first

this time, the banquet of profits depends on both the chicken and the egg. The
heroine in the original Gaston Lerouxs “Phantom of the Opera,” novel (1908)
refers to her phantom as “the spirit of music,” which is precisely what Arcega
and Chaikin's Filmusic is all about. Their operation, less than four months old, is

a service which summons the appropriate ‘spirit of music' for whichever film

producer they happen to be working with. Filmusic acts as independent contrac-

tors which package film scores by hiring all of the creative and practical elements
necessary to complete the job. They are also a record production company
responsible for locating the best record deal for the soundtrack as well as a music
publishing firm which licenses, locates and negotiates both domestic and foreign

deals. All of these services are performed on behalf of the respective film

producer. In addition to “Phantom,” Filmusic have finished Warner’s First Artist

Production of "Uptown Saturday Night,” (which they arranged for Tom Scott to

score and Dobie Gray to sing the title song), Columbia “Thomasine and Bashrod
(Coleridge Taylor Perkinson scores) and two ABC movies of the week “Pioneer

Woman,” (Al De Lory and John Stewart), and “Stranger That Looks Like Me,”
(George Tipton and Paul Williams).

Arcega stressed the fact that tv soundtracks can be an important outlet to the

recording industry and cited how two former ABC movie of the week title songs
(which he placed when he was at Almo Productions) became gold records as B
sides to Helen Reddy singles. Arcega disclosed that he will also be helping in the

promotion of “Phantom,” working closely with the film company (who are waiting

until after the album has been released before they set their distribution deal)

and A & M Records. Webster defines "Phantom,” as . . something existing in

appearance only."

“I am a lane changer,” he proclaimed, as someone’s old lady leaned heavy-

especially exciting. Its like Christmas. “Lane Changer” is the title of Michael

Fennelly’s new Epic LP and he was talking about his music. “I’m hoping that I’ll

be allowed to do whatever I get into, and I’m into country music, black music,

hard rock n roll and ballads.” Sounds like a menu in a Chinese restaurant. “I

hope that I can just play music,” he said, “without getting identified with one

particular type of sound, without getting locked in an classified. I change my
mind a lot."

A marginal cause celebre amongst west coast critics, Michael Fennelly’s reputa-

tion rests upon a couple of legendary albums and a hybrid sort of music that

embraces almost everything that can be called pop. That includes acoustic

ballads, the kind of music they would have called “sensitive” in the mid-sixties,

when they didn’t know any better. And on his latest album, there’s sterner stuff,

a blitz-krieg of harder-than-nails rock n roll that he whimsically refers to as

"cockrock.”

The “Lane Changer” album was produced by Chris White and Zombie and

Argent fame, and contains musical assists by Rod Argent and Jeff Beck. The
songs are all Michael Fennelly’s and his guitar work, as well as his vocals, figures

prominently into the recording. His voice, a high-pitched resonant warbling, is

NEW YORK: LIVINGSTON TAYLOR—REACHING HIS RAINBOW
Livingston Taylor is immediately recognizable in any crowd, not merely because

he is tall, but more because his effusive humor and outgoing personality mark

j

him for easy identification. As the second youngest child in a family of five, Liv

j

has the seldom found knack of being able to adjust to his changing surroundings.

In his own biography, he described what it was like growing up in a large,

talented family:

“We are a very close family and music was always around the house. I do
recall my father, arms outstretched loading the dishwasher and singing convinc-

ingly that, ‘with a little bit of luck one can get it all, and not get hooked,’ my
mother humming back, ‘it ain’t necessarily so.’ Oldest brother Alex listening to

Ray Charles and spray painting James’ guitar blue cause he heard that it

improved the sound and Elvis had done it. My sister Kate telling me not to play

which obviously had the opposite effect, and younger brother Hugh figuring we
were all mad and continuing to build go-carts.”

But for Liv, who moved back to his home town Boston in 1966 after being
raised in Chapel Hill, North Carolina, continuing to play was the best thing he
could have done for himself, and for an ever growing legion of fans who swear by
him and his music. The decision to go wholeheartedly into music was partially

influenced by a lack of total devotion to the virtues of academics. As he pointed
out, "Being an unknown, I though it would take me a month or so to get an
album and some good jobs. Two years later when nothing had happened and I

was thinking I had made a bad mistake, a friend got me a job playing with Joni

Mitchell at Boston University. When I saw people having a good time and
enjoying themselves as I played my music I knew this is what I wanted to do for

a long time regardless of whether I did well or not. I’ve been pretty lucky.”

What has been lucky for Liv has also been good fortune for those who go for

his soft-styled mixed bag, a fact underscored both by the critical acclaim his

three albums have received and by the sell-out crowds he usually plays to at

colleges and major commercial rock emporiums. The LP’s, “Livingston Taylor,”

“Liv,” and his most recent “Somewhere Over The Rainbow” are only partial

indications of the devotion and good vibes Liv brings with him when he performs

in person. Without benefit of the important hit single (“Over The Rainbow” was a

almost but not quite a falsetto and Fennelly claims that he has to sit in a tub
filled with ice cubes for hours before each performance. Michael gets a kick out of

performing—“The biggest thrill of all,” he decided, “is having a lot of people
enjoying some show-off on stage getting it on. I’m a show-off. Recording is a

different thing; its a more personal sort of creativity, like the thoughts you have
when you’re sitting on the john. You do it for yourself and just hope that a lot of

people will get into it later on.”
Like most other musicians, Michael Fennelly has a past. The story he likes to

tell concerns his early conversion from an aspiring young cowboy to a budding
rock n roll star, all accomplished in one afternoon with Dick Clark’s American
Bandstand acting as the catalyst. Those early days were spent being born in

Pennsylvania and growing up in New Jersey. Eight years ago, Michael Fennelly

moved to California, mostly, he says, “to get away from Pennsylvania and New
Jersey.” That was in the sixties, if you’ll remember, a time when hardly anybody
had anything better to do than to write songs, play music and make records. The
Millenium, a Columbia Records experimental pop rock n roll recording act was
born.

And died, pretty soon thereafter. Crabby Appleton came next, and it was with

Crabby Appleton
had a hit single (“Go Back”) a cult (“The quintessential American rock n roll

band,” they shreiked) and a brief existence. Once again, Michael Fennelly was left

to his own devices.

This time around, he’s on his own, and with his Epic LP picking up steam and
air-play, touring becomes a major consideration. First, there are a few minor
problems to be resolved, mainly procuring himself a manager and an agency. At

the moment, he’s got neither. Then there are miscellaneous decisions, like “to

glitter or not to glitter?” “There’s got to be a little bit of class without taking

yourself too seriously,” he reflected, “so I’m gonna dress up as a King Lear."

A member of Michael Fennelly’s band summoned him back to rehearsal.

“Ready, man? Its 2:30” He walked back to the studio, passing the pinball

machine where the same girl was still leaning, heavy-chested, over the cabinet.

Distracted, she turned her head briefly, then pulled back the plunger.

big regional hit in New England), Liv establishes an immediate rapport with his

audience that’s amazing to behold. At a recent gig with the Marshall Tucker Band
and Dave Mason (both volatile rock acts), Liv entranced the audience with his

easy going, unaffected style and music, much to its delight.

He calls his music a folk/jazz synthesis with r&b and country flavoring added
and credits his sidemen, Bill Elliott on piano and Walter Robinson on double bass,

with having a lot to do with the overall cohesion of his sound. “We work really

hard to get our music as tight as possible and I don’t anticipate us changing

anything until we master what we’re doing now. Liv’s new single, “Loving Be My
New Horizon,” taken from the “Somewhere Over The Rainbow” LP, has a pretty

sound to it and could easily be his first hit, but he explained that he’s not

preoccupied with going after a big pop smash. “Carly and James' version of

“Mockingbird” is a good record, but I don’t think along hit single lines,” he said

recently. "I suppose if I wanted one real bad, I’d go to a fellow like Richard Perry

who’s a genius at that sort of thing. It’s amazing just watching him work. He's a

total professional and a perfectionist. He’ll spend a whole day just getting the

bass drum sound right.”

In his own way, Liv is every bit the perfectionist that Perry is. He knows what
he’s about and paces himself accordingly. “We usually don’t do long tours,” he

said, “for when you play the same material night after night, it begins to bore

you; and as soon as you get bored, can your audience be far behind.” That’s the

reason for his selectivity in touring. He picks artists and surroundings he can be

comfortable with. For instance, on April 11, at New York’s Academy of Music, Liv

is playing on the same bill with Graham Nash, but has not committed himself to

an extensive tour. “I think it ought to be a very enjoyable evening,” said Liv,

musing over a beer, “I like Nash’s music and he’s an easy person to get along

with.”

As for the artist's non musical preoccupations, basketball ranks at the top.

He’s an avid Boston Celtic fan and a knowledgeable one. For someone constantly

in the spotlight, Liv has maintained his poise and equillibrium remarkably well,

keeping the pressure away with a smile. Liv summed it up best when he said, "I

like basketball, steam engines and table hockey; and I hate platform shoes and

Massachusetts drivers; but above all else, I love people; to entertain, to make
them smile, to listen to them, and hopefully to be a good friend.” david budge.

total involvement within his music.

Considering this to be his most im-
portant concert to date, it was record-
ed live for the King Biscuit Flour
Hour. Chapin’s repertoire consisted of

up-tempo numbers including “Mr.
Tanner,” “They Call Her Easy,” “30,-

000 Lbs. of Bananas,” “Mail Order
Annie,” and “Greyhound.”

MAX’S KANSAS CITY NYC—When
Blue Thumb recording artists the

Butts Band came to the Big Apple
recently, they brought more than a
number of Doors’ fans out of the dim-
ly lit past. Rob Krieger and John
Densmore, who with Jim Morrison
and Ray Manzarek, owned the Ameri-
can rock scene as the Doors from
1967-70, led the Butts Band through
a lengthy, powerful set that featured
selections from their current album
as well as some interesting diversions
such as A1 Green’s “Let’s Stay
Together”.

Krieger and Densmore put this

group together in England and the

The six members of the
Butts Band took a while to adjust to

the club’s acoustic limitations and
their own technical problems, but
within two numbers had achieved a
good, steady cook that lasted over an
hour and a half. Krieger’s guitar
antics were spectacular and Dens-
more was solid as usual, keeping a
lid on the set with another drummer
that helped lend a percussive element
similar to the Allmans at their best.

Next time around, look for the Butts
Band to work the Bottom Line or
possibly one of the 2500 seaters.

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NATRA’S ‘Excellence In Communications’
Banquet Heralds New Directions
NEW YORK — With an excellent
production, the National Association
of Television and Radio Artists
presented their first annual “Excel-
lence in Communications Awards
Banquet” at the New York Hilton’s

Somewhere, the
point of departure was almost min-
ute, Herrell Chauncey appeared on
stage and gave a remarkable imper-
sonation of Dr. King—its effect was
startling, to say the least!

The prelude was followed by a seg-
ment called “NATRA News: Past,
Present and Future.” It featured ABC

Ranging from the funky “It's Her
Turn To Live”, to the rapturous "Asleep On My
Love”, Smokey turns it on in an unbridled

display of virtuousity featuring both his per-

forming and writing talents. Smokey also pro-

duced the LP and had a hand in the arrange-

ments of every tune except “A Tattoo”. “Virgin

Man”, "Fulfill Your Need”, "I Am I Am”, and
“Just Passing Through” are exemplary of

Smokey’s dexterity at handling subtle phrasing
and getting his point across.

of his finest yet.

DARIN 1936-1973—Bobby Darin—Motown M
813V1

Bobby’s untimely passing has stirred a great
deal of remorse, but this album is at least a
silver lining in the cloud of sorrow. Captured
on this disk are "Mack The Knife”, “If I Were a

Carpenter”, and great versions of Randy
Newman’s "Sail Away”, Fat’s Domino's “Blue
Monday”, and “Happy (Love Theme From
‘Lady Sings The Blues’)”. Darin had become
one of the most popular live performers work-
ing in the industry and this LP serves notice as
to his ability to put it across in the grooves.
“Wondrin’ Where It’s Gonna End” is an espe-
cially sentimental track as is the entire LP.

CINCO—El Chicano—MCA MCA-401
El Chicano’s last album made the top twen-

ty and this one shows every indication of going
even higher up the charts. Loaded with the

band's unique brand of soulful Latin rock, the

Chicano package, highlighted by the current

single, “Gringo En Mexico”, is a delight from
start to finish. The Tito Puente tune, “El Cayu-
co” is a funky number that gives a clear

insight into the group’s basic, no-nonsense ap-

proach to music.

Tom Fogerty has travelled a long and cele-

brated road as a charter member of Creedence
Clearwater Revival, and now with his solo
LP for Fantasy he’s on the verge of establishing
himself as a star of the highest caliber. There
are many Creedence overtones on this LP,

most notably on “Joyful Resurrection”, but
Tom’s style is his own and it’s a palatable one.
There are country flavored ballads and uptempo
rockers, but our favorite selection is "Reggie”,
which is really a’reggae’, but we’re not nit-

picking. "Heartbeat”, “Fate”, and “Money

Ms. Jackson's new Spring LP is another giant
step in her drive towards the top, one that
nothing can stop. She’s got all the ingredients
to become one of pop music’s biggest super-
stars and this package of well worked tunes is

an insight into how she’s going to do it. When
you hear her version of Don Covay’s "A Letter
Full of Tears” and “Watch the One Who Brings
You The Ns vs”, you’ll begin to get at the
essence of Millie Jackson. “One Night Stand”
is tremendous.

SOUND TRACK PICK

OUTSIDE STUFF—Rick Derringer and the
McCoys—Mercury SRM2-7506

This two record set, which is an amalga-
mation of two McCoy albums, “Human Ball”

and “Infinite McCoys” is a refreshing pause in

the hecticity of day to day pop music experi-

ence. Let’s face it, Rick Derringer, Randy, his

brother, and Randy Hobbs (who founded the
McCoys) were one of the most powerful pop
music influences of the mid sixties and though
this LP doesn’t contain “Hang On Sloopy” or
“Fever”, it does have some of the McCoys’
most progressive material on it, especially
"Only Human”, “Jesse Brady”, "Genesis
Through a Window”, and “Daybreak”. Any-
thing Derringer touches turns to gold.

THE GREAT GATSBY—Soundtrack—Paramount
PAS 2-3001

On the recording level, expectations for this
track LP of Paramount’s blockbuster film will

measure up to the bonanza predictions for the
film itself. It’s a 2-LP affair containing 14
songs from the 20’s and 10 themes composed
by Nelson Riddle. The most oft-used oldie is

Irving Berlin’s still-beautiful “What’ll I Do,”
sometimes themed with a Nelson original. The
cover-art, by the way, featuring a pastel, di-

fused photo of stars Robert Redford and Mia
Farrow looks like a prize winner. At a $7.98
list, it’s a runaway hit.

MAME—Soundtrack—Warner Bros. W 2773
“Marne” comes to the screen as a Warner

Bros, biggie, with Lucille Ball, fresh from de-
cades of stardom on TV, as the star. Lucy,
once a “Wildcat” on Broadway, does OK in

that non-singing, talk-through manner. Most of

the original Jerry Herman goodies are around,
including a new one, "Loving You," a pretty

thing nicely handled by Robert Preston. Track
orchestrations are inventive, without being
overblown. Lucy’s “Marne" is enough to gener-
ate considerable interest in this latest “Marne”
showing.

GM Of R&H,

Dies At 65
NEW YORK — Jerome Whyte, gen-
eral manager of Rodgers and Ham-
merstein, died on Thurs., Mar. 14, at
Metropolitan Hospital of an apparent
heart attack. He was 65 years old.

Whyte, who for many years worked
with theatrical producer-director
George Abbott, and also had a long
association with the Theatre Guild,
worked on the production of Rodgers
and Hammerstein’s first show, Okla-
homa!, in 1943. The milestone musical
play was presented by the Theatre
Guild. He later directed the National
Company of Oklahoma.
After serving with the Army from

1943 to 1945, Mr. Whyte went back to
the Theatre Guild as musical produc-
tion manager for Oklahoma!, which
was still running in New York and on
tour. In 1947 he produced and directed
Oklahoma! in London for the Theatre
Guild, and later Rodgers and Ham-
merstein’s Carousel, also in London,
for Prince Littler. He subsequently
served as Production Supervisor for
the London production of South Pa-
cific, and for both the New York and
London productions of The King And
I, also by Rodgers and Hammer-
stein.

Joined R&H In 1951

In 1951 Whyte left the Theatre
Guild and joined Rodgers and Ham-
merstein, opening The King And I in

New York and then going to London
to produce for Williamson Music,
Ltd., the music publishing and pro-
ducing arm of Rodgers and Hammer-
stein in England at that time. Whyte
has been with the Rodgers and Ham-
merstein firm ever since, at first

spending six months in London and
six months in the U.S. Since the Lon-
don closing of The Sound Of Music in

January, 1967, he has been based in

New York, acting as general manager
of Rodgers and Hammerstein since

1971.

Whyte’s widow, the former Jeanette
Bradley, had been a dancer in the

Rodgers and Hart musical, I’d Rather
Be Right, a year after the Whytes’
marriage in 1936.

Whyte is survived by his wife, the
former Jeannette Bradley, whom he
married in 1936, and by a sister, Ot-
tilie, and a brother, Ben.

Funeral services were held at the

Riverside Chapel here on Sunday,
March 17. Mrs. Whyte has requested
that, in lieu of flowers, contributions
be made to the New York Heart As-
sociation, Inc. 2 East 64th St.

Anytime two progressive giants such as Gary

PAST PRESENT AND FUTURE—Al Stewart—
Janus JLS 3063

It’s always a treat to hear a performer who
knows his way around the studio and new-

comer Al Stewart shows a remarkable amount
of poise and capability on his solo debut LP for

Janus. Highlighted by “Old Admirals” and
“Warren Harding”, the package sparkles with a

variety of sounds and textures that are ines-

capably catchy. Al’s versatility as a writer, and
especially as an incisive lyricist, is readily evi-

dent on “Post World War Two Blues” and
“Soho (needless to say)”. "Nostradamus” and
“Roads To Moscow” are epic pieces in which
Stewart uses his fine talent to convey his

message, one that makes sense and should
attract the knowledgeable listener.

KANSAS—Kansas—Kirshner KZ 32817
One of the year's biggest bands may very

well prove to be Kansas, if we can judge by the
high velocity musical energy on the sextet’s

debut LP for the new Kirshner label. Power is

the main ingredient in this package, highlight-

ed by "Can I Tell You”, "Bringing It Back”,
"Journey From Mariabronn”, "Death of Mother
Nature Suite”, and "Lonely Wind”. Stunning
instrumentation and immaculate lead vocals
and harmonies make the variety of original

material a treat to listen to. The Mid-West has
produced some high quality groups recently,
but Kansas may top them all—soon.

THE ROCKY HORROR SHOW—Original London
Cast—UK UKAL 1006

Michael White’s presentation of The Theatre
Upstairs’ production of "The Rocky Horror
Show” is definitely one of the more bizarre

collections of musical humor we’ve heard this

year, but it’s also one of the funniest. "Science
Fiction-Double Theatre”, "Damn It, Janet”,
“Touch- A -Touch- A -Touch- A -Touch- A -Touch ”

,

and "Superheroes” are zany sketches featuring

a variety of characters clowning it up in a way
very reminiscent of the Firesign Theatre at its

best. Particularly funny are "Over At The Frank-

enstein Place”, "Time Warp”, and “Hot Patootie

(Bless My Soul)”. Crazy and weird, this LP
might make it big.

FEELING—Mentor Williams—MCA—MCA 404
Mentor Williams has been around for quite a

while, and though known primarily as Doby
Gray’s producer/manager, his MCA debut LP
proves conclusively that he has the knack for

performance to compliment his business
acumen. Many of his primary influences are
visible (and audible) on this collection, high-
lighted by his collaborations with Troy Seals,
Ron Davies, and Tom Jans. "Sunday Driver” is

a beautiful little country rocker and “One
Night Stand” is an autobiographical ballad
with some beautiful pedal steel accents. Men-
tor and Seals produced the LP and the duo's
touch distinguishes the entire repertoire.

LANE CHANGER—Michael Fennelly—Epic KE
32703

Rockin’ Mike has himself quite a package of

dynamite in his debut solor LP, on which he
has the able assistance of Rod Argent on
“Touch My Soul”, "Won’t You Please Do
That”, and “Dark Night”. His (Mike’s) ability

to translate images into music word pictures is

one of the major strengths of this package
which bubbles with the effusive joy of creative

consciousness. "Over My Dead Body”, "Watch
Yerself”, and “Bad Times” are further insights
into the artist’s capabilities as he weaves a
musical spell that dominates the effort from
the outset.

SITTING ON TOP OF MY WORLD—Rita Jean

Rita's debut solo album on 20th is as good
a first effort as we’ve heard from a female
performer this year. Gutsy vocals key this
package and Rita’s writing is excellent. She’s
particularly effective when she reaches back
for a note and belts it out holding it long and
strong as she does so well on "Pacified”. Her
writing talents are further underscored by
"Wheels”, “Knickerbocker Holiday”, "Frying
Pan Song", “I Was Mistaken”, and "Do You
Think of Her”. It’s very evident from listening
to her tour de force that this young lady has a
lot going for her, not least of which is her
composing potential.

HOLLYWOOD TOWN—Harriet Schock—20TH
Century T-437
When a label not only finds a talented new

singer/composer but also one with a birth

name which lends itself to promotional cam-
paigns, they’ve found everything. Schock is

chock full of single possibilities and tunes
which will be covered by others. She’s the
counterpart writer to Jimmy Webb and one
realizes this on “Hold Me,” "That’s The Way It

Is With You,” the title track, and the strongest
"You Took The Words Out of My Mouth.”
Schock treatment is sure to cure all playlists.

FOR THE HIGHEST—Aim—Blue Thumb BTS 64
Soulful spirit and vivacious musical person-

ality best sum up the first effort by Aim. A
diverse collection of songs ranging from the
punchy title track to the jazz laden “You Need
Me”, the album reflects a keen sense of dyna-
mics to match the captivating original materi-

al. “Seattle” is a barrel house rocker featuring
the interesting lead vocals of Mike Overly, a

very capable stylist whose performance
throughout the LP is highly professional, com-
plimenting Pat O’Connor’s bass work, Warren
Pemberton on drums, and Loren Newkirk on
Keyboards.

Country Artist of the Week:

HANK SNOW

“HE KEEPS MOVIN’ ON”—Hank Snow’s story is a classic account of a
man’s rise from dire poverty in Nova Scotia to financial security and world
reknown.
At fourteen, he was forced to make his own way and signed aboard a fishing

schooner as a deckhand. Following were four hard years, during which he
more than once nearly drowned in storms. But, while at sea, Hank started to

sing and to play the harmonica, and found an enthusiastic audience among his
shipmates.

Ashore, he worked at a variety of jobs. With part of the $30 proceeds from
a two-week stint unloading salt from a ship, he bought his first guitar for
$5.95 which was the pride of his life. At about this time, he encountered the
recordings of the legendary Jimmie Rodgers, who remains Hank’s idol and
inspiration and his only son is named Jimmie Rodgers Snow.

His first radio appearance was on station CHNS in Halifax, on his weekly
show featuring his band, The Rainbow Ranch Boys. Since the job paid a thin

nothing:, he was obliged to go on relief. During this period, he met his future
wife, Minnie, who was making $6.00 a week as a chocolate-dipper.

But, gradually, conditions improved. In 1936, Hank’s good friend, C. H.
Landry, manager of CHNS, produced the first Hank Snow record, “Old Rugged
Cross” c/w.“01d Faithful”. The station found some sponsors for Hank’s show
and he was soon appearing in others, and developing a reputation.

In the spring of 1935 he cut his first RCA record (and his first compositions)
“Prison Cowboy” and “Lonesome Boy Yodel.” A second record, “Blue Velvet
Band,” furthered his public acceptance and led to a contract in 1936.

He broke into the U.S. record market in the mid-forties with “Brand New
Heart”, but the door really opened wide for him in January, 1950, when he
became a featured star on the Grand Ole Opry. It took his friend, Ernest
Tubb, one year to persuade station WSM to put Hank on the show—and more
than 20 years later, Hank remains one of the cornerstones of that famed in-

stitution.

The memorable Hank Snow recording of “I’m Moving On” in 1950 was one
which made him a star.

After suffering severe injuries in an automobile accident in August, 1951,

Hank received 22,000 get-well cards. He was also one of the first to volunteer

his services as a morale booster to the Cl’s on the front lines in Korea, and
many of his shows were performed with Chinese shells splitting the air over-

head. Late in 1953, the Singing Ranger, as Hank long has been known, achieved

a long-held ambition by dedicating a memorial to Jimmie Rodgers in Meridian,

Mississippi. In 1954, The Cash Box poll named Hank’s “I Don’t Hurt Anymore”
as the best record of the year, and in 1955, it was the most programmed record

of the year, according to the poll.

From 1954 through 1958, Canada chose Hank its number one vocalist, and

in 1958-59, a poll in ten foreign countries found him the number one vocalist

and guitarist. In Switzerland, he placed second only to the late Hank Williams

as the all-time favorite country male performer.
Hank Snow is the man who has been recording continuously for RCA longer

than any other living “pop” artist. In November 1971, in recognition of his

thirty-five years as an artist on the label the company honored him at cere-

monies which duplicated those of his 20th, 25th and 30th anniversaries.

Other outstanding songs recorded by Hank are “With This Ring I Thee
Wed”, “A Fool Such As I”, “I’ve Been Everywhere” and his current chart

climbing release “Hello Love”.

NASHVILLE — One of television’s

Country Music, according to the mar-
keting department of NBC. Their
figures show that country music spe-
cials have scored 84 per cent higher in

ratings than the average prime time
television program.

Bally products, reported that while
arcade activity has declined, operators
have found new locations anxious to

have the machines placed in bars, res-

taurants, and stores of all descrip-

tion. “We are very optimistic about
the situation, as the machines appear
to have increased in popularity
among the public,” said Tronick.
Leo Simone, of See-West Inc., a

distributor of Williams product, was
equally devoid of pessimism. “Al-
though the initial rush to buy the
machines has subsided, we are now
experiencing a normal, prosperous
flow of business.” he reported.

EDITORIAL:

Stability
We are grateful that the news of Wurlitzer’s demise

as a jukebox manufacturer (as unfortunate as that is)

has not created any clouds of doom in the industry at

large. Granted, the initial shock created a cloudburst

of speculation on the health of the trade (both within

and outside the industry), but gratefully, clearer heads
do prevail and Wurlitzer's departure is now viewed by

most as the parting of a dear old member, not the

disolution of the whole club.

Wurlitzer has been unique among the four jukebox

factories because its primary interest was in the

manufacture of keyboard instruments. The specific

financial problems which lead that company’s board
of directors to call it quits on jukes is essentially an
internal matter for them and not a reflection on the

entire industry.

To be sure, operators bought between 8% and 10%
more phonographs in 1973 than in 1972 and average
gross collections likewise have risen a few quarters

so the industry is still in its steady growth posture

both, at home and especially abroad.
Some people feel the jukebox industry is in its

heyday right now . . . moreso than after World War II.

Many also recognize the great stability factor of

this industry . . . how its earnings stay relatively

steady regardless of the ups and downs of the general

economy.
As far as jukebox manufacturing as a profitable

practice is concerned, unit sales are good but profits

could be better. The cost of manufacturing today’s

ultra-sophisticated units is so high, the manufacturers
have been forced to pass the cost onto the operator
but at the cost of their profit markup, since they have
to keep the selling price in a reasonable, competitive
bracket. And please remember this is a condition not

peculiar to this industry . . . most industries face the
same profit-cost situation.

In the last analysis, the general public is the best
jury and their verdict is proven every night at Joe’s
bar. The jukebox is part of our culture. It’s vital to

the average Joe’s leisure needs. It’s magical lights in

a dark location, and the romance of the myriad titles

on the playlist send out cool vibrations that say feed
me a quarter and I’ll feed your soul.
