‘Greatest Hits’ As
Great Sellers

In these days of spiralling costs, stagnation, and recession, records remain

one of the cheapest and most accessible forms of entertainment, making them

the perfect gifts for the holiday buying season.

The “Greatest Hits” album, traditionally a popular gift giving item, once

again looks to be one of the approaches labels will be keying on for strong

sales. These albums, which are usually in the form of studio or “live” versions

of previously released material, have also proven helpful in stimulating the

sales of artists’ catalogs.

Released in just the last two weeks have been live recordings by Gregg
Allman, David Bowie, the Four Tops, Fairport Convention, the Marshall

Tucker Band, Mottthe Hoople, and FrankSinatra— all containing previously

released material. “Greatest Hits” albums of studio material have been

marketed by groups and artists like Elton John, the Moody Blues, the

Partridge Family, Jan and Dean, Bobby Womack, B.J. Thomas, Dionne

Warwick, Bobby Goldsboro and Billy “Crash” Craddock.

This is in addition to studio or live “Greatest Hits” albums which are already

charted by the Beach Boys (“Endless Summer”) and Crosby, Stills, Nash &

Young (both former #1 LPs on the Cash Box charts), Jim Croce, the Pointer

Sisters, Emerson, Lake and Palmer, the O'Jays, Santana, Bread, Marvin Gaye,

Rory Gallagher, John Denver, Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, Duane Allman, and Alice

Cooper.

The trend has apparently also carried over to the jazz field as evidenced by

CTI Records’ “Baddest” series which comprises previously released material

culled from albums by Stanley Turrentine and Freddie Hubbard. ABC has

released “John Coltrane — The Greatest Years Vol. Ill” and has added to the

“Impulse Years” series, two record sets featuring material by Elvin Jones, Milt

Jackson, and Duke Ellington.

With “live” albums promised by artists like Joni Mitchell, Cat Stevens,

Argent, and Brian Auger, and “Greatest Hits” collections by Andy Kim, the

Turtles, Rick Nelson, the Ventures, Paul Anka, the Hollies, and Jay and the

Americans due for release imminently, all indications point to another holiday

season of good sales catalyzed by the strength of the “Greatest Hits” LP.

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Mayall Signs
To ABC Records
HOLLYWOOD — Jay Lasker, president

of ABC Records, last week announced
the signing of John Mayall to a long-term
recording contract with the label.

Mayall’s first ABC album, which he is

producing himself, is currently being re-

corded in Los Angeles and has been
scheduled to ship in Jan. Coincident with

its release, Mayall will kick off a four-

month tour of major cities and
universities with a special engagement
at Los Angeles' Whisky-A-Go-Go, begin-

ning Jan. 20.

During his career, bluesman Mayall
has been supported by a series of bands
that have included such musicians as

Eric Clapton, Mick Taylor and Keef
Hartley. His new group features Soko
Richardson on percussion, Larry Taylor

on bass and Don Harris on fiddle — all of

whom have plaved with him before — as

MAYALL con’t on pg.

It's a long way from Dayton, Ohio to the

top of the charts, but the Ohio Players

have made the journey after a little more
than a year's chart activity. Initially hit-

ting the big time in 1973 with “Funky
Worm” from the seven-man group's LP,

"Pleasure," the Ohio Players have con-

sistently managed a chart presence
since then, often crossing from the r&b

charts over to the pop charts. In 1974 the

group signed with Mercury, scoring im-

mediately with their first outing for the

label, “Skin Tight,” which holds the

number 31 position in Cash Box’s r&b

charts this week, The Ohio Players also

hold the unique position of having three

albums (on two labels) on the top 100
albums chart, “Climax,” on the West-

bound label and "Skin Tight” and “Fire,”

the group's most recent Mercury offer-

ings. It only goes to show that a lot of

soul goes a long, long way.
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ABC’s Pompadur Covers ABC’s
Of Company’s Music Interests
NEW YORK — A comprehensive
analysis of the "darn optimistic goals" set

by the ABC Leisure Group 1 division of

ABC, Inc. was offered here last week by
the division's president (since Sept.,

1973), I. Martin Pompadur.
The divisions under Pompadur’s direc-

tion include ABC Records, Anchor
Records (Int’l.), ABC Record & Tape
Sales Corp., ABC Retail Music Stores
(Wide World of Music) and Word, the pro-

ducer of “white gospel" recordings,

sheet music, songbooks, etc.

Overall, Pompadur explained, the
watershed year for non-broadcast ac-

tivities was 1972, when, while it was
clear that ABC had established a major
profit center in broadcasting, the com-
pany was precluded from adding to its

broadcast interests. Elton Rule had
become president of ABC, Inc., with

Pompadur as his assistant, and the two
began to investigate non-broadcast
growth,

RACK JOBBING:
Two years ago, Pompadur said

atABC’s offices in New York last Wed.
(20) ABC’s rack unit "was a pain in the
neck." “It has since turned around and
we only see daylight ahead of us." ABC’s
interests in the rack field began with the
acquisition of smaller rack operations,

and the question of whether to assume a

"national” or “autonomous” direction

was answered in 1971 by a "national "de-
cision. Over the past nine months, Pom-
padur said, the rack division “has been
doing better than projected ” He con-
siders the division as placing third in in-

dustry penetration, with Pickwick (“the

best out there”) and Handleman first and
second, respectively. He cited
Pickwick’s $18 million annual profit,

while Handleman, he cited, has dropped
from a $10 million annual profit to $4
million. "It’ll be quite a challenge to beat
Pickwick,” he says. To achieve this, Pom-
padur said the company would have to

improve the percentage of business
done by its top 10 accounts, which now
amount to 18% of ABC’s rack business.
With various moves, including com-
puterization, Pompadur sees a profit for

1974, “substantial improvement” in

1974, subject, he added, to hopes that

retailers will not hold back on inventory
in view of the economy. “We feel we
need three successive years of profits,

and one of them is already under our
belt,” Pompadur noted.
RETAILING:
ABC’s retail division, formulated

earlier this year under Al Franklin, would
not exist, Pompadur said, without the

company’s involvement in the rack area.

"There are similarities in operating both
areas, including rack "concessions,” ad
and promo campaigns, and "sensitivity to

what’s happening in music." ABC has
opted for a “full line” approach in retail-

ing, which Pompadur still regards as "be-

ing in the experimental stage." Present-

ly, Wide World of Music outlets cover
their floor area with 60% records and
tapes and 40% accessories, which in-

clude instruments, sheet music, audio
equipment, etc. By the end of 1975, the

division hopes to have between 1 1 and
15 stores in operation. Four new stores

were opened recently in Birmingham,
Orlando, Phoenix and Seattle to four

others already in operation. To these
eight, three more are assured in Birm-
ingham, Hampton Roads, Va. and
Tucson sometime next year.

Pompadur does fear the ability to find

new markets and sites for the retail

division. One frustrating area is that the

’'ideal” of locating in shopping centers

can be hurt with a slowdown of shop-
ping-center construction, and the de-

cision by builders to allow more than one
music retail establishment to move into

existing sites.

The division, he said, wiil also have to

decide on whether or not to “pull-back”

on the full-line retail philosophy.

LABELS:
Pompadur cited ABC’s recording

operations as “potentially the most im-

portant profit center.” “Two years ago,

we weren’t looking at long-term growth,
with no New York office, a Nashville

base or strong involvement in black

music." In recent months this has all

changed with the acquisition of Gulf &
Western’s Paramount and Dot (country)

labels, Duke-Peacock, giving the com-
pany a black music base, and word. The
Duke-Peacock deal, Pompadur noted,

was born of ABC Records president Jay
Lasker’s belief in the cross-over
possibilities of the label’s act, which has
come to fruition with the success of Carl

Carlton's “Everlasting Love” Top 10
single. These label acquisitions, Pom-
padur further noted, enabled ABC’s
branches to gain valuable new inventory.

Pompadur’s prime concern about ABC
Records is to build “stronger selling

album groups" through the translation of

singles hits into LP successes. He feels,

however, that the label operation’s larger

than normal singles vs. albums sales pat-

tern "will go down.” “Not only through
name acts alone," he explains, "but

through the process of building acts.”

Pompadur fears multi-big act deals,

since, in his view, “you can find yourself

one morning with a lot of write-offs.” He
holds that too many key acts fail to pro-

duce a regular flow of new product.

Major Promotions
Reflect Chappell
Music’s Growth
HOLLYWOOD— Norman S. Weiser, pre-

sident of Chappell Music, has an-
nounced a series of major promotions in

the New York, Nashville and Los
Angeles offices that are in line with

Not

satisfied with that satire, he finished the

piece lying on the piano and then exited

with a flamenco dance across the

keyboard instrument.

The quality of Morrison's music was as

good as ever. While his past back-up

bands were considered among the finest

in music, the latest edition of The New
Caledonian Soul Band is better in many
respects. On "Listen to the Lion,” the

subtle backing of the piano for Mor-
risons voice was most successful. Peter

Wingfield sensitivity on keyboard both

heightened the emotional intensity of

Morrison's lyrics and drove the im-

provisations forward during the bridges

and choruses. Morrison extensively

used his harmonica and alto sax. The lat-

ter instrument was featured on 'Moon-
dance. " Though he squeeked a bit, Mor-

rison used the raw power of the sax and
its honkytonk sound to the enliven the

almost Tin Pan Alley lyrics.

TROUBADOUR, L.A. — The original

Love that blossomed from the same L.A.

music scene that gave us the Byrds and
the Buffalo Springfield no longer exists.

Like so many factions of the past, Love
has been updated, modified and re-

generated. What the simple word “love”

meant then and now are semantic worlds
apart and in the same way Love has been
redefined.

What we have now, in the person of

Arthur Lee, is a former psychedelic
roustabout, who like so many of us, has
narrowed the vision of his existence to

include far less time spent spaced out.

And it's for the better, because we now
have a soul singer of the first rate quality,

who has the talent and rhythmic ex-
perience to carry out some mighty funky
dreams. Lee, fronting the five-man unit,

is now delivering straight messages,
rather than the geometrical abstractions

of old hits like “7 & 7 Is," though he still

does that tune, and others from the days
of yore, such as “Alone Again Or” and
“Orange Skies." The true picture comes
clear when Lee does “Signed D.C.” The
feeling for the past is not present, Lee
seems to be bored and slightly bemused
when delivering the song. Were Lee to

stick to older material with this present
line-up, he could quickly secure a pop
position as a has-been. But Lee, and
luckily RSO Records in allowing him the

freedom to do so, is moving into the re-

alm of establishing himself as a potent
source of some fine, fine modern rhythm
and blues.

Janis Ian has also grown up. Though
protest songs are, unfortunately,
musically impossible today, Ms. Ian has

channelled her prodigious talents into a

new mood and a new style that reaches

out to grab the audience and heighten

their emotional sensitivity.

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John Entwistle — No Longer Gruesome Barry Richards — The Manifestation Is There

The music of The Who was born of an r&b tradition and cemented by an air of ar-

rogance with aggression and violence the very essence of their existence. Amid the
group's ten years of onstage nihilism, auto-destruction and cathartic rituals, John
Entwistle’s stoic stage presence has remained the one constant. While the group's
violent smashing of instruments has taken on ceremonial proportions at their con-
certs, Entwistle looks upon the chaotic flurry with an air of nonchalance while tapping
out an incessant beat on his bass guitar.

With titles like "Jeckyll and Hyde," "I've Been Away," “Heaven and Hell,” and
"Boris the Spider" (not to mention the spider's reply, "My Size"), one might get the
impression from Entwistle’s compositions that under his demure exterior lies the
Vincent Price of rock. In actuality, his unobtrusive stage personality is an accurate
^reflection of his unassuming, easy going nature for which he has been likened to an
anchor— “if someone didn’t act as an anchor the whole group would just take off and
fly" is how he is described on the liner notes of The Who’s first American LP.

“I've been trying to get away from the sick stuff,” he says with a cherubic grin. “On
the new album there will only be one song that mentions death but nothing that could
be considered black humor' like in the past where I've had people on ledges refusing
to jump because they didn’t want to give in to the crowd."

Entwistle, who was recently in New York to attend the bar mitzvah of a young
friend, spoke animatedly about his solo ambitions and The Who’s recently released
"Odds and Sods" album. "It's not really a follow up to Quad-rophenia,’ ’’ he pointed

out, “it's more of a parallel of our singles career. It's comprised of tracks we never had
room for on our albums over the years. A lot of it was never used because we just

changed our minds, but after hearing some of it on bootlegs, we realized that it wasn't

too bad after all."

So, with Roger Daltrey busy with the “Tommy" film, Peter Townshend writing some
new songs and Keith Moon recording a solo album in California, the burden fell on
Entwistle to collate the material and add the finishing touches on many of the tracks

which were abandoned in various stages of completion.

Asked why recorded product from The Who has been so sporadic over the last cou-
ple of years, John admits to a certain amount of selfishness on the part of the group.
"We've been wrong in some respects— we usually wait to record a new album before
going out on the road so we'll have some new material to play. Personally. I don't

think that we always need the new album and a new stage act. The time has come for

us to stop trying to surpass ourselves and to start playing some good rock and roll in-

stead of worrying about concepts."

With the rest of the group working on the “Tommy" movie for the better part of a

year, Entwistle took the opportunity to plot his next solo venture. “They didn't want
me to act in the film, so I just play the role of a bassplayer in a group." Already a

seasoned solo performer with three albums under his belt since 1969, his fourth,

"Mad Dog," should be released in January with a U.S. tour slated for his recently as-

sembled band. Ox. to follow in February. “The band was originally called Rigor Mortis,

but the record company thought it was too gruesome, so we changed it to ‘Ox’

(Entwistle s nickname).
"It finally evened out as a twelve piece with three girl backup singers who have

done sessions with Elton John and Mott The Hoople and a three man brass section

that has worked with Roy Young and T Rex.” The Ox tour should wind up just as The
Who will be packing their bags for their 1 975 tour beginning sometime in June. John
hopes to be able to keep up with the demanding pace of playing with two groups, yet
if it ever comes down to choosing one over the other, he gives the impression that a

decade with The Who has created an impenetrable bond between him and the other
three members of the group. “We must have broken up three or four times already
without telling anyone. The reason that we've been able to remain together is that we
have a good relationship. We argue a lot and call each other names but it doesn't
mean anything — some bands have an argument and think it s the end of the world so
they split up. The secret is, you've got to treat it like a marriage— if you argue, you've
got to remember to make up. We all enjoy playing together on stage and it's a feeling

that nobody wants to lose.

Barry Richards, an A&M recording prodigy for slightly over a half year now is cor
vinced that psycho-kinesis is a reality — that you must have a definite picture in yoi
mind of where you're going before you actually go there and that you're basicall
directionless until that picture has formed, no matter how briefly.

For Barry, his future picture started forming at the age of fifteen with his first re
cording venture, singing backup vocals on a number of disks. At seventeen he was
co-producer at Mercury with the likes of Dinah Washington. As a performing artist h
used to open KRLA rock’n'roll shows for the likes of Buddy Holly and the Everl
Brothers because the producers of the show liked the energy he generated with th
audience. “I was like the Mick Jagger of I960,” said Barry in a Cash Box interview
“People just seemed to get off on what I was doing and I enjoyed their reaction,"
He sang with the touring Fleetwoods (of “Mr. Blue" and "Great Pretender" fame

and then played several Hollywood twist discos with Bobby Hart and Barry Richards
projecting that same energy he had on the KRLA rock shows.
From there he segued into the strange world of film stunt man and worked some ir

teresting projects including playing all the sea monsters in the TV series, "Voyage Ti
The Bottom Of The Sea," which starred Richard Baseheart. He also worked on th*

series "Combat " and was Robert Culp’s double and stand in stunt man for the popula
“I Spy" series. His movie credits are also impressive including work in “Grand Prix,
"Camelot” and “Ice Station Zebra." His final stunt work came on the TV series “Th*
Invaders" at which time fate called him to be a contestant on the ABC-TV show “Th(
Dating Game.”
Strange the way fate works, because he won a trip to Moscow that originally was t(

last a week, but wound up becoming a four year odyssey that took him virtually al

over the world and gave him the opportunity to discover himself through meditatioi
as well as introduce American pop music to such diverse cultures as the Massai ii

Africa and the people of the Himalayas in India. In fact, he went to India because o

the respect he has for his teacher, or master.

During his travels he did a French film in Portugal, played clubs in Israel. Nigeria
Tanzania and wound up spending 4 months on the Salinas strip on the island of Ibiza

He also witnessed public executions, had some narrow escapes from middle easteri
bandits who would kill him for a dime or a piece of bread and, in general, got to knov
the highs and lows of life on this planet.

"I remember returning to New York with just a nickel in my pocket," he said, "and
was able to get work and put together enough money to come out to California. I ha<

always been good at writing songs for other people and converting other people'
material (he, in fact, has submitted his material to several of the heaviest acts in th<

business and has received favorable initial reaction across the board), but now I wan
to establish a writing pattern that will be mine. I've worked Vegas with Juliet Prows*
and done all sorts of musical things, but my ambition is to stay away from any on*
particular bag and write hit singles that everybody can dig

"

Ah, the dream of all songwriters, you say. Perhaps, but few put as much enthusiast!
into their projects as does Barry. He sold his own single, "Come Fill Your Cup Again
to A&M president Jerry Moss after Moss had told him it would be a difficult possibil it

at best. But Barry has been up at five every morning and into the A&M offices by si

each morning calling stations and augmenting the excellent work the A&M promotioi
staff has always provided their artists. Howard and Beth Block wrote the lyrics t*

Barry's tune and they’ve collaborated on over 40 tunes since they met.
"I feel good about doing an LP, said Richards. "We continually have things in th*

fire and we re looking towards the spring for a possible release date. With the energ
he's putting into his music, it's easy to see that the total picture has formed in Barry'
mind's eye. In other words, the manifestation is there.

The first side is an interesting combination of

Kern and Harbach's standard, “Yesterdays,” and
the Trane’s “A John Coltrane Blues.” On the
former, the first few bars of the intro remind one
of Pharoah, yet, the Latin rhythms are clearly

Barbieri’s. Gato always rhythmically enlivens the
somewhat sterile bossa nova percussion line.

See the first chorus here. 8-bars of congas open
“The Bjues ” The instruments are introduced in-

dividually (note Paul Metzke’s guitar work). After

Gato announces the head, his choruses blend
the Trane’s mysticism with his own musical
anarchism (see the twisted notes, weak-beat syn-

copations, and multi-octave excursions).

SINGERELLA — Gary Bartz — Prestige —
P-10083
The fairy tale is one of "rats, roaches, and

melon coaches.” "St. Felix St.” epitomizes the
album's mood. At times, the music, like ghetto
life, labors under the logic of a dominant force.

Yet the human, and the humor involved in the in-

visible world is also present. Bartz’ sop sax

chorus portrays all the tension lurking below the

apathy of the depraved existence. The vocals are

matter-of-fact statements, or better, exhorta-

tions, that can lay bare frustration and ac-

complishment in a single phrase (see
“Singerella” and “Nation Time ”).

FRESH FEATHERS — John Klemmer — Impulse
ABCD-836
John Klemmer’s 9th album. The record blends

a rock beat with jazz improvisations. The first

side, however, seems to revolve around Klem-
mer’s changes of the melody lines within a

tightened 4/4 structure. He adds certain little

rhythmic twists to keep the tracks interesting. On
“Fresh Feather’s" second chorus, Klemmer ac-

cents the weak beat and ties notes across
measures, breaking the restrictions of the bar

line. The second side is more loosely structured

and open-ended. Note “Stinger,” with a modal
intro which nicely blends into the scalar theme.

JOE & ZOOT — Joe Venuti and Zoot Sims —
Chiaroscuro CR 1 28
A meeting of two masters. The album s in-

teresting sound arises from the empathetic com-
bination of two radically different instruments.

Because the two musicians are sensitive to the

different qualities of the sax and the violin, the

music works and assumes an airy quality. “Some-
day, Sweetheart,” has counterpointed duets
which are devoid of excess ornamentation — a

common fault of swing — and which still

manages a few rhythmic surprises. On ”C Jam
Blues," note the woven melody lines which
create a spatial wonder reminiscent of the Duke
himself.

POUM — Fischer, Robinson, Whitecage, Cook,
Pavonex — Composers Collective 721

The Composers Collective was formed in 1 972
in order to produce music that is not commercial-
ly available. The music demands that the listener

put aside all notions regarding normal musical

structure, that he try to listen to the music from a

perspective similar to that of the musicians who
composed the pieces. That perspective is

enlightened, indeed. “Sinfonia” is quite abstract

and proceeds over spatial planes as well as over
time. Yet it also, interestingly, seems to double
back upon itself. The “Apollo’’ series is

thematically structured around the first moon
landing.

THE JAZZ PIANO OF JOHN COATES, JR. - John
Coates, Jr. — Omnisound N 1 004
The second production of Omnisound, Inc.

and the first album for Coates. Note the two
resolutions in “Love Is Enough.” After the first,

Kay on bass and Davis on drums join in accom-
paniment. The piece is sharpened by interesting

dischords, and arpeggio runs which confront the

piece’s time signature. Immediately preceeding
the coda is a fine example of Coates contrapuntal

harmonic technique. After a modal opening on
“Yesterday,” Coates creatively explodes the

tunes harmonic and rhythmic structure.
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Communications Key to Family Business
Says Wisconsin Operator
MILWAUKEE— One of the highlights of

the WMMA Annual Convention on Sun-

day. October 6. 1 974 was the family busi-

ness seminar conducted by Frank
Butrick. The father-son relationship

made up the main portion of Butricks

talk.

The small business expert told this au-

dience that if a father wants his son to

come into the business, he must plan for

it. The best planned transitions are those

where sons come into the business, at

least on a limited basis, at an age of

about 14. It's usually too late to start dis-

cussing a son’s involvement when he’s

almost out of college.

But once a father has started the son in

the business, he must keep the son ac-

tive.

Butrick suggests showing the sons the

good, enjoyable aspects of the business

and concentrating on them. The heir

must learn the fun. the excitement and
the exhilaration of risk taking and run-

ning the business. Fathers must give

their sons the opportunity to make de-

cisions and learn from mistakes.

According to Butrick. the most difficult

part of the business to learn is money
management. It's not easily taught
either, because the average busi-

nessman knows very little about it. To
add to the problem, most of the money
management that sons learn in college

does not relate to small businesses.

Money management isn't the only con-

cern for small businessmen and their

sons. Butrick claims that the biggest ob-

stacle is the communications gap (which

he attributes to the generation gap).

These two gaps boil down to one thing —
there is a big age difference between a

father and a son.

The age gap causes a different out-

look. For example, most small busi-

nessmen start their company between
age 26 and 35. The years for building a

business are usually from 40 to 55.

These middle years are the ones when
the father has little time for the family.

Consequently, more divorces occur at

this time.

By age 55 the average businessman
has either made it or he hasn't. He
begins analyzing his successes and tries

to repeat them. His life stabilizes and he

tries to surround himself with predic-

tables. Then his son enters the business

and wants to change everything. This dif-

ference in outlook can be simplified

through communication. Butrick sug-

gests that a father learn to listen to his

son and that a son should learn to pre-

pare what he wants to say to his father in

advance.

What about father-daughter rela-

tionships? The family business expert

stated that there is no reason why a

daughter can't take over a business and

run it successfully. But it is hard to plan

for a daughter before she marries. The
daughter will usually follow her husband.

Butrick suggests making the business

big enough to accommodate everyone in

the family who wants to be involved. To
do this the company could be set up into

divisions with each son or son-in-law as a

general manager. The easiest way to set

up is by business acquisitions or new
product development. Then, when the

father retires, one son may take over the

parent company and the divisions could

be made into separate corporations for

the other family members.

Belgium Outlaws Slot Machines
BRUSSELS— Belgium, which has been
one of the largest markets in the world

for slot machines, passed a law forbid-

ding the operation of gambling
machines. The law goes into effect

January 1 . 1975.

Two years ago. slots were banned in

most of the French speaking parts of

Belgium although in most of the Flemish
section they remained in operation. With
the passage of the new law their opera-
tion is forbidden throughout the bi-

lingual country.

The operation of other coin-operated

machines such as bingos, flippers,

phonographs, etc., remains legal.

of the business in different ways.
Bagley’s small label, which deals in show
tunes and classical records with only

moderate audience interest, has been
helped, he said. The major companies
have raised their prices to a level equal

to ours, he explained. Bagley said that

his label’s lower overhead and lesser

need for scarce goods like vinyl and
paper allows Painted Smiles to compete
favorably with the conglomerates. Glan-

cy agreed, and added that the large com-
panies have been hurt by inflation. They
have tried to compensate through price

increases, he stated.

The print media, too. has seen conflict-

ing changes in the volume of advertising

it handles as a result of inflation. Taylor

said that although the volume of ad-

vertising has gone up at the “Lampoon,”
it seems to have decreased in the busi-

ness as a whole. Record companies are

advertising more carefully and con-
sumers have become more critical, he
stated. Goody provided statistics con-
firming the contradictory effects.

Although unit sales in many areas were
down, dollar sales were up because of

the price increase, he said. People seem
to be buying fewer records, he ex-

plained, but they are paying more for

them. This contradictory phenomenon
will affect the industry’s different areas in

different ways, he remarked.

Fach emphasized that if the economy
entered a more serious downturn, the

quality of the records would not be af

fected. He said that cuts would not b€

made in the creative or promotiona
areas. Administrative budgets would be

tightened and such things as deluxe

packaging would be avoided, he said
