A game of musical chairs, reminis-

cent of the Big Band era, is now tak-

ing place among leading rock groups.

Since most of the leading groups are

usually composed of no more than
five members, this trend has special

significance to the trade. Fans of these
aggregations identify strongly with

each member, since the sound of

each — whether vocally or instrumen-
tal^ — is critical to the effectiveness

of the team as a whole. So when
members decide to persue new car-

eers as soloists or personnel in other

acts they arrive with familiar calling

cards. This adds considerable strength

to an already existing act, and gets

a new group rolling with the support
of a known quantity. For instance, for-

mer Yardbirds’ leader Jimmy Page left

the group to form Led Zeppelin; three

members of Traffic have gone on to

form Mason, Capaldi, Wood & Frog;

two members of the Byrds presently

play as the Flying Burrito Bros; Steve
Winwood of Traffic became popular
with the Spencer Davis group before

going out on his own; Electric Flag

member Mike Bloomfield is record-

ing with others sporadically, while

drummer Buddy Miles formed his own
group.

Recent splits that have yet to realize

their impact are the break-up of the
Cream and the separation of Janis

Joplin and Big Brother & the Holding

Company.
All this may seem disconcerting to

labels involved in this flow of depar-
tures-and-arrivals among star rock

groups. One key exec, however, stated

recently that his company, at least,

could benefit from this trend. Since he
has individual contracts with many of

the members of groups marketed by

the label, he feels that instead of being
able to present one solid group, he can
be in a position to be the releasing

arm of two or three chart-hitting acts.

This was so during the Big Band era

when sidemen of great stature formed
their own bands and continued to re-

cord for the same label.

Even if this is not the case, there

is a spread of talent that can ignite

a sales fire for other companies. And,
of course, a geometric progression can
work at a dizzy pace as newer groups
are created by artists with a multitude

of group backgrounds. One group that

splits leads to two groups; two groups
can then become four, and so on.

Undoubtedly, the danger exists of

spreading talent too thin. Also, think

of the complex situation that can arise

when up to five artists create a new
group, each of whom is tied to five

different labels! But, this is all part

of the current syndrome among group
talent: the recognition that what makes
a whole is individual talent that may
wanttocall its own shots.

Call Off NGC
WB/7 Merger
NEW YORK — The attempt of Na-
tional General Corp. to gain a foothold

in the music business through its ac-
quisition of Warner Bros./Seven Arts
has been rebuffed. Both companies
called off the deal after objections by
the Department of Justice that the
merger of a theatre owner and a film
producer was monopolistic. A key to

the deal was NGC’s interest in obtain-
ing WB/7’s music business holdings,
including Warner Bros./Seven Arts
Records, Reprise Records, Warner
Bros./Seven Arts Music and Atlantic
Records. WB/7 purchased Atlantic in

Oct., 1967.

RIAA Awards
At Peak In ‘68
NEW YORK — A total of 120 records
— 75 albums and 45 singles — were
certified for Gold Record Awards
in 1968 by the Record Industry Asso-
ciation of America. The RIAA an-
nounced that this was the greatest
number of Awards certified in one
year since RIAA inaugurated its

authentication program in 1958.

Last year saw 61 albums and 34

singles certified.

Under the Association’s certifica-

tion program, a single must amass a
minimum sale of one million copies
and an album a minimum of $1 mill-

ion in factory sales to qualify for the
Award. These figures are checked by
an independent firm of certified pub-
lic accountants which audits the books
of the record company applying for

the Award.

FRONT COVER

Frank Zappa is an underground le-

gend. Since he first came to public
attention with the Mothers of inven-
tion, Zappa has been the most
admired, if least understood, of the
current crop of musicians. His
musical talents, his offbeat (and
sometimes in person) stage manner,
and his business acumen have con-
tributed to an ever-changing pied
piper image.
Mixing satire with progressive

musicianship, Zappa has been humor-
ously putting down commercialism
(i.e. a recent Mothers album called
“We're Only In It For The Money’’)
while racking up sales of over 200,000
units for each of the group’s three
albums. Their fourth and current
Verve/Forecast set, “Reuben & the
Jets,’’ a satirical but authentic look
at 1958 rock & roll groups, is their
biggest set to date.
Zappa’s newly-formed Bizarre

Productions has recently signed a
distribution deal with Reprise (see
full story on Pg. 10) ,

with the Mothers
themselves set to debut on the iabel
this month.

CANNES, FRANCE—MIDEM ‘69, the
third convention of the international
music market, witnessed the creation
the Federation of International Festi-

vals (FIF) . This organization, the crea-
tion of French producer Norbert Saada,
proposes to coordinate the efforts of the
various pop music festivals organized
throughout the world. The tasks of

FIF will be to provide information on
new techniques, calendar planning, and
the encouragement of international ex-
changes.
MIDEM ‘69 was the scene of FIF’s

EIA Study: 1968 Best Year
For Consumer Product Lines
WASHINGTON, D.C. — Sales by do-

mestic manufacturers of phonos, tape
equipment, radios and TV’s will show
increases for 1968 over the previous
year. Year-end figures are based on
preliminary statistics gathered by the
Electronic Industries Association’s
marketing services department of

EIA’s consumer products division.

TV
Color television had a record year
with 1968 sales to dealers of 5,829,150

sets vs. 5,224,499 in 1967. In 1968, color
television sales passed black-and
white sales for the first time, in a
year when monochrome television was
also showing advances with sales in-

creasing 2.2 per cent from 5,434,702

sets in 4967 to 5,555,339 sets in 1968.

Radio
Radio sales (including auto) to deal-

ers increased by 5.7 per cent—with
auto radio setting a record of 10,685,-

827 units sold, up to 20 per cent over
the 8,900,208 units in 1967 and offset-

ting the 4.7 decrease in home radio

sales during 1968.

Phonos
Sales of phonographs, portable and

table, were up 4.8 per cent from 3,766,-

541 units in 1967 to 3,946,001 units in

1968. Console phonographs were up 4.5

per cent with total phonograph distrib-

utor-to-dealer sales up 4.7 per cent.
While these statistics are based on

U.S. manufacturers’ sales to dealers,
imports—both domestic and foreign
brand names—are a sizeable factor in

the total U.S. market consumption of

consumer electronic products, EIA
said.
EIA estimates that the total tele-

vision market, including imports, will

exceed 12 million units; that radio
sales will get 1968 well over 40 mil-
lion units counting home and auto
figures; that phonographs will go over
6 million units; and that tape equip-
ment sales, the fastest growing con-
sumer electronic product (including
reel - to - reel, cartridge and cassette
equipment) will go over 5 million
units.

Atlantic-Atco Sets Industry Mark
With $8 Million Confab Billing
NEW YORK — Atlantic-Atco Records
set a new sales convention billing
mark of more than $8 million dollars
at its confab in Freeport, the Bahamas
(Jan. 16-19). An all-time high for the
industry, the selling spree outdistan-
ced by $2.5 million the company’s pre-
vious sales convention high of $5.5
million, reached during an album re-

lease program last June.
Len Sachs., head of the label’s album

sales and merchandising dept., noted
that the 39-LP release drew the
“greatest outpouring of enthusiasm’’
he had ever seen at an Atlantic
gathering. He cited the spontaneous
comments of Amos Heilicher during
the presentation of the new product.

The vet wholesaler said he had never
witnessed an LP release as strong as
the new package.

RCA Sets Stereo-Only Singles
NEW YORK — For the second time
in the past month, RCA Records has
made a policy adjustment that may
have industry-wide implications. The
firm has just announced that as of
the 28th of January all single product
will be released in stereo which can
be played on both stereo and monaural
systems. Ramifications are now being
realized as a result of the company’s
recent price hike on LP's a few weeks
ago.

According to RCA, the product pro-
duced through use of its “Dynamic
Recording Correlator” has reduced
innergroove distortion to assure good
playback on all modern reproducing
systems thus satisfying the marketing
needs of both formats. “We have
tested and developed a proper mix
which will provide stereo reproduc-
tion equipment,” the company re-

ported, “and monaural reproduction

as good as monaural equipment can
provide from mono recordings.”

Radio Application

The RCA process is expected to

overcome the major problem faced
by stereo singles earlier, that of use
in radio stations broadcasting mono-
phonieally. In a recently issued bul-

letin to the National Association of

More Labels UP
Move Is Termed
NEW YORK — A flock of labels joined
the industry move to increase the list

prices of albums—and in some cases
singles—last week, but the trend was
termed "insanity" by one record com-
pany source.
MGM, Verve Deutsche Grammophon,

London, Kapp, Buddah, Roulette, Van-
guard, Dooto are the latest additions
to the less than 4% increase in list

prices of most product. By Feb. 1,

the latter companies and all those
who made previous announcements
will be operating at higher prices,
both in list prices and wholesaling
costs. Moves follow RCA's list price
increase earlier this month.
One company president, however,

noted with “some alarm . . . 1969’s
first wave of insanity, namely, the
price increase." He is Bob Thompson,
president of MTA Records.
"We do not intend to play follow the

leader," Thompson states. “As a
matter of fact, "leader" is a bad
choice of words. We do not intend to

follow the pack, because there will be
another price increase before this year
is out. The second go round will be far
more substantial and will at least be
predicated on some factual information
relative to increased costs. If you
wonder what these might be, the copy-
right legislation increasing mechanical
royalties cannot possibly stay bottled
up in the Congress through this year.
If it does, U.S. publishers will be at

an extreme disadvantage in the in-

ternational music market. Secondly,

along with other developments of

1968, should convince this industry
that the consumer will pay whatever
the price may be for something he
wants in the way of recorded music.
This puts us on a unit profit basis which
certainly is the way to run any busi-
ness. No profit volume is a waste of

time.”

A Note On Informative Visitors

Although we do occasionally get a
chance to wander into the outside

world, most of our time is spent sit-

ting behind a typewriter. Because
our learning progress is so stilted,

we welcome the occasional visitor

who not only brightens our day, but
adds to our fund of knowledge. Two
recent visitors who provided enlighten-
ment were Andy Kim and Led
Zeppelin.
Andy Kim, who has racked up three

straight chart hits (his latest is

“Rainbow Ride) in addition to co-

writing the current Archies single,

“Feelin’ So Good,” is perhaps the

first real Canadian success story
since Paul Anka. At present, however,
Andy is maintaining his Canadian
residence and citizenship, a decision
which is causing him headaches and
money.
Although Andy has been cleared

by the Govt, as an artist of important
stature, he has to secure permission
before each ‘working’ trip to this

country, a process that usually takes
three weeks. As a result, Andy has
had to turn down many TV and show
dates, because there wasn’t enough
time to arrange clearance.

It seems to us that in this fast-

breaking business, there should be a
way for an artist to obtain a ‘per-

manent’ clearance, perhaps good for

a year, so that foreign artists can
take quick advantage when a disk
starts to hit.

Andy also enlightened us consider-
ably on the problems of the local

Canadian record scene, and it’s

interesting to note that Andy made
his first impact on the American
scene as a songwriter. Joni Mitchell
and Leonard Cohen are two other
Canadians who first made their
presence felt through their songs,
and perhaps the development of home-
grown writers will be enlivening the
scene up North before long.

Despite the hassles, we should be
seeing much more of Andy in the
near future, as he has just signed
with Creative Management Associ-
ates. Jeff Barry’s Steed Records has
just issued his second album, “Rain-
bow Ride.”
There are some people who want

to be stars. There are others who
want to be musicians. It’s amazing
how often those in the latter category
wind up fulfilling the desires of the
former. Led Zeppelin is a case in

point. They were able to receive two
standing ovations in their first con-
cert appearance, which they did
after only 6 hours of rehearsal. They
cut their album (out this week on

the same respect they showed their
audiences, almost none.
When Led Zeppelin speaks of other

groups, there is no ego hangup in-

volved. As much as they like to make
good music, they like to hear it also,
and listening to most American
groups has been a souring experi-
ence for them. “Everybody here goes
wild over drum solos. They can’t
tell, and don’t seem to care if its good
or bad, as long as its loud. Solos are
nice if someone knows what they’re
doing.” Well, Led Zeppelin seems to
know what they’re doing (reports from
their West Coast live concerts have
been phenomenal) and perhaps they
can help educate the American
audiences.

A marked change in material highlights

"20/20,” the title of the Beach Boys' latest

Pop Best Bets_

SOUND OF SEXY SOUL - Delfonics-Philly
Groove lp 1151

The title of this album, “Sound Of Sexy
Soul," will give the reader an idea of the mu-
sic on the set. The Delfonics come on strong,
and they don't let up until the very last track
is over. The LP includes the group’s current
hit, “Ready Or Not Here I Come (Can’t Hide
From Love)” and many others, among them
two present-day standards, “Going Out Of My
Head” and "Scarborough Fair.”

GREAT WESTERN THEMES—Billy Strange-
GNP Crescendo GNPS 2046
Such familiar western themes as "High

Chaparral," “The Good, The Bad And The
Ugly,” “Gunsmoke,” and “Hang ‘Em High”
are given brisk, zestful interpretation by
guitarist Billy Strange, who wrote the
arrangements for the album, plays with
clarity and lyricism. Devotees of movie
and TV westerns should find this LP to
their liking.

NASHVILLE SAXOPHONES - Billy Vaughn
— Dot DLP 25911

Billy vaughn has had consistent success
with his albums, and this latest offering should
prove no exception.. Bowing to Music City,
Vaughn’s lush, mellow saxophones give attrac-
tive performances of such items as “A Mansion
On The Hill,” “You Win Again,” “Mama

To round out the set, Anthony
has added such tunes as “Watermelon Man,”

"A Touch Of The Blues.”

UP TIGHT — Music From The Motion Picture
— Booker T. & The M.G.’S — Stax STS 2006
The film, “Up Tight,” produced and directed

by Jules Dassin, which concerns the black re-

volution in America, has received an excellent
score from Booker T. Jones. Jones, who
arranged and conducted the music, also per-
forms two vocals on the album, and he and the
M.G.’s perform all the music. There is also
a powerful song delivered by Judy Clay,,

“Children, Don’t Get Weary.” This set, which
has a compelling jazz quality, stands strongly
on its own, as well as serving as an integral
part of the motion picutre.

HUMAN BALL—McCoys—Mercury SR 61207
The new, mature McCoys emerged on their

first Mercury album, “The Infinite McCoys,”
and the group continues their commercial-
underground sound on this new set. Their re-

cent chart-riding “Jesse Brady” single (not

included) also helped to spread the word of

their resurrection. All these factors should
combine to create a solid market for this

set of almost-all original numbers. Two live

numbers (recorded at Steve Paul's Scene),
"Human Ball Blues" and “Stormy Monday
Blues," add to the exc-itment.

AUTUMN— Don Ellis— Columbia CS 9721
Trumpeter Don Ellis and His Orchestra

serve up some highly inventive fare (compos-
ed mostly by Ellis) on this LP. Ellis is often
billed as a jazzman, but his style reaches into

the symphonic, on the one hand, and the
popular, on the other, often to such a degree
that his music can no longer really be called
jazz. Ellis' specialty is amplified instruments
(he himself plays both normal and amplified
trumpet) . At times he electrifies his entire
orchestra. Interesting set.

BUONA SERA, MRS. CAMPBELL — Original
Motion Picture Score — United Artists UAS
5192
The music for the film comedy, “Buona

Sera, Mrs. Campbell,” was composed and
conducted by Riz Ortolani, and has a bright,
buoyant feel. Jimmy Roselli sings the title

song in rich, warm tones; lyrics are by Melvin
Frank. The flick stars Gina Lollobrigida,
Shelley Winters, Phil Silvers, Peter Lawford.
and Telly Savalas. The album should do well
with those who enjoy the motion picture.

SOUL FOLK IN ACTION - Staple Singers -
Stax STS 2004
The Staple Singers, who formerly recorded

for Epic, here offer their first Stax album.
The tunes, which could be described as gospel-
pop, include “We've Got To Get Ourselves
Together,” “ (Sittin' On) The Dock Of The
Bay,” “The Weight,” “Long Walk To D.C.,”
and “Got To Be Some Changes Made.”

recording facilities, being constructed
in Woodstock, N.Y.
Poppy has already lined up 31 dis-

tributors in the U.S., with Canadian,
English and other overseas deals in

negotiation.
In conjunction with the label's initial

release, advertising is planned in each
of the major underground media and
the label's theme of close personal
contact will be executed through a
staff Eggers is assembling for intense
liaison and coordination with distribs

and radio outlets.

Milton Glaser, of New York’s Push-
pin Studios, will be directing all art
for the label.

Producer's Profile

MICKIE MOST

Mickie Most makes his job sound
simple. Just 30 years old, worth many
millions sterling, and responsible for a

string of hit records which have sold well

into the millions.

After talking a while with him about
record production, you wonder why you
haven’t cashed in on such a simple way
of earning so many fat loaves of bread.

Basically, what Mickie Most does is fa-

vor the easy-going tastes: “I don’t hold

with all this deep, psychedelic stuff. In

fact, I don’t understand most of it. If I

can’t hum the tune or understand the
words then I don’t wanna know.”

Long-hairs will throw up their aesthetic

hands in despair at Most’s wanton com-
mercialism, but there is no disputing
the results. Ask Herman's Hermits, Don-
avan, Jeff Beck, Lulu, the Animals. They
are where they are because of his ‘mag-
ic’ disk fingers.

So what is a ‘Mickie Most?’ In his own
cockney style, Most (nee Michael Peter

Hayes) provides the answer: ‘‘I find the

raw material, recognise it as being po-

tential in its rawest state, find the right

song, suitable arrangement to enhance
the song, help the singer sing the way it

should be sung, and create an overall

sound on record which makes people
want to go out and buy it.”

A good case of ‘raw material’ was
Most’s first discoveries, the Animals,
who were belting out the blues in very
rough style in a North England pub when
he spotted their obvious potential.

Then there was the case of young
Donovan, who was singing wistful, wil-

lowy soungs of fair, faraway maidens, un-
til Most produced the commercial
sounding “Sunshine Superman” for him,
and followed with “Mellow Yellow” and
many others.

Most’s first production job was “Baby
Let Me Take You Home” for the Animals,
followed by Tobacco Road” for the
Nashville Teens. He reckoned he took 30
seconds to spot the potential of the Ani-
mals, and was even quicker off the mark

with a young Manchester chap called
Peter Noone, who sang as Herman with
a backing group called the Hermits. Af-

ter the group’s initial hit, “I’m Into Some-
thing Good,” Most produced 14 consecu-
tive hits for Herman’s Hermits, both in

the U .S. and in Britain.

Mosts latest discovery is another
young English singer, Terry Reid. Reid's
first album was recently released here
by Epic, and the singer’s first U.S. tour
was an unqualified success.

Stateside Success

Most’s fame as a top record producer
has come about largely as the result of
United States sales of his records. Does
this mean he thinks British recording
techniques are ahead of American ones?
“Not at all. I think England's lucky to

be in the business at all, and even then
it’s all due to the Beatles Phenomenon
back in '63. Till then, English product had
a rough enough time making the English
charts, and no chance at all for Ameri-
can success. The American recording
business is much more professional
than British operations because the
stakes are higher.”
Most finds the whole merchandising

scene in the U.S. A. quite awesome. He
has watched his records being peddled
throughout the vastness of North Ameri-
ca with amazing slickness.
'“England is so small, marketing of

records is no problem, and promotion is

very much easier. No matter how outly-

ing the village, if someone walks into a
record shop and asks for a new disk, if

it’s not on the shelves, they can have it

there later that day, or at latest, the fol-

lowing day.
“In the States, they break a new rec-

ord in particular areas and try out the
reaction on local radio . . . then they
spread distribution as demand catches
on. I don’t really think Britains under-
stand what merchandising means. And
that’s what the Americans do well. They
realize people can be made to buy al-

most anything if it’s promoted and pack-
aged right.”

Like many successful men in his

game, Mickie Most is a freelance record
producer. More and more companies are
demanding his sort of expertise rather

than doing the job internally. How come?
“Record company strength depends

on records that sell well. Consider the
awful fact that of every 100 records pro-

duced, only six catch on . . . leaving 94
nasty smells around the place. If an in-

dependent producer has got the reputa-
tion of turning out hits, then you’re going
to go to him, aren’t you, because you
know the dice are weighed in your favor.

“Plus the fact that when the product is

delivered as a complete package by a
freelancer, then all the company has to

do is press and distribute the disk. Easier
and cheaper.”

That’s the whole story— it does sound
easy. But how come there aren’t more
Mickie Mosts? Must be some extra in-

gredient he doesn’t give out.

PEGGY MARCH FRANK SINATRA JR.

COPACABANA, NEW YORK — Al-

though the Copa no longer has its

sex goddesses (the Copa line) there
was still feminine beauty to feast your
eyes on, thanks to RCA's Peggy Mar-
ch. The "Little Peggy March" we
once knew, whose "I Will Follow
You" hit so big some years back,
is no longer the little girl whose cheek
you’d like to pinch. In her silver mini
dress she is something to behold . . .

a muture young woman who handles
herself on stage like an old pro and
sells a song as tho she understands
what she's singing about. She won
the audience immediately by 'com-
ing out with a shopping bag in her
hand and wearing a floor length mink
coat, openiqg with the novel "Frank

Mills” number from "Hair.” She was
marvelous as she interwove two beau-
tiful ballads as one song: “If You Go
Away” and "Autumn Leaves.” Her
best number was the audience fav-

orite "Those Were The Days,” and
two songs later, after "A1 Di La” she
was saying goodnight (with no en-

cores) .

The only unfortunate thing about
the whole show is that just as Peggy
was getting real comfortable and the

audience was settling down for some
more goodies, her segment of the

show was over. We could have used
more Peggy and a bit less of the in-

sult comedy that night. Peggy was
the opening act on a bill that starred
comic Jack E. Leonard.

HOLY MODAL ROUNDERS

THE SCENE, N.Y. — The Holy Modal
Rounders, whom we caught last week
doing their thing at Steve Paul’s nit-

ery. The Scene, include in their act
an attraction that makes them stand
out from all other psychedelic rock
groups. One of the Rounders, Peter

Dur-
ing their career, the Rounders have
for the most part stuck to the Los
Angeles area, but now they have
come East and will probably stay
here for awhile.
The group is currently represented

on wax by their Elektra album, "The
Moray Eels East The Holy Modal
Rounders." The Rounders’ first al-

bum, titled simply "The Holy Modal
Rounders," is on ESP-Disk.
A left field group, the Rounders

should be watched for the blossoming
of the potential that exists in their
act.

RAINBOW GRILL, N.Y. — Frank Sin-
atra Jr. inadvertently wrote his own
review with one of his closing lines
(on his opening night), "We try hard-
er. " The young Mr. Sinatra was re-
ferring, of course, to a comparison be-
tween himself and his illustrious
father.

The Rainbow Grill is a comfortable
place to work in. The patrons have
been properly oiled and fed by the
time the curtain (imaginary) goes up,
and the performer is faced with a com-
fortable audience. In this case, the
audience was also faced with a com-
fortable performer. Frank Sinatra Jr.
has improved his live act tremendous-
ly in the last year. Perhaps it was
just work, perhaps it was his exper-
ience co-starring in the "Golddiggers”
TV series this summer.
"Lover Come Back” opened the

show, followed by the more contem-
porary "Can't Take My Eyes Off
You” and "Softly, As In A Morning
Sunrise. " By the time Frank Jr. got
around to singing "All Or Nothing
At All”, a tune strongly identified
with his dad, he had already estab-

lished his own individual identity.

After a segment by newcomer Lot-
tie Jones and comic Paul Lemmon,
Sinatra was back to perform another
half dozen tunes, including "Our Love
Is Here To Stay," "All I Do Is Dream
Of You" and a Sinatra tribute to

both father and sister, featuring
"That's Life” and a camp version of
"Sugar Town.”

Lottie Jones, who was added to the
Sinatra entourage in Las Vegas, is

a talented addition to the field of
night club singers. Her bag is per-
forming contemporary tunes in a soul
style that still manages to appeal to

the inevitable ‘older people' in the
crowd. Her material was well chosen,
and included "You've Got Your Trou-
bles," "Knock On Wood,” “By The
Time I Get To Phoenix" and the old
Ray Charles tune, "Hallelujah I Love
Him So.”

All in all, the show was a delight,

as all Rainbow Grill shows seem to

be. Frank Sinatra Jr. is still on his

way up, with not too much distance
left to cover.

MANDRAKE MEMORIAL
ELECTRIC CIRCUS, N.Y. - Making
their first New York appearance in
six months, Philadelphia's Mandrake
Mmemorial, whose second LP will be
released on Poppy late this month,
brought the post-New Year’s crowd
here a subtle and interesting blend of
rock, jazz, classical and electronic
music.
Featuring intricately juxtaposed

patterns between Michael Kac’s harp-
sichord and Craig Anderton's elec-
tronic synthesizer, the group hald the
crowd at the usually frenetic Circus
quiet and attentive.
There material, which they do with-

out the usual intervals between songs
covers the gamut of hard rock, ballad
and well-intergrated Baroque.
Randy Monaco, lead singer and

bass player, has an unusually low-
keyed voice which, thought soft and
well projected, can, after a time, lose

its interest. Since their last New York
appearance at the Scene, the group

has started to incorporate harmonies,
which for the most part are worked
by Kac in a free and welcome man-
ner.

the group's new material, notably

and "Celebration.” which treats Mon-
aco's voice as a fifth instrument, is

harder than material from their first

LP such as "Next Number” and

The Mandrake Memorial made clear

Vernon Duke Dies
NEW YORK — Vernon Duke, com-
poser of many standards and a classi-

cal writer under his real name, Vladi-
mir Dukelsky, died on Friday, Jan. 17,

of lung cancer at St. Johns Hospital in

Santa Monica, Calif. He was 65. His
songs include “April in Paris,” Au-
tumn in New York,” “Taking a
Chance on Love,” “Cabin in the Sky,”
"What is There to Say,” “I Can't Get
Started,” and “I Like the Likes of

You.”
Born Vladimir Dukelsky in Parafi-

anovo, Russia, on October 10, 1903,

Duke studied music with Reinhold
Gliere, Marian Ddmbrovsky, and at

the age of 13 entered the Kiev Con-
servatory of Music. In 1920, Duke and
his family became political exiles
from Russia.
In 1925 he composed the ballet,

“Zephyr et Flore," for Diaghilev’s
Ballet Russe, which was widely per-
formed in Europe. In 1929 he came to

New York City and joined the Ameri-
can Society of Composers, Authors
and Publishers in 1934. During World
War II Duke enlisted in the U.S.
Coast Guard, and was honorably dis-

charged in 1944 as a Lieutenant Com-
mander. While a member of the Coast
Guard he wrote the revue Tars and
Spars.

His- London musical shows included
The Yellow Mask; Katja, the Dancer;
Two Little Girls in Blue and Open
Your Eyes. Among his successful
Broadway shows for which he com-
posed the music were the 1930 Garrick

Gaieties, Walk A Little Faster, the
Ziegfeld Follies of 1934 and 1936. The
Show Is On, Cabin In The Sky, Tars
and Spars (U.S. Coast Guard revue),
Sadie Thompson and Dancing in the
Streets. Duke was also the composer
of Ray Bolger's ballet, "Raffles" in

Keep Off the Grass.
Under his real name of Vladimir

Dukelsky he composed, besides
ballets, three symphonies, six songs
from “A Shropshire Lad” and several
instrumental sonatas and concertos.

A Promotion Man Is A Promotion Man
PHILADELPHIA - ••We've been hot,

we've been cold. Every firm goes
through those periods. But I'm a pro-
motion man, my job is getting records
played. Nobody wants to hear excuses,
so I don’t give any. I just get play.”
Most national promotion men rise and
fall with their companies. In a cold
spell, they're the first to go. Johnny
Bond has been national promotion di-

rector for Koppleman-Rubin Associa-
tes for over two years.

“Let's face it, a guy who sits be-
hind his desk most of the time mak-
ing phone calls to his own staff is not
getting his job done. Promotion is a
grass roots job, not an executive job.

You’ve got to spend your time talk-

ing to radio people, being with radio
people. Unfortunately, there are few
good local promo men around, and a
national man who depends on his lo-

cal men for play is not doing his job.
Ergo, his life span is short. If I want
play, I do it nivself.”

Bond has been doing it himself since

he started as Philly promotion man
for George Goldner's Gone and End
Records. He'd been in radio, as a
d. j. and music director with WWBZ,
Vineland, N.J., and he had his own
ideas about promotion, which he quick-
ly put into practice. During his time
as an indie promotion man, Bond also
worked for Jubilee; Josie; ABC; and

tijuana”
V monument SLP-18106 j

Cameo Records, then a local Philly
label. It was with the latter firm that

Bond first got involved in more than
promotion. “Philadelphia was always
a spawning ground for talent. Chubby
Checker, Bobby Rydell, Frankie Ava-
lon, I had a chance to work with them
all. I brought “The Twist” (orginally
recorded by Hank Ballard & the Mid-
nighters on King) to Chubby's attent-
ion."

STILL FERTILE
Bond reminisces about childhood

friends from Philly who went on to

stardom, Eddie Fisher, Mario Lanza
and Joey Bishop. “I'm not hyping,"
Bond said, “I'm not saying that there's

a Philadelphia Sound,' but there al-

ways was, and still is, a lot of talent
in Philly, and we're trying to develop
local artists into national acts.”
When Bond first met Charlie Koppel-

man and Don Rubin in 1966, he was
almost broke. “I'd never done national
work before, but I knew I had the
experience to handle the job. They
gave me a few records to work on, as
sort of a trial, and maybe to get me
off their backs. They went to Las
Vegas for the Gavin convention, and
nobody was more surprised than them
to find their stuff on the air out there.

So they hired me.” Now Bond is hap-

py, and although he's had offers to

, leave the firm, he’s turned them all

down. “I'm lucky to work for Charlie
and Don. They're too nice to have
made it in the record business, but
they did. They gave me my chance,
and I'm sticking with them all the

way.”
It's obvious that the respect is mu-

tual, for when the pressure of con-
stant travel began to tell on Bond,
Koppelman and Rubin opened a
Philly office so Bond could spend a
little time at home. “That's when I

discovered that Philly was still hap-
pening,” Bond explained. Now, rather
than being just a small branch office,

a great deal of K-R's activity is ori-

ginating out of Philadelphia.
The first artist Bond signed was

Cook E. Jarr, who's disk debut, “Red
Balloon,” has already been issued un-
der K-R's pact with RCA, and is start-

ing to pick up heavy airplay. Bond
also discovered producer Bob Finiz,

who cut the new Lovin’ Spoonful al-

bum, “Revelation/Revolution '69.” A
single pulled from the set, “Me About
You," is shaping into the group's first

big hit in over a year. Although no
deals have been signed yet. Bond is

also working with several other local

acts, including a group with a low-
keyed Vogues-type sound. The Office
has also pacted several local writers,
including John Sembello and Ralph
Dino.
“Because I travel and see all the key

people involved in selecting new pro-
duct, I think it's only natural that Char-
lie and Don pick my brains to help
figure out proper timing for releases,
and perhaps what material is most
suited to the market at present. Promo-
tion men should be more involved in

the product they work with.”
Bond has promotion down to a sci-

ence, and judging by the airplay on
Koppelman-Rubin product, it seems
to work. “You've got to treat every
release differently,” is Bond's theory.

“There's a reason why a record has
been released, and you've got to com-
municate that reason to the music
director. Every record is a potential

hit, at least until it gets some major
market exposure. Then it's on its own.

”

Apple Corps, the Beatle enterprise,
is to take over Nems Enterprises,
the company built up by the four-

some’s late manager, Brian Epstein.
The largest holding in Nems is the

70% owned by Epstein’s mother, who
inherited shares after his death, and
the Beatles themselves have 20%.
There is further interlinking represen-
ted by a 7 l/2% Nems stake in the pub-
licly quoted Northern Songs, in which
John Lennon and Paul McCartney have
15% each, and Northern Songs direc-

tors have a financial interest in some
Nems contracts. Rumors that Apple
has been experiencing fiscal strain
were substantiated recently by com-
ments attributed to Lennon to the ef-

fect that if the company’s expenditure
continued at its present level, it would
be bankrupt within six months. Apple
publicity director Derek Taylor rem-
arked- in a BBC radio interview that it

seemed the company had too many
people on its payroll and was trying
to help too many causes and projects
financially. Lennon approached Lord
Beeching, a noted figure in British
industry and former chief of British
Rail, for business guidance and assis-
tance for Apple last fall, but received
a polite refusal. Another top business-
man, at present anonymous, is said
to be taking over the administrative
reins of the company to organise it

on a sounder footing. It is estimated
that Apple receives about £750,000
annually in Beatle record royalties,
while a further £250,000 goes to Nems.
These amounts will obviously swell
when proceeds from the massive sales
of the foursome’s current double album
start to flow. By acquiring Nems,
Apple will strengthen its own financial
health and also obtain a slice of North-
ern Songs.

It appears likely that EMI may ex-
tend the period of acceptance for its

offer for Associated British Picture
Corporation. Business opinion reckons
that EMI has not received the neces-
sary 33 1/3% of ABPC’s outstanding
equity to add to its existing holding
of 25% in order to win. The original
closing date of the offer was January
16th. An alternative to an extension
would be withdrawal of the offer com-
pletely in favor of a higher bid, and
if the latter was made and accepted,
there is a further hurdle to jump for
EMI with regard to the Board of
Trade’s attitude about the desirability
of a merger between the two com-
panies.

A High Court action between Tom
Jones and his two former co-managers
who claimed 5% of his gross earnings
“for ever” was settled out of court
before the start of the second day’s
hearing before Mr. Justice Megarry.
The two plaintiffs, Raymond Glaston-
bury and Raymond Godfrey, brought
the claim under the terms of a 1964
agreement, which Jones contended
entailed payment of commission for

a limited period only. Terms of the
settlement were not disclosed, but
Glastonbury described them as “sub-
stantial.” Jones is reputed to be ear-
ning £5000,000 annually.
Sonet has signed deals with the

American folk and blues label Tako-
ma, Udo Jurgens, John Maye r’s

Indo-Jazz Fusions, and movie compo-
ser Francis Lai. Sonet will begin re-

leasing Takoma repertoire here in the
spring, and has fixed a publishing
and LP deal with Jurgens. Mayer’s
Indo-Jazz Fusions are featured in a
Sonet album called “Etudes,” and the
label has acquired the record and
publishing rights of the Francis Lai
score for the movie “Challenge In
The Snow.”
Bob Thiele, head of the newly formed

Flying Dutchman Productions and the
Nessie and Vesalius music publishing
companies, was here en route to Mi-
dem and a special reception in Paris
to mark seven Impulse jazz albums
being named by French critics among-
st the ten best last year. Thiele’s pub-
lishing interests will be represented
here by Robert Mellin, and Thiele told
Cash Box that he plans to start his
own label February 1st in addition to

his other production projects and
deals.
EMI Records is organising a “Mo-

town Mini” competition with a red
and black mini de luxe car as first

prize. The contest runs until February
28th, and contestants can enter by
purchasing one of six January Motown
albums or one of four February re-

leases. Each album contains an entry
form giving details of twenty Tamla
Motown recordings, and the compe-
tition involves selecting and program-
ming twelve titles which, in the con-
testants’ opinion, should make up the
next British Motown Chartbusters al-

bum. Entrants are also asked to write
a short slogan giving the reason for
their choice. In addition to the car,
Tamla Motown is presenting the win-
ner with a plaque engraved with the
autographs of all the Tamla Motown
artists, and the boot of the car will

contain Tamla LPs. The dealer sel-

ling the album to the winning contes-
tant will receive a portable TV set,

and there will be a record player for
his shop manager or assistant. Tamla
albums of their own choice will be the
consolation prizes for runners-up in

the contest.
Hong Kong group Danny Diaz and

The Checkmates visited Britain as
part of their first prize success in

Hong Kong’s Battle Of The Sound
competition. Foundations manager
Barry Class arranged their British
visit, and Pye released the group’s
single “Solomon Grundy” as well as
hosting a Chinese food reception for
them January 21st.

More acrimony appears to be brew-
ing between the Musicians Union
and the BBC concerning foreign mu-
sicians working for the latter in this

country. The MU alleges “insufficient
co-operation” from the BBC, and says
its views on the December TV appear-
ance of the Jacques Loussier trio were
not fully appreciated. MU general
secretary Hardie Ratcliffe said the
union was concerned about the over-
all participation by Foreign musicians
in broadcasting, and implied that the
BBC was taking advantage of recip-

rocal visits organised by the MU, which
had warned all bookers of foreign
bands and musicians that its executive
committee would be reviewing the
whole question in February. In the
meantime long-term contracts with
the BBC were not advisable. Marek
and Wacek, two Polish musicians
booked recently for BBC TV’s “Rolf
Harris Show” were unable to appear
because their work permits had been
refused following MU objections.
Hank Marvin, founder-member of

The Shadows, has embarked on a solo
career under the management of Peter
Gormley and with Norrie Paramor as
his disk producer. He will record for
Columbia, the label which released
Shadows’ recordings throughout the
ten years of the group’s existence,
and his first single will be an instru-

mental. Marvin was lead guitarist of

the The Shadows, who initially ac-
hieved fame as Cliff Richard’s back-
ing group before establishing an in-

ternational reputation in their own
right.

Ember has mounted an intensive
promotional campaign aroung Glen
Campbell and his “Wichita Lineman”
single, with Tony Hall’s THE promo-
tion organisation co-operating with
Ember executive Jimmy Henney.
Campbell’s TV series is expected to

be screened here this summer.
Les Reed will shortly record his

soundtrack score for the upcoming
MGM movie “Bush Babies,” starring
Margaret Brooks and dealing with
the color problem in an unusual man-
ner. Reed has signed film star David
Hemmings to his Chapter One label,

and plans a single and LP for Bri-
tish and American release initially.

CBS will release the Ray Conniff ver-
sion of the Reed-Barry Mason song
“I’ve Got My Eyes On You” March
14th here, and Reed is recording vo-
cally his own “Baby Shoot Me Down”
with lyrics by Jackie Rae with a
group he calls his Romantic Cowboy

band. John Rowles’ new MCA single
will be a Les Reed composition called
“One Day.”
The first Pye single by Johnnie Ray

was released January 31st. The title

is “Wise To The Ways Of The World,”
which was written and arranged for
Ray by John McLeod. The disk’s re-

Brazil Moves To New Rhythm Wave:

It's Called The Tropicalismo
SAO PAULO, BRAZIL — A new wave
of rhythm has hit Brazil in the form of

the Tropicalismo.
This new trend owes much to the

Movimento de Arte Moderna, devel-
oped in Brazil from 1922 on. It is deep-
ly rooled in Brazilian popular art and
rhythms; especially those from Bahia
— (most of the “tropicalistas” are bai-
anos) . Its essence can be found in an
experimental attitude: a continuous
search for new sounds, new instru-
ments, and new words.
According to the “Tropicalismo,”

the increasing universal communica-
tion does not allow for any sort of ar-

tistic nationalism. It is necessary to

look for universal art, an art which is

awake and sensitive to the world, and.
more specifically, to Brazil. According
to them, Brazilian pop music must be-
come an end-product, and not just be
a crude “rhythm for tourists.”
The “Tropicalismo” is considered a

definite step forward in the course of
Brazilian art. It can be looked at as a
bridge linking traditional folklore to

“bossa nova” and to Brazilian and in-

Local Sounds Added To Canada Lists
TORONTO — With January being set
aside by many as “Canadian Talent
Mont,” many Canadian radio stations
have taken the opportunity of chart-
ing and adding to their playlists sev-
eral recent Canadian record offerings.

perimenting with the Canadian sounds
and they have found them extremely
acceptable to their listeners, which
is regarded as a breakthrough for the
Canadian recording industry.

lan Bruce (WB), Duke Ellington’s Ca-
nadian produced CAB/CAPAC LP
“North Of The Border” (Decca) and
many others.
The “progressive sound” groups

benefitting from this push include Lon-
don’s Poppy Family and Sugar ’N
Spice, RCA’s Guess Who, Atlantic’s
Andy Kim, Michael Tarry on Colum-
bia and Witness on Apex and many
others.

ternational pop music.
Experimental Attitude

The experimental attitude of the
“Tropicalismo” comes with a serious
research of Brazilian culture, past and
present. Its works present a clear and
aggressive outlook on urban Brazil,
with its contradictions, and its cultural
"canibalism.” The criticism of a con-
flicting society is constant, throughout
the works. The “Tropicalismo” pro-
poses to “swallow” whatever new
there may be in the mass and youth
movements, and to bring the con-
quests of modern pop music to its own
research field. However, formal prin-
ciples of Brazilian pop music are not
abandoned.
Two words of one of the songs of

Caetano Veloso, “Alegria, Alegria,”
sum-up the very spirit of this trend:
“Why not?” Why not try new things,

why not venture, why not create in an
endless and uninhibited stream?”
The main artists of the “Tropical-

ismo” are composers, writers and
singers: Caetano Veloso, Gilberto Gil,

Gal Costa, Tomze, Os Mutantes. The
arrangements are done by Rogerio
Duprat and Damiano Cozzella, two of

the best musicians and researchers
in Brazil. Augusto De Campos, Haro-
ldo De Campos and Decio Pignatari
are some of the intellectuals and poets
also involved in the trend.

Having been, at its beginning, ac-
cepted by a definite cultural elite, the
“Tropicalismo” gains an ever increas-
ing public. At present, the whole group
has a regular TV program (“Divino
Maravilhoso")

,
which has been broad-

cast for three months; its audience is

big, especially in the interior of Brazil.
Os Mutantes are involved in the mak-
ing of a film. Gilberto Gil and Os Mu-
tantes were invited for the gala per-
formance of the MIDEM fest; this fact
probably opens new perspectives for
them and for the "Tropicalismo”; an
European tour is already pro-
grammed. Festival Strength
In the 1967 Brazilian Popular Music

Festival (TV Record), Gilberto Gil
reached second place for his song
“Domingo no Parque,” accompanied
by Os Mutantes, with an arrangement
by Rogerio Duprat. In the same fest,

Caetano Veloso was placed fifth, for
his song “Alegria, alegria,” also ar-
ranged by Rogerio Duprat.

In the 1968 Brazilian Popular Music
Festival, Tomze got first prize for

“S. S. Paulo”; Caetano Veloso placed
third with “Divino Maravilhoso,”
sung by Gal Costa; and Os Mutantes
were also among the six classified,

with their composition “2001.” The
progress from the post fest to this one
is quite interesting: in the six classi-

fied compositions, three belonged to

the “Tropicalistas.”

crease of more than 5 million dollars
for the year.

golden records. Electrola concentrated
primarily on their foreign produc-
tion. Philips moved along through sales
of the EIM Ofarime and Alexandra.
Teldec awarded golden discs to Manu-
ela, Peggy March, Hildegard Knef and
Tom Jones and Miller International
led the low-priced field sales parade.
Metronome reached their previous
year's sales figure in October already
and booked a whopping Xmas season
business as well.

The Gun, red hot with their waxing
of ‘Race With The Devil” are coming
at the end of January to Germany for
TV shots. The Small Peace and The
Status Quo visited Germany for a
short tour. The tour covered Munich,
Vienna, Hamburg, Bannover and Ber-
lin. Cedric Dumont, Mr. Music Man

of Switzerland, starts the new year
busy as ever. He is paying guest con-
ducting visits in January to the South-
west German radio station and in

February to Bavarian radio. Cedric
also was at MIDEM both as head of

Entertainment and Light music at the
Swiss broadcasting corporation and
as owner of Edition Coda. From
MIDEM, he traveled to London for
talks on a musical that he has been
commissioned to write.

Teldec’s Jacques Loussier is now
touring Germany with his “Play
Bach” Concert tour. The tour started
on January 7th and lasts a month with
25 one nighters scheduled in as many
days. Teldec’s managing director Hans
Lieber quietely celebrated his 70th
birthday on January 21st. Mr. Lieber
has been in the record industry for the
past 32 years and has been managing
director of Telefunken-Decca since
1950. Congratulations from Cash Box.
Miller International records started

off the new year with a brand new
catalog of his LP’s retailing for $1.25
and $2.50. The low-priced line is still

maintaining a tremendous market po-
sition in Germany.
Word has it that the Beatles will be

forming an independent branch of

their Apple Records in Germany soon.
The plans are made for Hamburg to

be the city where Apple resides.

1968 Japan Jazz Disc Grand Prize
has been awarded to "An Evening
With Ornette Coleman,” Coleman’s
live-recording at Cloydon which has
been released by Rippon Grammo-
phon on Polydor. This Jazz Disc Prize
was initiated last year sponsored by
a jazz magazine, Swing Journal, and
the prizes are nominated by a com-
mittee of jazz critics from all the
jazz albums released during the year.
In '68, 560 Jazz LP records were put
on the market, and, besides the Grand
Prize, the prize for the best local
recording has been won by Takt Re-
cords again with “Page 2” by Jeorge
Otsuka Trio. A special album release
by RCA-Victor, “50 Years Of RCA
Jazz,” was awarded the prize for the
best release project.
Following “Those Were the Days,”

more than fifteen versions of which
have competed on the market, “Ob-
La-Di, Ob-La-Da” is going to present
another new race. Toshiba intends to

take a lead by launching the single
first in the market with a recording
of a group called the Bedrocks, as
does Victor-Philips with a German
group, the Tonics. Philips has also as-
signed a recording of this song to a
local group, the Carnabeats.
American-Japanese group, the Half

Breed, has just made its debut on
Toshiba. The group started its career
at U.S. base camps near Tokyo and
recently has been gaining popularity
by appearing at discoteques and on
programs of the Far East networks.
Toshiba has already been making suc-
cess with a group of America-born
Japanese boys, the Golden Cups.
While the Golden Cups are at their
best with R&B, this new group will

be promoted as a soft rock group.
It has been announced that the best-

sold five singles of King Records in
'68 were the soundtrack of the recent
hit film. “13 Jours en France,” “Tell
Me” and "Jumpin' Jack Flash” by
the Rolling Stones, “Twenty Ten” by

the Fairydust Tinkabells and “Be My
Baby” by the Ronettes. The latest
best sellers of the company include
“Manchester & Liverpool” by Pinky
and the Fellas and the original sound-
track from “Chitty Chitty Bang
Bang.” King Records will shortly re-

lease the Rolling Stones' latest album,
"Beggar’s Banquet,” in a de-luxe cov-
er. For promotion on buyers’ level,

a songsheet including a long distance
telephone conversation with Mick: Jag-
uar will be attached to each copy of
the album on the initial shipment.
CBS-Sony will start launching EP

cassettes in February. The release of
EP cassettes was initiated last year
by Teichiku Records, and now the
five companies, Teichiku, Grammo-
phon, Victor, Toshiba and Columbia
have been releasing them. Rapid pro-
gress of musicassette market was
most remarkable last year. The total

output of musicassette during the six
months between April and September
has amounted to 375,295 reels, which
shows an increase of 665% over the
previous six months. Brighter future
is promised for the market by the
spread of cassette type car stereo
players, and it is anticipated that this

year the annual output of musi-
cassette will amount twice as much
as that of '68.

An exclusive pre-recorded tape ma-
ker, LF Service (affiliated to Rippon
Broadcasting Corp.) who has been
mainly dealing with local recordings
under its Pony brand, has concluded
an exclusive repertoire contract for
the distribution of MPS catalog in

tapes. This German label, especially
famous for the international roster
of jazz artists, will be released under
the Pony label. The exclusive distri-

bution right on MPS discs has been
recently acquired by Rippon Colum-
bia, and Columbia is starting a mon-
thly serial release of LP s, “MPS Jazz
Series ”.

Those Were the Days, My Friend

In its infancy, the coin machine industry was
populated with a lot of practical idealists . . .

people who sensed the tremendous potential that

amusement games and music machines offered

and struck out with money, imagination and vigor

to get it. Of course, these adventurers, the pioneers

of the business, operated at a time when locations

were heavy on the tree, competition among operat-

ors was virtually non-existent and laws against pay-

out machines were just beginning to bud. Those
were the days when it was a darned sight tougher

to get a new machine than a new location to put

it in. There was a lot of wheeling, a lot of fun and
a lot of money to be made. Then the business

“matured”.
Today the complexion of the industry is rather

different. Plenty of machines are available but lo-

cations are at a high and often costly premium.
And with the change, our trade members have
“matured” in their attitudes. What was once an ex-

citing, free-wheeling industry has turned into a drab,

often stagnant memory of it. “What happened to

all the excitement,” asked one of our better known
operators last week. “Where are all the promoters,

the inventive guys you used to see on the street

hustling machines onto trucks and off to locations?

Where are the great new machines we used to get

from the factories?”

There are plenty of answers to these complaints.

For one, a lot of today’s big operators were once the

enterprising pioneers of the past. But they’ve made
their money and now many are satisfied to let the

route ride by itself. For another, the loan-bonus
problem has sucked a lot of money out of the in-

dustry . . . money you’ve got to have in the pocket
if you're going to merchandise your services to the

best of your ability. Thirdly, for a whole host of

reasons, this business just doesn’t attract that young
and energetic talent that once made it great.

However, there are some rather depressing points

that come to mind when we view the state of the

industry’s thinking in 1969. For one, anybody who
says there aren’t any new game ideas around today
hasn’t been reading the magazines or been down
to the distributor recently. Why there's a wealth of

exciting, competitive, challenging amusement pieces

being produced at our factories right now. That’s

really notthe problem.
It’s true we’re in dire need of new blood in this

industry but we don’t think we’re off base when we
say this business has done its darnest to close out

new faces. Even distributors, who stand to gain the

most by encouraging new operators, don’t give them
the proper guidance and enough financial rope to

get the right start. Unless we open up here, there’s

nothing ahead for the industry but sameness and
eventual decay.

About that lack of excitement today, it's true that

you hear more complaining and less enthusiasm than

ever before. If we heard just one fresh idea, one
positive remark on how great this business is going

for someone for every dozen moans and groans,

we’d be ahead. Maybe the trade has forgotten how
good the industry has really been to its members.
Maybe a look on the positive side for a change
might change a few attitudes and some more of

that good old hustle might reappear. Maybe we've

forgotten the very meaning of promotion and mer-

chandising . . . how to place the right machine in

the right spot, and all the other sound principles

that got this business off the ground and running

inthe beginning.

What did happen to that old excitement? Is the

trade happier to look at the dark clouds rather than

the silver lining? We've got to get spirited about this

business if we’re going to forge ahead on all the

good programs — the public relations drive that

MOA is about to break with, the play-pricing increase

on music and games, our local associations and
their programs, the training of mechanics, the drive

to get more adult recordings from the record com-
panies, and everything else.

The coin operator has to be more than simply

satisfied with his trade . . . he’s got to be in love

with it. Crying and kicking never earned an extra

buck and gloom is a very contageous attitude. Let’s

all rededicate ourselves to the positive principles

and attitudes that once made this industry a great

thing to be a part of. The business will be better

for it.

Rowe International Finalizes Victor Products Acquisition;

Firm's Distrib Net Now To Handle Can and Bottle Units
NEWARK, N.J. — The acquisition by
Triangle Industries, Inc., of 37 per
cent of the common stock of Victor
Products Corporation places Tri-

angle’s Rowe International, Inc., sub-
sidiary “in the fastest growing seg-
ment of the vending machine industry
and represents an important step for-

ward in the continuing expansion of
Rowe’s product lines,’’ Carl S. Men-
ger, chairman and president of Tri-
angle, said today following completion
of the Transaction.
Victor Products manufactures and

sells a complete line of can and bottle
vending equipment, as well as post-
mix and pre-mix fountain syrup dis-

pensers and pre-mix cup dispensers.
Mr. Menger said that industry esti-

mates project an increase of 29 per

cent in the value of bottle and can ven-
dor shipments to $90.5 million in 1973,

from $70.3 million in 1966.

"It is hoped that with the applica-
tion of Rowe’s manufacturing know-
how and the utilization of Rowe’s ex-
perienced marketing organization,
Victor Products will become a profita-

ble venture in the very near future,"
Mr. Menger said. “Once this is

accomplished, we believe that Rowe,

LONDON — The twenty-fifth annual
Amusement Trades Exhibition was
held at the Great Hall, Alexandra
Palace, January 14th through 16th,

organised by Amusement Trades
Exhibitions Ltd. under the sponsor-
ship of the Amusement Caterers
Association and the Amusement
Trades Association.
As befitted the auspicious circum-

stances of the twenty-fifth in the
series of exhibitions, this one was
big, bustling, brimming with ideas
and enthusiasm, and an obvious
Mecca for a large number of foreign
operatives in the amusement industry
as well as the British practitioners.
John Singleton, general secretary

of the Amusement Caterers Associa-
tion and a major power in the organi-
sation and smooth functioning of the

event, told Cash Box:
“It’s a full house this year like al-

ways, and as lively as I can remember.
We had to disappoint twenty would-be
exhibitors, in fact, because there just
wasn’t sufficient space. With this in

They came from
Sweden, Holland, Belgium, Austria,
Finland, Denmark, Spain, Italy,

Luxembourg, Switzerland, Cyprus,
France, U.S.A., Japan, Germany,
Australia and the West Indies.
