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BREAKTHROUGH?

As a difficult year for many in

the record industry rapidly ap-

proaches its conclusion it is worth
noting a number of encouraging
signs that offer hope for a big finish

for 1961 as well as a promising
start for the new year.

Based on such facts as personal

income, spending habits, savings

and debt positions, many econo-

mists are expecting the forthcom-
ing holiday season to be the biggest

Christmas buying season in history.

One economist even feels that a 3%
rise over the previous all time rec-

ord is a conservative estimate. And
since it is expected that luxury and
semi-luxury items will benefit great-

ly from the consumer’s financial

status, records should share heavily

in this season’s gift buying.

The most important indicator

for this favorable forecast is the
continually increasing personal in-

come recorded during recent
months. The nation’s buying power
after taxes is reported running at

$367.8 billion—a figure which the
nation has never before attained.

Another favorable sign is that

the consumer of late seems more
eager to dig in and spend some of
his money. The nation has begun
to buy more cars, furniture and ap-

pliances. In October, retail sales

rose to $18.6 hillion; only a two
percent increase over September
but neverthelss a gain which pulled

retail sales out of a rut in which
they had been bogged down for al-

most a half year. It suggests that the

long expected breakthrough may
be developing.

A third encouraging sign is the

report that the rate of savings has

slowed down in recent months even
though income has been on the

rise. This economist feels is a defi-

nite sign that John Q. feels better

about spending.

Lastly, the debt situation of the

nation has not varied much since

a year ago—in December of ’60—

when installment debt was $43.3
billion. Installment debts, econo-

mists say, are well under control

and people therefore have room to

up their buying.

These are not indications that

the nation is off on a super-buying

spree. But it appears that a good
portion of the public is beginning

to again open its wallet and is

spending more money for recrea-

tion and entertainment—which, of

course, includes records.

It’s most pleasant once again to

hear an encouraging word after

what has seemed to be a very

lengthy soft spell.

others. Big name value package.

“CLAP HANDS, HERE COMES CHARLIE"—
Ella Fitzgerald—Verve V4053
Coming back strong as ever, Ella Fitzgerald
proves once again her concrete niche in the music
of our times. Selecting an impressive collection

of sturdies, she delivers them with a superb origi-
nality all her own. Ella shines as she belts out
“Night In Tunisia,” “Jersey Bounce,” and a jazzy
rendition of “Cry Me A River.” A possible chart
contender.

“MURRAY THE K’S BLASTS FROM THE
PAST”—Chess LP 1461

Sticking to a warm collection of sturdies the
Three Suns breeze through this new entry from
RCA with imagination and charm. Leading off

the disk is a lively reading of “You Are My Sun-
shine” which showcases the boys at their best.
Charles Albertine’s excellent arrangements are a
definite plus factor in the group’s delivery of
“The Breeze And I” and “Isle Of Capri.” LP will
score with anyone who appreciates easy listening
fare.

“SO WARM”—Etta Jones—Prestige 7204
The warm, feelingful, sincere voice of Ella
Jones is beautifully showcased in this collection
of evergreens. With an approach completely her
own, thrush renders an expressive “Unchained
Melody” that captures all the implicit sentimen-
tality and emotion in the lyrics. Other notable
selections are: “I Laughed At Love,” “All My
Life,” and “If You Were Mine.” Excellent ar-
rangements by Oliver Nelson, who also served as
conductor, make for top-notch listening pleasure.

“BOTTOMS UP”—Ritchie Brothers—Jubilee JGM
2037
Riding high on the crest of their success with
Rusty Warren, Jubilee presents the Ritchie
Brothers in laugh album strictly for adults. The
boys offer a group of one-liners, songs and patter
delivered in a fast, punchy, homey style. The
yocks here are not for blue-nosed reformers but
for appreciators of the off-color bit. LP’s infec-
tious style could make it a chart item.
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“AND NOW ABOUT MR. AVALON”—Frankie
Avalon—Chancellor CHL 5022
Having broken away from being exclusively a
r&r teenage performer, Frankie Avalon has
earned a wide adult audience. He sings with
authority and understanding as he delivers fin-
ished readings of “Our Love Is Here To Stay,”
“Lotta Livin To Do,” and “The Lonely Bit.”
Young crooner’s swinging performance should
make LP tops with both kids and oldsters.

“DIANA TRASK ON TV”—Columbia CL 1705
Diana Trask shows herself to be an able and
accomplished songstress in this latest solo entry
from the Miller TV gang. Thrush plays it safe
with a varied group of evergreens adequately
arranged by Jimmy Carroll. Aided by the Sing
Along Chorus, lark gives excellent readings of
“I Enjoy Being A Girl,” “Baby It’s Cold Outside,”
and “I’m Sitting On Top Of The World.” The
Trask voice has a legit, professional quality that
should make this LP a possible chart contender.

“BROADWAY SWINGS AGAIN”—Jonah Jones
Quartet—Capitol ST 1641
Cashing in on the success of “Swingin’ On Broad-
way” Jonah and his boys offer another collection
of Broadway favorites read with a polished, pro-
fessional style. Kicking off is a lively rendition
of “

’Til Tomorrow” from “Fiorello!” The quartet
launches into other White Way sturdies such as
“I Wish I Were In Love Again” and “Put On A
Happy Race.” Excellent hard-driving rhythm
throughout this LP makes for good listening.

“LET IT RIDE!”—Original Broadway Cast—RCA
Victor LSO-1064
The second musical version of the famed play,
“Three Men On A Horse,” (the first the Eddie
Cantor-starred “Banjo Eyes” in 1940) received
mixed reviews from the New York critics. The
numbers supplied by vet flick writers Jay Living-
ston & Ray Evans make mediocre music most of
the time, but show music buffs will think the
original-cast LP was worthwhile if only for the
delightfully conceived and rendered comic cop
song, “Just An Honest Mistake,” and a warm
ballad, “His Own Little Island.” Fans of George
Gobel, who displays a likeable voice, will also be
drawn to the disk.

“LANGUAGE OF LOVE”—John D. Loudermilk
—RCA Victor LSP-2434
Top Nashville cleffer Loudermilk is now making
his big strike as an artist as his own “Language
Of Love” climbs the Top 100. This first album
clearly indicates that Loudermilk has effectively
captured the teen appeal in all his writing and
matches it with a knowledgeable teen-wise vocal
approach. Combo-chorus accompanies with a
strong r&r drive. Selections include the hitting
title tune, “Two Strangers In Love,” “Mister
Jones,” “The Great Snowman” and “Song Of The
Lonely Teen.”

“TONY”—Anthony Newley—London LL 3252
Talent is just part of the Newley story. Versa-
tility also plays a big hand. But it’s that special
personality that ties it all together. He has an
innate sense for exuding a warm good feeling
in all his performances. And whatever humorous
nonsense he does to a song (like “Pop Goes The
Weasel,” included here) it makes musical sense.

Ian Fraser’s orchestrations are first rate collabo-

rations. Selections include “Pack Up Your
Troubles In Your Old Kit-Bag,” “Yes, We Have
No Bananas,” “All By Myself” and “You’re Free.”

“THEME MUSIC FROM KING OF KINGS AND
OTHER FILM SPECTACULARS” — Frank
Chacksfield—London LL 3257
Frank Chacksfield and his ork offer a collection

of motion picture themes read, for the most part,

with pomp and force. Orkster has captured the

mood and dramatic feeling in themes from “King
Of Kings” and “The Robe.” Disk includes several

themes that scored in the pop field such as “Exo-
dus” and “The High And The Mighty.” LP pre-

sents entertaining listening sprinkled with a

touch of the inspirational.
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“50 YEARS OF MOVIE MUSIC”—Jack ShaincT-
lin—Decca DL 79079
Here Decca offers an attractive package of movie
mood music. LP runs a range of 50 years start-
ing with “The Chase” (of silent films), and end-
ing with a rousing rendition of the theme from
“The Man With The Golden Arm.” Jack Shaindlin
and his ork treat the music with such artistry
and control that it results in a beautiful pano-
ramic picture of the history of films. Disk ranks
as an interesting item that could score.
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“VIRTUOSO HARP”— Verlye Mills— Golden
Crest CR 4037
Transcribing a collection of sturdy piano solos,
harpist Verlye Mills, in her initial LP offering,
shows a promising degree of fluency and ease.
Her treatment of Mendelssohn’s difficult “Rondo
Capriccioso in E” is well above the novice in
range and artistry. Another highlight of the disk
is a spirited rendition of Moszkowski’s “Spanish
Dance No. 3.” Harp buffs should find this pleas-
ing fare.

“SWING! STAGED FOR STEREO”—Van Alex-
ander—Capitol STAC 1635
Jumping off with a rousing uptempo version of
“Get Me To The Church On Time,” Van Alex-
ander swings his way through eleven other ever-
green numbers keyed for dancing pleasure. LP
gets the most out of stereo as the band delivers
sparkling renditions of “Lulu’s Back In Town,”
“I Won’t Dance,” and “Strike Up The Band.”
Orkster Alexander’s offering proves easy listen-
ing throughout.

EDBY HOWARD

“MORE GOLDEN HITS”—Eddy Howard and his
Orch.—Mercury MG 20593
The sweet and pleasant gentleness of the Eddy
Howard manner spotlighted in another hit disk
roundup. Adults will especially enjoy Howard’s
easy-going interpretations of “I Wonder,” “The
Girl That I Marry,” “Missouri Waltz,” “My Blue
Heaven” and eight more. As with the first

“golden” package, a good sales reception is as-
sured.

“WILL ROGERS”—Distinguished DR 3001
The dry, sharp, wit of Will Rogers is beautifully
preserved in this spoken word offering. All of
the routines on this disk were recorded during
the Depression and show Rogers’ skill in getting
a laugh out of a bleak situation. The trouble is

that much of the material is dated and the typical
spoof that brought chuckles in the 30’s unfor-
tunately has less punch in the 60’s. However, the
LP gives a perceptive word picture of America’s
#1 homespun philosopher.

“GALAXY OF COUNTRY & WESTERN HITS”
—Mercury SRD 12
The label’s constantly-successful country music
catalog lends a dozen of its singles to this LP
collection. Track’s records speak for themselves:
George Jones’ “Tender Years,” Leroy Van Dyke’s
“Walk On By,” Claude Gray’s “I’ll Just Have A
Cup Of Coffee,” James O’Gwynn’s “House Of Blue
Lovers,” and others by Margie Bowes, Lawton
Williams, Benny Barnes, Margie Singleton, Rex
Allen, Merle Kilgore and Jimmy Skinner. Has
country market strength.

Bob Hood, the Carey Sisters,
Johny Shelton, L. E. White and the Rhythmaires
are heard performing “Take Me Home To My
Lover,” “Arkansas Traveler,” “The Alamo,”
“Everglades” and other new and old country
tunes. Folks in Knoxville and other country fans
will enjoy the proceedings.

JAZZ

“STAN GETZ/BOB BROOKMEYER”—Verve V-
8418
It is evident that Brookmeyer and Getz have not
lost any of their* strong inter-communication de-
spite a couple of years separation. Here they
display this complimentary knack on six sides:
four swingers and two ballads. And it is the two
ballad sides that are absolute joys. The sturdy
“A Nightingale Sang In Berkeley Square” and
Brookmeyer’s sensitive “Who Could Care” are
superbly caressed with gentle finesse. Session will
be a delight for a multitude of jazz fans.

“THE LUSH SIDE OF CANNONBALL”—Can-
nonball Adderley, With Strings conducted by
Richard Hayman—Mercury MG 20652
Cannonball Adderley’s lyricism, which has oftimes
been cloaked in “soul” sessions, shines through
winningly in this Mercury date. The altoist
launches a well-paced, melodic, solo attack on
such sturdies as “A Foggy Day,” “The Surrey
With The Fringe On Top,” “I’ve Never Been In
Love Before,” “Polka Dots and Moonbeams” and
eight more. Dick Hayman’s string direction main-
tains a rich backdrop. Wide interest here for pop
music fans too.

“IN MY SOLITUDE”—Willis Jackson—Prestige/
Moodsville 17
Surprise! Classify no more Willis Jackson to that
group of honking extroverts. Here he displays a
new side; a warm, soulful, smokey ballad tone, a
relaxed, genial approach. Selections include “No-
body Knows The Trouble I’ve Seen,” “It Never
Entered My Mind,” “They Didn’t Believe Me” and
five others. Rhythm support is effective and re-
mains in the backdrop except for some interest-
ing solo excursions by pianist Richard Wyands.
Good mood jazz.

SVIATOSLAV RICHTER
AT CARNEGIE HALL

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BEETHOVEN: Sonatas Nos. 3, 9, 12, 22, 23—
Sviatoslav Richter, pianist—Columbia M2L 272
Sviatoslav Richter is the best thing that we’ve
gotten from Russia since Alaska. This 2-disk set,

recorded at Richter’s Carnegie Hall performance
of last year, proves that the big Russian has the
masterly control of the keys of a great artist.

The standard and quality of Richter’s treatment
of the music is excellent. In “Sonata Nq. 23”
(“Appassionata”), the pianist surpasses himself
with his close attention to structural detail and
achieves a razor-sharp, superb performance. Al-
bum ranks as top-flight Beethoven.

“THE MOST FABULOUS GYPSIES”—Sziics—
Request PLP 10057
For all buffs of gypsy music the spirited sound of
Sziics and his band should be a welcome asset.
The music is spontaneous and rendered with feel-

ing and artistry. “The Romanian Cavalcade”
demonstrates to perfection a unique gypsy skill:

imitating the sound of birds on a violin. Other
selections such as “In A Somogy County,” and
“Chardas From Poes” are fine examples of gypsy
music.

RACHMANINOFF: Symphony No. 2 in E, Op. 27
—Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra conducted by
William Steinberg—Command CC 11006SD
Conductor William Steinberg and the Pittsburgh
Symphony Orchestra have done an excellent job
in preserving the romantic spirit of the difficult

Rachmaninoff symphony. The scherzo is treated
in a vigorous, traditional sense that captures all

the color of the movement. Steinberg turns in an
equally admirable job on the third movement and
finale. Recorded on 35 millimeter film, the fidelity

of this disk is superb.

Slatkin’s strings soar
through readings of “White Christmas,” “Adeste
Fidelis,” “I Heard The Bells On Christmas Day”
and “Silent Night,” among others, in a superb
display of stereo-string knowhow. Excellent
sound. One of the better new packages.

frm tte creative “A MERRY CHRISTMAS ’—Stan Kenton and his

Kenton creativity (with a strong arranging assist
from Ralph Carmichael) has resulted in this most
refreshingly inventive treatment of standard
Christmas fare. Using an all-brass ork (trumpets,
trombones, bass trombones, mellophoniums, tuba),
the familiar religious items of the season take on
a new sheen. Stereo has been used to excellent
advantage. Listen! It’ll come as the surprise of
the season. Sales could be high with exposure.

“JOYEAUX NOEL”—Les Djinns Singers (60
French Girls)—ABC-Paramount-397
Just as their two previous ABC albums were re-

freshing thoughts among much humdrum, this

first Christmas package by the charming Djinns
Singers stands out as something worth adding to

any Christmas collection. The girls offer readings
(all in French) of several familiar items as well
as some that may not be familiar to American
audiences. Four tracks are by chimesters, “The
Christmas Bell Ringers.” In total, a highlight of
the season.

“CHRISTMAS SONGS”—The Obernkirchen Chil-

ARMADA’S '62 Convention

Set For Fla. In Late June
NEW YORK—The executive board of

the American Record Manufacturers
and Distributors Association, (AR-
MADA), at its recent last regular
meeting of 1961, voted to hold the
1962 Annual Convention in Florida,

with a date, late in June, and the
actual site, to be determined, it was
announced by Art Talmadge, presi-

dent.
In addition, the board was briefed by

Sigmund Steinberg, ARMADA coun-
sel, on the current status of legal and
legislative activities of the organiza-
tion, and set-up the machinery for the
First Annual ARMADA Awards,
which will be made to the Outstand-
ing Men and Women in the music field

as a feature of the 1962 convention.
Talmadge said that nominations, ten
in each category, have been received,
and the entire ARMADA membership
will now be polled to select the actual
winners.

Steinberg, in his report, outlined the
California counterfeiting prosecution
which was recently brought to a suc-
cessful conclusion, and stated that
while ARMADA had not been directly
involved in the lengthy court activi-
ties, it had been instrumental in bring-
ing the case to trial. Sentences are due
to be handed down Dec. 8, Steinberg

stated. A new prosecution, this one to

be held in Newark, New Jersey, is now
being scheduled, and should be

brought to trial early in 1962, Stein-

berg reported. Again, ARMADA has
been instrumental in the preparation

of the upcoming case.

Efforts to secure Federal legislation

which would help stamp out counter-

feiting are being pursued, Steinberg

said, and while Congress is in ad-

journment, ARMADA has continued

to meet with committees and the At-
torney General’s office in this regard.

At the present time, Steinberg re-

vealed, it is possible that such legis-

lation will be introduced early next
year, and should have strong backing
from high Federal agencies.

Shore, Wayne King, Rudy Vallee and

countless others. In 1944 he joined

Decca’s A&R staff, recording many
Decca artists both in New York and

on the West Coast. Joy was the first

to record Perry Como, then a vocalist

with the Ted Weems band. He also

was involved in recording performers

such as Bing Crosby, Victor Young,
Jesse Crawford, A1 Jolson, Wayne
King and Jan Garber. For many years,

he had been the guiding hand behind

bringing barbershop harmony to rec-

ords, having negotiated for Decca the

exclusive recording activities of the

annual winners of national barbershop

harmony competitions.

An ASCAP writer with over twenty
compositions to his credit, his most
noted works remain “Mavis”, other-

wise known as the Coca-Cola Theme;
“The Vision Of Bernadette,” “When
Shadows Fall,” “Moonlight Melody”
and many more.

Burial was from New York’s Grace
Church last Friday (24). He is sur-

vived by his wife Katharine, a son,

Leonard Jr., and two grandchildren.

Martin F. Hogan,
Ex-Chi Deejay, Dies

CHICAGO—Martin F. Hogan, who re-

cently was one of Chicago’s top dee-

jays-announcers, died at Chicago’s

Columbus Hospital last week (19)

after suffering a stroke. He was 51.

Hogan, who was general manager of

WCFL from 1952 until last Dec. 1,

ended political aspirations in Chi-

cago’s Democratic organization in

1948 to join WJJD as a deejay. In

1952, he had 150 shows a week on six

different radio and TV outlets in Chi-

cago.

Earlier this year he paid a $20,000

on his tax liability after pleading no
contest to a Federal grand jury indict-

ment on a charge of failure to file in-

come tax returns for five years (1954-

58).

Hogan had been a vice-president of

the John B. Morrissey Co., an ad
agency, since last March.

RCA Italiana has announced that its new sound recording stage in Rome,
regarded as one of the greatest in the world, will be officially opened March
1, 1962.
Maestro Carlo Alberto Rossi accompanied the Italian rep of the Cash Box

to visit his new sound recording stages being built here in Milan. When
they are completed, they will surely be the most important in Italy after
the RCA Italiana studios.
Durium has taken over the Italian representation of Laurie Records.
Star of our light music, Pino Donaggio (best composer and good singer)

is a boy whom we are proud of. Following a long series of hits, a brand new
record by him is out from VCM, “Oggi Niente Scuola.”

It’s interesting to note that the first two items on this week’s chart are
domestic recordings and both of them belong to Mr. Gurtler.
French impresario George Baud, director of Paris Spectacles, is organizing

some appearances for Peppino Di Capri in France: programs on radio sta-
tion EUROPA 1 and a show at the Olympia to be telecast under the title,

“Musicorama.” A possible long-term engagement at the start of 1962 was
offered to Peppino in France. His recordings are for Xmas sales: “Jingle
Bells” with “White Christmas.”

Caterina Valente, who has her own weekly TV show on the second channel,
had as a star guest on the last one our songstress Mina. Each presented the
hit songs of the other. Caterina’s best selling single is the old Italian song,
“Non Dimenticar Le Mie Parole (Don’t Forget My Words)” while Decca
recently released a new LP with the title, “Caterina.”
RCA Italiana will possibly try to release the song “Legata Ad Un Granello

Di Sabbia” (Tied To A Grain Of Sand) by Nico Fidenco all over the world.
This record was number one the entire summer here.
Every week, there’s added a new version to the list of “Brigitte Bardot:”

this week it’s a version by Veila’s ork on the Fontana label.
Renata Mauro is a songstress pacted by Italdisc some time ago who could

be big. Her appearance on the TV music contest Canzonissima, where she
sang “Passera,” was successful. She cut a wonderful waxing also with the
old Italian song “Portami Tante Rose” (Bring Me So Many Roses).

Released is the American hit, “The Way You Look Tonight” by The Letter-
men on Capitol. On the same label, the first Duophonic records have appeared
here.
As a follow up to the clock, “Pepito,” still appearing on our charts, Decca

issued a new item by Los Machucambos which carries two interesting num-
bers, “ La Cuearacha” and “La Bamba.”

Latest waxings by Cocky Mazzetti on Rifi Records are “Siesta” and “E’
Quasi L’Alba” (The Daybreak is Near), while the other big name of the
same record company, Michelino, has waxed a good “Brigitte Bardot.”
Decca issued “Night Train” by The Champs, and, following “Pepe,” a new

single by Duane Eddy titled “Dixie.”
VCM just issued the following LP’s: “Russ Conway At The Cinema” (Colum-

bia), interesting “Favorite Instrumentals Of The Island” (Capitol), “Wel-
come To Nat King Cole” (Capitol) and “Paul Anka Sings His Big 15.”
The Twist might boom here, as well. As already reported, our record

houses are all at work producing Twists, but up to the present time one cannot
say. anything about the reaction of our Italian public to this new rage. Fol-

These eleven stores
will start to sell Toshiba Records exclusively on Dec. 1. Admission for remain-
ing 28 stores was withheld this time because some of them were found selling

at reduced prices, among other reasons.
Keiko Kondo of King Records cut her first popular song, “Shiroi Hana-no

Omoide (I Remember That White Flower).” This high school girl had been
highly successful in the kiddie song field. She’ll never return to her old field.

The tune composed by Saburo Iida and words by Ryo Yano.
Japan Phonograph Record Association (JPRA) passed all tunes (as Jan.

1962-releases) through its standard committee when a gathering was held
Nov. 10. Tunes examined were 2,273 in all (804 of local origins and 1,469 of
international origin).

The most important fact concerning the Brazilian artistic field in the last
months is the signature of a contract with Angela Maria, one of our most
popular singers, and RCA. Angela Maria began her career at RCA, a few years
ago and then went to Copacabana Records, where she had her greatest suc-
cesses, after that to Continental Records and now returns to “His Master’s
Voice” Label.

Invited by Sono Radio—Columbia representative in l?eru, Mr. and Mrs.
Roberto Corte Real went to Lima for a one week visit. Roberto Corte Real is
artistic Director of Columbia Records in Brazil.

Speaking about Peru, we had information about the great success that
Brazilian teenage singer Sergio Murilo, from Columbia Records, is having
with his records in Spanish and English.
When visiting Brazil, a few weeks ago, Philippe Boutet, from France, showed

a great interest for the soundtrack of the Brazilian picture, produced by Carlos
Hugo Christensen, “Esse Rio Que Eu Amo” (This Rio I Love). The picture, in
Cinemascope and technicolor, will be presented at Cannes Festival and, after
that, will have its world premiere, simultaneously in New York, London and
Paris. Among the tunes that will be heard in the picture are “Sinfonia Do Rio
De Janeiro”— (Rio de Janeiro’s Symphony), by two of the most inspired Bra-
zilian composers, Antonio Carlos Jobim and Billy Blanco.

“King Of Rock,” now operating in France, will come to Brussels very soon.
His Belgian fans are already completely upset and you can keep it for sure
there will be hundreds of them in the audience. As a result of all this his rec-
ords (Barclay) are selling better than ever.

Pianist Jean Paques and his sweet music have been working for 15 years
for the Decca label. At this occasion a brand new record was made and on this
wonderful LP, Paques, is backed up by a string-orchestra. The result is a
great record (Decca).

Those two cheerful boys, The Blue Diamonds, are still going strong. They
made a new recording of two evergreens: “Jealousy” and “Red Sails In The
Sunset” (Decca), and nobody will be astonished when they get into the charts
once more.

Fonior S.A., Brussels recorded three new recordings on the Decca label:
“Farandole” by Hector Delfosse And His Soloists, “Farandole” by Et. Ver-
schueren And His Orchestra and “Skoll” by Stan Philips, his orchestra and
his chorus.

Fonior S.A., Brussels now distributing in Belgium the recordings of the
important English label Saga.

S.A. Gramophone, Brussels informed Cash Box that it has released a LP by
Earl “Fatha” Hines, a record that every jazz fan must possess. Title: “Earl’s
Pearls” on MGM. S.A. Gramophone, distributing in Belgium the new label
Encore. This new label belongs to the group EMI. Among the first recordings
which they released, are: Ray Martin And His Orchestra, The King Brothers
and Norrie Paramor.

Among the new singles: “In The Middle Of a Heartache” by Wanda Jack-
son (Capitol), “The Door To Paradise” b/w “I Wanna Thank You” by Bobby
Rydell (Cameo /Columbia) and “Einmal Komm’ Ich Wieder,” latest German
hit by Connie Francis (MGM).

“Les Compagnons De La Chanson” have had a real triumph at Brussels’
music hall “Ancienne Belgique.” Their latest record “Romeo” (French ver-
sion) and “L’Enfant De Boheme” is to be released by S.A. Gramophone, Brus-
sels by the end of Nov.

New rock ’n roll French Group “Les Chats Sauvages” made their Belgian
debut in Brussells Nov. 11.

Bob Dechamps, top singer of the Walloon song, has recorded in Charleroi’s
dialect (Charleroi is a town in Belgium) the great Flemish success, “Oh!
Was Ik Maar.” (Pathe)

On the occasion of the first recording of the new orchestra of the night club
in the “Enfants Terribles,” Patrick recently gave a cocktail-party to the press
and the most principal record-dealers of Belgium. We suspect that this new
orchestra “Los Terribles” will have the same success as others in this night
club: Les Cha-ka-Chas and Los Machucambos.

From The United States S.A. Gramophone imported in Belgium three re-
cordings: “Rock-A-Bye Your Baby” by Judy Garland (Capitol), “More Pay
For You And Me” by The Four Preps (Capitol) and “The Way You Look To-
night” by The Lettermen (Capitol).

From a reliable source Cash Box heard that Connie Francis made a new
recording in the German language: “Immer Und Uberall” and “Einmal Korn
Ich Wieder” (MGM). Of the same artist was recorded two songs in Italian:
“Chiatarra Romano” and “Aiutami A Piangere” (MGM).

Jackie Seven, the famous young Belgian artist, has made a successful trip
through Belgium from November 18-23. S.A. Vogue anticipates much from
Seven.

Teddy Burns just made a recording on (Will) of “Wiki We” and “Baba
Au Rhum.” Editions Sab Music Publishers communicated to Cash Box that the
recording is a great commercial success. The original version of “La Bamba”
of the South-AmerUan Orchestra Los Cubaztecas will become a great success.

SWEDEN
Radio Nord, commercial station outside Swedish territory, has arranged its

own song competition. Behind the idea are three record companies, Metronome,
Karusell and RCA-Decca (these three run their own publishing house, Multi-
tone). Bo Goran Edling, head of Multitone, is the man behind the idea. The
competition is open to everybody and the winner will get, among other prizes,
a trip around Europe, where he shall be in position to personally attend the
Eurovision Song Festival at Luxembourg on March 18, 1962. Participating in
the latter is SBC-TV, the Swedish government rival station. SBC-TV originally
invited ten Swedish composers to compete with songs for the Luxembourg
Festival, but only six accepted. In exchange, SBC-TV cannot grant any record-
ings of the song it chooses (in previous years record companies here have not
been too willing to record the chosen songs), while Multitone guarantees re-
cordings of the three best songs in its competition. Thru the record companies
behind Multitone, some of Sweden’s top artists such as Lill-Babs (Karusell),
Siv Malmquist (Metronome) and Lars Lonndahl or Towa Carson (RCA) might
record the winning songs. The jury in Radio Nord’s competition is composed
of Simon Brehm (Karusell), Anders Burman (Metronome) and Mats Olsson
(RCA).
Ivan Nordstrom, A & R man of EMI, to Copenhagen for biz talks. EMI told

Cash Box that it expects a lot from its new Rolf Wallentin EP with among
others “Wayward Wind” on the Odeon label.

Felix Stahl, head of publishing house Stockholms Musikproduktion, off for
Hamburg. Before leaving Stockholm, he told Cash Box that his company has
some of the most popular songs in Scandinavia at the moment, such as “Sea Of
Heartbreak,” “Hit The Road Jack,” “La Paloma,” “The Guns Of Navarone”
and “When The Girl In Your Arms.”

theatre. Some of the firm’s top recording artists, such as Brita Borg, Martin
Ljung, Stig Grybe and Flickery Flies appear, and so does the Philips recording
artist Owe Thornqvist. The show is, however, not of the same high quality as
Knappupp’s shows used to be.
Newcomer on records here, Yvonne Norrman, from Uddevalla in western

Sweden, will make her record debut for Polydor in the near future. She was
discovered in an artist contest in Linkoping earlier this month.

Lille Gerhard has recorded the German song “Der Mann In Der Mond” (The
Man In The Moon) for Karusell, reports Simon Brehm, head of Karusell. The
record will be a top seller, according to Brehm. Karusell, in cooperation with
Radio Nord, started “The Lill-Babs Club.” On a program, all teenagers were
asked to call a certain phone number and apply for membership. During the
next hours, Karusell people reportedly received between 700 and 800 phone
calls.

Coming up on the Swedish best sellers is Lill-Babs’ Swedish version of “I’m
Gonna Knock On Your Door,” number 19 this week, and the satirical “Iwan
Iwanowitsch,” of which two different recordings are available, Lille Gerhard
number 14 and Hans Burman number 16.

FINLAND

Releases from Decca House include Del Shannon’s “So Long Baby” (London),
“Silent Night” by Leontyne Price (Decca), “Johnny Will” by Pat Boone
(London) and Buddy Holly’s “Look At Me” (Coral). The American hit, “The
Lion Sleeps Tonight,” by The Tokens has run into copyright difficulties here
and will not be released.

Board of Trade figures show that export sales of records, which have been
declining this year, increased substantially in September when they were 43%
more than last year. Home sales, too, were up by 11% bringing the total

sales for the month to £1,495,000—17% more than in September 1960. Produc-
tion-wise figures show an increase in both 45 rpm and 33%rd rpm with 78
rpm still in decline.
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ARGENTINA
The visitor of the week was Joaquin Prieto, brother of Antonio and composer

of “La Novia,” “Son Rumores,” “Nena Nenita” and other Prieto hits, Joaquin
has spent some weeks in Mexico and will now stay for a while in the River
Plate.
When this column appears, Mariano Rivera Conde—A & R of RCA Victor of

Mexico—will be already in Buenos Aires. Rivera Conde is known as Argentina
as one of the builders of the Mexican record industry, and has a lot of prestige
in this part of America. He will stay only a few days in Buenos Aires, and
will probably go to Santiago, too.

SADAIC (Argentine Society of Authors and Composers) is studying the
way of acting against some recording companies in other Latin American
countries that do not indicate on the record’s label the name of the author
of the Spanish lyrics of American and European tunes, when these are re-

corded in Spanish.
Julio Korn publishers busy with two newest local products “Mami” and

“Jorgelina.” “Mami,” besides its original recording by Ambar La Fox (Odeon
Pops), which has been very well received by the customers, it has been cut
by LoS TNT (RCA), Esmeralda (Music Hall), the Damgo Twins (Columbia)
and the Pronner Hits, a new vocal group inked by Philips. “Jorgelina” (com-
posed by Jorge Buonsanti, one of the best musicians) has been waxed by Tony
Armand (Tonodisc) and recently by Jose Carli for Columbia.
Korn has acquired the rights of representation of all the Goodman group

of Publishers. It has already represented such companies as Regent, and Har-
mann for years, and now has completed the line with Monitor, Valleydale and
the other members of the group.

Fermata’s latest effort, “Luminarias,” is showing strong reports from the
retailers, but unfortunately the Los Tres Sudamericanos version (Columbia)
is not available yet. Some stores have considered that it may be “the hit of
December” if the record is put in the market in time; apparently, this will
happen very soon.
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Sicamericana has arrived at an arrangement with Miklos Gafni, owner of
Tap and Asco Records, of the States, and will start releasing these labels very
soon. The same company has announced that the first Reprise releases will
take place in a few days. Regarding Reprise, there is some information about
the possibility of arranging performances in Buenos Aires for Tony Williams,
one of its top stars. This would mean strong promotion for both label and
artist.

Columbia’s Dango Twins Will start a tour of Uruguay, Chile, Peru and some
Argentine provinces. In Montevideo, they will perform on CX16. Radio Carve
and TV10 Saeta; in Mendoza, they’ll appear on TV7 and Radio Cuyo; in San-
tiago, on Radio Mineria, Waldorf and Te^tro Cariola. The whole trip will last
a couple of months.

Lucio Milena, well known Italian musician and arranger currently living in
Argentina, has formed a new orchestra, especially designed for dance parties.
It will start operating the next Carnival season.
“The Fifth Explosivos album is the biggest of the entire series,” reported

Ricardo Mejia, head of RCA, regarding Argentina’s current best selling LP,
“La Pomada.” The label is already preparing a new album, the sixth Explo-
sivo, which will be titled “99> Megatons.” '

;
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“Los Fronterizos have opened a big dodr for Argentine folk music in Eu-
rope,” said Max Wyngaard, Jiead of Philips, after returning from Europe.
According to him, the vocal group has arisen big interest in all the countries
it has visited; its records wilT be released in some of them very soon. As an
interesting remark, Wyngaard added that “De Mi Patria,” one of the label’s
main folk LP’s, has been released even in Australia.
Neumann Publishers happy with the sales received by “Despues De La Boda”

and “La Calle Del Pecado,” the tangos recorded by Antonio Prieto with Juan
D’Arienzo’s orchestra. The record is now; #6 in the lists, and is climbing
very fast.

The Xmas season is here, but the German market still is maintaining a
normal pace and waiting for the big hits to break and bring the customers
into the shops. Right now, the top hits have been riding high for at least a
month and no new record broken away for the top of the charts.
With the “Twist” catching on all over Europe, the German industry is

awaiting the reaction to this dance craze in this country. Until now, there
has been no reaction. However, Bert Kaempfert has cut his first twist session
for the market in the German language, and results will be watched closely.
It’s expected that the radio DJ’s who lean to music other than teenbeat mate-
rial will not push the new dance craze, but the press and juke box owners
report that they will back the “Twist” all the way. Several important news-
papers and magazines have already run big “Twist” articles, several night
clubs especially in the large cities here are running ads about the “Twist” and
“Twist” lessons which they are giving to their patrons. It’s a wait and see
proposition at present, with no one predicting success or failure for the twist.
However, critical observers note that if the “Twist” does come, it will probably
not last more than a year, but they said the same about rock ’n’ roll. The main
trend in Germany for the past year has been the revival of evergreens and
standard material in new arrangements. At present, “The Third Man Theme”
is enjoying a revival by Gerd Boettcher and Detlef Engel, and “Red Sails In
The Sunset” is getting big play by The Blue Diamonds. The next oldie that
may capture the charts is a song which was popular in the late 30’s called
“Violetta.” The song is already topping the charts in Scandinavia in an English
language version by Ray Adams on Fontana, and Germany is jumping on the
tune with versions already on the market by Jorgen Ingmann instrumentally
arid a German language version by Bobby Franco. Peter Schaeffers and his
right hand man Gerd Hammerling have returned from a successful business
trip to the U.S., and report that they have extended their contracts with
Shapiro-Bernstein and Columbia Pictures Music until the end of 1962. The
Schaeffers publishing group is presently riding the top of the hit parade with
“Weisse Rosen Aus Athen” (White Roses from Athens) and the song is ex-
pected to reach the % million mark before Christmas. A contest is being held
and the buyer of the 500,000 record will receive an all expense trip paid trip
to Athens. The flip side of “White Roses” a beautiful song called “Addio” took
first place on the “Schlager Scala” show for Radio Stuttgart recently.
Austroton Record Firm in Frankfurt reports that they have taken over the

distribution of the Juke Box label from Italy for Germany. The label is ex-
pected to dp well in this market especially in the boxes with artists such as
Luciano Tajoli, Jenny Luna, Joe Sentieri and Myriam Del Mare. Austrotop has
also taken over the Triola label with their young star Robertino already pop-
ular in this country.
The second attempt at an answer record is being made now by Ariola

Records. The first attempt was a recording by unknown Wilma Lucini of “Are
You Lonesome Tonight” with the answer “Yes, I’m Lonesome Tonight.” The
record had no impact at all on the market. Now Ariola is shooting away with
one of their big stars Lou Van Burg who is also one of the most popular TV
quiz masters here. The song will be the answer to “Calcutta” which hit the
top here about a year ago with Vico Torriani. The German text on the original
version, was called “Calcutta is on the Ganges.” The new answer song will
be titled, “Now I Know Where Calcutta Is.” We’ll let you know how the
record progresses.

Sonet—Storyville Records with new offices in Hamburg is shooting all its

guns on a new release by The Cave Stompers of two dixieland treatments of
“Can-Can” and “The Barcarole” both by Jacques Offenbach. The other record
getting the “push” treatment by the firm is a hit from Sweden called “Alpen
Rose” by The Violents.
Dr . Gilbert Obermair writes that his song “Jonny Nimm Das Heimweh Mit”

(Johnny, Take Your Longing With You), which won 2nd prize at the Radio
Luxemburg Pop Music festival, is now on the market with 4 versions by
Hannelore Cremer—Polydor, Linda Corell—Ariola, Lys Assia—Telefunken and
Gina Dobra—Polydor.

Sikorski Music reports that its plug items are “Das Kann Kein Zufall Sein”
(It Can’t Be An Accident) by Nana Gualdi for Philips, the Italian hit “Legata
A Un Granello Di Sabbia” (A Little Grain Of Sand) with a German version
by Teddy Reno and “Nature Boy” done in German by Max Kutta on Ariola.

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Country music has always been an important facet of the record industry
in Canada. Country music has been very strong in the Maritimes, the Western
Provinces and even has strongholds in Ontario, such as Sault St. Marie. In
Quebec, country music has been a part of French Canada’s culture. But, since
the advent of rock n’ roll some seven years ago the cities joined the trend of
so-called, commercial music. Country music was still selling, but there was no
doubt in anyone’s mind that rock n’ roll had taken over in a big way. As rock
n’ roll progressed it began to use bigger arrangements. Rhythm and blues
still played a large part in rock n’ roll, and it still does, but then country music
aided by the “rock” beat began to appear consistently on the charts. Artists
such as Brenda Lee, Bobby Vee, the Everly Brothers, Jack Scott, Roy Orbison,
Elvis Presley and many others owe a large part of their success to country
music. Now, country music seems to be back in a big way without help from
a “rock” arrangement. To prove this point this week’s Canada’s Best Sellers
chart shows no less than five country flavored items. These include, “Big Bad
John” by Jimmy Dean on Columbia, “You’re The Reason” by Bobby Edwards
on Barry, “Walk On By” by Leroy Van Dyke on Mercury, “Fool #1” by Brenda
Lee on Decca, and “Crazy” by Patsy Cline on Decca.

It can be seen that country music has been given a big seal of approval by
Canadians simply by taking a look at current television ratings. Both tele-
vision networks, CBC and CTV, report that their country music shows are
high on the rating board. Most of the independent stations that produce shows
have a country program. For example, CHLT in Sherbrooke produces about
five hours of country music every week. Rodeo Records and Arc Records have
done more than three-quarters of their business with country music. Both of
these companies are Canadian. Personal appearance tours of the big country
names are always in demand noi’th of the border. Johnny Cash and Hank
Snow have made several Canadian tours.

All these factors, combined, prove that country music is very strong in
Canada. And with so many Canadian country artists appearing on television
and recordings we may find another Hank Snow or Jack Scott in the near
future. Hank hails from Halifax, Nova Scotia, and Jack from Windsor, On-
tario.

Two really big news items this week. First: Warner’s Records will be dis-

tributed and sold in France by Vogue, whose President, Leon Cabat made the
announcement a few days ago. One of his first aims will be to give the Everly
Brothers the place they deserve on the French market. First Warner release
will include “Temptation,” “Muskrat Ramble” and the famous “Ooen the Door,
Richard” by Bill Doggett, and music from the film, “Fanny.” Secondly: Re-
prise Records will also be distributed and sold by Vogue and President Cabat
plans also to give Frank Sinatra’s “Granada” the place it deserves on the
market. And we have only to await issue of the famous “One More Time”
album by Sammy Davis, Jr., who has a large following in France.

Claude Luter has just made an album comprised of Sidney Becht composi-
tions entitled “Mon ami, Sydney Becht.” Singer Michel Sydney, Vogue-Chap-
pell’s singular “find,” is winning more fans every day and his recording of

“Dors si tu peux” is particularly worthy of mention.

Johnny Halliday was the latest celebrity victim of an automobile accident
a few weeks back. His car ran off the road on a curve and overturned. But
Johnny miraculously escaped with only minor injuries. The Prince’s succession
is therefore not in question, fortunately for Philips. And speaking of Philips,

their star, Patachou, is chalking up a solid success at the ABC Music Hall and
there’s much talk of her moving to the Bobino for Christmas. Dario Moreno
has recorded “Guitar Tango,” surely another feather in his cap.

Datin, Vidalin, Dorsay and Popp are working at top speed to finish four
songs which Juliette Greco will record during her ston-over in Paris where she
will arrive from Lebanon en route to Japan. . . . The same publishers have
issued selections from “William Tell” featuring Tony Poncey, Jan Borthayre
and Irene Jaumillet.

The young Spanish singer, Carmela, has recorded her first record in France
and to top things off will open a Spanish cabaret in Paris. Marthe Althery is

readying a disk for Christmas on which she will include a carol by G. Guitrav.
Emilhenco, French rock ’n’ roll composer, has had two of his songs waxed:
“Marlyna” by Jacqueline Nero (Bel-Air), while Jacky Rider and the Starlettes
have recorded his “J’ai besoin d’amour.”

Clyde McGregor at Quality Records is really keeping busy counting all the
coin being made by the “Twist.” Quality has re-issued all the “Twist” singles
and albums by Chubby Checker on their Parkway Golden Series. “The Twist”
b/w “The Huc-klebuck” is really moving reports Clyde. Advance orders on the
new Checker album are also reported piling up. Special ads to DJ’s have been
mailed, and Chubby Checker liners are being prepared for dealers.

Gilles Aubin at London Records is hopping all over the country promoting
these new items: “Let There Be Drums” by Sandy Nelson on Imperial, “Run
To Him” by Bobby Vee on Liberty, “Up A Lazy River” by Si Zentner on
Liberty, and another Liberty entry this time from Timi Yuro, “Smile.”

Don Stevens has exited his post at Arc Sound. New Montreal sales manager
for Arc is Tom Bouthillier.

Trans Canada Records and Adanac Music are now operating from their new
location at 189 Rockland Ave. in the town of Mount Royal.

BUSINESS OUTLOOK FOR '62

No Boom
No Bust

w

The experts have started grinding out business

forecasts for ’62 and there is a definite lack of ex-

tremes present in the reports. For the most part,

there is a cautious “no boom, no bust” philosophy
j,

that borders on the safe side. Placing many of the

forecasts in a hopper and grinding out one overall

outlook, we can look forward to an approximate
!

8% increase in business during the coming year.

The figures are evidently based on what has passed

this year, the outlook for holiday buying, the auto-

mobile business (always a barometer) and the cur-

rent international situation.

There is a retail sales upswing taking place at this

moment and retailers couldn’t be happier. Coming
on the heels of Christinas buying, stores should post

big sales volumes. Government surveys indicate that

consumers plan on buying more new and used auto-

mobiles during the coming months than they did

last year at this time. Many economists queried

about individual forecasts admit that they may be a

bit on the low side when they report an expected 8%
increase in the gross national product and this is

healthy.

The international situation always places controls

on even the most optimistic but at this time it is

viewed as a necessary evil that could help business-

pick up next year. Slackening of world tensions

might bring about increased consumer spending.

On the other hand, if present conditions worsen, in-

creased defense spending may boost personal in-

comes. This is indeed an optimistic way of looking

at a future business year but it does make sense.

Other signs of a national business recovery point

to an all-time high reached last month—personal in-

come was recorded at $425 billion—a rise of $4
billion. Wage and salary increases accounted for

75% of this increase and most of it was on the auto-

maker’s payrolls. Operators in the crucial areas

have no doubt enjoyed the increase after lengthy

periods of depression and strike.

Ever since the coin machine operator realized

that his income was in direct proportion to the

amount of money the working man had in his

pocket (and how much of it he was willing to spend

for amusement) operators have always been keenly

interested in the various business forecasts which

are offered from time to time. This latest analysis

should keep everyone’s hopes up. %

Coin-Operated

Golf Game

To Bow At

Parks Show
CHICAGO—“Golf-It”, a new novelty,
coin-operated golf game, will be in-

troduced by Victor Electronics Cor-
poration in Booth 313 at the National
Association of Pools, Parks and
Beaches show this week. “Golf-It” is

an electronic golf driving range which
is “completely different from any golf
amusement machine produced until
now” according to S. G. Altman, presi-
dent of Victor Electronics.
The game represents the culmina-

tion of seven years’ electronics re-
seai'ch and development, and is the
first golf driving range that can be
used without golf balls or nets, in-
doors or out,” said Altman.
The machine, based on electronic

computer systems charts the path of

a golf drive showing distance and
direction, including hook, slice or

straight shot, immediately after the

player has hit the “golf ball.” “Golf-

It” uses a fixed ball on a long “tee”

which arcs out-and-downward when
hit, triggering the electronic switches
which in turn indicate the path of the

ball. The player, however, gets the

exact sensation of hitting a live ball,

according to Altman.
Players desiring to test their skill

can aim for one of the three greens
on the fiberglas “fail-way” just 9 feet

away. In addition, a totalizer indi-

cates cumulative yardage during the
play. The coin-operated mechanism
allows 9 shots in a maximum of 3

minutes for 25-cents. “Golf-It” re-

quires a space 9'xl4', but no special

bolts or installation are necessary.
