IN RESPONSE TO A RECENT Los

Angeles Times Calendar cover story

on George Michael, in which the

Columbia recording artist com-

plained about the "difficulties" of

stardom, Frank Sinatra wrote a

recently published letter to the Times

saying that he should stop com-

plaining and count his blessings.

"When I saw Calendar's Sept. 9

cover story about George Michael,

'thereluctantpopstar/ my firstreac-

tion was he should thank the good
Lord every morningwhen he wakes
up to have all that he has. And that'll

make two of us thanking God every

morning for all that we have,"

Sinatra wrote.

In his letter, Sinatra wrote that

many talented but struggling artists

would gladly welcome the fame
and recognition Michael has en-

joyed. "I don't understand a guy
who lives 'in the hopes of reducing

the strain of his celebrity status,"'

Sinatra wrote. "Here's a kid who
'wanted to be a pop star since I was
about 7 years old.' And now that

he's a smash performer and
songwriter at 27, he wantes to quit

doing what tons of gifted
youngsters all over theworld would
shoot Grandma for—just one crack

at what he's complaining about."

Sinatra continued, "Come on
George. Loosen up. Swing, man.
Dust off those gossamer wings and
fly yourself to the moon of your

choice and be grateful to carry the

baggage we've all had to carry since

those lean nights of sleeping on
buses and helping he driver unload

the instruments. And no more of

that talk about 'the tragedy of fame.'

The tragedy of fame is when no one
shows up and you're singing to the

cleaning lady in some empty joint

that hasn't seen a paying customer

since Saint Swithin's Day... Talent

must not be wasted... Those who
have it must hug it, embrace it, nur-

ture it and share it lest it be taken

away from you as fast as it was
loaned to you. Trust me. I've been

there."

IN THE 1950S, RICK NELSON HIT BIG IN ROCK AND ROLL with such hits as "Hello Mary
Lou" and "Bebop Baby." In 1990, the late Rick Nelson's sons Matthew and Gunnar are making
an impact in the rock world as part of the five-piece band Nelson, whose debut album on Geffen
Records, After the Rain has climbed to the top of the pop charts. Nelson's current single, "Love
and Affection," is a top-5 single. Besides vocalists Matthew (who also plays bass) and Gunnar
(who also plays rhythm guitar). Nelson consists of Brett Garsed (lead guitar), Paul Mirkovich
(keyboards), Bobby Rock (drums) and Joey Cathcart (rhythm guitar).

The songs on After the Rain deal with romantic relationships. One thing you won't hear on the

commercial album is an abundance of social or political commentary on the world's problems.
"The world's dark enough as it is," Gunnar says. "It's time to shed a little light. Too many people
draw their energy from the negative side of things. They become takers instead of givers. But
music's always been our inspiration. That we're still standing after all we've been through is a

matter of hope and trust and the power of music... Stylistically, no one's doing what we're doing.

Dynamic, melodic vocal guitar rock—a big sound. It's just us." O

it still doesn't work out."

Looking around at the audience of 50,000, whose average age was roughly 11,

you couldn't help but wonder who NKOTB think their audience are. While

toddlers sat on laps, parents pasted grins on their faces and watched as their

offspring lost it for the new darlings of Forbes magazine.

The reliefwas short-lived, though. While theNKOTB present a safe, wholesome

image in their videos, posters and, oh yeah, music ; live they gyrated, thrust pelvi

(plural, you know), and crotch-grabbed. Donnie Wahlberg, whose role it ap-

parently is to be obnoxious and rebellious, strutted the stage like a Beastie Boy

slightly tamed, while lead singer Jordan Knight struck the pose. These are the

two, judging by the crowd reaction, that fuel the fantasies of young American

girls, circa 1990. In all fairness, Knight is a decent singer, letting loose with a

capable falsetto that has "future solo career" written all over it (it's fair to say that

a lot, if not a majority, of the vocals were live). Plus, the guys are good dancers in

the Janet Jackson (takes direction very well), not Michael Jackson (feet guided by
his muse) sense.

But their attempts at casual, laid-back performing were merely self-indulgent

and repetitious. They milked applause like needy Vegas acts and were just as

smug and self-satisfied. For all the razzmatazz, there was no real spark in the

performance. They hit their marks, but didn't really go beyond that. Not that it

mattered. The crowd roared as if cue cards were before them, and each song was
greeted as if it were a holy hymn. What will be interesting to see is what the group
does in a few years when they have to eam the applause, when they realize that

working hard means more than working up a sweat.

EASTCOASTING
IDOL CHATTER: Rock and roll charmer Billy Idol played to a near-capadty

crowd at Jones Beach last week, winning over the assembled with what was
basically a greatest-hits show featuring everything from "Hot in the City" to

"Cradle of Love." The crowd, which by and large was still in diapers during Idol's

Generation X days, gave back everything he gave out, in a sense helping him
celebrate his recovery from a near-fatal motorcycle accident this year. Definitely

a decent show, and for those who missed it, a repeat at the Meadowlands is

scheduled for later this month.

But let's be real—we went to see the opening band, braving the insanity of the

Deadhead crowd milling around Penn Station to get all the way out to Long
Island. Who on earth is worth that kind of aggravation? You guessed it—Faith No
More. Thirteen months on the road has made this into a definitive touring band,

yet they don't appear to have lost their enthusiasm, even after playing the same
songs over and over and over. But since people aren't getting tired of hearing them
over and over and over, that makes sense. The massive "Epic" got the loudest

crowd reaction, probably because even the people who just got to the venue early

and have no interest in Faith No More have seen it on MTV' billions of times. The
songs the crowd didn't really get into were the surprisingly pretty Nestle's theme
("Nestle makes the very best, N-E-S-T-L-E-S..."), and the faithful cover of the

Commodore's "Easy."

The funny thing about these two songs is that they're the only ones that truly

demonstrated the fact that frontman Mike Patton can sing. On his own stuff, he
has a tendency to bellow, whine and yelp—basically make noises that incorporate

the lyrics but not necessarily the melodies. It's definitely entertaining, as is his ra ther

unusual fashion sense. He's sporting some new highlights in his hair these days
(actually, it looks like someone dumped paint over his head), and at the Jones

Beach show, he had on a suit that even a blind man couldn't miss.

If you strike out and don't get to see this band during the Billy Idol tour, you
can catch them on the Warner Home Video version, a live tape called You Fat

Bastards. Next best thing to being there...

SPEAKING OF DRESSING FUNNY: The first thing you notice about J ellyfish,

San Francisco's new psychedelic hipsters, is their clothes. They must have sear-

ched high and low for tins stuff—it's worth picking up the new Charisma release,

Bellybutton, just to see what they look like. But do check out the music, as well—it's

worth a listen. Beatles references are inevitable, because this band turns out
well-crafted, intelligent pop songs, but Jellyfish is more like the Beatles meet the

Partridge Family, to jam on a few Supertramp covers. Looks funny on paper, I

know, but it sounds great. Another interesting fact to note—Bellybutton was
produced by Albhy Galuten, who has worked with Kenny Rogers and Eric

Clapton, and produced the notorious Saturday Night Fever soundtrack. This is the

first project he's done since then. Once you check out the album, make sure you
catch them live. They're currently on tour with World Party, and will be in New
York next week at the Ritz.

THE DOG DAYS OF...AUTUMN: Since we're on the subject of tours. Skinny
Puppy will be heading out on the road in late October, starting in the Midwest,
in support of the scon-to-be reieased Nettwerk/Capitol album. Too Dark Park.

That's my last Skinny Puppy item, I promise. Seriously.

I INDIE PROFILE

MALACO
MALACO RECORDS HAS BEEN
DESCRIBED as a refuge for tradition-

al soul music as we knew it in the 1960s

and '70s. While the younger and lesser-

known Ichiban is also recording a fair

amount of classic soul, Malaco remains
the leader in that area. Johnnie Taylor,

Denise LaSalle, Dorothy Moore and

Johnnie Taylor

Bobby Bland

Denise LaSalle

Latimore

Latimore are among the veterans
recording straight-up soul for the Jack-

son, Mississippi-based Malaco. Other
Malaco artists, like Bobby "Blue"
Bland and Little Milton, while
primarily blues artists, often venture

into classic soul territory as well.

"Johnnie Taylor and Denise LaSalle

are the very best at what they do, and
there's no reason for them to change,"

Malaco president Tommmy Couch as-

serts. can't say the O'Jays or the

Temptations are wrong for choosing

an urban/contemporary direction,

but I do compliment our artists for

continuing to do what they
7
re so great

at doing. They don' t have a lot of peers

in doing what they do anymore."

In 1990, having a classic R&B sound
is more difficult than having a classic

jazz or a classic rock sound. While Etta

James is acccused of sounding
"dated," no one uses that word to

describe Milt Jackson or David Lee

Roth. Couch stresses, "Bobby Bland

may sound 'dated,' but that's the way
he's supposed to sound, as far as I'm

concerned. If Bobby Bland tried to

soundlikeM.C. Hammer, he wouldn't
sound right. He wouldn't sound
dated, but he would probably sound
bad."

Couch says that Malaco, which was
founded in 1968, can sell 100,000 units

on a classic soul album and break

even. But he's certain Taylor, LaSalle

and Latimore would be selling a lot

more albums were black radio more
receptive. "The blame lies in the fact

that these records aren't being played

on the radio," Couch emphasizes.

"Black radio will not play classic black

music. Maybe their perception is that

their listeners don't want to hear it. I

really think our artists are too black for

black radio."

But perhaps with Malaco releasing

more contemporary R&B sounds from
recent signings the Mailmen and Teen
Dream, the label will enjoy more
black-radio exposure. "Traditional

rhythm and blues is the kind of music
we love and the kind of music we've
felt comfortable with," Couch notes.

"But I think that as time goes on and
we get bigger, we're gonna change a

little bit. In the past, myself and Wolf
Stevenson did most of the producing.

As we get bigger and have more
releases and more artists, we obvious-

ly can't do all the producing. I think

basically, we're gonna stay with black

music in some form or another. But it

will probably be more urban contem-

porary—not necessarily rap-type

urban, but more like a Bobby Brown...

The Mailmen are an example of what
I'm talking about. The producers that

did their album made it more urban
contemporary so that radio stations

will play their kind of music, whereas
with a Bobby Bland or a Johnnie

Taylor, we have problems getting on
black radio."

Charlie Mingus

PITHECANTHROPUS ENOR-
MOUS: Look, everybody keeps
talking about these rock and roll

boxed sets—you know, four CDs
of the Bee Gees or Led Zeppelin.
C'mon, they've got to be kidding.
Four CDs? Five hours? Wussies.

Jazz, which has been coming in

boxed sets since that first Buddy
Bolden 78 box in 1915, knows
how to put out boxed sets. Take
the new Charles Mingus: The
Complete Debut Recordings, just

out from Fantasy. AMingus-sized
12 CDs it is—a dozen CDs—ring-

ing up to about 14 hours of music.

That's right—14 hours. And it

doesn't even include the most es-

sential Mingus recordings (those

were made later, for Atlantic,

Columbia and other labels). You
want this baby—it lists for $175
and takes up the space of a small

end table. That's a boxed set!

That's commitment! Two CDs of

Bo Diddley in a box? Gimme a

break. The Led Zeppelin set has
two previously unreleased tracks.

This has 64. 64! Rock and roll's got

a long way to go.

In any case, the set looks and sounds misleading, since Mingus is not the

subject of all of these sessions, although he does play on all of them (see. Debut
was a label that he and Max Roach ran from 1951-1958). This is not even

everything that was recorded for Debut, just the stuff that was recorded for

Debut with Mingus on it. Got it? So there are fine sessions by Kai Winding and

J.J. Johnson, Paul Bley, Miles Davis, Hazel Scott, Thad Jones and others, all

with Mingus as sideman. Also, there's the famous Massey Hall concert with

Mingus, Roach, Charlie Parker, Dizzy Gillespie and Bud Powell, both with
Mingus' overdubbed bass solos (something you can do when you own the

label) and without. The set also includes some Mingus-led sessions and, all and
all, a hefty slab of fine mid-'50s jazz. (Oh, if you think I've listened to all of this

yet, you're crazy, although I am familiar with most of the records. I'll get to the

unreleased tracks next Purim.)

STORY VILLE: It must be a trend. In the past couple of months, two books of

jazz fiction have come out. Two. First there was Hot & Cool: Jazz Short Stories,

edited by Marcela Breton (Plume, $9.95 paperback). Now there's From Blues to

Bop: A Collection of Jazz Fiction (Louisiana State University Press, $24.95

hardback), edited by Richard N. Albert. It's a good idea, although, for the most
part, jazz hasn't inspired much great fiction. It's too elusive. The books have
several pieces in common: "Powerhouse" by Eudora Welty, "Sonny's Blues"

by James Baldwin, "Eine Kleine Jazzmusik" by Josef Skvorecky (author of

The Bass Saxophone, one of the few exceptional jazz novels) and "The King of

Jazz" by Donald Barthelme. They've each got a different Langston Hughes
piece and, just from a glance. Hot & Cool seems like a stronger collection—less

reliance on novel excerpts and a greater number of cool writers (Peter DeVries,

Terry Southern, Julio Cortazar—you know, cool writers).

OLIVER’S STORY: Saxophonist Oliver Lake •he of the World Saxophone
Quartet, Jump Up, the Oliver Lake Quartet, and other ensembles—came up
during a time, the early '70s, when young jazz musicians wanted to take jazz

music to different places; wanted to carry it off to spheres unknown, to attach

it to sounds and forms to which it was never attached before, to shake it up.

Now, of course, many young jazz musicians are skipping back past Lake's

generation to the pre-Coltrane era. Hard bop lives. I recently asked Oliver Lake
what he thought about all of this—and the fact that Harry Connick Jr. comes
out in print slamming Max Roach, and Greg Osby comes out in print slamming
Eric Dolphy, etc.—and this is some of what he said:

"I think that group of musicians that the press has been paying attention to

and the clubs have been hiring are all great players, but I think a lot of the

adventurousness has left and it's kind of strange. It's kind of served as a

divisive thing among the musicians, because you set up camps again
—

"This

person is not playing standards, so therefore he can't play." You know, that's

kind of stupid, because we're all in the same bag—none of us is really doing

anything more than anyone else. And everything is valid, from my point of

view.

"You have a set of young musicians who are out there now, screaming on
people who are older than them and who are playing different styles from
them, that if you're not playing this style, then you can't play. I think it's totally

ridiculous from that point of view. 1 don't know why the camps are getting

further and further apart. It's disturbing to me, the fact that the camps are

THE PEN IS DOWN. ALLTHET’S HAVE BEEN CROSSED, AND ALLTHE
I’S DOTTED. Now the super-group Menudo is officially part of the

Sonotone label in the United States, and of Sonografica in Venezuela.

This, by itself, merits a headline. But a retrospective analysis marks
this as the crowning achievement of an extraordinary label resurgence,

commensurate in effects and repercussions to the corporate and moral
victory attained by Sonotone's general manager Oscar Llord.

Those of us friendly with Llord wondered about his sanity when he
assumed his current position in June, 1989. 1 mean, yes, Sonotone still

had its balladists and Wilfrido Vargas. But it was a potato hotter than

the Persian Gulf. After all, we had seen Llord go from coordinating the

productions of disco divas such as Celi Bee at APA Records, through

a distinguished period in sales and promotion for TH Records, to the

assistant A&R marketing director for Latin America job at EMI Music,

and opening Capitol/EMI-Latin's U.S. operations, which he ran for

three years, developing solid acts like Daniela Romo, Pandora, Max
Torres and Yuri.

Group Menudo and Oscar Llord, GM, Sonotone Music Corp.

During the last 15 months, Llord had Sonotone sign distribution

agreements with Bronco Records (which brought Sonotone the

veritable salsa talents of Bobby Valentin and Willie Rosario, along

with the immense potential of Jose Medina) and Trebol Records,

featuring mainstays Anthony Rios—one of the Western Hemisphere's
most gifted singer/composers and its #1 bon vivant—and merenguera
Belkis Concepcion, the original Chica del Can. Tack on the direct

inkings of jazz act Pedro Guzman and Jibaro Jazz, pop belle (and

Super Sdbado co-host) Dagmar Rivera and former Valentin singer Rafu
Warner. Add the long-term leases that Rudy La Scala's "El Carino Es

Como Una Flor," Carlos Mata's "Dejame Intentar" and Rosario's

"Anuncio Clasificado" have taken in the charts during the past few
months, and confirmed plans of licensing deals with various Mexican
labels, and we have the rest of the picture that Menudo complements.

According to Llord, the Spanish-language TV network Telemundo
is preparing a major promotional campaign to support the new
Menudo release, including the show Menudomam'a, along with various

TV specials and campaigns. Intelligently, to cash in on the New Kids

on the Block fad that Menudo invented, they will be recording an

all-English production to be released in early 1991.

"The artistic community is really taking notice of Sonotone now,"
Llord said, appraising understatedly a period he describes as his

"most challenging career experience to date." Sonotone's sales are up
40%, the best bottom line since its creation in 1985, he said, not

including future releases by Vargas, Venezuelan cantautor Yordano,

and the aforementioned Menudo. Yet Llord is quick to credit the

support of Gabriel Rakower, Sonografica' s executive vice president

for music operations, for making possible the restructuring of the

label, and his staff and the talent roster for their contributions to this

progress, factors he describes as "the secretjs] to success."

Llord even downplays the quiet envy expressed by other labels that

lack the soap-opera vehicles Sonotone has—an extremely valuable

asset in such a competitive environment, one that depends largely on
the whims of radio PDs to impact upon the market.

"Although it's a definite added plus for Sonotone to be able to offer

our acts the opportunity to have a song performed on a novela, this is

not, however, a sales guarantee," Llord said, adding one of the many
metaphors in his verbal reservoir: "If the music is not in the groove,

it's not going to move, with or without soap."

However, no other Oscar Llord metaphor makes more sense than the

Teddy Roosevelt-inspired conclusive quote, one that also offers a

friendly justification to a column that's been overdue for more than

three months:

"The trick, I guess, is to speak softly and carry a big stick. Just don't

tell them where you keep the stick."

WHILE WE’RE ON THE TOPIC, LET’S CLARIFY THE FOLLOWING: In a

recent column on Tito Puente, I wrote that Puente sat in on the NARAS
annual screening meeting to make sure his latin jazz albums were

placed "outside of the jazz category." For the record, it must be stated

that not one single NARAS voting or screening committee member
has the power to place any product in any given category, except than

the one merited by the music therein.

The issue with Puente—as with other latin jazz artists such as Poncho

Sanchez and Mongo Santaman'a—is that the music they make is hard

to classify, since the artistic pendulum sometimes swings decidedly

toward Latin, and other times toward jazz.

(Of course, the easiest solution would be to have a Latin jazz category.

But, as of this writing, the NARAS committee that approves new
categories hasn't decided to give latinos jazzeros their own niche.)

Within this void, the context of the aforementioned Puente article

meant to convey that the reason he sat in on the annual screening

committee in New York was for him to have the opportunity to argue

his case vigorously (as he's done) that his production be placed in the

latin tropical category, because: a.) of his credentials; and b.) if placed

in the jazz category, it forces Puente to compete against better-known

jazz musicians.

The final determination as to the category in which a latin release is

eventually placed is determined by the screening committee that

meets in Los Angeles, of which yours truly is a member.

Jimenez is the king of the one-handed
accordion; and Freddy ("Wasted Days
and Wasted Nights") Fender, is, well,

Freddy Fender, maybe the greatest soul

singer to come out of Texas, ever. As a

band, these guys choogle together like

they were bom quadruplets. They joy-

fully rhyme "pesos" with "besos," fire

up some old chestnuts like Fender's "A
Man Can Cry" and Sahm's "Who Were
You Thinking Of," and generally have
more fun than anyone should be al-

lowed to have and still wake up the next

morning.

VARIOUS ARTISTS: 7/ 6 Was 9:

A Tribute to Jimi Hendrix

(Communion COMM 18)

If6 Was 9 is the latest in a series from

the Atlanta-based Communion label of

tribute records to some of rock and roll's

best '60s songwiters (including the

Byrds, the Kinks, Syd Barrett and the

Rolling Stones). Underground alterna-

tive demi-gods like Giant Sand, Thin
White Rope, the Corn Dollies and the

Bevis Frond roam the grooves of this

very cosmic disc like the unquiet ghosts

of Jimi Hendrix's unfulfilled dreams.

The versions here are more homages
than reworkings, however, but the love

and respect that each band shows for

the man is truly overwhelming. If6 Was
9 even includes some legend-making

appearances (all under assumed
names) by Camper Van Beethoven, Bob
Weir and XTC (who, under the name
"David Dreams," clock in a stone-per-

fect re-creation of "Third Stone From the

Sun," with Andy Partridge miming
Hendrix's lines on acoustic guitar),

which prove that, even 20 years after his

death, the world has yet to surpass

Hendrix's instrumental and songwrit-

ing genius.

OBITUARY: Cause of Death (RC
Roadrunner 9370)

In the past. Obituary's lead vocalist

John Tardy growled a great deal
without singing any lyrics. Cause of

Death is a progression for the thrash-

metal posse in that Tardy isnow singing

actual lyrics. "Chopped in Half," "Body
Bag" and "Circles of the Tyrants" are

among Cause of Death's ill death-metal

offerings.

QUEENSRYCHE: Empire (EMI

The
West Pack manage to be commercial

CHICAGO—The AMOA-Interna-
tional Ripper Pinball Association

(IFPA) held a board of directors meet-
