It wasn’t very long ago that the

International Market was a distant

area of profit for the music indus-

try. Yet today, hardly a week goes

by that we don’t see some national

boundary being erased as far as the

record industry is concerned.

The consistent success of inter-

nationally produced singles such as

Mr. Acker Bilk’s “Stranger On The
Shore” and Emilio Pericoli’s “A1

Di La” continues to force the re-

lease in the States of all top songs

from around the world. A few

years ago, a number one song in

England would frequently go un-

noticed here. But today, every top

hit in England is, at least, given a

chance States-side by one company
or another via master purchases.

The British musical theatre, also

an unknown entity in the U.S.

through the years, has taken on

great significance of late. Last year

the London production of the

French hit, “Irma La Douce” was

a huge success in the U.S. Although

the score did not have much expo-

sure via the stage play, when the

film is issued, the mass coverage

movies can give to music could

breath new life into the score.

This year, England’s “Stop The
World I Want To Get Off” smash

will debut in the U.S. Already there

are close to twenty recordings of

songs from the show and many of

the score’s tunes are still restricted.

London has already issued the

original cast LP here. Later in the

season, England’s long running

“Oliver” musical is expected to set

the record and musical world buzz-

ing.

The launching of the Telstar

satellite opens many avenues for

record thinking. Although it is

still in its infancy, it should iiot be
long before complete shows—many
probably featuring the internation-

al language, music—will be seed

coming here from abroad and viee-

versa. This could do wonders for

great talent on both shores. Lord
knows how many “unknowns” will

become stars “overnight” as a re-

sult of Telstar. The satellite has al-

ready had an effect on one com-
pany, Palette Records, which is is-

suing a single simultaneously in

seven different languages through

its affiliates all over the world of a

song tagged “Help Me Telstar.”

Last week, the Goodyear Tire

and Rubber Company announced

that it would use jazz—another in-

ternational language—to promote

its product abroad in a multimil-

lion dollar ad campaign using

American jazz stars.

And Mercury is already shipping

its first classics cut by the label’s

A & R staff in Russia.

The globe continues to shrink

—recordwise—and it shouldn’t be

too long before the One-World-

Record-Market becomes a reality.

At NARM’s Mid-Year Meet
PHILADELPHIA—A full working

program will face the regular (rack-

jobber) members of NARM at the

association’s mid-year meet and per-

son-to-person sales conference at

Chicago’s Edgewater Beach Hotel

Aug. 26-29.

Although the two-day Person-to-

Person meetings which will be held

all day Mon. (27) and Tues. (28) are

the highlight of the event for the la-

bels which are looking forward to

their individual appointments with

each NARM rack jobber, the rack

jobbers begin working Sun. after-

noon, Aug. 26, when a special regular

members meeting has been called by

NARM president Glen C. Becker.

This will be the first such get-to-

gether since the NARM convention

in Miami Beach in April.

The rack-jobbers will hear a report

from the association’s legal counsel,

Earl M. Foreman, of Washington,

D.C.; and it is expected that valu-

able information on the various legal

aspects of the record rack jobbers

position in the disk industry will be

surveyed. Foreman will also report on

the result of several projects on

which the NARM legal staff has been

working for several months. In addi-

tion, the pending and proposed Fed-

eral legislation that is of significance

to the record rack jobber will be dis-

cussed by Foreman.

Jules Malamud, executive director,

in his report to the meeting, will ini-

tiate several new projects which have

been in the planning stages. Mala-

mud will give a report on the formu-

lation of uniform system of account-

ing for rack-jobbers. Such a system

has been lacking in the rack field,

and the executive director has been

working with certain experts in the

field to answer this industry need.

In line with NARM’s goal of gath-

ering valuable information and sta-

tistics for both rack jobbers as a seg-

ment of the industry, and for the in-

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dustry as a whole, a project will be

initiated at the meet, with forms dis-

tributed for the purpose, whereby in-

formation concerning the sales per-

formance of certain types of special

promotions and new LP releases will

be gathered from the NARM rack

jobbers. Such a continuous reporting

plan, handled through the office of

the executive director, will enable

the rack jobbers to formulate a sta-

tistical picture of the type of product

which sells best at various times of

the year and in different types of re-

tail outlets. This information, NARM
feels, will be of value not only to the

rack jobber, in planning his future

sales programs, but to the record

manufacturers, who, using the infor-

mation gathered by NARM, can for-

mulate an intelligent approach to

new product for the record rack mer-

chandiser.

Edward M. Snider, director and

past president, Larry M. Rosmarin,

director, and Cecil Steen, director.

Malamud and Foreman will also be

in attendance.

Golden Crest Realigns

Execs, Starts Pop Push
NEW YORK—Under a new align-

Ervin Litkei of Olympia Distributors,

this city, under which there will be
a pooling of sales resources and per-

sonnel of both Golden Crest and
Olympia in the joint marketing of the

Golden Crest, Shelley and Kelit-

Aurora lines (the latter being con-

trolled by Olympia). Cohen will su-

pervise promotion and sales of pop,

international and educational prod-

uct of both groups, utilizing Olym-
pia’s extensive field force and rack
and chain store connections, as well

as distributors already set up.

Levitan has produced several al-

bums for the company including

“Sing Along In Yiddish,” “Yust Try
And Sing Along In Swedish,” “The
Fabulous Wailers,” etc. Cohen has
served in a sales and promotional ca-

pacity with RCA Victor, Laurie and,

more recently, with Golden Crest.

WB Gets Track LP
To "Gay Purr-ee"

BURBANK—Following its acquisi-

tion of “The Music Man” soundtrack,

a strong chart rider, Warner Bros.

Records will release the track of

“Gay Purr-ee,” the upcoming full-

length animated pic featuring the

voices of Judy Garland, Robert Gou-

let, Red Buttons, Hermione Gingold

and Paul Frees, according to an an-

nouncement last week by Mike Mait-

land, the label’s prexy.

The flick contains eight songs by
E. Y. Harburg and Harold Arlen, the

vet writers whose most famous pic

collaboration was for the classic Judy
Garland starrer, “The Wizard Of Oz.”

A UPA production, produced by
Henry G. Saperstein, the flick is ex-

pected to be released this fall. Both
WB, disk and pic ends, and UPA are

currently developing a major promo-
tion and exploitation campaign.

Goody's To Open
Huntington, L.l. Outlet

NEW YORK—Sam Goody, the large
record and audio dealer, has signed
a long term lease for 6,300 sq. wt. of
air-conditioned space in the new Walt
Whitman Center, Huntington, Long
Island, now being built by the Win-
ston-Muss Corporation.
To be known as Sam Goody-Wait

Whitman, Inc., the Huntington branch
will be the firm’s largest record out-
let on Long Island. In addition, the
store will also operate musical in-
strument and sheet music depart-
ments.
The outlet will be Goody’s 10th.

There are four stores in Manhattan,
one each in Yonkers, N.Y., Paramus,
N.J., Philadelphia, Pittsburgh (a
franchise) and Greenacres, N.Y.

Highlight of the interior fixtures
for the new outlet will be a rack spe-
cially designed for this store, with
built in storage space underneath the
display surface.

Located across from a Macy
branch department store which an-
chors one end of a third mile-long
covered mall, the Goody store fronts
on the air-conditioned pedestrian
thoroughfare through which traffic
will circulate between the 75 stores
in the 11-building retailing complex.

Scheduled to open in Oct. the
Whitman Center will have a total of
890,000 sq. ft. of shopping area—the
largest concentration of retail out-
lets in Suffolk County. The 68-acre
regional center is located just off
Route 110, near Jericho Turnpike, in
South Huntington.

Faigin, Hill Named To
Liberty Promo Posts

NEW YORK—Liberty Records has
named promotion heads in the east

and midwest, according to announce-
ments last week by Bob Skaff, who
directs the label’s promotional ef-

forts.

Ted Faigin has been tagged east-

ern promotion director, with Bud
Dain vacating the post to return to

the coast as the promotion topper
there.

Faigin, released Aug. 8 from the
U.S. Army after serving a nine
month tour of duty as a result of the
call-up of Reservists last fall, was
previously associated with the Gone
& End labels, and, before that,

served as national promotion mana-
ger of Madison Records.

Named to the post of midwest di-

rector was Ray Hill, who will head-
quarter in Cincinnati. Hill had a stint

as promotion director of the London
Group. Both execs report directly to

Skaff.

Roulette Expanding
Promo Setup

NEW YORK—Roulette Records will

begin a complete new realignment of

its field promotional department that

will include the appointment of new
representatives in eight key markets
around the country.

Don Weis, who until recently was
the local promotion representative

for Cosnat Dist. in Philadelphia, has

already been named as the Roulette

promotion representative for the

Philly, Baltimore & Washington
areas. Weis will work out of the Cos-

nat office in Philly, but work exclu-

sively for Roulette.

George Goldner, who is now super-

vising the label’s promotional activi-

ties, took to the road last week in a

cross country promotional tour. Gold-

ner will set-up promotional repre-

sentatives during this tour. His trip

will take him to Pittsburgh, Chicago,

Detroit, Cleveland, St. Louis, Los An-
geles and San Francisco. The label

is currently active with Joey Dee’s

latest single, “What Kind Of Love
Is This,” a new Dinah Washington
release, “For All We Know” and “I

Wouldn’t Know” and, an R&B disk

by Sam & Dave, “No More Pain.”

The first Gone Records release under
the new Roulette banner is “The Beg-
gar That Became A King” by Johnny
Jack.

On the album front, Roulette is re-

porting strong sales with “Dinah ’62”

and is currently shipping the Fall

album releases which includes two
Joey Dee LPs and a new Dinah Wash-
ington release.

welcome expected licensees from the

world-wide WB distribution setup.

The meetings will be devoted to

previewing new material; new art-

ists; motion picture tie-in promotion

for “The Music Man,” “Lovers Must

Learn” (“Rome Adventure”); special

screenings of WB TV film proper-

Tony Bennett, who is currently pull-

ing coin with his single and album of

“I Left My Heart In San Francisco,”
was born in Astoria, New York and
began his meteoric rise to stardom as
a contestant on Arthur Godfrey’s
“Talent Scouts” TV’er.
Coming in as a runner-up to Rose-

mary Clooney, Tony was immediately
signed to appear on Jan Murray’s
“Songs For Sale” show. A few months
later he appeared in a Greenwich
Village nitery upon the insistence of
Pearl Bailey who was headlining the
show. Bob Hope wandered in one night
and invited the young crooner to

join him the next day on the stage
of the Paramount Theatre where the
laughman was appearing. The young
performer sang a few songs and the
audience roared its approval. Four en-
cores later, Hope announced that Tony
would be joining him on a national
tour. The rest is history. Mitch Miller
inked the artist to a Columbia record-
ing contract and his initial sides de-
veloped into best-sellers. The chan-
ter has been responsible for such hits

as “Boulevard Of Broken Dreams,”
“I Won’t Cry Anymore,” “Stranger In
Paradise,” “Because Of You” and
“Rags to Riches.”
When he is not on tour Tony usually

devotes his time to painting and high
fidelity.

The Springfields

The Springfields, who are currently
riding the Top 100 in the #39 slot

with “Silver Threads And Golden
Needles” on Philips, have been ex-
posed to music all their lives.

The trio which consists of Tom and
Dusty Springfield and Tim Field have
been together only two years.
Tom, the older of the two boys, by

two years, started his career in show
business in high school when he or-
ganized his own Latin-American band.
He eventually went to work for
Lloyds as an underwriter but the lure
of the footlights was too much for
him to resist.

Dusty learned to play the guitar
while still in the lollipop age. After a
succession of jobs as salesgirl she
joined the group, much to the satis-
faction of all concerned.
Tim had earned a reputation of a

globe-trotter until he settled down to
making music with the Springfields.
The group’s current Philips chart-

rider is their first release in the
States.

In an interesting, off-beat promo-
tion KNUZ-Houston has set a “World
Championship” roller coasting con-
test for spinners. The endurance test,

which will be held on August 31st in

Houston, will determine who can ride
longest and farthest and is open to

jockeys throughout the country. The
idea was dreamed up to settle dispute
about existing roller coasting records
which began recently with news from
amusement park in Ocean View, Vir-
ginia, where a deejay from WGH-
Newport News was reportedly trying
for a new record in company with a
local high school girl. So, what is the
record ? KNUZ says two of its air

personalities riding together rolled

543 miles last summer at a Houston
amusement park. KOUL-Omaha
claims this mark was bettered by one
of its jockeys who took 303 consecu-
tive rides over a period of 17 hours
and 45 minutes at a park in Council
Bluffs. To settle the title once and for
all, the Texas outlet will sponsor a
“World Championship” event in Hous-
ton with invitations extended to any
spinner aspiring to the title, accord-
ing to Ken Grant, the station’s pro-
gram director. Grant said that any
jockey who wants to try for the title

may file an entry with him an will be
given a free ticket for as many rides
as he can take.

Paul (Fat Daddy) Johnson, popular
r&b spinner on WSID-Baltimore, just
headlined another successful week at
the Royal Theatre along with his co-

spinner Billy Fox.

Genial Gotham promo man Morty
Wax is very excited about a special
delivery letter he received from
WMCA-New York spinner Jim Har-
riott. The jockey played the new Gee
Sisters Palette wax of “Telstar” and
says, his audience went overboard for
deck. Wax is handling the promotion
on the record.

WLOL - Minneapolis last week
launched a three-week “Stay in

School” campaign. The campaign,
aimed primarily at the high school-
aged young person debating whether
to finish school or drop out, features
messages on the advantages of a di-

ploma from leading businessmen of
Minneapolis and Saint Paul. In addi-
tion, WLOL is broadcasting a variety
of short “one-liners” on the subject,
as well as news interviews and news
specials, all aimed at convincing Twin
Cities area young people to . . . “Stay
in School.”

A rather unique “Tea Wagon” is

becoming a familiar sight on many of
Detroit’s golf courses. During the past
few weeks, golfers coming up on the
tenth tee, after a rather hot and
thirsty round on the first nine, were
surprised and delighted to find an at-
tractive miss waiting to serve them a
refreshing glass of instant iced tea.

It’s all part of an original merchandis-
ing idea dreamed up by WXYZ-De-
troit’s promotion manager, Leo Col-
lins, and the station’s merchandising
veep., Harold Christian.

Bruce Morrow, who spins ’em on
WABC-New York, is on a short “va-
cation” from his air duties.

in the same capacity for this 180-

minute AM’er, which is the brainchild

of program director Arnold Schorr.

All Disney studios and facilities have
been thrown open to KHJ Radio for

this unique presentation.

Nelson Kirkwood, news director of

WIL-St. Louis flew 600 miles an hour
last week, just to get a news story.

Kirkwood, a former Marine pilot, was
asked to fly with the famed Navy’s

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

CARNEGIE HALL

“SINATRA AND SWINGIN’ BRASS”—Frank
Sinatra—Reprise R 1005
Frank Sinatra’s distinctive brand of vocal magic,
which has earned him a long list of critical

plaudits, is effectively showcased in this delight-

ful session of a dozen uptempo sturdies. Neal
Hefti has come up with some superlative arrange-
ments for the set with firm instrumentation and
rhythmic relationships forming a first-rate set-

ting for the chanter’s wide-range voice. Some ex-
cellent bands here are “Goody Goody,” “I Get A
Kick Out Of You” and “Pick Yourself Up.” One
of the best albums that Sinatra has cut in quite
a while. Disk should pull loads of coin.

“ROGER WILLIAMS/MR. PIANO”—Kapp Kl-
1290
Roger Williams, whose keyboard artistry has
made him a consistent chart-rider, aims his best-
selling talents at a bag of melodic goodies which
should send this LP up the same success road. The
88’er, backed by the orchestras of Frank Hunter
and Ralph Carmichael, lends his distinctive styl-

ings to such tunes as “Stranger On The Shore,”
“Theme From Intermezzo,” and “The Sweetest
Sounds.”

“BABY ELEPHANT WALK”—Lawrence Welk—
Dot DLP 3457
The best-selling orkster uses his current hit single
to tag this latest album from Dot and also in-

cludes another potential hit, “The Theme From
The Brothers Grimm.” Welk’s sales success the
past few years has been phenomenal and this LP
is sure to go the same route. The band gives some
lilting readings of “It’s All In The Game,” “Are
You Lonesome Tonight,” and “Love Me Tender.”
Good programming wax.

“TONY BENNETT AT CARNEGIE HALL”—
Columbia C2s 823
Tony Bennett’s memorable concert at Carnegie
Hall was thoughtfully preserved by Columbia on
this two-disk set which retains all the excitement
contributed by the “live audience.” The chanter,
in top form, sings all the numbers he has made
famous over the past decade including his current
biggie “I Left My Heart In San Francisco.” Some
other solid items are “Climb Ev’ry Mountain,” and
“De Glory Road.” The set is surely headed for
chartsville.

“THE WONDERFUL WORLD OF THE
BROTHERS GRIMM”—Original Soundtrack
MGM 1E3
MGM has come up with an impressive deluxe
package for the highly-touted currently-in-release
George Pal production of “The Wonderful World
Of The Brothers Grimm.” The delightful Bob
Merrill songs especially adapted for the album
by Gus Levene, who also conducts the ork, per-
fectly captures the fairy tale flavor of the flick.

Additionally, the set spotlights Charles Ruggles
(as the narrator) and the voices of the film’s

stars. A beautiful descriptive booklet is included
with the disk. LP has all the necessary built-in
success ingredients to make a chart appearance
real fast.

“PAT BOONE’S GOLDEN HITS”—Dot DLP
25455
Pat Boone whose track record so far is one of the
most impressive list of hits in the business, comes
up with another disk from Dot that seems sure
to move up the hitsville path in no time flat. The
album spotlights “Speedy Gonzales,” the song-
ster’s current big chart-rider, and boasts eleven
other favorites. Boone gives “Johnny Will,” “For
A Penny” and “Big Cold Wind” his distinctive
feelingful, sincere vocal treatments. Powerful
merchandise.

“PORTRAIT IN MUSIC”—George Maharis—Epic
BN 26021
George Maharis, who jumped from obscurity to
stardom via the “Route 66,” and more recently
as singer with his initial Epic single “Teach Me
Tonight” and LP, offers proof positive of his pro-
fessional vocal talents on this second disk. The
chanter’s careful attention to lyrics coupled with
a deep melodic voice carries him in good stead on
“If Love Were All,” “I Can’t Stop Loving You”
and “Love Me As I Love You,” his current chart-
riding single. A special framed portrait of Ma-
haris is included in the set. Album should score
heavily in the coin department.

“ANY DAY NOW”—Chuck Jackson—Wand 654
Chuck Jackson tags this new Wand LP outing
after his recent biggie of “Any Day Now” and
offers eleven other potent pop-r&b items with his
full-bodied vocal style. For commercial purposes
the album features “I Keep Forgettin’,” the art-
ist’s latest rapidily-rising chart-rider. In addition
to his two hits Jackson dishes up professional
renditions of “Just Once” and “In Real Life.”
Disk has all the necessary built-in success ingre-
dients to step out in the sales department.

“TWIST & SHOUT”—Isley Brothers—Wand 653
The Isley Brothers unleash their potent vocal
talents full-blast on this swingin’ set of pop-r&b
danceable items. The boys effectively cash in on
the success of “Twist And Shout,” their current
high-riding chart item, to label this power-packed
session. Some smart bands here include “I Say
Love,” “You Better Come Home” and “Never
Leave Me Baby.” The album should bring out the
group’s legion of admirers in droves.
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“50 GUITARS VISIT HAWAII”—Tommy Gar-
rett—Liberty LSS 14022
The 50 Guitars of Tommy Garrett have seen con-
siderable chart action with their previous LP’s
and make a strong bid for the same kind of suc-
cess with this newest offering from Liberty. The
guitars are lush and vibrant as they play the
pulsating rhythms of “Hawaiian War Chant,”
“Lovely Hula Hands,” “Moon Of Manakoora,” and
nine other Hawaiian standards. Disk is real easy
listening and very effective in stereo.

“THE HIGHWAYMEN ENCORE”—United Art-
ists UAS 6225
The Highwaymen come up with an interesting
array of folk songs and ballads on their newest
outing for United Artists and certainly add to
their professional stature with this LP entry. The
lads, who have had chart material in the past,
could very well do it again with their renditions
of “Whiskey In The Jar,” “Lonesome Road Blues,”
“Ballad Of Spring Hill,” and “Mighty Day.”

“GEORGE CHAKIRIS”—Capitol ST1750
Since his award winning performance in “West
Side Story” the young actor-singer has a ready-
made audience for his vocal talents which are
beautifully showcased on this premiere LP from
Capitol. Chakiris has a real feeling for both
melody and lyric, and an at-ease delivery that
should make this album a best-seller in no time
flat. The singer’s warm voice is a natural for
these rich ballads which include “Once Upon A

Dream.” Potent wax.

“‘THEME FROM A SUMMER PLACE”—Dick
Roman—Harmon HLP 5001
Newcomer Dick Roman names this, his initial LP
session for Harmon, after “Theme From A Sum-
mer Place,” his rapidly-rising coin-pulling single
and includes a varied selection of eleven other
popular tunes. The chanter’s extremely pleasant
baritone legit-sounding voice carries him in good
stead on this set of Billy Verplanck-arranged
items. In addition to his biggie, Roman renders
top-drawer renditions of “Lady Of Spain,” “To-
night” and “Touch Of Love.”

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“IN A VELVET MOOD”—Anita Bryant—Colum-

Here is a pleasing package of evergreens which

On this new session the
Eloise Trio dish up an attractive selection of a
dozen Caribbean-flavored items with enough
gusto and style to appeal to wide variety of rec-
ord buyers.

“PASSPORT TO PLEASURE”—Raoul Meynard
—Warner Brothers WS1469
This musical jaunt features the continental styl-

ings of the orchestra of Raoul Meynard playing
a host of tunes with their native flavors and
rhythms. Most of the melodies are easy listening
and familiar, and are played in sophisticated, sup-
per club manner. Launching the session with
“Wonderful Copenhagen” the orkster includes
“On A Little Street In Singapore,” “Calcutta,”
and “Midnight In Moscow.” Disk is a pleasant
session of mood music.

“I BELIEVE”—Marv Johnson—United Artists
UAL 3187
The r&b chanter makes his debut as a gospel
singer on this new outing for United Artists and
handles them with verve and feeling. Backed by
a chorus and band which lend a spirited atmos-
phere to the proceedings, the songster gives feel-

ingful essays of “Let Every Creature Praise The
Lord,” “He’s Got The Whole World In His
Hands,” and “Everytime I Feel The Spirit.” John-
son’s fans will enjoy these rhythmic gospel tunes.

“MORE DANCE ALONG WITH LOPEZ—VOL.
II”—Vincent Lopez—MGM SE 4055
Vincent Lopez and his Hotel Taft crew come up
with their second outing of varied dance tempos
on this new MGM album. The disk contains 35
terpsichorean delights in fox trot. Dixieland,
Mambo. Twist, Society and rhumba tempos. The
distinctive, straight forward Lopez style is evi-

denced in some sharp renditions of “Deep Purple,”
“Five Foot Two Eyes Of Blue,” and a first-rate

twist rendition of the “Johnson Rag.” Plenty of
dancing enjoyment to be had here.

“MARTERIE PLAYS AGAIN”—Ralph Marterie
—United Artists UAL 3223
In the past year the big band sound of the 30’s

has become increasingly popular. Orkster-trum-
peter Ralph Marterie cashes in on this trend with
new set of band sturdies from United Artists. The
conductor’s approach is easy-going, relaxed and
smooth as the crew turns in extremely danceable
readings of “Deep Purple,” “Moon Light In Ver-
mont” and “Pennies From Heaven.” Many terpsi-
chorean delights to be had here.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

“HISTORICAL MASTERPIECES” — Charlie
Parker—Charlie Parker PLP 701
Here’s a magnificent package of side cut by the
late Charlie Parker which eloquently captures
all the intensity and importance of the great alto
saxist. This three-disk set has Parker teamed up
with an impressive crew of sidemen including
Miles Davis, Max Roach and Fats Novarro. Some
of the best-known Parker items such “Ko Ko,”
“Cool Blues”” and “Ornithology” are contained in
the set. Package ranks as a memorable milestone
to the “Bird” catalog.

“MEMPHIS SLIM, U.S.A.”—Candid 8024
Memphis Slim is equally at home with a pound-
ing left-hand boogie beat as he is singing a soul-
ful blues number and he does both well on this
outing for Candid. Accompanied by Jazz Gillum
on harmonica and Arbee Stidham on guitar, both
of whom contribute fine vocals, the singing 88’er
gives out with a collection of down-to-earth blues
tunes born of loneliness and despair. Especially
good is his boogie treatment of “Red Haired
Boogie,” and his vocal readings of “Bom With
The Blues” and “I Believe I’ll Settle Down.”
Potent jazz-blues wax.

PUCCINI: La Boheme, Anna Moffo, Richard
Tucker, Robert Merrill, Mary Costa, Erich Leins-
dorf—RCA Victor LM-6095
Despite the many interpretations and recordings
of “La Boheme” already in existence, this superb
performance by such Met greats as Anna Moffo,
Robert Merrill, Richard Tucker, Mary Costa, and
Erich Leinsdorf conducting, ranks as one of the
best to date. “La Boheme is Puccini at his lyrical
best and these great voices intensify and enhance
its beauty. An artful package and complete li-

bretto add to sales potential of this excellent in-
terpretation.

Verdi’s emotion-packed “Don Carlos” from the
dramatic poem by Schiller is performed mag-
nificiently by members of the Teatro Alla Scala
under the direction of Gabriele Santini with Nor-
berto Mola as chorus master. The characteriza-
tions are vivid and the score is dynamic with
rich, vibrant tonal quality. Truly a singer’s opera,
first-rate performances are turned in by Boris

Byron Janis, who recently astounded the Russians
with his adept handling of the Russian composers,
plays the “Piano Concerto No. 3” by Prokofiev
and the “Piano Concerto No. 1” by Rachmaninoff,
both of which were recorded in Moscow with the
Moscow Philharmonic Orchestra.

Ben Steneker has an enormous success with his CNR single “Lonely River

Rhine.” Ben will appear for the Belgian and German TV-stations shortly. Ben
Steneker himself says much of the success of his platter is due to the excellent
accompaniment of CNR’s A&R-man, Addy Kleingeld.

Swedish group “The Spotnicks,” who score in the Netherlands with their

“Orange Blossom Special,” will make a Dutch TV-appearance in Sept.
Notwithstanding the sudden departure of The Shadows’ leading guitarist, Jet

Harris, the British group still remains a teen favorite for Bovema’s Columbia-
label in Holland. Their new hit “Guitar Tango” (with “Nivram” on the flipside)

caused a great many of enthusiastic reactions in the market.
The Columbia-label in Holland still holds on its strong position on the charts

with Bobby Vinton’s “Roses Are Red” and “The Wah-Watusi” by the Orlons
as top sellers.

Bovema’s His Master’s Voice-label will release the German version of the
well known hit “Speedy Gonzales,” sung by Rex Gildo. Furthermore, it expects
to find a ready market for Lale Andersen’s vocal-treat of Acker Bilk’s success-
ful “Stranger On The Shore” theme, re-entitled “Ein Fremder Mann.”
The new Bovema “Teenager-Hits”-periodical, distributed through the facili-

ties of all Gramophonehouse-dealers, proved to be a huge success so far.

Thousands of young competitors took their chance in the “Hit & Miss”-contest,
with many attractive prizes for the winners.
Bovema’s Warner Bros.-label released singles of The Routers (“Mashy”) and

The Cascades (“Second Chance”). The Capitol-repertoire in Holland especially
features the lucky combination of George Shearing’s Quintet and Nat King
Cole. The LP has been well received by Capitol-fans in the country.
Timi Yuro’s “What’s A Matter Baby” will be released shortly by Bovema’s

dynamic Liberty-label. There’s also a lively interest for the rock-guitar-group
The Ventures, for their “Lolita Ya Ya.”
A famous Dutch carillon, that of the New Church at Delft, is well-known

among American tourists. A recording of this carillon, made last year, had to

be rejected because of the wind howling through the bell-holes spoiling all

efforts. . . . Leo Boudewijns, LC Phonogram’s general label-manager, has an-
nounced that a new recording, released this month, made on a perfect, windless
day. Carillon-player is Mr. Leen ’t Hart, one of Europe’s foremost teachers of
carillon-playing. The EP is on Philips.
The Mariners’ Band Of The Dutch Royal Navy has been, for many years, one

of the best sold march-bands in the world. Otto Vriezenberg of Dutch Philips
said fhat there is a great demand for their famous marches on singles. Hence,
a series was developed and released of 10 singles, in special covers, of the
Band’s best performances. Among the famous interpretations are the “Man-
oeuvre March,” “Stars And Stripes,” “Colonel Bogey,” “King Cotton,” “Wash-
ington Post” and “Trafalgar.”
Pat Boone’s tremendously successful “Speedy Gonzales” on the London-label,

along with his star performance in “State Fair” movie, caused a renewed in-

terest in Pat in the Netherlands. His excellent LP, “I’ll See You In My
Dreams,” was received very well, so that the stereo-version could be released
a fortnight later.

Philips’ “Song and Sound, The World Around” series was extended with a
magnificient EP-recording of the Netherlands Antilles. The record features,
of course, the Caribbean dance, the tumba.

Bobby Darin’s “Things,” shooting up on the Best Sellers, will be a very good
teenager record for the Dutch market, John Ros of Dutch Decca/London said.

“Things” is on the London label, coupled with “Jailer.” Mr. Ros was also glad
to announce a new single of Ray Charles on London: “Let The Good Times
Roll” with “Don’t Let The Sun Catch You Cryin’.”

Basart acquired from Ivan Mogull the sub publishing rights of the Ray
Stevens hit song “Ahab The Arab.” A Dutch version by one one of the most
important Dutch recording artists is in preparation. Bill Downer of Champion
Music, New York, gave Basart the Benelux rights of the Brenda Lee hit,

“Everybody Loves Me But You,” which will be coupled for the Dutch Market
with the song “Speak To Me Pretty,” another current Brenda Lee best-seller.

Michael Davis, of Famous SRL, (Ariel Records) has started a world-wide

trip that will last forty five days. The tour includes Los Angeles, New York
(Aug. 15 through 27), Amsterdam, London (where he will arrive the Aug. 28)
Paris Sept. 14 through 19), again Amsterdam and Rio de Janeiro, returning
afterwards to Buenos Aires. Davis’ visit has been reported to be “complemen-
tary” of Ian W. Morris’ visit to Europe, last June and July. Davis will see the
possibility of arranging the representation of Famous in several countries, to

release its local recordings.
Sicamericana (Music Hall) offered a party to the press and disk jockeys to

present Elizete Cardoso, Brazilian songstress currently in Buenos Aires. The
lark is performing on Channel 13’s “Antonio Prieto Show” (38.6 rating), and
on LR3 Radio Belgrano, and will stay several weeks in Buenos Aires. The
diskery (who recently arranged representation of Copacabana of Brazil and
consequently the release of Cardoso’s waxings) has recently put to sale one of

her best albums, “El Encanto de Elizete,” and is promoting it.

And social life didn’t end with Elizete Cardoso’s cocktail party; two days
later Miguel Sanchesz, well known radio and TV man, and artist manager,
offered a dinner to his friends among the press (and he has many) at the
Ta-ba-Ris, Argentina’s best night club, coincidently with Tony William’s
premiere. Mrs. Dora Green and Ricardo Gaspari, of the Sicamericana staff

(who represent Reprise and, thus, Tony Williams), were also present at this

event, and everybody had the opportunity to talk to Williams at the end of

the meet.
Regarding “Cuando Calienta El Sol” reported last week as one of the hottest

hits-to-be, RCA has already put to sale the original version of the tune, by
Los Hermanos Rigual. Another interesting thing was pointed out: “Cuando
Calienta El Sol” was scheduled to be recorded last February by Los Cuatro
Hermanos Silva, the Chilean group that took part at the last Vina del Mar
Song Festival. The Silva Brothers had to come to Buenos Aires from Santiago
de Chile exclusively to wax the tune, but several contracts in Los Angeles,
Calif., obliged them to go to the States leaving the song unrecorded. Now there
are five waxings already: by Los Marcellos Ferial (Durium-Microfon), Tony
Vilar (Columbia), Siro San Roman (Music Hall), Alberto Vasquez (Odeon
Pops) and Los Hermanos Rigual, on RCA.

Producciones Fermata reports that it is very happy with the acceptance
received by “Tiger Twist” and Robertino’s EP, two of the diskery’s latest re-

leases. Robertino is breaking in the South and the North part of the country,
while “Tiger Twist,” recorded by Armando Sciascia and belonging to the
Vedette line is beginning to appear in the reports in Buenos Aires. Fermata
thinks that in few weeks both records will become good chart riders.

News from Columbia: the label is preparing new recordings by Los Ginn
Fizz vocal gi-oup which recently returned from Uruguay, and now is perform-
ing on TV Channel 13, in the Revista Dislocada program. Julio Sosa is appear-
ing in the “Yo Te Canto Buenos Aires” show, promoting his latest LP. Los
Dango Twins are also on Channel 13, performing on two programs: “Noon
Show” and a Sunday special. Tomas Campos, folk singer, has recorded “Sapo
Cancionero,” which may become a good hit soon.

More about Columbia: only a few days after its release, the “Rock & Twist”
LP is already reporting strong sales. The album is a selection of Mexican rock
and twist recordings, cut by The Loud Jets, Los Salvajes and Enrique Guzman,
including chart rider “Munequita.” The record was put to sale during Manuel
Villareal’s visit to Argentina, as a sort of proof of Columbia’s international
cooperation, although the date of release was merely a coincidence with Villa-
real’s tour.

Heddo Heide of Polydor reports that Philips, under that label, is releasing
Tony Sheridan’s first waxing in Argentina, which Heide believes may hit the
charts: “My Bonnie” and “Cry For A Shadow,” with a mixture of folk music
and twist. Polydor is running well since Philips started releasing it, and this
week has two chart items in the single field and one in the LP lists: “Trompetas
En Blue” by Bert Kaempfert.
News from Music Hall: The diskery is planning the release of a new album

by Pat Boone, titled “I’ll See You In My Dreams,” and another album by
Lawrence Welk (“Runaway”), Lito Escarso (“Different”) and Carlos Vega
Pereda, folk artist recently inked by the label. Carlos Argentino is starting a
series of programs on LR3 Radio Belgrano, and plans to appear on television;
Sanchez-Monges-Ayala, a good trio, is finishing a new LP, while Raul Shaw
Moreno is planning another one, devoted to Bolivian music. The diskery is

also exploring the rock & twist field with its newest artists, The Pickups, who
are supposed to become big stars soon. Music Hall is also studying the pos-
sibility of inking Osvaldo Pugliese, big tango star; although no official infor-
mation has been furnished, it is said that in the next weeks there will be news
regarding this.

Julio Korn Publishers reports that there is a rising interest around “Mami,”
the Chico Novarro tune that hit the charts some time ago. Some days ago,
Norman Land, of United Artists records, who spent several days in Buenos
Aires, took the song to the United States, with new English lyrics; besides, re-
ports from Chile indicate that it is also running well in that country. Another
JK item, “Norman,” has been recorded by Jolly Land for RCA, in Spanish.
Several other versions are being expected.

Surco has added three new LP’s to the Telefunken catalog it is representing:
“Deutsche Marchmusic,” “Treffpunk, Berlin” and “Wiener Meistoperetten.” The
Telefunken catalog has been steadily increased through the past two years, and
offers now a good selection of German tunes. Surco plans to continue releasing
this type of records, as there is a good market for them in Argentina.
Mario Kaminsky of Microfon reports that the new Audio Fidelity releases

are enjoying good success. AF’s new titles are The First Component Stereo
Series “Bolero,” and “Symphonie Fantastique,” a new album by Louis Arm-
strong and an LP by French songstress Patachou.

Disconfonia has put to sale a new 45 EP record, featuring Maria Teresa
Marquez singing guaranias. This release has been a surprise for a lot of peo-
ple, since it was supposed that Disconfonia has stopped operating several
months ago, because of its bankruptcy.
Odeon Pops is promoting “Adelante,” the Mario de Jesus bolero, in a version

recorded by Italian singer Peppino de Capri (with permission of Carisch, his
label) during Capri’s latest visit to Buenos Aires, several weeks ago. “Ade-
lante” is one of the first single 33 records put to sale by Odeon, and is backed
by “Nessuno A1 Mondo,” sung in Italian. Another interesting Odeon Pops item
is “Cuando, Cuando, Cuando,” the San Remo hit, cut by Eddie Calvert.

Fermata Publishers working on the promotion of “A Steel Guitar And A
Glass Wine,” with Spanish lyrics already prepared. The tune has received big
air play, through several disk jockey programs, for several weeks. Another
interesting Fermata items are “Every Night Without You,” which will be
titled “Cada Noche Sin Ti,” “Speedy Gonzales” (although Music Hall—Dot
representative—hasn’t reported its release yet), and “Fortunata Gomez,”

Originally the trip was planned for Sept., but home engagements have made
this impossible. The American visit will also include a recording session in
Nashville. The group’s latest disk release here is “Swahili Papa” on Philips.
American Lee Pincus, who represents Ambassador Music here, is currently

on a ten-day visit to New York and parent company Gil Music Corporation

—

the latter having just acquired American rights to the British tune “Niagra
Theme.” For Ambassador Music, Pincus is very happy to have the European
rights to “A Taste Of Honey”—the instrumental which is currently climbing
the American Top 100.
On Aug. 24th the BBC are televising Bavaria’s prize winning musical film

“Too Young To Be Blonde,” which was first seen in Germany in October 1961.
With Werner Muller as musical director the program features Swedish singer
Lill Babs, The Kessler Twins and Silvio Francesco.
Another BBC TV presentation is a direct relay from the Glyndebourne

Festival Opera “L’Elisir d’Amore” (The Love Potion) with a cast including
Luigi Alva, Mirella Freni and Sesto Bruscanti.
“Pop To Bed” is the title of a new five-nights-a-week record series on BBC

Sound. DJ David Gell introduced the first series of programs. Other disk
jockeys booked to spin the latest disks on this late night show are Pete Murray
and Alan Dell.

Topic Records issued several disks of British folk songs including an EP,
“The Collier’ Rant”—a collection of traditional miners’ songs sung by Louis

Apollo Music. Bryan is currently featured in the new weekly BBC Sound series
“Serenade In The Night.”
Alex Welsh and his Band will take part in the German Jazz Festival in

Dusseldorf from Oct. 5th to 7th and later they will make a ten-day concert
tour of Switzerland.
The Temperance Seven start their first variety tour on Sept. 10. The variety

engagements, planned to take place in between their usual one-night-stand
dates, will continue until Dec. Early next year the group will make a con-
tinental tour.

Still in the charts with “Ya Ya Twist” in French Petula Clark reverts to her
native tongue for her latest Pye release, a Johnny Worth composition “Jumble
Sale.” Also on Pye, Lonnie Donegan waxes “Pick A Bale of Cotton” a number
he has featured many times in his “Putting On The Donegan” TV series.

Folies Bergere star Veronica Bell opens a three-week season at London’s
Society Restaurant commencing Aug. 13.
“Thank Your Lucky Stars” recently voted “Best TV Show” returns to the

screens on Sept. 29. Brian Matthew will, once again, act as host to the many
British and American artists appearing in the show. Already Director Philip
Jones has Mike Same, Chris Barber and The Karl Denver Trio lined up for
the first program and on Oct. 6. Kenny Ball and his Jazzmen, Craig Douglas
and Freddie Cannon. As before the many big name American stars visiting
this country will take part in the programs.
A new weekly series featuring pianist Mrs. Mill is planned for autumn view-

ing by ABC TV. Entitled “Sing-a-Long” the program will run from Sept. 30
through to April, 1962. The Shadows and Frank Ifield have been booked for a
half-hour spot on ATV on Aug. 31. On Sept. 2, Tommy Steele takes part in an-
other hour-lang Spectacular.
The George Copper Organization has taken over the tour of B. Bumble and

the Stingers and plans to concentrate mainly on dance hall venues up and down
the country. Eight concert dates have been arranged in the company of Joe
Brown and Bert Weedon.

SYDNEY—Station 2GB in cooperation with Philips Records recently held a
week-long trad festival to help promote the new jazz fad. The left photo shows
the outlet’s breakfast personality, Ken Sparkes distributing trad jazz pamph-
lets as Nat Oliver and New Orleans Jazzmen wind up a session at the festival.

In the right pic Sparkes is pictured introducing the Ocean City jazz band to

the throng.
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The 4th International Jazz Festival of Comblain-la-Tour turned out to be,

as Cannonball Adderley said, “the biggest in the world.” Between forty and
fifty-thousand fans attended the magnificent organized concert in open air.

U.S. stars scored big success. Frankie Avalon, singing better than ever, was
highly praised by the “connoiseurs” and critics, but not by the organized bunch
of beatniks on the front-rows, whose only aim was to yell and scream on every
occasion. By them, only dixieland bands playing monsters like “When The
Saints” were highly appreciated. Top of the bill was the Cannonball Adderley
Sextet, of which soulful tenor saxist Yusef Lateef was the star. European
jazz musicians like Sadi (vibraphone). Jack Sels (tenorsax) and Francis Bol-
land (piano) proved to be of an international standard. Hammond-organist
Lou Bennett was the big surprise. For Joe Napoli, the sympathetic organizer,

this festival was a complete triumph, in spite of the traditional Belgian rainfall.

Ray Charles’ “I Can’t Stop Loving Y
T
ou” jumped in a few weeks to the top 20

after a rather slow start. This is, with “Speedy Gonzales,” the hit-record of

the summer-season. Runners-up are “Nancy” (Ray Charles), “Money” (Joey
Dee), “Orange Blossom Special” (Spotnicks) and the skyrocketing gimmick-
record by Mona Mour, “Oh Cheri, Fais Attention A Mon Chapeau” (Oh Dar-
ling, Be Careful For My Hat). Further sure fire winners are “Chariot” (Petula
Clark), “The Wiggle” (Jack Hammer), “Little Miss Lonely” (H. Shapiro).
The newly re-activated “Delahay ’’-label, owned by C.N.R.-Holland (in Belgium
distributed by Discobel), bows with a fabulous jazz-e.p. “Jack Sel(l)s Jazz”
with Oliver Jackson (drums), Jack Sels (tenorsax), Philippe Catherin (guitar)
and Lou "Goliath” (hammond-organ). Delahay launched the first English
vocal record of Will Sompel, winner of the Volkswagen Contest 1962, which
makes a serious bid for the best sellers. Titles are “Princess Of My Heart” and
“Conny.” The lad, called the Belgian Paul Anka, will be promoted internation-
ally with immediate plans for Germany and South America. Twist is still hot
in Belgium. It is a fact that the Madison will not catch on, despite the efforts

of the record companies.
Grand Prix International de Variete-winner Robert Cogoi, who’s first record,

“Si Un Jour (If One Day)” b/w “Si Je T’ai Fait De La Peine (If I Did You
Wrong),” is still a big seller over here, just made a second session of two of
his compositions. A very strong side is “Pardonnez-moi, Seigneur (Pardon Me,
Lord)” in a beautiful arrangement by Willie Albimoore, who also arranged the
flipside “Donne-moi Ta Jeunesse (Give Me Your Youth).” Robert Cogoi’s star
has risen like a rocket and his program for next fall will be overloaded with
TV-and radio performances and also one-night stands so that he hardly will

get time to breathe. The repertoire of this most promising talent is co-exploited
by World Music Co. and Editions Primavera, S.A. for the world. Different
French singers of reknown as Francois Deguelt claim for “Si Un Jour” to get
it in their repertoire and in Northern France sheet-music sales are already
very good.

Polydor toppers of the week are “Yours” by Kenny Chandler, “Petit Gon-
zales” by Danyel Gerard, “Rik van Looy” by Frank Bodet, the new title from
Danyel Gerard: “Incendie,” “Swinging Gently”/“Ebb Tide” by Earl Grant
and last but not least “Ein Ganzes Leben Lang”/“Ich Denk Nur An’s Wieder-
seh’n” by Ivo Robic. “Heisser Sand,” the big success of the well-known Mina,
is starting over here very well. It took some time to be appreciated but at this

time the shot is sure.
Ardmore & Beechwood—Belgium has just obtained the world-rights for the

titles: “Le Twist Du Diable,” recorded on Belgadisc by “Les Guitares de l’En-
fer”; “Tango Corazon,” recorded on Pathe by Emile Lambert; and “Outlaw”
which was recorded on HMV by the Cheyennes, is now recorded in Holland on
Philips by “The Jumping Juwels.”
The film producer Dino de Laurentiis from Rome has taken the rights of the

title: “Independance Cha Cha” which is the theme of the film “Congo Vivo.”
“De Hele Stad Is Gek En Dol,” one of the hits of Peter And His Rockets, is

now recorded in French by “Les Croque-Morts” on RCA under the title “Suzy
Twist.”
“London Twist,” which Ardmore & Beechwood Belgium has in sub-publishing

from the Publ. Company Caravelle—Paris, will be recorded by “Les Guitares
de l’Enfer.”

“Primavera,” which is recorded by Russ Conway, is now the “theme” tune
of a Belgian radio program.
You may remember that James Curtis And His Madisons scored an enormous

success with their record “Mashed Potato Stomp”/“Madison Go” (in fact the
first Madison-recording in Belgium). Right now a new recording of this forma-
tion was released: “No No Twist”/“How Long You Go?” (also on the Decca
label). Both songs are compositions of guitar player Paul Davera. Decca-execu-
tives firmly believe in the success of this record.

Decca talent-scouts remain very active. So, recently, they discovered a
young (15) girl. Her name is Dea Doll and she just waxed her first record for
Decca (in the famous “black label” series). She sings “Tomorrow Dear” and
“Dance With Me.” So far it seems this record will sell very well.

Recently Fonior N.V. released the Billy Vaughn recording “A Swingin’ Sa-
fari” on the Dot label (flip: “Indian Love Call”). First reports show this
record will be one of the very hot songs on the Best Sellers and is zooming
to the top. ... In other words: one more hit for Billy Vaughn.

Karl “Wimoweh” Denver recently waxed “A Little Love, A Little Kiss” and
“Lonely Sailor.” As his “Wimoweh” became a hit overnight in Belgium and
everybody knows the name of this vocalist, Fonior decided to release this new
recording immediately in Belgium.

French singer Charles Aznavour may be considered as one of the top vocal-
ists in France. He is also very popular in Belgium. Maybe that’s the reason
why he is pouring out one record after another. Anyway: two brand-new rec-
ords (on the Barclay label) were recently released, a single and an EP.

The Twist is still in Italy the most popular dance craze and every night all

Italian bands and dancing hall orks play it many times. The favor it has met
with Italian teenagers and also adults is incredible. The Madison, another
dance, is becoming known, especially on the Italian Riviera, but nothing big to
date. Last week a weekly music magazine devoted two pages to a new dance
craze from the States under the title “The Hully Gully is Coming Up.” The
Twist boomed so strong in Italy that it is felt that several years will go by '

before a new dance can repeat such popularity.
The Italian disk industry is still discussing about who will take over the

Columbia representation in Italy. As already stated in the past, every move of
Columbia’s executives here was kept top secret, thus nothing certain is known.
Anyway, from time to time there have been rumors. According to the last
rumor, Columbia would have become associated with a young Italian record
company (three years old) and almost everything would be ready to start
next Autumn. The announcement of this new tie-up may be made real soon.
Columbia seems to have met with many difficulties and obstacles to find a new >

representative in Italy or a new formula of representation in this country.
Nini Rosso, who cut a big hit with “Ballad of a Trumpet” and is currently

selling good with “Evelyne,” should hit again next Autumn with “II Clown,”
a recording not yet available which Cash Box heard. It can repeat the success
of “Ballad” (some 300,000 copies sold).
“Et Maintenant” by Gilbert Becaud, which entered the charts several times,

is the most played number on Italian juke boxes. Francois Minchin, Italian
director of VCM, who comes from Paris and is close friend of the French
talent must be surely happy of this great success of Becaud in Italy.

“II Faut Savoir,” the song Charles Aznovour has released successfully in
Italy, has received a domestic Italian record version by Ricordi’s singer Gino 4,

Paoli, whose name has been absent from our column so long. Paoli is also
the author of the Italian lyrics.

Some records ^
are already issued, the best being “Ferrovie Ferrovie” (Railway).

Sergio Endrigo, RCA Italiana’s talent, is gaining success with his “Io Che
Amo Solo Te” (I Who Love Only You).

Mina, the exciting female vedette who got a lot of success in Germany re-

cently, is again a solid seller on record with “Renato,” a waxing also well
played on juke boxes.

Mr. Casetta of Bluebell announced the release of Brazilian talent, Joao <

Gilberto. First numbers on 45 rpm include “Chega De Saudade,” considered the
best recording by him. Soon he’ll have his first LP featuring, among others, *
the finest “Maria Ninguem.”

Several versions of “Clair De Lune A Maubege” are already available, but
the song, translated here as “Chiaro Di Luna A Paullo, has not yet become
popular.
While the Festival of San Remo has proved to be something really important

for our light music industry, nationally and internationally, the many festivals
of Naples are losing much of the interest they formerly raised, becoming
something like a country music event limited to Southern Italy.

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With remarkable results, Victor’s 2% month-long, all-out Hawaiian disk

selling drive named “Blue Hawaii Sales” ended recently. The biggest outcome
of the sales campaign which was jointly operated by Paramount pictures,

Japan Air Lines, Teikoku Rayons, Nittoh Spinnings, Teikoku Textiles and Vic-

tor was meant to sell more Hawaiian tunes, draw more spectators to Para-
mount’s flick, “Blue Hawaii,” and demonstrate more aloha shirts or the like.

It started May 1 (ending July 20), during which Victor sold over 150 thousand
Hawaiian LP’s. Out of this figure, the album by Elvis Presley titled “Blue
Hawaii” sold 108 thousand copies. Victor’s selling point was very simple. It an-

nounced that 1,000 customers were eligible to get aloha shirts if they bought
the specially selected albums during the campaign time. These disks included

2 stereo and regular 12" LP’s, 3 stereo 12" LP’s and 1 stereo 10" LP—all are
Hawaiian materials. The original deadline time (June 30) was extended as the
firm became aware of the promotion’s big success.
Ever-expanding construction of wax distribution network thruout the coun-

try by Columbia established two more depots after Ueno Distribution Depot
(reported last week) this month. Now depots, one in Kokura, North Kyushu
and the other in Umeda, Osaka, are already in business. The firm is further
eyeing to have one more in Yokohama, within 30 minutes ride from Tokyo by
commuter train. Columbia now has 7 distribution branches (Sapporo, Sendai,
Tokyo, Nagoya, Osaka, Hiroshima, Fukuoka) and 5 depots (Kanazawa, Umeda-
Osaka, North Kyushu, Ueno-Tokyo, Shinjiku-Tokyo) ;

this is the biggest and
the most complete network among diskeries.

Manufacturer’s organization JPRA (Japan Phonograph Records Association)
released the production results during the first half of 1962 (Jan. 1 thru June
30). In comparison with the same period of 1961, the figure showed big “on-the-
go” inclinations this year. As a whole, 37% increase in produced numbers or
38% leap in values produced (at the tax-off producers’ prices) was registered.
Total numbers produced were 19,494,014 ($20,792,032.66); 11,625,008-singles,

7,067,228-LP’s 416,433-EP’s and 385,345-SP’s. Percentage breakdown for in-

crease or decrease reading over the first half of 1961; 46% more for LP’s and
singles each, 23% less for EP’s and 59% less for SPs in produced copies.

For the “1964-Tokyo Olympiad,” Victor started to stage “Tokyo Olympic
March Contest” in 9 different cities thruout this country from Aug. 16 up to
Sept. 14. Contestants in each area (Tokyo, Osaka, Nagoya, Fukuoka, Hiro-
shima, Takamatsu, Toyama, Sendai, Sapporo) will be judged either by Honen
Shimada or Hiroshi Ochiai (both are directors for Victor Folksongs Institute)
when they sing a tune “Tokyo Olympic Ondo (March).” This contest is backed
up by the Japan Athletic Association, Tokyo Olympic Organizing Committee
and some important local dailies.

Composer Saburo Iwakawa was exclusively pacted to Columbia as a writer
recently. He was once a high-school (music) teacher, but is very active now
composing tunes to be used on radio programs. Another composer was inked
exclusively by Grammophone. He is Yasutoshi Nakajima, who came from Oki-
nawa and is busy as a free lance popular music writer these days.
On the artists side, Chieko Baisho, Shochiku’s flick star, contracted to King

and cut her initial ditties to be released early this fall. And, Toshiba acquired
a young pianist Miyoko Yamane.

Toshiba’s money-making album this month (as Sept, releases) is a 10" LP
“George Chakiris” on Capitol. It features his “West Side Story” flick’s themes
such as “Tonight,” “Mr. Lucky,” “Maria,” and “I’m Falling In Love With
Some One” and four others. The actor, who suddenly became one of the top
stars with his “West Side Story” success, is now in Tokyo to shoot his next
movie.

Other Toshiba outings at the same time are Warner Bros.’ first disk distribu-
tion here by Toshiba. Albums include “New Perspectives In Sound” (David
Swift), “The Fourth Dimension Sound” (Shorty Rogers), “Connie Stevens,”
“Lovers Must Learn featuring A1 Di La (Max Steiner-soundtrack),” “Every-

Last week somebody in Washington said that if

only the people would stand still perhaps the Ad-
ministration could do something about the myriad 1

of problems facing it. More than 35 million people
in this country move each year. They move from the
city to the suburbs (and meet the suburbanites on
their way back), they move from the east coast to

the west coast, and they move into an isolated area s

The fact is, here
are 1 million idle teenagers out of work and what
are you going to do to cultivate a market that never

existed before? Is the answer amusement centers

with banks of bowlers, or do you set up malt shops
with afternoon dance fests? Will the kids raise the

money to spend in these places or are they already

spending the allowance elsewhere ?

A social revolution changing the color lines in

many neighborhoods is still another change that

must be noticed by operators, especially of juke

boxes, where individual locations change from what
might be termed a good location to an R&B spot

where the juke box is the main attraction. People’s

tastes differ and when the people change the tastes

change. If music is your product it had better change
with the times.

These are only several obvious notes in passing

while reviewing what could very well be termed as

the most dynamic and invigorating period in Ameri-

can history. The scientific revolution has us on our

way to the moon while many of us are still unem-
ployed. The city has become the place to live where
only recently the traffic was headed for the suburbs.

A sophisticated America fairly sneers at top-flight

amusement because of the regularity of the TV tube.

And only yesterday all of this was new. People,

places and things are changing in America at a pace

that is often difficult to follow. And we had better try

our best to serve this market with one eye on the

cash box and the other on the changing times.

the imagination of the people of the

industry,” he said.

Blundred outlined the big job ahead
and pointed to three major problems
facing the Association: building the

Association to be the coordinating link

for the entire industry; building the

significance of the annual trade show;

and building membership.

MOA has suffered badly in past

years over the failure of its annual

trade convention to attract a substan-

tial number of coinmen and eventually

an insufficient number of exhibitors.

$44,957,507 to $55,083,995.

It’s the first time

we’re coming into the fall season in

a long time with a full complement

behind us in terms of factory quotas.”
