Potential Problems Looming On The Horizon

From first indications, 1977 may not be a good year politically for the record

and radio industries. We hope that our worst fears do not come to pass.

First on the negative news list is what appears to be an inevitable price increase

to $7.98 for albums. With increases in the Consumer Price Index slowing down, and

inflation and interest rates down, it may politically difficult to justify an increase in

prices. For while costs have gone up recently, a case can be made that they have

not gone up to the extent that an increase of $1 in list price is necessary to cover the

increased costs.

Second, the decision and announcement by the FCC that it will reopen hearings

into “payola and plugola” is certainly not welcome news. And while the hearings

were closed last time around, this time they will be open — a situation of damned if

you do, and damned if you don’t. Undoubtedly the news media will have a field day

at the expense of our industry — look at how they roasted Clive Davis. Nothing sells

newspapers like a good scandal.

Unfortunately there may be some ammunition for those against the industry, as

the recent convictions of Frankie Crocker and H&L’s executives indicate there may

be some basis in fact for some of the accusations. On the other hand, only a handful

of individuals that have been indicted, and not the entire industry. It may seem like a

tired cliche, but you can’t blame everyone for the mistakes of a few. At the same

time, one rotten apple can spoil the entire bushel.

It may be a long storm the industry will have to ride out— governmental hearings,

proceedings and trials often take quite some time to complete. We may be in for a

load of negative publicity. But the good people that have made their homes in our

industry will, as always, carry us through. It just may be a time where we’ll all have to

stick a little closer together.

LOS ANGELES — For most retailers, the

1976 Christmas season was an improve-
ment over the previous December buying
period. Although sales were slower in the

first two weeks of December than in last

year’s seasonal rush, the majority of ac-

counts reported a late sales surge.

Almost 100 accounts are included in the

survey, which almost exclusively examines
retailers, but also includes a few major rack

jobbers.

Most stores in the Christmas analysis

who reported 1975 to 1976 comparisons
had sales increases of 15% and up, with a

smaller number reporting a 1% to 15% im-

provement over the 1975 season. A small

minority complained of a decline in sales.

Best-selling LPs for the 1976 holiday

season were Stevie Wonder's “Songs In

The Key Of Life” and the three-album
Wings release. Both titles underscored the

saleability of multi-album sets in this Christ-

mas season. “Frampton Comes Alive,” the

Eagles’ “Hotel California” and "Greatest
Hits,” along with Linda Ronstadt’s
"Greatest” and Joni Mitchell’s “Hejira”

were also top sellers.

Christmas and seasonal music did not

do proportionately as well as in 1975, but
classical and jazz selections were reported

as improved in the 1976 year-end poll.

Ma/or Accounts

Dan Heilicher, vice president of Heilicher

Brothers, reported that “going into the first

couple weeks of Christmas season
business was somewhat flat, but it picked

up rapidly and looks very good. Our com-
puter figures haven’t come down yet, so it

would be difficult to give you a truly ac-

curate analysis until the first of the year,

when we can analyze the printouts. It would
also be hard to compare this Christmas
selling period with that of 1975, because of

the extra two days of buying in '76, unless

we did it on a day to day basis.” Heilicher

noted that Frampton was his biggest holi-

day seller, followed by both Eagles
releases. Also selling well in December
were Captain and Tennile, Boston, Steve
Miller, and “of course, Stevie Wonder.” The
merchandising executive added that the

“two Kiss albums were in our top 20.”

John S. Kaplan, executive vice president

of the Handleman Company, said the com-
pany’s holiday business was "substantially

up” over the 1975 December period. “All in-

dications are that this has been a sell-out

period, and we don’t look for many returns

in January.”

Traub said, “All hell broke loose during the

last week. Sales were excellent. Otherwise,

there were two significant developments. I

think the addition of the Eagles and Wings
had a positive effect, and the high priced

package proved they could sell, and did, in

fact, sell many units.”

Sam Goody president George Levy ter-

med the Christmas holiday season “very

strong with a sales increase over last year
from 10% to 15%.” Levy felt an important

reason for the sales increase was advertis-

ing. “We had a lot of advertising going for us
this year,” he explained, "including in-

stitutional spots on prime-time TV.” Levy
asserted that “it’s difficult to tell whether
there’s any additional business generated
from opening Sunday” and added "we
don’t enjoy it”.

Stu Schwartz, chairman of the board for

Schwartz Brothers Inc., owner of the 15-

store Harmony Hut chain, said Christmas
season sales were “very good, and our
figures show a 14% increase over last

Christmas. “Schwartz felt shopping in-

creased because "people lost their inhibi-

tions about the economy." He specifically

mentioned the extremely hectic” final two
shopping days ^fore Christmas ? s a boost
for overall salec ‘McCartney, the Eagles,

Frampton, and Stc ;!e Wonder sold well for

us,” Schwartz reported, and added that

More Substantial
Label Releases
In January 1977

LOS ANGELES — ACash Box survey of the

release schedules of sixteen record labels

reveals that the January releases in 1977
are much more substantial, in terms of es-

tablished artists, than they were in January
1976. Addionally, there will be more
records released in this year’s first month
— 204 LPs as opposed to 138 for the

corresponding time period last year.

Elektra/Asylum, for example, did not

release any records in January ’76. This

month marks the release of Queen, one of

the label’s hottest acts, along with Andrew
Gold’s second LP for the label. London
Records was another company that did not

release any product in January '76; this

month shows two LPs on the schedule —
records by ZZ Top and John Miles, two of

the most important acts on the label.

Debut Album Time
Traditionally, January was the time for

debut LPs. And, considering the rush of

Christmas releases, it’s not surprising that,

of the 10 records ABC released in January
1976, more than two thirds were first-time

efforts. This year, that label will release LPs
by Rufus and Jimmy Buffet.

Motown has increased both the number
and quality of last January’s releases. The
beginning of '77 will see new records from
Diana Ross and Smokey Robinson; '76 had
Eddie Kendricks leading a pack of

predominantly unestablished acts. Atlantic

Records had no “name” artists in its list of 7

January '76 LPs, while this year the com-
pany saw fit to include Abba, Genesis, and
The Average White Band in the first

month’s release.

Columbia Records and their affiliated

labels, was the only company in 1976 to

release a number one poo chart LP in

January— Bob Dylan’s “Desire," which was
one of fourteen LPs to hit the streets that

month. This year it will be Neil Diamond,
Pink Floyd, Journey, and Santana leading

the pack of almost forty records (more than

half of which, however, are part of a country

NEW YORK — For the second time since

the Cash Box Retail Price Survey was in-

itiated seven months ago, cutouts and
budget releases dominated print ads for

records and tapes across the country. As
was observed during the back-to-school

season (Cash Box, October 9), most of the

retailers which advertised these types of

releases were rack-serviced mass mer-
chandisers.

However, as compared with the number
of retailers which promoted budget and
cutout records last fall, about twice as many
retailers advertised these low-priced

releases in their year-end clearance sales.

Whereas ads for such releases were seen in

only seven of 20 markets monitored during

the last week of September, they were ob-

served in 1 9 of the 23 markets surveyed this

week.
The seasonal promotion of cutouts and

budget discs encompassed these retailers

and markets: in Atlanta, K-mart and T arget;

in Denver, Target, K-mart, J.C. Penney and
Burstein-Applebes; in Detroit, Federal’s; in

Houston, Woolworth, Sears and K-mart; in

Indianapolis, Murphy’s; in Los Angeles,

Sears, Thrifty Drug, Woolworth, J.C. Pen-

ney and Montgomery Ward; in Miami,

Woolco; in New Orleans, K-mart, Woolco,

Gaylord’s and Robert Hall; in Pittsburgh, K-

mart, Murphy’s and Hill’s; in St. Louis, Ven-
ture, Target, J.C. Penney and Woolworth’s;

in San Francisco, The Wherehouse and Pay

Less Drugs; in San Diego, K-mart, Sears

and J.C. Penney; in Seattle, J.C. Penney;

and in Washington, K-mart.

No Set Pattern

Of course, many of these retailers adver-

tised current releases in addition to low

priced ones. Among those chains which did

this, there was no set pattern to the mix of

records included in each ad. For example,

in the various markets in which its ads ap-

peared, J.C. Penney did not always
promote both kinds of releases, in addition,

the chain changed titles, number of titles

and prices frequently. Woolworth adver-

tised only current releases in some cities,

only low-priced albums in others and a mix
of the two in a few markets. The titles and
number of titles of both low-priced and
front-line releases remained nearly cons-

tant in K-mart’s ads across the U.S., but

prices varied considerably from one
market to another. Sears advertised either

cutouts or current releases in each of its

ads, but never promoted both types of

records together in the same ads.

Clearance Loss Leader
Using the traditional year-end clearance

sale as a vehicle, Sight-In-Sound in Cincin-

nati advertised the lowest prices for front-

line releases which have been observed

anywhere in the country during the seven

months since the retail price survey began.

In a full-page ad in the Sunday Cincinnati

Enquirer, this retailer of records and audio

equipment offered the first 50 customers
who walked in its store on Monday, Decem-
ber 27, their choice of any $6.98 list album
in stock for 99c (limited to one per

customer). Unlike other similar promo-
tions, this ad did not require the lucky

customers to purchase an album at full

price in order to qualify for the special

discount.

According to the ad on the following day,

the first 50 customers in the store would be

eligible to purchase any $7.98 list tape for

$1.99. Again, the offer was limited to one
per customer. On Wednesday, December
29, the first 100 customers at Sight-In-

Sound would be able to purchase either

any album for 99<t or any tape for $1.99.

Additionally, 40 current rock and pop
releases and 20 recent jazz releases are

promoted in the ad for “15% off our low, low

discount price." An extra 10% discount on

the purchase price was offered to any

customer who bought more than $10.00

worth of records, and a free recording of

Beethoven’s nine symphonies was
promised to anyone who bought more than

$300 worth of classical albums.

’77 Looms On Horizon
As Year Of Broadcast
Revision, And Change

WASHINGTON, D.C. — If 1976 was the

year of the copyright in Congress, 1977 and

1978 promise to be the years of the broad-

caster.

The House Communications Subcom-
mittee is planning a major overhaul of the

1934 Communications Act. The 1934 act

regulates broadcasters and their agency,

the Federal Communications Commission.
The overhaul threatens to be as com-
plicated and hairy as copyright revision.

Everyone Hit

The rewrite will hit everyone in the com-
munications business: radio, TV, cable,

telephone, satellite, equipment manufac-
turers, laser. The public, the ones on the in-

dustry’s receiving end, will also feel the ef-

fect.

Changes affecting radio broadcasters in

particular could be in the areas of license

renewal terms, technical requirements,

FCC domain, especially authority to levy

fees, and First Amendment programming
rights. For example, last year's major FCC
policy decision on formats is sure to be
questioned as the law is rewritten. Ad-
ditionally, recent court decisions' ruled

some FCC fees unconstitutional. These will
j

also be scrutinized.

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Rack-Serviced Merchandiser
Thrives On Skillful Service

by Ken Terry

NEW YORK — Between 40% and 50% of all

records and tapes sold In the U.S. flow

through the pipelines of rack jobbers to the

mass merchandisers which they service. In

order to detail how this operation works in a

specific case, Cash Box took a look at one
record department in the Mohr Value dis-

count chain, which has 20 stores in the

midwest and receives all its albums from

J.L. Marsh, the nation's largest rack jobber.

According to a recent report in Discount

Store News, the store in which this par-

ticular record department is located had
gross profits of $782,340 for the fiscal year

from April 6, 1975 to April 3, 1976. During

the same period, the store tallied sales per

square foot of $97, based on owned volume
of $2,759,800 in the 28,568 square feet of

actual selling space.

The consumer electronics department,

to which the record department belongs,

occupies 939 square feet, or 5.6% of the

store's total space. Although several

departments had larger sales than did con-

sumer electronics, only two, cameras/-

jewelry and sporting goods, boasted larger

volume per square foot. Likewise, con-

sumer electronics had a far smaller gross

profit than several of the other depart-

ments; but when its gross profit dollars

(gross profits less markdowns, freight and
a 3% provision for inventory shrinkage)

were divided by the square footage of sell-

ing space, the resultant profit productivity

index (PPI) for consumer electronics was
the third highest for any of the store's

departments.
High Turnover Rate

As shown by the accompanying chart,

the consumer electronics department's in-

ventory consists of personal care ap- 1

pliances, audio and electronic accessories,

pre-recorded and blank tapes, records and
record holders and accessories. Paced by
personal care items, which had a PPI of

$91, consumer electronics boasted an
overall PPI of $39, well above the storewide
average of $27. Records, which occupy the

|

second largest amount of footage of any
|

category in the department, placed a
strong third with a PPI of $50.

One of the keys to the record section’s

excellent performance was its annual turn-

over rate of 3.2, which was considerably
j

better than the rate for the department as a
j

whole. That high turnover rate can be par-

tially attributed to rack jobbers’ com-
|

puterized tracking and replacement
j

system. Other jobbers have similar inven-

tory control systems.

When J.L. Marsh takes on a new ac-

count, its field representatives in that par-

ticular market determine the nature of the
|

consumer who shops at the account's
J

stores. Armed with these demographic
statistics, they decidewhattypesand quan-
tities of records will sell best there.

Computer Tickets

This data is then fed into Marsh’s com-
puter, which programs the account’s initial

inventory. If two percent of an account’s

records should be classical, based on the

market survey, for instance, the bestselling

two percent of current classical releases

are delivered to that account.

On each album which Marsh ships toone
of its accounts, there is a computer ticket

with four different types of coding on it. One
of these codes determines whether or not

the album is to be automatically replaced.

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Beal Named Head
Of N.Y. Times Co.
Music Publishing

NEW YORK — In the wake of an unsuc-
cessful attempt to sell the New York Times
Music Corporation to The Lefrak Organiza-
tion, the New York Times Company has
named Ira F. Beal president and chief

operating officer of its music publishing af-

filiate. He succeeds Murray Deutch, who
announced his resignation in order to form
his own music company.

Talks with Lefrak, at which the signing of

an agreement was believed to be imminent,

broke down a week ago. According to a

source close to the negotiations,
“everything between the two parties is com-
pletely dead, absolutely and totally." This

fact was confirmed by Beal who indicated

that the points of disagreement were ex-

clusively money related.

RCA Was Interested

With this current setback at seriously try-

ing to sell the music publishing company
(RCA previously had negotiated for four

months before talks were discontinued), it

appears that the New York Times Company
will retain its publishing division after all.

Beal, for his part, at least, believes that will

be the result. "They (New York Times Com-
pany) aregoing to keep it, run it and expand
it and make it successful,” he offered. This

is an opinion Beal feels is shared with ex-

ecutives of the parent company. “Essen-
tially, their state of mind is keeping the

publishing company and running it,” he
continued.

Still, there are several offers being ten-

dered that might alter such plans. Beal in-

dicated that the parent company was
reviewing two or three remaining alter-

natives. Several European companies are

believed to be seriously considering the

purchase of the publishing company, He
indicated that one American firm which he
described as "a major record company”
was among those interested.

Off The Market
Though no deadlines have been set as to

when a sale must be consumated, it is

generally felt that if a commitment to

purchase is not firmed in the next month,
the Times Company will take the property
off the market. At that point, Beal believes

the Times would probably run the
publishing company at least for a couple of

Retail Chains Show
November Sales Rise
NEW YORK — Nationwide chain store sales

for November were up 12 percent over

sales during the previous November.

1 1.9 percent over the prior-year period.

S.S. Kresge Company, which owns and
operates more than 1,000 K-mart stores,

had an increase of 27.1 percent over its

sales last November.

Sears Roebuck & Company, the nation’s

largest chain, posted a rise of 7.7 percent

over last November, while J.C. Penney, the

second-ranked chain in terms of volume,

registered a gain of 5.8 percent.

Woolworth Company, fourth in order of

size, had an increase of 10.7 percent, and
sales at Montgomery Ward, the fifth largest

chain, rose 5.7 percent above the year-ago

month.

ZZ Top’s ‘Tejas’

LP Is Released
NEW YORK — “Tejas,” ZZ Top’s fifth album
for London Records, was officially released

on Jan. 3. In excess of 500,000 units have
been initially shipped, thus qualifying the

album for gold record status. The release

follows five months of national touring for

the group.

“Tejas” will mark the third certified gold

album for ZZ Top. Their most recent album
prior to “Tejas” (“Fandango”) was
released in April of 1975 and was certified

gold the following June. Their third album,

released in June, 1973, was “Ires Hom-
bres,” certified gold in May, 1974. Both of

these albums subsequently earned
platinum record awards from London
Records, indicating that each sold more
than one million copies.

ZZ Top’s first two albums are “First

on May 17, 1975. It peaked at #8 on Sept.

20, 1975 and exited the chart on April 3,

1976. However, “Fandango” reappeared

on the Cash Box chart on Nov. 27, 1 976, ex-

iting on Dec. 11, 1976 for a total chart life to

date of 51 weeks.

bought more this year,” Cohen said. “I can’t

put my finger on any definite trend.

However, I do know the high priced

packages like Wings and Stevie Wonder
did well. Also our Sunday sales, at the

stores which were open, turned out very

well.”

Jim Grimes, vice president of National

Record Mart, a 50-store chain, estimated

his Christmas sales were running about
10% over last year's. "The key to the in-

crease,” Grimes said, “was the good
product, like Frampton, Fleetwood Mac
and Wonder, which were able to last for a

hell of a long time. Also, the ‘greatest hits’

packages did good business for us this

year."

Ben Karol, a principal of King Karol in

New York, asserted that the Christmas

season was “beyond our fondest expecta-

tions.” Preliminary figures indicated King

Karol’s Christmas season sales were up
50% from last year. Karol cited lower shelf

prices, increased volume in classical sales

and “the best year on Christmas records in

the last five years” as contributing to the

holiday sales increase. He also indicated

that the newest releases by the Eagles and
Wings sold particularly well during the holi-

day rush. King Karol stores were open Sun-
day, and business was "very good” ac-

cording to the co-owner.
Business Was ‘Fantastic’

Licorice Pizza’s holiday business "was
fantastic,” according to John Bosshard,

Los Angeles area manager for the chain.

“This December was well above last year,”

he said. Licorice Pizza stores opened the

day after Christmas and Bosshard reported

“an excellent Sunday. We did about twice

our normal Sunday business.” Local store

operators said the fastest selling albums
during Christmas have been Wings, Elec-

tric Light Orchestra, Jackson Browne, the

Eagles, Joni Mitchell and Stevie Wonder.
At Siebert’s in Little Rock, Arkansas,

operators of the Madcats chain, Jerry

Bobeck, assistant buyer observed that

“Christmas sales were extremely good.
They were way up from last year, but that

was one of the weaker periods, due to

economic problems at large." Bobeck es-

timated that business for Siebert’s for the

1976 season was up “close to 50%” over

1975. “We certainly showed an improve-
ment overall,” he added, “with the catalog

doing well. The top 10 LPs were great. They
were 50% to 75% over normal in sales.”

Odyssey Up 34%
Odyssey Records, a fifteen store chain

based in Santa Cruz, California, increased
Christmas sales by 34% over last year's

figure, according to business manager
Paul Pennington. “That’s not including

sales from the six stores that started this

year,” Pennington revealed. Pennington
disclosed another interesting figure: “Sales

for the month of December, this year, were
up 90% over the month before.” Heavy
sellers in the Odyssey chain included the

newest LPs from Linda Ronstadt, Eagles,

and Stevie Wonder.
Recordland: 10% to 15% Up

The 22 Recordland stores did "very well”

throughout the Christmas holiday, with a
“10% to 15% rise over last Christmas in the

stores that were open then,” according to

Terry Cooper, general manager of the

chain. “Our biggest three were Wings,
Frampton and Stevie Wonder, followed by
Boston, Chicago and Elton John’s two-

record set. Olivia Newton-John’s catalog

sold well also.”

S.S. Kresge Co., parent corporation of K-

Mart stores, registered increased record

sales during the Christmas season, but

released no specific dollar or percentage
figures. Ann Wolff, national publicity direc-

tor for the Troy, Michigan-based company,
said all 1,095 U.S. K-Mart stores have
record departments. “Generally, record

sales were up, but we don’t give out any

sales figures,” she added.

Dayton-Hudson Up
Christmas sales were up at all nine

record departments of the Dayton-Hudson
Corporation, based in Minneapolis. Dieter

Pape, record buyer for the chain, said

Christmas sales were “very excellent.”

Although exact figures will not be in until

January, Pape estimated that sales were up
12 to 14% over last year after inflation fac-

tors were taken into account. All of the top

20 were prime movers for the chain, with no
particular artists leading the pack. Pape
said that of the stores that were open the

Sunday after Christmas, all reported a 12%
to 15% increase over usual Sunday sales.

“We have no information yet through

Christmas, but from what we see it looks

very good.” This was the word from Dan
Fapp, national spokesman for Sears,

Roebuck & Co., on the chain’s holiday

record sales. “It seems to be a super
Christmas, but we don’t haveenough infor-

mation yet to justify that estimation." A sur-

vey of Southern California-area Sears
stores revealed Stevie Wonder, Elton John,

Peter Frampton and the Eagles to be Sears
fastest-selling recording artists.

William Endicter, Montgomery Ward’s
district merchandiser in the Los Angeles
area said thechain did “excellent business"

in its record departments during
Christmas. He also said 1976 Christmas
sales were “considerably up — 25% to 26%
— over last year.” He added that “only one
small store” had been added since 1975.

Wards stores were open the day after

Christmas and Endicter said record sales

“were much stronger than even the night

before Christmas.” Los Angeles-area
stores ranked Stevie Wonder, Elton John,

Fleetwood Mac, Wings and Chicago as the

top album sellers during the holidays.

Dave Rothfield, vice-president and divi-

sion merchandise manager for Korvettes,

was unavailable for comment due to his

vacation. Other officials furnished no
analysis.

F.W. Woolworth and Co. had "a good
season” for record sales, according to a

spokesperson for John Bosch, the chain’s

merchandising manager who handles 11

western states and part of Texas. “The
sales haven’t all come in, so we don’t really

know what they have been. We can’t give

out that kind of information anyway.” Los
Angeles-area stores surveyed carried only

specialty or $1.99 close-out albums rather

than the top 100.

Lee Hartstone, president of the Where-
house Records chain, was unavailable for

comment. However, a survey of several

southern California Wherehouse record

store managers and employees show them
almost unanimous in their opinion of the

chain’s increase in holiday record sales.

Typical comments about Christmas 1976at
the Wherehouse ranged from “Generally

we were up from last year” to “It’s by far the

best Christmas we’ve ever had.” One per-

son said the Wherehouse in particular and
retail stores in general experienced a 250%
jump in retail sales during Christmas. Most
store managers reported a better-than-

average business the day after Christmas

as well. Stevie Wonder, Elton John, Wings
and the Eagles headed the Wherehouse’s
list of holiday top sellers.

Eastern Accounts
John Surico, record buyer for Alexan-

der's, in New York, said the Christmas
season was "very good, with sales up by

15%. I attribute it to crazy prices. Some
were extremely low, and others, like Won-
der and Wings, were highpriced packages
which sold fantastic. The Frampton album
remained consistently high for us, and the

soundtrack to “Car Wash” kept up its sales.

Our Sundays were uneven, some very

good, and others nothing to write home

about.”

“Our cash registers have been busy mor-

ning to night until Christmas,” claimed Jeff

Teitlebaum, buyer for Jimmy’s Music
World. “Good weather helped immensely,

and our price structure has been supported

well by the New York market. The high

priced packages like Wonder and
McCartney sold well, and the recent local

appearance of the Bee Gees in New York

helped us. We've been open Sundays,

sometimes doing better than other days,

sometimes worse, but the Sunday before

Christmas was real good.”

Martin Lerner, buyer for El-Roy, which
owns the six-state Record World chain and
racks 11 Times Square stores, described

the Christmas season as “more than
satisfactory, with a few percentage points

increase over last year.” Lerner said the

holiday best sellers for the two chains were
Stevie Wonder, which he termed “excep-

tional in strength,” and the latest Wings
album. Both chains were open on the Sun-
day following Christmas and Lerner stated

sales on that day were “excellent, coming
from jam-packed crowds in the stores.”

Charlie Cavage, owner and president of

1 4 Cavage's in the Buffalo area, said that af-

ter a slow start into December the month
has turned out to be “fabulous. We had
some bad weather after Thanksgiving, but

after that things really got going.” Of the 14

retail stores, Cavage said 12 are strictly

record outlets or are combined record and
gift shops. He said sales have grown this

year “30-33% with the stores we’ve added
since last year. Without them, we’re about

1 5% above last Christmas.” Stevie Wonder,
Peter Frampton, Wings, Elton John and the

soundtrack to “A Star Is Born” headed
Cavage's bestseller list.

Christmas sales were “way up” at the

Record Theater, Buffalo, according to

Lenny Silver, president of the 21-store

chain. “Without including the three new
stores we opened this year,” explained

Silver, “we did 20% better than last

season's sales." Sales were “astronomical”

the Sunday after Christmas, and according

to Silver, three times as many purchases
were made than on an ordinary Sunday.
“The great thing about this year,” Silver

continued, “is that people aren’t buying just

one album, but many.” Biggest sellers for

the chain were Stevie Wonder, Wings,
David LaFlamme, Eagles, Frampton, Joni

Mitchell, Engelbert Humperdinck and the

soundtrack from “A Star Is Born.”

Bill Berger, president and owner of

Strawberry’s, a three-store chain in Boston,

said the chain's first Christmas season was
“tremendous, better than we expected.” He
felt “good product, the greatest hits

packages and a lot of money spent on ad-

vertising” were responsible for the profit-

able holiday season. “It was more of a

catalog Christmas,” Berger explained.

“There was no one big album, except for

Stevie Wonder in the beginning, which

trailed off.” Strawberry’s was open the Sun-

day after Christmas and, according to

Berger, "did a tremendous volume.”

Coop: 1500 Wonder Week
Christmas sales at the Harvard Coop in

Boston went “extremely well” according to

Linda Stellinger, buyer for the Coop.
Stellinger noted thefact that there were two

more days before Christmas this year than

last year escalated figures.” But at any rate,

she added, “the last minute shopping was
very heavy, and our last two days before

Christmas were phenomenal. We sold 1 500

Stevie Wonders during the last week, sold

out of Joni Mitchell twice, and did well on

the new Eagles and Wings."

Bill Blankenship, vice president of The
Record, a four-store chain in Metropolitan

Baltimore, indicated Christmas sales “were

about the same as last year overall, but our

AFTRA, Mutual

mall stores did better. We didn’t have a real

blockbuster in terms of product, although

EWF, Brick and Stevie Wonder had consis-

tent sales. One thing that hurt was the

downtown Baltimore mall plan, which

backfired because people didn’t come in.”

No Blues In Baltimore

The Record and Tape Collector in

Baltimore “didn’t have a super Christmas,

but we aren't singing the blues either,” ac-

cording to Wayne Steinberg, the store’s

buyer and manager. “Last year we had a

fairly nice Christmas due to the fact that a

lot of black releases were out. But this has

been a very ‘white’ Christmas, because the

product was really rock oriented. If we had

the black product I think Christmas would

have been wide open.”

White Person’s Christmas

“In terms of record product, it was a

white person’s Christmas,” claimed
Michael Richman, owner of the three-store

Record Masters chain in Baltimore. “The
rock product kept coming,” Richman ex-

plained, "like the Wings and Eagles before

Christmas. But as for primarily black-

oriented artists, after the Stevie and EWF,
you got nothing so big. We did better than

last year, and sold a lot of Kiss for the kids,

as well as Joni Mitchell and the new Wings.”

Christmas-season sales at Waxie Maxie
in Washington, D.C., were described as

“flat— about the same as last year,” by Max
Silverman, president of Waxie Maxie.

Silverman cited increased competition in

the Washington area and lower advertised

prices as two factors which had an impact
on Waxie Maxie's sales. Silverman felt that

after the Stevie Wonder release in Novem-
ber, “the black-oriented market was really

hurting. But the rock releases kept up, and
sales were good, especially the last two

days before Christmas.”

‘Very Good, But Off’

Christmas record sales at Jerry’s
Records in Philadelphia were “very good,
but off a little from last year,” according to

store manager Dennis Horn. He blamed the

sales decline on competition. “There are

four or five times as many stores within an
eight-block radius as there were last year.

We are also in the middle of a price war.”

Still, Horn said, business during Christmas
week was “about four times better than nor-

mal.” Opening the Monday after Christ-

mas, the store continued to do good
business, Horn reported. Earth, Wind &
Fire, Labelle, Rod Stewart and Jackson
Browne, “not to mention Stevie Wonder, of

course," headed Horn’s list of best-selling

LP artists at Jerry’s.

Jack Rose, president of Rose Records in

Chicago, found it easy to sum up what kind

of Christmas it was in his six-store chain. “It

was the best Christmas we ever had," he

observed, estimating the increase over last

year’s sales as “at least 1 5%.” Big sellers for

the chain were Stevie Wonder, Frampton
and Wings, but Rose said that his classical

catalog also did very well this year.

At the five-store 1812 Overture chain in

Milwaukee “we don’t consider Christmas
over yet,” according to chain vice president

Roger Jacobi. “For us it ends Jan. 3 when
the kids go back to school.” He said the

chain so far has had “a very good season,

up about 30% from lastyear.”Thechain ad-

ded one store since last Christmas, but

Jacobi said the other stores are still a good
measure above where they were last year.

Carolee Feltz, buyer and chart compiler for

the chain, listed Peter Frampton,
Fleetwood Mac, Stevie Wonder, Boston
and Firefall as the top LP artists in

Milwaukee.
“Same As Last Year”

Christmas season sales for Record
Revolution in Cleveland were “about the

same as last year” according to Peter

Schleiwen, Record Revolution’s president.

Schleiwen claimed the opening of five new

retail stores in Cleveland during the year

hurt his Christmas business. However, he

noted that Sunday sales were “quite good,”

and mentioned Graham Parker, Frampton,

Boston and Blue Oyster Cult as Record
Revolution’s best sellers for the holiday

season.
Andy Miller, head buyer for the Peaches

store in Cleveland, indicated that

Christmas season sales for the two-year-

old store were “better than we expected.”

Miller noted “The old catalog things sold

exceptionally well, and the new product like

Wings, Eagles and Boston were very solid.

Stevie Wonder kept right on selling, and the

soundtrack to ‘A Star Is Born’ sold very

well for us. Our Sunday-after-Christmas

sales turned out to be quite successful, and

that Sunday was one of our best days.”

All six of the Swallen’s department
stores, based in Cincinnati, have record

departments now, and, according to buyer
Jerry Petite, it was a very healthy Christ-

mas for the chain. Petite estimates that

sales this season were up 15% over last

year after allowances are made for the ad-

dition of one new store in the past year.

Stevie Wonder, Frampton, Wings, James
Taylor’s Greatest Hits, Boz Scaggs,
Chicago and Bob Seger were the biggest

sellers, according to Petite.

‘Incredible’

"Incredible — really super," was the way
Christmas business at the Wax Museum in

Minnesota was described by Jim Ander-
son, general manager of the five-store

chain. “All the stores were up quite a bit. I'd

say we were up 20% from last Christmas.”

Record sales the Sunday after Christmas
“could have been better,” Anderson said.

“It was not your usual day after Christmas.

But once the Vikings game was over things

picked up.” According to Anderson,
“Wings Over America,” Jackson Browne,
Joni Mitchell, the Eagles and Stevie Won-
der “were far and away the biggest sellers”

during the holidays.

In Detroit, Amos Coachman, owner of

Coachman’s, termed his Christmas sales

in Indiana, described Christmas sales as

the way through. There was good move-

ment on the racks, with the Stevie Wonder,
and then Dazz, Car Wash and James
Brown. The B B. King Christmas album did

very well this year, along with other

Christmas albums. That old rule proved

true again this year: good material makes
good business.”

Complete figures aren’t in yet, but it is

apparent already that this Christmas beat

last year’s by “leaps and bounds,” ac-

cording to sales manager Fred DeCoop-
man of Harmony House, Detroit. The chain

now totals six stores, with the addition this

year of two outlets. “With our two new
stores,” said DeCoopman, “we had a total

40% increase in sales over last season. But

after allowances for the new acquisitions,

we still had a 22% increase overall.” Ac-

cording to DeCoopman, biggest sellers

were Wings, ELO and Bob Seger. Stores

were open Sunday after Christmas but a

heavy snow made it only an “average” day,

he observed.

Don Simpson, buyer for Father’s and
Sun’s, owner of the five-store Karma chain

in Indiana, described Christmas sales as

“very, very good." He based that contention

on three factors. “The product was good,

our prices were more competitive, and
people spent more money,” he explained.

“Kansas was a big hit here, and the new
Eagles and Wings did well, along with the

Frampton and Wonder, which held their

own."

South/Southwest

The Peaches outlet in St. Louis had a

“fantastic” Christmas rush, according to

manager MikeGlazer. "It was twice as good
as last Christmas,” Glazer exclaimed. “We
sold everything — in the three day period,

for example, we sold out six hundred
copies of “Wings Over America’. Other
sellers were The Eagles, Linda Ronstadt,

and Peter Frampton. We got ’em in, put ’em
on the floor, and out they went.” Peaches,

St. Louis was closed the Sunday after

Christmas, in accordance with state law.

Estimating Peaches’ business as “up 25-

30 percent over last Christmas,” assistant

manager Ben Daniel of the chain’s
Delwood, Missouri location said, “There

were three things that can be attributed to

the increase. More people knew our store’s

location this year, the economy was better

and there were a lot of good records outthis

quarter.” Daniel described Christmas eve

as the best day his outlet had recorded.

Best seller of the holiday season: “Wings
Over America, by far,” added Daniel.

Jim Burge, buyer for Poplar Tunes in

Memphis, said Christmas business “was at

least as good as last year. I'd say the season

was successful largely because the

manufacturers provided us with good
product." In regard to Sunday business, he

noted, “We have three locations, and our

sales figures show that Sunday openings

were helpful at only one of the stores.”

Martin Gary, vice president of Gary's in

Richmond, Va. described Christmas
season sales as “very good.” Gary
elaborated “A lot of strong product and

good advertising really made the difference

for us this year. The product that sold very

well for us were the new Stevie Wonder,
Eagles and Wings.”

Edward Ten nick, buyer for Spec’s, a five-

store chain in Miami, described Christmas

sales as "moderately better” than the

previous season. “We hired more people

this year,” he explained, “but I just can’t

think of any other developments affecting

sales. As for the product, the Salsoul

Christmas album and the latest KC & The
Sunshine Band album did well in this

market, as well as the Eagles, Chicago and
James Taylor.”

Peaches in Atlanta had Christmas sales

“substantially up over last year” according

to night manager Marty Feldman. Feldman
claimed sales were “healthy despite the

competition.” He reported that Stevie Won-
der was the store’s best seller, followed by

Linda Ronstadt, Rod Stewart and Wings.

Peaches opened an hour early during the

Christmas season and closed an hour late.

Franklin Music in Atlanta had “a real

good Christmas, going 10 to 15% up over

last year,” reported Vaughn Jones, record

manager. ‘‘Wings, Stevie Wonder,
Ronstadt and Boston topped our sales,”

she said. “Higher price packages did well,

and I think people who were looking for

bargains thought they got one.” Sunday
sales at Franklin were “very good
throughout December, but weren’t out-

rageous the Sunday after Christmas.”

The Georgia-based retail operations ow-

ned by David Kaye, Emerald City Records,

Inc. and S.G. Records, had Christmas sales

called “fantastic” and “unbelievable” by

Steve Libman, vice president of the three

firms. Emerald City Records owns and
operates the one Oz record store in Atlanta,

while S.G. Records runs nine Music Scene
record stores. “Music Scene’s sales were
up by about 80% from last year,” Libman
said. “Oz, being only two months old,

there’s nothing really tccompareitwith, but

it did about 20% better than we expected.”

Michael Starr, general manager of Emerald
City Records, commented “the two new
releases — ‘Wings Over America’ and the

Eagles new album — along with ‘Songs In

The Key Of Life’ would have to be our top

three sellers.”

‘Phenomenal’ New Orleans

L.J. Caruso, merchandising manager for

Tape City in New Orleans, said Christmas
business at his store was phenomenal.”

Caruso, who is also a buyer for the five-

store chain, said, “We had a very, very good
year. We’ve had about a 25 percent in-

crease In record sales over last Christmas.”

The store was closed the day after

Christmas, but opened the following Mon-
day to a business which was “about the

same as the day before Christmas,” ac-

cording to Caruso. He also said Stevie

Wonder, Boston, and Earth, Wind & Fire

were the three top album sellers during the

holidays.

Although Christmas Eve business was
about the same as last year's business on
that day at Mushroom Records in New
Orleans, store manager Tommy Morel
reported that December sales were down
about 12% to 15% from last year. Morel

cited competition from other stores as the

reason for the December drop, but noted

that the $1 1,000 Mushroom did on
Christmas Eve was “very pleasing.” The
store was open the day after Christmas and
did about $1800 in sales, according to

Morel, who added that the best selling LP of

the season was Paul McCartney's “Wings
Over America.”

‘Long lines’

Jerry Phillips, manager at Peaches in

Dallas, reported business at his outlet “50%
over a normal week. We had four registers

running almost constantly, with lines of

people waiting to buy. McCartney, Stevie

Wonder, Jackson Browne, and the Eagles

were the biggest sellers, and it was
probably a toss-up between Wings and
Eagles for the top spot.” Post-Christmas

trade on Sunday, added Phillips, “was a bit

better than an average weekday.”
Sound Warehouse’s largest location in

Dallas was not open for Christmas sales

last year (the store opened in January,

1976) but assistant store manager Tracy

Donihoo reported that this season’s sales

were “extremely good.” According to

Donihoo, there has been an increase of four

Warehouse stores in the Dallas area over

the last year, and he cited the increased

number of outlets as a possible reason why,

“some of our business was drawn away.”

Biggest sellers for Sound Warehouse were
the James Taylor and Linda Ronstadt
greatest hits packages.

Soundtown, a 17 outlet chain based in

San Antonio, experienced a 20-25% rise in

Christmas weekend sales over last years

figures, discounting the business done by
the four new stores added this year. “I’ll

give you an example,” said general
manager Jim Muir. “Over the three day
period we moved 1500-2000 pieces of

'Wings Over America.’ LPs by Boston,
Stevie Wonder, and Linda Ronstadt were
also heavy sellers.”

Christmas sales at the Record Hole in

San Antonio were described as "very good”
by assistant manager Bruce Laidlaw. “We
did between $6,500 and $7,000 per day for

the last week before Christmas,” he said.

We do around $2,000 to $3,000 per day
during a regular week.” The store’s

business was down from “last year at this

time (when) we had a couple of $10,000
days.” Laidlaw said the opening of a shop-

ping mall containing two record stores was
the major factor for his sales drop. After

remaining closed the Sunday after Christ-

mas, the store opened Monday to a $3,000

business day, Laidlaw reported. The num-
ber one album seller at the Texas record

store was “Stevie Wonder for sure. Boston

Genesis continues its forays into the outer reaches of

Oc-
casionally some others add parts, like Howard Johnson on

baritone sax, and Blue Mitchell on trumpet. Benson does no

vocals here, but his guitar work is characteristically energized.

He's got a lot of product out on the market now, and this set is a

fine addition.

No longer dubbing himself “the godfather of soul,” Brown
has turned it around with “James Brown — A Brand New

Sound.” Well, it’s not really, this is the same stuff we’ve been
hearing for quite some time, but that’s not to deny the quality of

the material. Brown still plays some of the best disco/funk
around, and his voice cuts through everything and makes you
pay attention. The title track should be a dance club favorite, as
well as “Kiss In 77."

WHAT’S WRONG WITH THIS PICTURE — Andrew Gold —

Since the days of one of his first bands, Brindyl, Andrew Gold

has been a musician to watch. He went on to arrange and play

on most of Linda Ronstadt's songs. This is his second solo LP,

and it fulfills the promise of his first effort. There’s a kicking ver-

sion of “Stay,” and one of his own tunes, "Go Back Home
Again,” has a solid AM singles shot. Produced by Peter Asher,

this could be a real sleeper in 1977.

On his first album on Chrysalis, Leo Kottke plays his usual

fast-picked guitar. The difference here lies in the mature perfor-

mance and arrangements. On some previous LPs, Kottke

sounded like he was trying toget it said as fast as possible; here,

he is involved with nuance and tone, and everything works.

There are no vocals, just an eclectic collection of instrumental

tracks, ranging from Renaissance to ragtime. No AM hits here,

just a feast for the FM progressive programmer.

Bread has come up with a satisfying LP, and one that will be,

Millie Jackson is one of the best ballad singers around — she
is a master of phrasing and inflection, and this LP includes ten

high-powered cuts, tunes that will appear all over RSB radio

and will then (at least a few) cross pop. Look for cuts like “You
Can't Turn Me Off" to make instant radio waves, along with

"Help Me Finish My Song.” Backup vocals are superb by The
Moments, as well as dynamic string and horn arrangements
that run through practically every track.

BOUND FOR GLORY — Original Soundtrack — UA -LA695-H

Featuring David Carradine, the star of the film, this is a collec-

tion of both pure and modified Guthrie, with the modifications

including big string arrangements by ace film composer
Leonard Rosenman. Carradine’s vocals are OK, and capture
most of the flavor of the originals. For those who enjoyed the

movie, this would be a good idea. Plus, there's some marvelous,

less-familiar Guthrie tunes, like "Howdido.” A nice set.

MENTAL NOTES — Split Enz — Chrysalis CHR 1131 —
Producer: Phil Manzanera — List: 6.98

Split Enz, in this LP, offers up some intelligent and highly

stylized pop sounds. The playing is usually innovative, relying

on excellent keyboard work, and the vocals are really special.

Each song has a different flavor; rarely does one hear such a

highly developed and recognizable style. FM progressives will

enjoy the complicated, folk-based harmony work, and will play

every cut. AM possibilities are not abundant, but “Walking
Down The Road” should break through after FM exposure.

GREAT MOMENTS OF PERCY FAITH — Percy Faith —

This two-pocket set consists of previously released Percy

Faith material, but it's all put together in an attractive package,

and they’re all, with little exception, well-known pieces. The
“Summer Place Theme” is included, as well as “Besame
Mucho.” Faith was one of the most interesting MOR arrangers

of his time, and these tracks still hold up. Some jazz program-

mers will play some of these, and, of course, MOR outlets will

want it for a Faith bible.
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MISSISSIPPI RIVER BOTTOM BLUES — Nick Katzman &
Ruby Green — Kicking Mule KM 111 — Producers: Nick

Katzman, Dale Miller, Ed Denson — List: 6.98

Nick Katzman, a fine guitarist, has gotten together with blues

singer Ruby Green and produced a fine, authentic country

blues LP that should, if properly exposed, get some serious

progressive play. Katzman is just as good a player as, say, Leo
Kottke, and Ruby Green sounds like a young Maria Muldaur.

There are some killer instrumentals; we especially like "Hom-
age To Gary Davis.” Although Katzman plays it a little too fast, it

brings back strong memories of Davis, one of the best twelve-

string players who ever lived.

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EASTCOASTINGS /POINTS WEST
EAST COASTINGS — Something New For The Coin Machine Section? — The eardrum-

damaging effects of high-volume rock concerts became the object of scientific studies

quite a few years ago. While those reports seem to have died down lately, a Pennsylvania

State professor has hit upon the disco scene as a new possible source of hearing impair-

ment or loss. (Why do they always discover these things after everyone’s gone deaf?) Dr.

Gordon Bienvemie of Penn State told UP I that loud music alone probably hurts the ears of

only 10 to 15 percent of human beings, but his concern is that the discotheque might be the

place of evening recreation for people who work in loud noise situations during the day,

bringing their total daily exposure level to loud sounds past safe limits. Bienvenue

suggests that discos have vending machines with inexpensive, unobtrusive earplugs, as

well as posting warning signs, similar to those required by federal law on cigarette boxes,

that the noise levels in a particular club could be hazardous. The doctor predicts that there

may someday be a test for susceptibility to hearing damage from loud sounds, though he

feels that the necessary technical developments are five to six years away. For now, he

reports that nerve damage resulting in hearing loss will probably manifest itself in a loss of

ability to distinguish individual sounds against a background of sounds, such as the com-
bined conversation of many people at a cocktail party.

THE MYSTERIOUS CONNECTION — In en interview with an anonymous drug dealer

printed in the Philadelphia Inquirer of December 19, William Speers was informed that

"every time a big rock group passes through here, there's suddenly a lot of grass available.

And when the group leaves, the supply dries up. ” Speers asked the dealer why he felt this

happens, and the response was, "Grass is a part of their act. They have to make it available

to get a good audience . . . Hell, 70 percent of a rock audience is stoned out of their minds.

It’s part of the whole concert thing." We hope he calls in to complain if he has been mis-

quoted.

DO-IT-YOUR-SELFER’S CORNER — “How To Make A Hit Record" is a new book by

Mike Jahn, published by the Bradbury Press of Scarsdale, New York. The book featuresJn-

terviews with Bette Midler’s manager Aaron Russo, Paul Colby, owner of the Other End
club in New York City, Scott Muni, program director of WNE-W-FM in New York, and Arista

Records’ Clive Davis and Mike Klenfner. The book uses the structural device of a fictional

artist, the steps of whose career are traced

with corresponding comments from the

real people who would have been involved.

After a partial reading, the book looks as if it

could be of interest to people outside theJn-

dustry, but it should not be construed as a

“how to " manual of any kind.

sold well, we moved a lot of Kiss, greatest

hits collections by Linda Ronstadt and the

Eagles, and of course, the (Peter) Frampton
albums.”

James Cooper, who manages Inner

Sanctum Records in Austin, described holi-

day sales as “really last minute. In the last 5

days," Cooper said, “we’ve done double the

business we’d ordinarily do.” Cooper noted

that the outlet’s Christmas business was up
20 percent over last year’s business and
counted Monday (27) as “a very busy day.

This should be like a regular day but it

hasn't been that way at all.” Joni Mitchell’s

'Hejira" was the best selling LP at Inner

Sanctum over the period.

Zebra Records in Austin, an outlet of the

Disc Records chain, opened a new outlet in

October in time for the Christmas buying

season. Geoffrey Schulman, manager of

the new store, said he was surprised at the

holiday figures. “When 30,000 students left

town for the holidays we didn’t expect a

great month,” Schulman said, “but things

took off Christmas week and we ended up
with a 40% increase over any previous

month.” According to Schulman the

season’s biggest sellers were Joni Mitchell,

Stevie Wonder and the Rocky Horror Show
import, but the latest from Wings and the

Eagles, tied for best seller. “Nothing could

touch those two." Schulman said, “they’re

the hottest things we have now."

‘Slight Dip’

Wilcox Records in Oklahoma City, ex-

perienced a “slight dip from last year, about
two or three percent,” according to Ed
Commander, manager. Although his store

is open Sunday only during the Christmas
season, Commander said Sunday sales

were up between “two and four percent.”

Steve Beilis, manager of Candyman Rec-

ords in Santa Fe, New Mexico, said his

Christmas record sales were “real fine, but

down a little from last year. We’ve had no
snow yet, so the tourists that usually buy
records aren't here. But I think we did better

proportionately than anyone else here.”

Beilis also said when the store opened two

days after Christmas his business was “just

fine.” The Eagles, Joni Mitchell and Linda

Ronstadt were Candyman’s biggest holiday

album artists.

“about even with last year," according to

Rita Hubert, manager, although business

was up “one and a half times" that of a nor-

mal week. Wings and Stevie Wonder were
among their biggest sellers.

Carla Barton, singles buyer for the 14-

store D.J.’s Sound City chain in Seattle, had
"a great week! We peaked on Christmas

Eve, and the day after Christmas sales were
down about 50% from a normal day, but
that's to be expected.” In the week
preceeding Christmas, chainwide singles

sales were about 50% to 75%, depending
on location.

Dave Arnold, executive vice president of

Brass Ear, Seattle, says Christmas
business at his seven stores was “fantastic.

We had at least a 25% increase over last

year’s sales and it’s not over yet,” Arnold

commented. Stores were open Sunday af-

ter Christmas and, according to Arnold,

sales were 25% better than a normal Sun-
day. Biggest sellers were Frampton, Wings,

Stevie Wonder, Eagles and Captain & Ten-

nille. “However,” Arnold stressed, “every

major artist moved very well at our stores.”

Buying Real Late’

It was a "crazy week” before and after

Christmas at the five-store Music Menu,
Seattle, according to coordinator Mike
Kedor. "Our customers started buying real

late," commented Kedor, “but once they

started they didn’t stop.” Kedor estimates

the increase over lastyear’s Christmas sale

as between 10% and 15%. Sunday after

Christmas was also a good day for the

chain, with sales averaging 50% above a
normal Sunday. Biggest sellers were
Wings, the Eagles, Stevie Wonder and
Boston, but, said Kedor, “Our established
catalog items went like never before
without storewide sales, although we did

use TV advertising for the first time.”

The six storesof Everybody's Records in

Portland were “up about 35% in sales,” ac-

cording to president Tom Keenan. “And
our figures from last year were good." he
added, although he stated their two college

town locations were down somewhat on
Sunday after Christmas sales. For theother

four locations, Sunday sales were up ap-
proximately “15% over a normal weekend."
Al Stewart, Wings, Eagles, Frampton and
Boston were the fastest moving LPs at

Everybody’s.

Dave Williams, manager of Portland's

Music Millenium, had “the best year we
ever had! It was great. We doubled sales

over normal weeks for the Christmas
season and during the last two days our

sales were four times normal. I came in to

do my order and found nothing but holes.”

Williams mentioned Al Stewart and Stevie

Wonder as his two big Christmas sellers,

with Boston, Wings, Joni Mitchell, George
Harrison and Steve Hillage close behind.

‘25% Over’

Tower Records in Sacramento had sales

increases of “25% over last year” for the

Christmas season, with Sunday sales up
about “twice what they were in 1975,” ac-

cording to Mike Koontz, manager. Wings
and Stevie Wonder were the two biggest

selling LPs, although Koontz noted that

“there weren’t any one or two albums that

sold so much they carried sales. We had a

lot of classical and jazz go out too."

For Tower Records in San Francisco,

Christmas business was up "20% from last

year. In fact, we were open on Christmas,

and we were up 12% from last Christmas,”

according to manager Stan Gomen.
Biggest sellers were Wings and Stevie

Wonder.
In San Francisco the Banana Records

chain had sales up over the 1975 holiday

season by “about 25% in the eight stores

that were in operation last year," noted

Barry Langham, buyer. "Until a couple

weeks ago business was up, but not to the

extent that we had planned. The last four

days before Christmas were much more
than we had anticipated.” “Hotel California"

and “The Eagles' Greatest Hits,” along with

Stevie Wonder and Wings were the biggest

sellers, with the Doobie Brothers and Linda

Ronstadt also doing well.

Estimating his Christmas business as

“up 25-30% over last year,” Record Cove
(Monterey, Ca.) Owner/manager Herb
Sherman called business on Monday (27)

“much busier than normal. It’s a matter of

kids who got money for Christmas and peo-

ple using the gift certificates they got over

the holiday,” said Sherman. Stevie Wonder
and Peter Frampton albums sold the most
there.

‘Boom Boom’ In L.A.

Cassell's Records’ manager Chuck
Mackey indicated business was “all of a

sudden, boom, boom” on Christmas Eve.

“We were planning to close at 3:30 or 4:00

but with the mad rush we didn’t get out of

the store until 7:30." Mackey described

Cassell’s first day of business after Christ-

mas (Monday) as “very good. A lot of kids

got money for Christmas and found it to be
a perfect time to buy their favorite albums,”

said Mackey. The L.A. operation's best sell-

ing Christmas LPs included the latest by

Stevie Wonder, Peter Frampton and Rod
Stewart.

The seven-store V.I.P. Records chain

"started off slow this year, but business was
up about 20% over last Christmas season,”

“Liza.” The annotation here is brief and details of personnel are
lacking but for a cross-section of a great but largely forgotten

band you can’t do much better than this.

SOPRANO SUMMIT IN CONCERT — Bob Wllber-Kenny
Davern — Concord 29 — Producer: Carl Jefferson — List: 6.98

It is hard to see how anyone could be less than enthusiastic

about this marvelous band! Wilbur and Davern alternate be-
tween clarinet and soprano and perform with a super rhythm
section (Marty Grosz, Ray Brown and Jake Hanna). There is not

a note of music here that doesn't bristle with the essence of jazz.

The program is solidly in theswing-mainstream idiom and in the

band's version of Louis Armstrong's “Wing That Music" they

have created a classic that will stand the test of time. Any time.

CHARLIE BYRD SWINGS DOWNTOWN — Improv 7116 —
Producer: Steven Lap — List: 6.98

This album is an excellent display of guitar virtuosity from
Byrd who features himself in a live session with his regular bass
and drum accompaniment. The range of material is very broad
here from Scott Joplin to Jobim to Lennon-McCartney to

Manilow, but everything is performed with grace and artistry. If

the sound of Spanish guitar is your thing then Byrd and this

album should be of special interest.

CLARK TERRY’S BIG B*A*D BAND LIVE! — Vanguard 79373
— Producer: Ed Bland — List: 6.98

This is a strong roaring crew with nine brass, five saxes and
rhythm. Ernie Wilkins' deft touch is responsible for four of the
seven charts and the material, save for a pair of Ellington tunes,

is original. Apart from the leader’s marvelous trumpet work,
it is reedman Chris Woods who stands out. This band has ac-
tually been around for a decade now, and if attention is paid to

this strong effort, it will begin to attain more than regional

recognition.

THE COMPLETE LIONEL HAMPTON — Bluebird AXM6-5536
— List: 23.98

This is the single most important reissue package to be
issued since the Pablo Art Tatum set of two years ago. It is quite

possible that Lionel Hampton was the finest instrumentalist to

emerge from the swing era and this set includes his entire RCA
outputfrom 1937-1941 . This is small band swing and because it

was recorded during the big band era it has always been
somewhat overlooked in discussions of the best music of its

time. Make no mistake: this collection ranks with Benny Good-
man's small groups and the Billie Holliday-Lester Young
collaborations as the most enduring of all middle-period jazz.

LOS ANGELES — Altnough the Federal

Communications Commission’s docket on

the commission announced it would hold

hearings early in 1 977 because of evidence

that had come before it concerning possi-

ble illegal activities by some disc jockeys in

the Washington D.C. area. No specific date

has been set for the hearings as yet.

According to one FCC spokesman, the

commission had received information that

some Washington disc jockeys had

promoted certain acts signed up with talent

agencies the deejays held interests in, and

that deejays had been discouraging other

Washington promoters from bringing acts

into the area. Another area of speculation

was that certain favors may have been

asked by disc jockeys in return for their

publicizing the promoters’ acts, the

spokesman added.
‘Investigative Hearings'

Arthur Ginsburg of the FCC’s complaints

and compliance division told Cash Box that

the upcoming “investigative hearings”

would be held in open session, as opposed

to past years’ payola-plugola hearings

508 of the Communications Act of 1934

specified that station licensees are “to be
vigilant” in attempting to prevent any type

of outside business activities or private

transactions that could present a conflict of

interest in regard to the station’s license

commitment to the commission. Section

508, which was added to the Communica-
tions Act in 1960 by Congress, also states

that any person in violation of those princi-

ples can be imprisoned for one year in jail

or fined not more than $10,000 or both. The
investigative hearings will be held to deter-

mine if any station licensee or individual

has acted improperly in regard to that rul-

ing, Ginsburg added.
According to Ginsburg, payola con-

stitutes a “criminal activity, and falls under
the jurisdiction of the United States Justice

Department, which in turn will prosecute

those found to be in violation of the law.”

When the album is sold, the store tears off

the computer ticket and mails it back to

Marsh the same day. If the code specifies

immediate replacement, the computer
gives an order for one number of that

album to be refilled. If the computer ticket

contains a "conditional” code, then the

computer can be programmed to stop

replacing certain amounts of a particular

album as demand for it tapers off.

In addition, Marsh tries to ensure a

steady rotation of inventory by having one
of its field representatives call on each of its

accounts on a regular basis. From the date-

coding on computer tickets, Marsh person-

nel can determine how long a particular

album has been in the store. If it has been
there for some time, the album can either

be returned or a line can be drawn through

the ticket so that the computer won’t

replace it after it is sold.

Managers' Flexibility

Marsh's representative is not the only

person who periodically checks on inven-

tory movement in the Mohr Value record

department investigated by Cash Box.

Mohr Value monitors all of its inventory, in-

cluding the 30% of it which has been sup-

plied by jobbers since the chain closed

down its warehouse. According to the

manager of the particular store in question,

his part-time record salesperson keeps
him informed about record turnover on a

daily basis.

The store manager stated that, based on
this information and on his knowledge of

what local radio stations are playing, he
sometimes calls up Marsh to order an

album not ordinarily supplied to him.

However, he couldn’t remember the last

time he had done this.

Frank Schlosser, record buyer for Mohr
Value, noted that the chain’s store
managers are given “flexibility to order

whatever they want to at a local level. You
might have one store that’s got 24 running

feet of hard rock and four feet of country-

western. You might reverse that in another
store, depending on its location. So in that

instance, we’ll move the picture around
quite a bit. But we get to J.L. Marsh on a

periodic basis and give them the guidelines

we want to go by per store. And then, as I

said, the manager has flexibility; he writes

in an order each week. He calls it into J.L.

Marsh. And in that instance, we're specify-

ing exactly what we want to put into that

particular store and the quantities we
want.”

Aligning Inventories’

Schlosser added that these orders are

placed at a local level and only constitute

adjustments to the basic program laid out

by Marsh. "What albums they put in and
what quantities within the dollar range, I

figure, that’s their baby, because they're

pros in the business. What I have done is

say, J.L. Marsh, you’re a pro. Here's the

dollar inventory you’re at, here’s the level I

want you to be at. You reach my dollar in-

ventory level, period, and it’s up to you to

put the best mix in there for the money that

you possibly can'.”

Eric Paulson, manager of J.L. Marsh'sSt.

Louis branch, presented essentially the

same picture of his company's operation as

it affects Mohr Value. Asked whether or not

any of the chain's store managers specify

what kinds of records they want, however,

Paulson replied, “They don't really do that.

We do that for them. No matter what they

say, their manager really looks at our print-

outs, which show what type of music is sell-

ing by category. That’s really what their

store management goes on, in aligning

those inventories to get the proper turns out

of them. And our people actually do the

guiding, not their people. Because they

have no way of telling. They get one figure

for records. They don't know what percen-

tage of it is derived from country records as

compared to rock ’n' roll as compared to

female or male vocalist.”

Price Competition
Both Schlosser and Paulson pointed out

that record price competition is very stiff in

the college town where the Mohr Value
store under discussion is located. Both of

them also indicated that, although there are

a couple of fairly good music stores in town,

general merchandisers sustain the bulk of

record sales in the area. Chains such as K-

mart and Penney’s are Mohr Value's main
competitors in the local record market.

Until recently, the shelf price of $6.98 list

albums at the Mohr Value store was $5.57.

But now, "to meet local competition” ac-

cording to Paulson, the shelf price for top

20 albums has been lowered to $4.99.

Similarly, the unit's current advertised sale

price for front-line product is $4.66;
however, that will soon be lowered to $3.99,

a common sale price for records in the

area.

Cutouts Boast Gross Margins

Like any other rack-serviced mass
merchandiser, Mohr Value receives its

records via a two-stage distribution

process. Therefore it pays more for its

albums than do retailers which buy directly

from distributors. A $3.99 sale price for

selected front-line releases could well

represent a loss to Mohr Value on those
items. This was implied by Schlosser when
he said, “we might have to sacrifice a little

bit of gross (profit) in order to be com-
petitive."

Nevertheless, this type of loss is balan-

ced by Mohr Value's emphasis in its adver-

tising on more profitable kinds of records,

especially cutouts. ‘‘Cutouts afford a

retailer a higher gross margin,” explained

Paulson, whose J.L. Marsh branch coor-

dinates Mohr Value’s record advertising.

“And today they’re looking at their gross
margins, because they’re selling a lot of

product at $3.99 (and in this case at $4.66),

where they don’tgetthathigh agross. So by

mixing cutouts with better-priced items (in

print ads), that affords them a higher overall

gross on their department at the end of the

year, because they're working with

basically a 30% markup on cutouts. If

you’re making 6% on top-line goods and
30% on cutouts, I’ll always have cutouts in a

print ad.”

She’s keeping the home fire burning while he’s burning the candle at both ends in this

old-fashioned duet reminiscent of George and Tammy. These two sound very good
together, and complement each other well.

JERRY CLARK (AMC/IRDA 2050)
You’ll Still Be On My Mind (2:28) (Youngwood — BMI) (Jerry Clark)

The heavy, pulsating beat makes this tune a good one for the boxes. It really grows on
you, and sounds better each time you play it. It’s a midtempo tune with a rock flavor and a
nice piano break.

The advanced industrial model’s freeze-

frame capability permits hard copies of the

frozen still picture to be made off the tube
by use of a video copier which turns out
hard copy “stills" in the number of copies
desired much in the same manner as a

regular photocopier machine.
MCA also supplies supporting video-

disc mastering and replication services.

The operation and functional design of

the advanced industrial model is designed
for sophisticated information storage and
computer applications. For example, In the

random access area, the government
model permits the automatic search-out of

each of the disc's 54,000 frames per side.

Each of the disc’s frames is encoded with a

number at the time of mastering so that

each frame can be called up and made to

appear on the screen automatically by use
of MCA’s hand-held digital controller which
bears a rough resemblance to a TV set’s

hand-held remote control channel selector.

The MCA digital controller, which operates

remotely from the player, permits a par-

ticular frame to be searched out and locked

onto automatically in a few seconds by sim-

ply dialing in the desired frame number on

a five-digit thumb wheel index built into the

controller and pressing its search button.

Entrance into the non-entertainment
market is consistent with MCA Disco-

Vision's earlier announcement of its con-

tinuing work, independent of others, on the

additional non-entertainment “new
businesses” applications and other uses of

its videodisc system in both the analog and
digital domains.
MCA's non-entertainment activities in-

volve the manufacture and marketing of an

advanced industrial player and other types

of hardware for use of the system as an ef-

fective communications tool in

professional, institutional, commercial,
educational and instructional training, as a

computer peripheral and in other non-

entertainment markets.

Non-entertainment general application

areas include micrographics, education,

instruction, broadcasting, image storage

and retrieval, document storage and
retrieval and computer-associated inter-

face.

MCA’s non-entertainment develop-
ments continue on schedule as an effort in-

dependent of those in the home consumer
field, which are in association with N.V.

Philips and Magnavox. Home consumer
players and supporting discs are
scheduled for market entry on a regional

basis in the latter part of 1977, after user

and marketing tests in demographically

selected homes have been analyzed and
evaluated.

Sound, characterized the calendar sale of

front-line releases as a “loss leader.” Since

Sight-!n-Sound is primarily a retailer of

audio equipment and car stereos, he noted,

“Records are strictly a traffic item. You can

I sell a ton of records, and you let one (audio)

system go out your door, and you’ve

j

matched your day's figures in records.”

He added, however, that albums “pull

very well” in his store, and that the record

sale, run in conjunction with a special

promotion on audio equipment, had been

quite successful. “Yesterday (Monday), we

[

had 400-500 people standing outside the

door and tomorrow we should do it again,”

Biddle said gleefully. “It was a well-rounded

j

sale. We pulled in a little bit of everybody.

[

And we had a valid reason (for the sale)

because it’s the end of the year.”

One reason for the sale’s success was

|

apparantly the ad’s clever phraseology.

The headline at the top of the ad was “Count

100,000 records & tapes? You've got to be

kidding!” Actually, as Biddle pointed out,

Sight-In-Sound has only enough floor

space right now to accommodate 36,000

records, with enough back-up capacity to

store an additional 18-20,000 discs. The
six-year-old company is, however,
scheduled to open a second outlet in the

near future.
Noted For Low Prices

Promoting current releases for "15% off”

instead of for a stated price also seems to

have played a role in boosting Sight-ln-

Sound’s record sales. Normally, the store’s

shelf price for albums is $4.69 (or $4.22 if

the purchase is for more than $10.00, and
it “sometimes” runs sales on specific

releases at $3.77, according to Biddle. But

this is the first time, he said, that Sight-In-

Sound has advertised a percentage dis-

count on records.

“We’re noted for our low prices in

records, but they’ve always been promoted

at a dollar figure. And 15% is the same, but

it sounds like a lot more. You see, we’re go-

ing to take a percentage off of list (price).”

Biddle stated that use of the percentage

discount “worked out pretty well this time.”

He did not explain why Sight-In-Sound ad-

vertised a reduciton of its “discount price”

when it was actually offering a discount on

list.

$300 Purchasers

As for the bonus to purchasers of more
than $300 worth of classical albums, Biddle

asserted that he did in fact, expect one or

more customer to buy at least that amount
of records. He claimed that it was not un-

usual for buyers from schools or libraries to

purchase up to $15-20,000 worth of

classical releases at once. He explained

that these buyers come to Sight-In-Sound

because the store has the best classical

selection in the area.

Why don’t they go directly to dis-

tributors? “They can’t go to a distributor or

rack and buy them at the price that we can

sell them at and get all the labels,” Biddle

responded.
Sutton Exports $2.99 Price

While Sight-In-Sound was advertising its

record low prices in Cincinnati, Robert Hall

was promoting six current releases, in-

cluding the newest albums by Barry
Manilow, the Bee Gees, Ringo Starr and
Eric Clapton, for $2.99 in the New Orleans
Times-Picayune. Aside from a couple of

prices which wound up in print ads by mis-

take, this was the lowest advertised price

for front-line records which has been ob-

served outside the New York metropolitan

area since the retail price survey began.

A record department manager at one of

Robert Hall’s three area stores confirmed
that the price was no mistake. To his

knowledge, he said, Robert Hall had never

before advertised current releases for

$2.99. “But these albums do not come in

from the regular people we buy our albums
from (J.L. Marsh). We getthem from Sutton

Distributors.”

Sutton Distributors, of course, is the firm

which owns Jimmy’s Music World, a major
instigator of the current New York pricing

situation. It is also a distributor of cutout

records and tapes. Because Jimmy’s has
consistently advertised front-line records

for $2.99 since the chain opened its first

store, industry sources have speculated

that it makes up the loss on these albums
through Sutton’s favored access to cutouts.

Automatic Returns

In the opinion of David Hampton, the J.L.

Marsh field representative who services

Robert Hall in New Orleans, Sutton has set

up the same type of deal with the mass
merchandiser that it has with its own sub-
sidiary, Jimmy’s. “They (Robert Hall)

usually buy a package, and they (Sutton) in-

clude new releases such as “No Reason To
Cry” (by Eric Clapton), and that impresses
the buyers when they see new releases at

such a low price. They get stuck with some
dead ones, too, but they get an automatic

return, so it’s hard to beat it (Sutton’s

package). But they don’t sell well here at all

because they’re not serviced. They (Sutton)

don’t have a rep. So when I come in here
and do my stuff, we outsell them pretty

well.”

Hampton stated that Sutton ships “30

cartons at a time” to Robert Hall’s stores in

New Orleans. Altogether, said Hampton,
there were about 50 cartons from Sutton’s

sitting in the chain’s area units at the time he
was inteviewed. “I just went back into the

stockroom of this Robert Hall store here,”

he said, “and three-fourths of the stock

there is Sutton’s. They’re shipping all of it

back today.”

According to Hampton, returns on the

Sutton merchandise were running at about

80%. “I don’t know how they’re going tc

make money. And I do know they (Sutton)

are taking a loss on these tops albums (ad-

vertised for $2.99). It’s just a loss leader.”

Marsh Racks Appropriated
Normally, the lowest advertised sale

price for records in New Orleans at the pre-

sent time is $3.99, which is what Robert Hall

asks for the records it buys from Marsh
when they go on sale. Now and then,

however, area retailers will put one or two
current releases on sale for $2.99. There-

fore, while Robert Hall may have been the

first in New Orleans to promote releases at

this price in print, $2.99 is not a startling

figure to discriminating area shoppers.

What really annoyed Hampton was the

fact that merchandise purchased from Sut-
ton was being sold on J.L. Marsh store

racks. “They use our racks when we’re not

around. But if I come in and see my racks
being filled up with that stuff, I stick it under-
neath.

“I don’t have any trouble, because I get

along with all the department managers.
Most of them go so far as to say, “I’ll put it

somewhere for you for a while. But then of

course they can’t keep it there very long,

because someone will get on top of them.
“It’s the buyers (for Robert Hail) who do

It. We do all the service for them and then
they get us back by ordering cheaper stuff.

But it doesn't happen very often.”

At press time, neither Dick Botwin,
national record buyer for Robert Hall, nor
David Sutton, vice president of Sutton Dis-

tributors, was available for comment.

Inner View 5 Reports
January ’77 Lineup
LOS ANGELES — “Inner View,” a nationally

syndicated radio show airing over about
160 FM progressive stations around the

country, will open its 1977 season with

Boston, Burton Cummings, Black Sabbath
and the Eagles all being broadcast during
January. Inner View recently broadcast a

two-part production called “The Who
Headphone Experience,” featuring Roger
Daltrey of the Who.

NEW YORK — Net income for Golden Crest
Records, Inc. declined $83,292 for the first

26 weeks of the fiscal year ending October
1, from the same period last year. Golden
Crest’s first half sales dropped $203,425,
compared to first half sales in 1975.

Golden Crest reported net income of

$43,108 for the first half, compared to net

income of $126,400 for last year’s first half.

Golden Crest’s first half sales were $1,767,-

375, contrasted to sales of $2,030,800 for

the same period in 1975.

Avco Record Execs Plead
Guilty To Conspiracy Charge

NEW YORK — Luigi Creatore, Hugo Peretti

and Albert (Bud) Katzel, executives of Avco

Records, have pleaded guilty to par-

ticipating in a conspiracy to pay radio an-

nouncers to play their product. The charge

further states that funds were generated by

the company by selling records to a dis-

tributor, and failing to record monies
received for these sales in the company
books and using fictitious credit invoices.

Monies received from the sales of this

product were allegedly given to now
deceased Otis Pollard, who was director of

promotions for the company. Since Pollard

is now deceased, none of the people who

were to have allegedly received the pay-

ments have been contacted, but the U.S.

Attorney’s office has records of bank
deposits made by the defendants, who
allegedly then credited these monies into

an account of Southland Distributing Com-
pany for promotional activities under a fic-

titious invoice.

Supposedly, the defendants paid ap-

proximately $170,000 to radio station per-

sonnel over the period from January 1,

1971 toJanuary 1, 1975, whileallthree were
vice presidents of the Avco Records Cor-

poration. The record company was bought
from the Avco Corporation in early 1976 by

defendants Creatore and Peretti, and is

now known as H&L Records.

FCC To Investigate Concert
Promo Company In D.C. Area

LOS ANGELES — The FCC is initiating an

investigation into charges made by a local

concert promoter stating that air per-

sonalities at WOL in Washington are plug-

ging concerts that they bring into the city

during their respective shows, with his

company being unable to secure ample air

time to promote his incoming concerts.

tre. With both companies approaching the

group’s management to bring the group to

the city, there was slight confusion with

both companies eventually going into a

partnership to bring the group into the city,

with the money simply being their share
from that partnership. From what the FCC
has told me, they are only investigating

complaints that they have received from
certain people, with no charges having

been made.”

‘Death Race’ Ruffles Scientists, But AMOA To Hold 5th Regional Seminar
The Controversy Builds Sales & Plays In Denver For Managers And Owners

LOS ANGELES — Death Race, Exidy’s

coin-operated, electronic driving gamethat
allows players to score points by running

down pedestrian-like figures called

“gremlins," has produced some measure
of controversy in the eight months since its

inception. The newest flak generated over

the nonetheless successful game
originates out of Chicago, where a

behavioral scientist has claimed that the

game contributes to “an already
widespread ‘war and killing' mentality.”

Dr. Gerald Driessen, behavioral scientist

and manager of the National Safety Coun-
cil’s research department, wrote in a recent

article for Family Safety magazine that

Death Race “shifts a violent tendency into a

form of behavioral action that carries no

negative consequences for the actor . . .

From a psychological and behavioral view-

point,” he wrote, “the device is definitely

negative.”

Another Step’

Driessen, contacted by Cash Box, called

the game “another step toward the creation

of real violence, and from that standpoint,

it’s not too amusing, especially in the con-

text of players using a driving simulator with

a steering wheel and gearshift."

Driessen also voiced objections to other

coin-operated games that allow players to

destroy tanks and sink battleships in a war-

fare atmosphere, but said Death Race was
worse, calling it a “consciousness-lowering

device.”

Jacobs Unconcerned

Exidy’s Paul Jacobs, vice president and
director of marketing, stated in a telephone

interview that he wasn't concerned about

such charges, and said any controversy

that has been generated about the game
has helped, if anything, to sell even more
units of the machine. “Death Race is 100

percent popular with the public,” he
claimed, “and we’ve never had a complaint

from a person who has actually played it.”

Death Race

Jacobs called the game "harmless," and
said the act of playing it is “a form of es-

capism like the movies or television. We
tried to depict in the game a graveyard at-

mosphere with ghosts." he explained. “The

game is one of imagination, and people or

scientists often read far too much into it.

Writing critical articles is how they justify

their existence."

Jacobs almost welcomes the con-

troversy, he said, and added that “the more
people hear criticisms of it, the more they

want to play it.”

caused the Christmas slowdown.

Christmas sales were up at Harry’s Music

Store, Honolulu, according to record
department manager Al Yoshioka. ‘‘It was a

much better year than last year,” Yoshioka

stated, “with at least a 50% increase in

sales.” Biggest sellers were Tower of

Power, Frampton, Eagles, Stevie Wonder
and Earth, Wind & Fire.

Associated Distributors in Phoenix,

which owns three Circles Record Stores

and four Cheap Records retailers, did not

have precise holiday figures in yet, but

president Leonard Singer stated “business

was up at all locations, at least an easy 1 0%,
which in a high-volume store represents a

significant increase." Singer explained that

exact figures would be available the first

week of January, but observed that buying

patterns for 1975 and 1976 holiday seasons
were different. “My day after Christmas,

which was a Sunday this year, was not as

strong as the day following Christmas last

year. That's to be expected through,
because Christmas was in midweek in

1975." His biggest selling LP? “Stevie Won-
der was a monster.”

Brian Handy, manager at Phoenix's Roll-

ina Stone Records, said his store’s Christ-

needed copyright revision. And for the

same reasons.

The 1934 act was originally written for

radio, not TV. With an antiquated law, the

FCC has had to make policy for numerous
new communications technologies: TV,

cable, fiber optics, video discs, satellites. A
patchwork quilt of different policies is

pleasing no one. In some cases, also, there

is no policy.

Some feel, in fact, the FCC may be acting

beyond its authority. Kyle Moore, president

of the Community Antenna Television

Association (CATA), last year testified, “We
believe there is no power in the Com-
munications Act of 1934 to allow the FCC to

license (cable) receivers.”

Others feel the FCC should have more
authority, for instance, that the FCC should

involve itself in radio format questions. So
far the commission has resisted both public

and court pressure to do so. Only a clear

mandate from Congress, say the FCC attor-

neys, will prompt the commission to con-

sider format.

Sleeping Dogs
The power of the broadcasters, pitted

against the power and influence of the

cable owners, has encouraged a laissez-

faire attitude in Congress. “Let sleeping

dogs lie” has been the motto. The 1962

Communications Satellite Act was the last

time the members of Congress considered

communication policy.

Unfortunately for Congress, the sleeping

dogs are stirring. Cable TV, a major hang-

up in the copyright revision process, is this

time spurring a reluctant Congress to ac-

tion.

Last year the House Communications
Subcommittee held 15 hearing days on

cable TV. The hearings followed release of

a staff report on cable which shook up
cable and broadcasters alike. Although

many felt it had been written by and for the

cable industry, even cable owners were up-

set by some of the report’s recommenda-
tions.

Subcommittee chairman Lionel Van
Deerlin (D-Cal) and counsel Harry Shoo-
shan predict further shake-ups as well. No
one is being very specific right now, though.

The Senate Communications Subcom-
mittee, decimated by the loss of its three

top Democrats and one Republican, will

probably wait for House action. Sen. Ernest

Hollings (D-S.C.), who withdrew from the

majority leader race, is expected to be the

next subcommittee chairman. Hollings dis-

tinguished himself as a spokesman for the

jukebox industry during copyright revision

last year.

Chip," on the labels.

At one time the labels were touted as the

successors to Memphis-based Stax
Records’ soul music success. Stax was
declared bankrupt earlier this year. Hayes
now records for ABC Records in Los
Angeles.

Plotkin said recent tax liens against the

singer, including a $463,969 lien for 1974
federal personal income taxes, “were
precipitating factors (in the bankruptcy). It

began years ago. There was a lot of finan-

cial mismanagement and poor business
advice given Mr. Hayes and now it’s

something that can’t be helped.

“We started looking into the situation

about two years ago and Mr. Hayes has
paid off some of his creditors. But now
we’re going ahead and filing the petitions in

hopes of getting his mind free and clear of

these harassments.”

The largest debt listed by Hayes and his

wife, Mignon, was a $1. 76-million loan with

interest from Union Planters National Bank
of Memphis.

Hayes listed hotel debts, overdue credit

card and department store accounts and
debts to airlines, flower shops and doctors.

He said he owes his second wife $3,400.

The petition also listed 14 lawsuits

pending in Tennessee, California and
Georgia against Hayes or his former
businesses.

mas week was “hectic, We would have
been even busier,” he said, “if two new
record stores hadn’t opened up near us.

We were about 1 0 to 1 5% above last year at

this time. The best selling LP was probably

the Eagles’ new one, but the ‘big three’ were
Eagles, Boston and Al Stewart.” He added
that Sunday business was merely
“average.”

In Reno, Eucalyptus Records experien-

ced “insanity,” according to John Adcock,
assistant manager. “It was four times the

volume of a normal week,” he added. “We
weren’t open last Christmas, but our Sun-
day after Christmas business was about
75% more than an average Sunday. We
sold a lot of Eagles’ ‘Hotel California' and
Boston. Wings went well and Stevie Won-
der, of course, was a hit.” Adcock noticed

that most of the sales were "of our top

product.”

Mirabelli’s in Reno was “even with last

year, which was terrific,” commented
manager Peggy Lehman. “We've been here

25 years and this was one of our best.”

Frampton, Loggins & Messina, Eagles
Wings, L.ynyrd Skynyrd and Walter
Murphy’s Big Apple Band were Mirabelli's

top holiday hits.

The Music Works in Boise, Idaho
celebrated their second Christmas in

business with a 50% increase in sales over

last year, according to manager Gary Ap-
ter. Customer response to the store’s entire

catalog was “outflaming-rageous.” The
Sunday after Christmas was especially

good, reported Apter, with sales up 50-60%
over a normal Sunday. Biggest sellers for

Apter’s store were Eagles, “Best Of Doobie
Brothers,” Boston and “Linda Ronstadt’s

Greatest Hits.” “For some reason,” Apter

explained, “Warner was extremely hot.

50% of my top 20 sellers was Warner
product.”

In Denver, Bill Slater, owner of Under-
ground Records, said that “business was
terrible. They just weren't spending money.
I had plenty of sales at $3.99 and $4.49, but

the fifty dollar sale was missing.” Wings,

The Eagles, Stevie Wonder, Heart and
Michael Murphey were fast Christmas LPs
at Underground, but Slater added that

business was down from last year’s holiday

spending pattern by about 20%. Slater

thoughtthe lack of snow, an unusual Christ-

mas occurrence in Denver, might have
slowed sales. “It just didn’t feel like Christ-

mas to a lot of people," he added.
“It was phenomenal,” stated Mel

Goodenow, manager of the Peaches outlet

in Denver. “I’d say we were up over 70% of

last year’s Christmas totals. Even what’s

going on today (12/27) seems like the day
before Christmas instead of two days after.

We sold a lot of Stevie Wonder, Eagles,

Wings and Linda Ronstadt. We still can’t get

over how many records left the store.”

More Stores

Dan Jay Records, Denver, opened 10

new outlets in time for Christmas sales, and
according to buyer Roger Adcock, sales

were “very good." At all 40 stores, said Ad-
cock, “the product moved out at the speed
of light." No figures are available yet, but

Adcock said the increase over last year’s

sales was “substantial.” Biggest sellers for

the chain included The Eagles, Stevie Won-
der, Jackson Browne, Heart, Frampton and
Steve Miller.

Bruce Bayer, owner of Independent Rec-
ords in Denver, said his store experienced
“an incredible weekend. We were up about
300% over a normal weekend and about
80% over last year’s Christmas. In August

we moved to a much bigger location, which

has really increased sales for us. Stevie

Wonder was easily the biggest seller, with

McCartney’s new album and Peter
Frampton albums being the others.”

It was a verv good Christmas for Argus
Records in Wichita, Kansas, according to

Stan Smith, manager of the highest-volume

store in the chain. Sales over last year were
“much better than expected,” according to

Smith, who reported an increase of 30%
over 1974 sales and a 50% increase over

1975 figures. Smith also noted that stores

were open Sunday after Christmas, and at

his store sales averaged $350 an hour — a

40 to 50% increase over usual Sunday
sales.

It was a better Christmas this year than

last at David’s department stores, Wichita,

according to Vicky Steen, record depart-

ment manager of the chain’s highest
volume outlet. “Sales were up quite a bit

this year,” Ms. Steen indicated, "at least 25-

30% better than last Christmas.” Biggest

sellers, according to Steen, were Stevie

Wonder, the Eagles, Frampton, “The
Doobie Brothers Greatest Hits,” J.J. Cale,

Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, Chicago and the

“Best Of Bread.” The Sunday after Christ-

mas was “better than average,” Ms. Steen

related, “but Sundays are always good for

us.”
‘Definitely Up’

Holiday record sales were “definitely up"
in the Cheyenne, Wyoming Music Box, ac-

cording to Linda Mitchell, bookkeeper for

the record store. Throughout the year “we
usually do about $200 worth of record

business per day,” Mitchell said. “I’d say we
averaged about $700 per day the week
before Christmas," she observed. When
the store opened two days after Christ-

mas, “we did excellent Monday business."

Business
The Cheyenne Music Box is half of a two-

store chain in Wyoming, with the other store

located in Laramie. Mitchell said the best-

selling albums in the days before Christ-

mas were “Boston and the Steve Miller

Band — all the top 10.”

At Des Moines’ Co-op sales were up 25%
over the 1975 Christmas figures, according

to Steve Goettsch, manager. “Our market is

geared to the top forty, so there’s not too

much progressive airplay in this area. And
our sales reflect this sort of bend.” Goettsch

singled out Stevie Wonder, Wings, James
Taylor (Greatest Hits), The Eagles' "Hotel

California” and Boston as holiday movers,

noting that his Sunday sales figures were
also up by “about a quarter.”

At the Budget Tapes and Records
franchise in Helena, Montana, owner/op-
erator Bob Liston reported sales of “four
