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1960 closes its doors with two

tremendous foreign songs riding

high on the charts — Lawrence

Welk’s recording of “Calcutta”

and Lolita's “Sailor” - giving fur-

ther evidence of the importance of

international thinking in the rec-

ord business.

The past year has seen many
such foreign products hit in Amer-

ica. It has seen many American re-

cordings sell in huge cpiantities

abroad. And it has also witnessed

an exchange of hit records between

one foreign country and another.

1960, more than any other year

has called to the attention of the

world’s record business the tre-

mendous potential of the world

market. And there is no doubt that

1961 will see continued growth in

this progressive thinking.

Many markets are still in the

embryonic stage. But standards of

living are continuing to increase.

In many nations abroad, phono-

graphs were luxury items which

only a handful could afford. But

as living conditions and incomes

improved, phonographs were one

of the first luxuries acquired.

Another important factor has

been the growth of the juke box
throughout the world which has in-

creased the exposure of records

everywhere. In many countries

juke boxes are the most important

means of exposing new recordings.

The importance of Europe,

South America, Latin America,

Canada and Australia are well es-

tablished. But there are many other

territories such as Africa and the

Near East which will provide for

further expansion in the coming
years.

Jet passenger travel which has

contributed greatly to international

record growth, will play a more
important role in the near future.

On the planning board for delivery

in about five years are passenger

jets which will travel at close to

2000 mph. This should make a

trip from California to Africa as

simple as a trip from New York to

London is today.

The record industry benefits

greatly from the interchange of

material between different coun-

tries. New artists, new sounds, new
songs aid greatly in breathing life

into a business which is always

searching for newness.

This is the record industry’s dec-

ade for international growth. We
have seen it get off to a tremendous

start in 1960. By 1970, manufac-

turers no longer will be thinking

primarily of a domestic market,

but of a “world market.”

It appears as tho Anka has his first big ’61 chart affair in “The Story
Of My Love.” It’s a tantalizing- romancer from the teen beat cha cha
school that Anka and the Sid Feller ork-chorus deliver at their coin-
catching best. The Don Costa crew takes ork-choral credits on the potent
ballad-with-a-beat coupler.

They’re two powerful
country-styled lover’s laments—the up beat “Like All The Other Times”
and the moderate paced “Don’t Worry”-—that the chanter puts across
with telling effect. Superb choral-ork assists on both lids.

“THE HUMOROUS WORLD OF JUSTIN WIL-

Justin Wilson’s world is that of the Cajuns, the
fabled French Arcadians of southern Louisiana.

It is a
warm, friendly, ingratiating comedy album similar
in some ways to the successful Dave Gardner
LP’s. Lots of good, clean fun for airplay and home
listening. Could be a big item.

“WILDCAT”—Original Broadway Cast—RCA

The musical received so-so approval from the

reviewers, but the wide-appeal of starrer Lucille
(“I Love Lucy”) Ball will certainly extend the
sales market here. The Carolyn Leigh (lyrics)

vision,” “Those British War Movies” and several
others. A very funny album that should do well
despite its limited airplay possibilities. Album
refrains from actually billing Jordan.

“DO RE MI”—Arranged and Conducted by Jim
Tyler and Maury Laws—Time S/2032
The delightful score from Broadway’s newest

hit musical is given the big lush band treatment
plus added percussion effects. Arrangers Tyler
and Laws have pulled out all the gimmick stops
in revamping the Jules Styne tunes for stereo
entertainment and have succeeded in producing a
pleasant instrumental date.

“JUANITA !”—Juanita Cruse—GNP 51
Juanita is a brightly swinging vocalist with a

lithe, jazz-intonated voice. Her debut disk for the
Gene Norman label features her in sparkling per-
formances of “Alone Together,” “Fine And Mel-
low,” “Go Bless the Child” and seven others. In-
strumental support by the Gerald Wiggins ork is

right in the groove with her. Fine new talent.

“ROMANTICA”—Raymond Lefevre and His

“SING ALONG IN FRENCH '—The Ray Ventura

The fourteen French songs sung so beautifully

by the Ventura choir are very familiar items
(many have popular American counterparts) and
the urge to sing-along is irresistible, but, un-
fortunately, no lyrics are provided. A sad affair!

Nonetheless, it’s a wonderfully entertaining album
and should provide many hours of playing enjoy-
ment.

Eldridge is a perfect example of the jazz hero
who has not dimmed despite years of being on
top. It is a pleasure to hear his warm, simple yet
imaginative trumpet style go to work on a hand-
ful of standard pops. In small group surround-
ings here he plays delightfully with “Sweet Sue,”
“Bossa Nova,” “When I Grow Too Old To Dream,”
“Misty” and “But Not For Me.” A disk of undi-
luted jazz pleasure.

“BLUE GATOR”—Willis Jackson—Prestige 7183
Jackson, an extremely forceful, soulful tenor-

man, is heard in a program that once again dis-

plays his driving intensity in his approach to
blues and jazz. Among the six sides are “Blue
Gator,” the gripping title tune; “Try A Little
Tenderness” and “She’s Funny That Way.” Ex-
cellent support from Jack McDuff (organ), Bill

Jennings (guitar) and others.

“SWINGING WITH THE MASTERSOUNDS”—
Fantasy 3305
The Mastersounds, now disbanded, attracted

much attention last year as a coming jazz quar-
tet. With instrumentation identical to the MJQ
(except for the Fender electric bass), they were
totally distinct in their concept of jazz, adhering
to a strong reliance on melody and swing. The
selections in this set include “Golden Earings,”
“I Could Write A Book” and “There Is No Greater
Love.” A fascinating group.

“HAVE YOU HEARD HERMAN FOSTER”—
The Herman Foster Trio—Epic LA 16010

Foster, working within a trio context, displays
a fiery, earthy blues technique with ample drive
and intensity to rival the top “funky” pianists of
the day. This debut set for Epic teams him with
bassist Earl May and drummer Frank Dunlop in
six extended selections, among them ‘‘When I

Fall In Love,” “Angel Eyes,” “Volare” and the
dynamic “Herman’s Blues.”

CLASSICAL

“ALICE THROUGH THE LOOKING GLASS”—
Adapted by Douglas Cleverdon, starring Jane

Lewis Carroll’s immortal tales of Alice in Won-

Conniff: Artists Will Use
Studio Techniques In P.A.'s

NEW YORK—In the years to come,
artists will practically bring the re-

cording studio with them when they
make personal appearances, according
to Columbia Records maestro Ray
Conniff.

Conniff predicts that “. . . all of the
major recording artists who do per-
sonal appearances will be carrying
along their own sound systems and
engineers ... It is utterly ridiculous

for an artist to make a personal ap-
pearance in a concert hall or a night-
club which makes use of one micro-
phone, and perhaps two speakers, par-
ticularly after recording with multiple
microphone pick-ups in the recording
studio in addition to all the other elec-

tronic devices which are available.”

Conniff, who has his own stereo
sound system and crew of technicians
and engineers for his “Concert In

Stereo” tour, feels that it will be a
common sight to see sound engineers
seated in the middle of the auditorium
balancing an orchestra on stage with
the help of their mixing machines.
“The big band sound of the thirties,

reproduced with one microphone and
two speakers on stage, is no longer a

big in-person attraction,” Conniff
says. “The reason for this is that the

bands sound better on records than

they do in person due to the use of

echo chambers and other electronic

aids which are now being used in the

recording studio.” Conniff feels that

it takes something new and different

in sight and sound to take people

away from their TV sets and out to a

live performance.

As to the impact of stereo on big

bands, Conniff says that “the success

of stereo is bringing back the big

bands in a different way. Instru-

mental or vocal group records will

very definitely have the edge on the

renditions by a solo vocalist due to

the larger spread of sound which is

available by the use of an orchestra.

Because of stereo, our next musical

era will revolve around more instru-

mental sounds and large singing-

groups.”

WB's Weiss In U.S.

BURBANK, CALIF. — Robert B.

Weiss, international director of

Warner Bros. Records, is making his

first state-side visit in a year and a

half, having arrived from Paris last

week (21) for meetings with label

president James B. Conkling.

Weiss’ trip to the United States is

his first since he left for overseas in

July 1959 to begin preparations for

the launching of the WB label abroad,

which began in April of this year.

Weiss will stop off in New York for a

brief meeting with the New York op-

erations staff of WB.
Prior to his arrival, Weiss con-

cluded a jet tour of the various Eu-

ropean licensees of WB Records for

final discussions on production and

promotion plans for the January-

April 1961 period. Stops on Weiss’

itinerary included London, Hamburg,
Helsinki, Stockholm, Oslo, Copen-

hagen, Amsterdam, Brussels, Zurich,

Vienna, and Milan.

Weiss and Conkling are discussing

the global disc picture with regard to

the further expansion of the label,

the acquisition of foreign artists and

material for the WB catalog, and fu-

ture recording plans of WB records.

The Warner Bros, label is repre-

sented globally under the WB trade

mark. The company is represented in

such markets as England, Switzerland,

Norway, Denmark, Finland, Germany,
Austria, Holland, Belgium, Italy,

South America, Australia, the Philip-

pines, New Zealand, Mexico, Japan,

and Hong Kong. One of the main dis-

cussion points between Conkling and

Weiss will be to outline new foreign

sales markets to be included in the

1961 expansion of WB internationally.

According to Weiss, the majority of

the international licensees of WB du-

plicated the success obtained in the

USA by Connie Stevens (“16 Rea-

Similar threats have been hurled at

juke box location owners featuring re-

cordings by Negro artists.

During the pre-Christmas week, it

was reported that the threats subsided
and there was an easing of the gen-
eral tension that prevailed during the
past month. However, it is believed by
many in the New Orleans area that
threats to these record shops will be
renewed at the beginning of the new
year.

This information has been gathered
from many people in New Orleans
who, because of the explosive situa-

tion existing, requested that their

names not be used.

WB Jan. Plan Lets Dealers Trade

All-Label Slow Moving Stock
HOLLYWOOD—Jim Conkling, presi-

dent of Warner Bros., last week an-

nounced a major Jan.-only sales effort

directed exclusively towards “two

problems of this country’s record

dealers—overstock of slower moving
items and the crying need for faster

turnover at the dealer level.”

The label is also releasing seven

Jan. LP’s which are included in the

program.

“For several months,” Conkling

said, “we have witnessed a deluge of

new LP product being directed to the

dealer by hundreds of record com-

panies. Much of this, though undoubt-

edly good product, simply has not

moved from dealer shelves.

The WB plan permits the dealer to

return to WB distribs a formulated

quantity of this slower moving mer-

chandise regardless of label and re-

gardless of speed or type.

For every $5 worth of WB LP’s

purchased—both catalog or new prod-

uct—the dealer may return to the

WB distrib $1 worth of any slow

moving product he has regardless of

label, speed and so forth.

When this was written in Stockholm, Christmas was here, not a White;

Christmas as we had hoped. We always have snow a week before and a week
after the Christmas holidays; it seems to be a tradition. Everybody is now
relaxing from the busy weeks in December when people at record companies,

and in the record shops had to work as never before. Usually, most record;

companies have been complaining about the bad sales results, and some people

have blamed the rising social standard, at least in Sweden, for the bad sales

figures. “Everybody is so busy in buying TV sets and new cars that no one has
j

time or money for anything else.” Maybe it was so, but the other day we got

the 1,000.000 TV license owner in Sweden (with a population of 7,5 millions)

and since there are more cars than ever on the roads in Sweden these days, it

seems people suddenly have come to a point where they buying other things,

such as records.

This good report from Sweden is not typical to the Swedish market. When
I visited Finland, Denmark and Norway last November, record people there

said about the same thing. 1960 definitely was a very good year all over Scandi-

navia.

I’ve also been in contact with many juke-box people. According to them, they

have not discovered any difference in the economical structure. People did not

play more or less records on the juke boxes than in other years. On other

hand, pinball games of all kinds look more popular than ever and the operators

feel they see a rising interest in those machines.

Radio and TV helped to stimulate the record sale in Sweden during Decem-
ber. It was mainly two companies, Philips and Polydor, which noted extra busy
days after the Dutch-Indonesian brothers The Blue Diamonds (Philips) and
Austrian singer Lolita (Polydor) had appeared on TV. The sale of “Ramona”
on Philips and “Seemann” on Polydor went higher than the companies expected

and the only problem was whether the labels could get records pressed fast

enough as the orders came in. In radio, where Eartha Kitt appeared, a new
interest in her old and new recordings was created.

As to radio, the much discussed so called pirate radio station, Radio Nord,

was supposed to start its operation a couple of days before Christmas, but in

last minute the start was postponed. According to Jack S. Kotschack, head of

the station, the station was supposed to be in operation before Christmas was
over. The station is located on board M/S Bon Jour, sailing under Nicaragua’s

flag, and located outside Sweden’s three mile border. Radio Nord is supposed

i to cover Stockholm and the neighborhood, which means it will reach between

|

two and three million listeners. It will be the second pirate station operating in

this part of the world, the first one was Radio Merkur, located in Oresund,

j

between Sweden and Denmark. Radio Merkur is by now well established, and

j

seems to be one of the most popular stations in southern Sweden and Denmark
(the Copenhagen neighborhood). It might give an idea of Radio Merkur’s

popularity when it is known that in some of Copenhagen’s leading hotels the

loudspeakers in the bars and lobbies broadcasted the Radio Merkur programs.

I

Top sponsors of Radio Merkur are some of Sweden’s and Denmark’s record

companies.

Back to record biz, the next two weeks or so will see very little sales activity.

By tradition, sales slowly return back to normal around the middle of January,

Swedish Labels Raise Sales

With New Sales Methods
STOCKHOLM—Record companies in

Sweden are now trying new ideas to

stimulate sales figures, and are suc-
ceeding in their attempts to reach
good sales results.

Sweden has about 700 record shops,
of which approximately 200 are con-
sidered major outlets. Some thirty-five

shops, mainly in the leading’ cities,

stock all labels.

To reach a large number of record
buyers, Bonniers Folkbibliotek (BFB

)

started engaging its own agents to ap-
proach the buyer in offices, factories,
etc. This happened a couple of years
ago. Soon after, Knappupp also did
the same. Other companies have been
trying other ways, among- others, sales
in rack services. Only one record club
operates with full cooperation by the
record companies.

There are no record distributors in
Sweden compared with the U.S. All
companies here have their own pro-
duction as well as distribution facili-

ties. The American companies are rep-
resented in Sweden either directly by
their own sales organizations (Philips,

EMI, RCA, etc.) or by a Swedish rec-

ord company, or by an agency, which
leave the production and distribution

to a Swedish record company.

In Sweden, EP’s are reaching top

sales figures. It often happens that

an American LP is pressed here as

three or four EP’s, sold in domestic-

made envelopes.

Only very few EP’s in Sweden
reach the 100,000 sales mark, which is

the minimum for a gold disk here.

Among others, Elvis Presley (2), Pat
Boone (1) and Paul Anka (1) have
passed this mark, and of course, sev-

eral Swedish artists.

It is of interest to compare the
Swedish sales figures with the popu-
lation in Sweden. One must remember
that Sweden has a population of only
around 7.5 million, and the sale of

100,000 records in Sweden compares
with around 2.5 million records in the
U.S.

General speaking, the sales results

and sales figures from Sweden must
be considered as most satisfactory.

Lengsfelder Back From 10-Week Trek
NEW YORK — H. J. Lengsfelder,
managing director of Request Rec-
ords, has just returned from a 10-
week trip which took him through
Portugal, Spain, Greece, Italy, Aus-
tria, Switzerland, Benelux, the Scan-
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dinavian countries, France and Eng-
land.

Lengsfelder’s activities included

:

contracting for and making of new
recordings; negotiating with distribs

and importers which now means that
Request disks will now be either
pressed or imported in most of the
important countries of Europe (in

England, France and Italy negotia-
tions with various parties are still in

progress).

In addition, the exec carried on ne-
gotiations with scores of sub-publish-
ers on behalf of his Pleasant Music
Publishing, acquiring new works for
publication in all English-speaking
countries. Pleasant Music is the sub-
publisher of the catalog of Ludwig
Doblinger, the old Austrian pub-
lisher with one of the largest catalogs
in Europe. After conferences with
Doblinger execs, Pleasant will step-up
its activities for the catalog in Eng-
lish-speaking countries.

Lengsfelder also conferred exten-
sively with the program directors of
radio stations in all the countries
visited.

Sobedi is the firm which handles the

nanufacturing of records for such brands as: MGM, Columbia, Capitol, HMV,
Jdeon, Parlophone, Pathe, Moonglow, Ronnex, Hebra, etc. President is F. Jans-

sens and Sobedi possesses one of the most important plants which exist in

Belgium. Thus Sobedi only takes care of manufacturing of records for any

firm Firm, of course, also has its own brands, among which Olympia is the

best known. This label is distributed by Sobedi’s sister-firm “Cobedi,” 32 Rue
3t Christophe, Brussels, which is the sales organization. On this brand, Sobedi

lately released “Pour Toi Seul” by Frans Bonne, which is an accordion number
of which the firm sold about 50,000 records, which is quite a result for a

country like Belgium. For the moment, Sobedi has a number which is headed

for the Belgian Best Sellers and is called “Kasaboubou Sobedi Cha Cha” by
Bob Milan and his boys. On the Olympia label, Sobedi releases mostly popular

music, such as accordion, Flemish songs, etc. Shortly Sobedi will launch a new
brand which will handle exclusively juke-box music and pop numbers. Sobedi

also is the agent for the distribution of the low priced lines in Belgium such

. as Tops, Design and Gala. These brands mostly release LP’s and a few EP’s.

Sobedi also has the agency for Benelux of a French line: Pretoria, which
mostly handles classical music. Some of its members are released in Holland

on Artone.

Anny Ranke is the name of a new Flemish girl singer, who presents the

Flemish version of “Never Let Me Go” (“Nee Dat Vergeet Ik Nooit”) on the

Palette label. Frans Van Schaik, the former “singing wanderer,” made his

comeback on Palette with the Dutch versions (lyrics by Ernst van Altena) of

the French success “L’Absent (“Mijn Eenzaamheid”) and “Tu Te Laisses

Aller” (“Jij Laat Je Gaan”). Louis Neefs, one of Belgium’s most popular sing-

ers, is the star of a TV-musical, especially written for him: “Anita My Love.”

From this musical Palette recorded two hits, “Anita My Love” and “El Co-

rococo,” sung of course by Louis Neefs. After the fantastic success of the

Makadopoulos orchestra with its version of “Les Enfants Du Piree,” the group
made another best seller under the Palette label, which has been issued in the

U.S. too: “Yahabibi” and “Harem.” This time Yanika sings the tunes.

'Amsterdam. It was also a Farewell Party for Mr. Solleveld and a hearty “wel-
come” to his successor with L. C. Phonogram, J. Th. v. d. Meer. Mr. Solleveld

has been appointed a director at Philips’ Industries, Einhoven.

The Blue Diamonds’ recent TV performance in a nationwide amusement pro-

gram was a smash! The boys sang two titles of their hot EP: “White Christ-

mas.” Directly after the TV program, dealers started ordering their Xmas
records which might get The Blue Diamonds another golden disk. Speaking
of golden disks: The Blue Diamonds’ “Ramona” proves to be a real record
record! The boys can’t find the time yet to accept the golden trophy for “Ra-
mona” and at the time they are available L. C. Phonogram might as well pre-
sent them with two golden disks, since “Ramona” is over 160,000 sold copies
at this very moment.

“The market for 10', which seemed to be dead 5 years ago, has come alive

again,” says Cees Hundepool, Bovema’s Capitol label manager. Especially the
10' series from Germany, sold at 12 guilders, has proven to be a huge success.
Germany ordered at least 2,000 single copies of Bovema’s Capitol-Dixie single
series last week. Except the ever-lasting triumphs of “Telephone Baby” by
Johnny Otis and “Let’s Have A Party” by Wanda Jackson, Mr. Hundepool feels
very satisfied about the past St. Nicholas- and Christmas sales. Gene Vincent’s
“She She Little Sheiba” and Frank Sinatra’s “Time And The River” fit well
among the big hits of today.

MGM’s chart in Holland mentions a couple of things to come: 45 rpm re-
cordings of Earl Hines, Charlie Shavers and the great gospel group, “The Soul
Seekers” will be released within a short time. Frank Visser, Bovema’s MGM
label exec, further reports: “We’re very happy with these Vera Lynn LP’s and
I’m looking forward to release Connie Francis’ “I’m Beginning To See The
Light” and the German version of “Many Tears Ago.” Sales figures have made
a sharp upward move and I’m sure MGM has now taken its place among the
best labels in Holland!” There’s a lot of demand for “Kol Nidre,” a Jewish
traditional, sung by Bela Herskovits. MGM will soon release another 45 rpm
recording of this singer.

Famous judge Romke de Waard made an EP playing the bells of the “West-
ertoren” in Amsterdam. He recorded popular tunes in a way people thought
was impossible. Sales are already tremendous (CNR).

The “Jazz On Single” series of C. N. Rood has grown to one of the most
important series in that field in Holland. New releases of platters by Erroll
Garner, Sarah Vaughan, Gerry Mulligan, Edmond Hall, Stan Getz, Chris
Barber and Papa Bue’s Viking Jazz Band attribute to its popularity.

Bovema’s new Pathe label attracts attention by two excellently recorded
opera’s “Samson Et Dalia” by Saint Saens and Gliick’s “Orphee.” Also on the
Pathe label is the famous Fi’ench moviestar Danielle Darrieux bringing fairy
tales of Grimm, Andersen and Perrault in magnificently designed albums with
textbooks.

The Imperial label hits the teenager market with Fats Domino and his “Girl
Josephine,” which entered the Dutch charts this week on number 9. Although
the number one teenage star, Lydia, has left for the States, her records are
still among the favorites of many youngsters.

His Master’s Voice, Bovema’s major label, reports the tremendous success
of “Wiedersehn mit Marlene,” on which Marlene Dietrich celebrates her come-
back in Germany, her native country. Another comeback is made by folksinger
Johnny Jordaan with “Als De Zon Weer Gaat Schijnen” and “De Saxofoon

states: “Naturally we are all sorry to bid farewell to our friends at Arn-Par
as the association between our two companies over the past five years has
been a most happy one, and I cannot speak highly enough of the co-operation
we have received. As Australians we are highly flattered by the interest
shown in our country by this U.S. record company and the investing of
American capital in Australia indicates a healthy confidence in the general
economy and activity of our land both now and in the future.” It must be noted
that with this overseas capital now invested in Festival Records, Gillespie’s
company W&G Records becomes the major independent company of Australia.
Situated in Melbourne, it has a complete plant from studio through to sales
organization. Gillespie further stated that W&G is “a virile company and
well capable of handling any major catalog in the western world today.”
Marks recently visited Gillespie to finalize details of the change of production
of ABC-Paramount material at the expiration of the present W&G contract
in March.

Pye Records is making a good effort to win jazz record fans with its series
of jazz EP’s. Latest issues feature Jonah Jones, Sydney Bechet and Gerry
Mulligan.

Many people throughout the record and music trades have had the good
fortune to meet and talk with Mr. E. R. Lewis, chief of the English Decca
company, and his wife during their recent Australian visit. Members of all
sections of the trade attended a well organized reception given by EMI at
Melbourne’s Chevron Hotel. The gathering—a happy and informal affair—
was hosted by John Burnett, head of the EMI organization in Australia.
Other EMI executives present were Roy Minniken, Len Gray, Rea Benn, Derek
Robertson, Don Oates and Stan Deverell. During discussions with Lewis, he
said that the album trade in England was quite buoyant and was continuing to
develop in spite of rising production costs. Lewis expressed surprise at the
rather sharp decline in singles sales throughout Australia but believes that it
is only a temporary state that will right itself during this year. Lewis said
that he is quite happy with the sales response to some of his material that
has been issued in America—particularly the Mantovani albums and the cur-
rent Mantovani single click, “Theme From Exodus.”
Judging by the tremendous air-play it is receiving, Brook Benton’s knock-

out performance of “Fools Rush In” could easily be his biggest hit to date
here for Mercury records. Benton has long been a favorite wittT disk-jockeys and
most of them rate “Fools” as his greatest single so far.

The Fellowship of Australian Composers has begun producing a series of
newsletters designed to stimulate interest in the music of Australian com-
posers. Executive officers of the Fellowship are Lindley Evans, George Eng-
lish, Robert Hughes, Hal Evans, John Antill, Dorothy Dodd, Kurt Herweg,
Clive Douglas, William James and John Wheeler. This organization operates
in close liaison with APRA (Australasian Performing Right Association).

Patricia MacGregor, so well known to visiting overseas artists, has taken
up the position of secretary and publicity director of Col Joye Enterprises.
This organization has been formed to handle Col’s affairs, it also controls its
own booking agency and the Joye & Wheel Publishing Company. Patricia
has been responsible for some of the outstanding publicity that has been a fea-
ture of the visits of lots, of American artists. Col Joye’s proposed visit to
England did not materialize at the arranged time, however it has been set
for the immediate future. Kevin Jacobson is presently arranging a new sched-
ule for Col that will take him to Europe in addition to a lengthy tour of
England.

' Coronet Records has released an interesting single by Tony Brady. Tony
is promotion manager of Belinda Music and is also a capable vocalist. The
disk, Tony’s first with Coronet, carries two songs by American writers Sid
Tepper and Roy Bennett, “Angel In A Red and White Scarf” and “Catch Me
A Kiss.”

Top Rank Records has
issued Jerry Butler’s “He Will Break Your Heart,” which is one of the hottest
items on the current lists of The Cash Box. Jack Argent of Leeds Music is
back m Sydney from his quick world trip—we’ll have more of this in a future
issue. Jonathan Daly of the popular Delo and Daly team, is on his way back to
Australia under a long term television agreement.

Rossi is the Italian publisher of the hit song, “Personalita.” Actually, the pub-
lisher is Aldo Speriani of Metron, a very close friend of the songstress for a
long time.
2—In the full page ad from Ariston, the title “Duo Note” was listed. It is

actually “Due Note” (Two Notes) and is the current smash of Mina, the num-
ber two spot on this week’s chart.

3—In the full page ad from Curci, its address was Galleria Del Carso 4. The
right address is Galleria Del Corso 4. Moreover, one of Curci’s serious music
composers listed is Zandonai instead of Zandomai, and Domenico Modugno’s
hit is “Ciao, Ciao, Bambina” instead of “Ciao Giao Bambina.”

GERMANY
The TV people have divided up the rights for pop music festivals in ’61. The

first will take place on June 4 in Baden-Baden and will be carried over the
state owned channels for Germany. The winner will also represent Germany
in the Europe wide finals. The Radio Luxemburg festival which will take place
in Wiesbaden on September 23 will be carried by the new second channel,
which is partially commercial.

Ever-active Paul Siegel has sewed up the rights to distribute the East Ger-
man state owned record production in the U.S. Paul will take the records from
the Amiga label in East Germany as well as music from China, Poland and
other Iron Curtain countries and in return will give western material for
release in the east.

Here’s further information from Austria: After a one week stay in the
Austrian capitol of Vienna, we found that the market there is closely connected
to the German market. Records are about 20% higher because of import duty
and therefore the sales are lower due to a weak economy there. Austria has
turned into a top testing block for German and American records. The radio
there is very important and although the station (state owned) was recently
rocked by a small payola scandal, the record programs still go on. The current
hillbilly fad actually started in Austria, as Belgium’s Bobbyjaan hit the top of
the hit parade there before appearing on the German charts. American Gus
Backus could be called the top recording star of Austria at present with 3 of
his records enjoying high positions on the charts at present. All the German
record firms are well represented there, and publishers from Germany either
have an affiliate in Austria or a deal with an Austrian publisher. Since most
American material is given to a German firm for Austria, sub-publishing rights
from Germany is the best the people there expect. That’s it for now. We’ll be
giving you information from this small but important test market as it comes
in.

Gerd Hammerling of Schaeffers market is crowing about the success of the
German composition, “Pepe,” which is enjoying top success in America and is

soon to have several German versions on the market, including readings from
Eleetrola, Phillips and Teldec.

Germany’s Palette record boss Werner Mertin reports that the German sung
recording by Marlene Stolz of “Gute Nacht, Johnny Boy” has been released in

America. The song was written by Americans Fred Jay and Art Harris. Fred
has turned out many top lyrics for tunes released here including the new Paul
Anka German release.

Metronome records reports that “Save The Last Dance For Me” by The
Drifters is enjoying terrific sales now. Although the song has also been re-
corded by Ivo Robie, the original version is moving exceptionally well.

Peer Music reports that the new Billy Vaughn version of “You Belong To My
Heart” passed the 50,000 mark after only 6 weeks of release.

Producer Kurt Feltz has just recorded “Mule Skinner Blues” in German with
Peter Alexander, who sold over 400,000 with his “Heartaches By The Number”
and American Bill Ramsey in duet.

Elvis Presley may be the first American record millionaire in Germany since
Mitch Miller did the job here with his “River Kwai March.” Elvis’ version of
“It’s Now Or Never” has already passed the 800,000 mark pressed in Germany
alone.

Simon Brehm of Sweden visited Vienna and the Polydor production office of

Mr. Mendolsohn with Sweden’s top female seller, Lill Babs. It looks like Lill

will be recording in German for Polydor in the near future.

Teldec’s Wyn Hoop is set for 5 TV shows in the next two months here. He’ll

mainly be concentrating on his new recording of “Wer Kennt Den Weg,” the
German version of “I Walk The Line” which is beginning strongly here. Wyn’s
new recording of “Are You Lonesome Tonight” has just been rushed on the
market.

We reported that the record business took a drop in 1960, but Teldec reports
that December sales may just push the total turnover over the ’59 mark. Teldec
did 40% better business last year during November than in ’59 during the
same period with such hits as Elvis’ “Wooden Heart” and “It’s Now Or Never,”
Caterina Valente with her “Never On Sunday,” “Itsy Bitsy” and “Rosalie,” and
Vico Torriani selling like hot cakes.

Former George Shearing sideman and very popular harmonica player,
“Toots” Thielman, has recorded an LP in Berlin for release on Polydor.

The German trade publication Musikmarkt has listed the top 5 records of
1960 in Germany. They are in order: “Marina”-—Rocco Granata, “Banjo Boy”

Jan & Kjeld, “Under Foreign Stars”—Freddy, “Never On Sunday”—Lale An-
derson and “Sailor”—Lolita. All have gone over the million mark in the world
market. Next week we’ll dedicate this column to a summation of the year 1960
by the different record companies.

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ITALY NEW ZEALAND
The board of IFPI Italiano is formed as follows: president: Mr. Trinelli,

head of the Cetra Record House in Turin; vice presidents: Ing. Baechini, head
of Italian Decca in Milan and Mr. Ornato, director of RCA Italiana in Rome;
secretary: Mr. Frachetti (independent); board of directors: Mr. Mintangian,
president of Durium; Mr. De Guy, president of VCM; Mr. Baron, president of
Philips Italiana; Mr. Gurtler president of Gurtler-SAAR; Mr. Trevisan, head
of Record House Combo. There are 21 record houses in Italy that belong to

IFPI Italiano.

I have the figures of the Italian record production in 1959, arranged by Mr.
Frachetti, secretary of IFPI Italiano and published in Italy by Mario De Luigi,

in his monthly magazine, Musica E Dischi. They will appear in next week’s
Italian column in The Cash Box. In advance of this column, while the number
of records pressed in Italy in 1957 amounted to 11,938,000 and 16,875,000 in

1958, in 1959 all of the records moulded in this territory was 18,332,000. In the
next column, the figures regarding the varied types of records and a diagram
will be shown.
Had an interesting conference with Mr. Gurtler and learned that Tony Dal-

lara will record for him. Gurtler does not wish to give further comments to the
press about Dallara’s return to his house. For many months, Dallara seemed
to be on the point of signing a contract with Casetta, but now he has renewed
it with Mr. Gurtler, and already a new LP on the Music label has come out
coupling two Italian songs—“Chango’ ” and “II Mio Giuramento,’’ both with
Gianfranco Intra’s orchestra. Gurtler is not planning a release of the artist

abroad but means to strengthen his popularity in Italy. Therefore, Antonio
Lardera (Dallara’s real name) can take any initiative concerned with the for-

eign countries, where he hopes to get profitable engagements for night clubs
or theatre shows rather than a heavy program of new recordings for foreign
record companies, as Gino Lardera, brother and manager of the singer told me
at a cocktail party held in Milan to welcome the renewal of the contract. It is

said that Dallara will take part in the San Remo Festival with Gino Paoli’s

tune, “Un Uomo Vivo” (An Alive Man). Gurtler has also organized his own
network of agents for the distribution of Gurtler SPA lines, formerly sold all

over Italy by Ricordi. Gurtler handles two record houses—Gurtler SPA and
SAAR, and each of them has its own network of distribution now.
Mr. Ricordi, who recently took over Roulette Records’ representation in Italy,

has become the Italian rep for Mercury as well.
Paid a visit to Mr. Candida, sales manager of VCM (His Master’s Voice-

Columbia-Marconiphone) to extend best wishes from The Cash Box to all

VCM’s executives. News for the house is that the reorganized promotional
office and press office are working out extremely well, the former handled by
Mr. Gandino and the latter by Mr. Malaspina. “Morgen,” which has long dis-

appeared from the charts, is still a strong seller after numerous months of
popularity, since the last appearance of Calvert in Italy, and now a new Calvert
hit, titled “Gabbie” seems anxious to climb toward the best seller list. “Liebelei”
by Rolf Bauer of Germany has been getting a lucky reaction in Italy, while the
latest Paul Anka recording of “Summer’s Gone” entered the chart as soon as
it was released. Many hopes for “Georgia On My Mind” by Ray Charles, but
it’s too soon to know its destiny on our record market.
RCA Italiana has discovered two real talents in Italy—Gianni Meccia, whose

third hit has appeared, titled “II Pullover,” and Nico Fidenco, a newcomer
among the recording stars and number 3 on the list with “Su Nel Ciel” (What
A Sky). Meccia’s popularity, due to his previous “II Barattolo” and “Pissi Pissi
Bao Bao,” will shortly see his new “II Pullover” listed on the chart.

110,000 copies sold of “Lettera A Pinocchio,” sung by Dorelli, and 75,000 of
“Danny Boy” by Conway Twitty on MGM, are among the best achievements of
Mr. Giannini, manager of Compagnia Generale Del Disco (C.G.D.). Label’s latest
release, “Jealous Of You” by Connie Francis, has sold 15,000 copies in a few
weeks. Giannini, who distribute C.G.D. also in England, South Africa, Israel,

as well as the rest of Europe, told me he is really very satisfied with the past
year and optimistic for the coming year, too. He will be in New York in Janu-
ary. CGD’s artists who are candidates for the next San Remo Festival are,
Katyna Ranieri, Johnny Dorelli and Betty Curtis.

Melodicon published an LP featuring Romano Mussolini, well known instru-
mentalist who has been inked by the house.

If foreign disk jockeys wish to buy records of Italian production not available
in their country (for instance, the Italian recordings from Italy’s best seller
list in The Cash Box), they may obtain them by writing to Mr. Panvini Rosati,
Fratelli Meazzi, Via Piatti 4, Milan; Miss Dolores, Messaggerie Musicali, Gal-
leria Del Corso 4, Milan; Mr. Balzani, Negozio Ricordi, Via Berchet 2, Milan.
“Tango Cha Cha Cha” by Trombetta-Locatelli, the authors of Europe’s

famous “Kriminal Tango,” was sent to San Remo, but it does not appear to be
included in the list of the songs chosen. However, it would not be the first

example of a tune which reached the top of popularity in Italy, if it does, not
accepted for San Remo.

Ella Fitzgerald played to packed houses in Auckland and Wellington earlier
this month for promoter Harry Miller. She was accompanied by the Lou Levy
Quartet. Show was so successful that Miller hopes to have her back again in
the new year. He also has tentative bookings till March to present in Auckland
Bobby Rydell with possibly Duane Eddy and Brenda Lee all in one show; The
Kingston Trio and it is hoped that the Oscar Peterson Trio will be here late
February or early March.
New Zealand’s largest independent custom pressers Messrs. Green & Hall

Ltd. took over the Lotus Record Company January 1. This is a complete sellout
on behalf of Lotus. Fred Green of Green & Hall advises that he has no plans
whatsoever for distribution of the Lotus labels and that they will probably
go to another established distributor. This acquisition gives G&H 3 more
presses, a small plant and Wellington’s largest recording studio which Green
will continue to operate.
The country’s leading groups are fully booked for holiday resorts which

look as though they will be the most profitable for them for many years.
Beach resorts, carnivals and dances through Christmas and the New Year
give performers and bands a bumper season every year but 1960-1961 will see
promoters paying out more for top bands and acts than ever before.

Rolf Harris, the famous “Tie Me Kangaroo Down Sport” man, is currently
appearing throughout New Zealand and reportedly receiving excellent houses.
His latest single with a Christmas flavor has taken off (“Six White Bloomers,”)
according to HMV which distributes his disks via the Castle label.
Promoter Benny Levin back from Australia with a show to tour New Zealand

early in the new year. Acts include Johnny Ashcroft and Desmond Lane, the
“penny whistle man.”

Local singer Pete Barchard has taken off to Australia and is reported to be
with the Melbourne TV channel HSV-7.
Norman Wright expresses delight in the way “Georgia” by Ray Charles has

taken off under the W&G banner.
Norman Granz flew into Auckland the other day with Ella Fitzgerald and

was here for about five hours before flying on to Tahiti for a few days holiday.
He confirmed the position of the Verve label with the local representatives
Allied International Records (Kerridge-Odeon) since he sold out to MGM. He
also discussed the possibility of other acts coming to New Zealand under the
auspices of Harry M. Miller.
Johnny Horton’s “North To Alaska” has got away in this country under the

Coronet label and looks as though it could be a big one as does Shirley Bas-
sey’s newy on Columbia, “As Long As He Needs Me.”
Young singing duo Bill & Boyd, who hit the big time here some months ago

when they cut “Cathy’s Clown” and had the market to themselves practically
because of the absence of the Warners label, have come up with a big one
again. This time it’s “I’ve Found A New Love” cut again by Peak Records of
Christchurch and distributed by Philips.
Film themes are always later in starting to sell down here because of pub-

lisher restrictions placed on them until the film itself is on circuit. “The Apart-
ment” has just been aired and the film is due for a Christmas release. Another
big film theme everybody seems to be gearing for is “Never On Sunday” which
most companies seem to have versions of.

The new National government has confirmed its policy that TV will come
under the control of a commission, similar to that of Britain’s ITV, while in
power. It has also announced increased viewing times in Auckland on the
government controlled Channel 2, commencing January 1. Commercial TV will
start April 1, 1961. The progress of TV will be watched with interest during
the next few months.

Chattanooga . . . Hank Snow celebrates ten years on the Grand Ole Opry as of
Jan. 7. . . . Ott Devine, Opry manager, info’d that thanks to the cooperation of
the Opry artists he was able to fill every request for free entertainment during
the Christmas Holidays. We must thank the Opry’s own Trudy Stamper for
all the above interesting information about Opry stars. Don’t know how we’d
operate without her.

Got a nice letter from Bill Mack, who’s now at KENS-San Antonio, the na-
tion’s newest big country music station. According to Bill, things are really
booming there, with audience response even greater than originally expected.
During the first month of operation, visitors to the station included Ferlin
Husky, Roger Miller, Bill Anderson, Johnny Seay, Gabe and Sunshine Tucker,
Hubert Long, and a surprise drop in from Jim Reeves.

The story reads : “The justice department wants
to intensify its crackdown on operators of one-

armed bandits and other coin-operated gambling
devices/’ The story goes on to quote an FBI spokes-

man who advises that the justice department is seek-

ing legislation to strengthen enforcement of the

anti-slots act, passed in 1951, and “to extend the

reach of the law to include certain types of pinball

machines.” The article states that the move may be
made in the January Congress.

We are in receipt of correspondence pertaining

to this news report, written by Lou Boasberg, New
Orleans Novelty Company, distributor of Gottlieb

and Bally amusement machines. He has forwarded
his opinions on this possible Governmental action

and we believe they deserve the attention of every-

one in the coin machine industry. The coinman’s
letter, addressed to The Cash Box

,

outlines five

points that are presented as constructive criticism:

I do believe that we should condemn this move
by the Government because of the following rea-

sons:

1. Our gold reserves are low because of the dif-

ferential between exports and imports. The Gov-
ernment is striving to build up our exports and yet

4. England has seen fit to legalize all types of

coin-operated equipment and the exporting of this

equipment to England has helped American manu-
facturers and American labor.

5. There are thousands of American laborers

making their living either directly in the manufac-
ture of coin-operated equipment,

or indirectly in

making parts , the steel, the glass, cabinets, etc. that

go into the making of these games. Congress and
the Attorney General should have learned by now
that it is impossible to make certain types of

humans good people by eliminating slot machines,

pin games and similar equipment. A more logical

thing to eliminate would be to make cards, dice,

and other such gambling equipment one hundred
percent illegal.

The coinman’s comments represent an intelligent

criticism of what coidd be a disastrous blow to an

industry that is a whipping boy for Government
at all levels. Let’s make the most of an advance

warning*

Canteen Inti. Expands European Vending

Operations In England, Sweden, Germany

EXPECT TO ESTABLISH MORE GERMAN OPERATIONS

ACQUIRE HELMUT REHBOCK IN HAMBURG

RADER SEES GREATER GROWTH THAN IN U.S.

CHICAGO—Automatic Canteen Com-
pany of America has strengthened its
European operations in England, Ger-
many and Sweden and foresees for-
eign sales topping $4 million in 1961,
Norval B. Rader, President of Canteen
International, stated last week.
Rader returned Monday from a 16-

day tour of Automatic Canteen opera-
tions in England and the Continent
during which Automatic Canteen com-
pleted the following negotiations. In
an exchange of stock transaction,

Automatic Canteen acquired the 50
per cent interest in Rowe Automatic
Merchandising Company, London, pre-
viously held by Camp Bird Holdings,
London. The Rowe company was es-

tablished in 1959 as a joint venture
of Automatic Canteen and Camp Bird.

The transaction now gives Automatic
Canteen complete ownership of the
London-based vending operation.

Rader said English operations of

Automatic Canteen have already been
extended to Birmingham, effective

Dec. 1, and that a Manchester branch
will begin operation on Jan. 1, 1961.

Leeds, Liverpool and Glasgow vending
operations also will be established
during 1961, Rader said.

In Hamburg, Germany, Automatic
Canteen has completed negotiations to
acquire the Helmut Rehbock GMBH,
until now a distributor for AMI music
equipment. The company will be ex-
panded to include a complete vending
operation in the Hamburg area. Other
Automatic Canteen plans in Germany
during 1961 include the establishment
of operations in Cologne, Bochum,
and Stuttgart. Canteen International
already has operations in Frankfort,
Weisbaden and Mulheim.
Automatic Canteen has agreed to

acquire 100 per cent interest in Auto-
matsforsaljning-AB, Stockholm. Can-
teen already owns a 30 per cent in-
terest in this vending company, whose
complete acquisition will strengthen
the Canteen International operation
throughout Sweden.
Rader added that Automatic Can-

teen Benelux, recently established
branch of Canteen International in
Antwerp, Belgium, is now offering
complete full-line vending services
throughout Belgium, with plans for
future expansion into Holland.
According to Rader, Canteen Inter-

national operations are currently pro-
ducing revenues at the annual rate of
$4 million. “We anticipate continued
strong sales growth of Canteen In-
ternational, with our foreign vending
operations expanding at an increasing
rate in the booming Common Market
economy,” Rader said.

The Canteen International execu-
tive listed the following factors which
indicate a growth rate of the Common
Market exceeding even that of the
U. S.: Greater population than the
U. S.; heavier concentration of indus-
try— (an ideal condition for vending);
the European habit of eating more
frequently—five meals as opposed to
three meals in America; and the slow
development abroad of supermarket
concepts of retailing, which means
more sales of single items rather than
by the carton or multi-unit packages.

NEW YORK—Cigarette sales at the
retail level continued upward during
1960 to a volume of $6.6 billion, a gain
of about $500,000,000 over 1959, an
all-time high for the industry, ac-
cording to a report published last
week by Business Week, a McGraw-
Hill business publication.

Cigarette vending machines have ac-

counted for about 15% of the total

volume sales in the past and were
expected to reach the $1.1 billion level

for the twelve months in 1960.

Pall Mall led the pack for the sec-

ond year in a row with Camel right
behind but with a slightly larger gap
than between the two in 1959. Winston
(3rd) and Lucky Strike (4th) ex-

changed places this year after Luck-
ms dropped a notch. (See sales chart
below).

Reynolds enjoyed a peak year with
three winners in the top six sellers. /
They placed Salem in sixth spot. The
survey advised that “about 60,000,000

'

people—36 million men, 24 million
women—smoked during 1960. That’s
more than 2 million more than ever *

United Releases “Line Up" Shuffle

and “Dixie" Bowler With 4-Reel Scoring
CHICAGO—C. B. (Bill) DeSelm,
Executive Vice-President of United
Manufacturing Company, this city,
announced last week the release of
two new amusement games—a shuffle
alley and a ball bowler. The shuffle,
“Line Up’’ features regulation scor-
ing and also a Hi-Score feature
which, according to DeSelm “is one
of the most exciting scoring features
ever incorporated into an amusement
game.” The bowler, “Dixie,” features
the same scoring patterns as “Line
Up” and is available in 13 foot and
16 foot playfield lengths.

Both, United’s “Dixie” bowling al-
ley and the “Line Up” shuffle alley
feature Regulation and Hi-Score
scoring with Flash-O-Matic action.
Flash-O-Matic consists of a series of
lighted numbers from 1 through 5
which flash across the alley just in
front of the pins. This flashing action
assists in guiding the player in timing
his shot at the pins.
The primary scoring feature, ac-

cording to DeSelm, in both amuse-
ment games is concentrated into nine
little square boxes incorporated into
an exciting scoring lineup at the lower
left hand corner of the back light-

glass. This section is indicated by
two sets of numbers — “two’s,”
“three’s,” “four’s” and “five’s,” which
earn 200 points each set when made
by the player in “Hi-Score” bowling’.
The magic number “One,” located at
the center of this line up of squares,
(a wild number) earns 300 points for
the player when coupled with the
lighting up of two sets of numbers.

There are four active scoring reels
contained inside the backboard, insur-
ing top scoring, with a high score of
9,600 points possible for the player to
make per game, and a per frame pos-

sible high score of 800 points.

“This particular type of amuse-
ment game has never been made
available to operators before,” DeSelm
stated. In fact, we at United have
probed every facet of opportunity ex-
istent in the amusement coin machine
set up everywhere in the world. And
we finally came to the conclusion that
these two amusement games are what
the operators need to bring them
added play and more profits.

‘Naturally,” DeSelm added, “these
games include all of the recent inno-
vations which have proven so success-
ful in United bowling and shuffle al-
ley amusement games during the past
several years.

DeSelm concluded by stating that
all of United Manufacturing’s dis-
tributors have received their samples.
