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w Ops Can Enjoy

the Big Boom
Ahead /

With the 65,000,000 employed mark to

be reached very soon, and with more and

still more men and women entering the

armed forces, leaders foresee the biggest

boom ahead for this industry.

Not only this tremendous employment
record, but, the fact that wages will be

higher than at any other time in history,

and many household necessities difficult to

obtain, will leave the public with coin jing-

ling in its collective pocket to the point

where, according to predictions of coin ma-
chine leaders, play will zoom for almost

every type of coin operated machine.

The boom is expected to reach into vend-

ing machines, juke boxes, amusement
games, arcades, and into every type and
kind of coin operated product. This in-

dustry faces even a grander future and
greater income than it enjoyed during
War II.

But, since World War II, as many
leaders have pointed out, costs have gone
sky high. The average operator, regard-
less of a tremendous play boom ahead, will

not enjoy the same sort of profit percent-
age, unless he quickly changes to a more
equitable commission basis, or obtains
front service money guarantees, for all of
his equipment.

The operator must, if he wants to better
enjoy this play boom ahead, change from
his old and outmoded commission basis
of 50%-50% to a new and more equitable
basis.

This publication has been urging such
change for many years. Over eight years,
in fact. It again urges that such change
come about, so that operators will be able
to absorb the higher prices which are fac-
ing them for the very urgent necessities
which they need to continue in business.
Tires, trucks, gasoline, labor, parts, sup-
phes etc., etc., are going higher in price
each day.

There seems no longer to be any definite

plan being made by the average operator
for amortizing the cost of his equipment
as quickly as possible. The larger ops

have always had such plans. They realize

the amount they must obtain each week to

amortize the cost of new machines within

a reasonable period of time.

Whether there will, or will not, be new

machines, the average operator must

quickly change his present operating meth-

ods. He simply must consider what is

coming. He must plan for the future.

Rumors of controls, freezes, etc., are not

just idle talk. These are the predictions

of leading economists who realize that the

tremendous demands being made on the

facilities of this nation, as it gears for com-

plete and all out defense, plus whatever

consumer production it can continue with,

will force many business men to the wall,

unless they make arrangements right now
to handle the tremendously increased over-

head expense with which they will be faced.

The operator’s expense goes on ahead

—

ever higher. It is not like the location

owner’s expense which, in the case of coin

operated machines, remains static. The
operator must, therefore, assure himself

continuing profitably in business by chang-

ing his present operating methods.

The time has come when he realizes

machines will be very short in supply. He
already knows that the prices of all late

model used equipment has continued to

zoom upward to the point where there is

little, if any, of this equipment now left on
the market at last summer’s prices.

He wants and needs new machines. The
new machines he buys now may have to

last him for a long time to come. Prices

of new machines are going up and will, as

materials become more scarce and labor’s

wages continue to go ever higher, go up
even more while production will fall.

Therefore, his only preservative at this

time, his only way to assure his future if

he hasn’t already done so is to change over

to a more equitable commission basis, to

obtain front service money guarantees for

everyone of his machines.

What is an equitable commission basis

at this time?

The Cash Box has urged ops to try for a
i

75%-25% basis. This is now most equit- :

able all surrounding factors considered.

What is good front service money?

For new machines from $15 to $20 per

week. Old machines $5 or $10 per week.

This money to be taken off the gross col-

lection first and the balance remaining

evenly divided.

At this very moment to a great many
- operators in the field this may sound like

shooting at the moon. This isn’t the fact.

Just as The Cash Box, months ahead of

time, warned the trade of controls and re-

strictions that have already arrived, and
urged ops to buy while they still could, it

once again informs the average operator

that the time grows shorter by the second.

It is up to him to assure his future in
|

this industry by equalizing the differen-

tial which now exists between profit and
loss and arrange for his location owners to

be “real partners.”

A real partner shares all costs and ex-

penses on a 50-50 basis. A real partner

helps put away money for future emergen-

cies and future needs. A real partner

then divides what’s left on an equitable

basis.

Since the average storekeeper will not

work as a “real partner” with the operator,

then it is up to the operator to “sell” him
on this idea for his own future welfare, as

well as for continued profits for the loca-

tion owner.

The average operator simply must, to i

assure himself enjoying this forthcoming ^

biggest play boom in history, obtain a ;|

more equitable share of the gross intake

from all of his equipment. '

If he can’t, due to whatever pecularities

and problems that may exist in his terri-

tory, obtain an equitable percentage basis,

then he certainly can arrange for front

service money guarantee, and assure him-

self, in this fashion, enjoying better profits

for the future, so that he will be able to

outlast whatever the future has in store for t

him, and be in a strong and healthy finan-

cial position to continue on in business as '

a new era dawns.

NEW YORK—There is, currently,
much discussion throughout the en-
tire automatic music industry con-
cerning the use of 45 rpm recordings.
While 45 rpm records have gained

wide popularity with home users, and
there is every indication that the new
speed platters will gain as much favor
with the juke box business, the latter
group has not to any great extent
thus far dealt with 45 rpm recordings
in the actual operation of a phono-
graph.

Tests were stai-ted some months
ago, with machines being converted
over to feature 45 rpm records. The
operators who made these first tests

have learaed much that is of interest
to all other music ops. As an indica-
tion of the growing interest in 45 rpm
recordings, one counter model phono
has appeared on the market exclu-
sively featuring 45 rpm records.
Though this machine isn’t selective,

it has won much attention simply be-

cause of the fact that it is featuring
the new speed platters.

There is every indication in the
field that 45 rpm recording will one
day be the only, or standard speed
existing, insofar as popular music is

concerned at any rate. Record manu-
facturers have realized this, as have
phonograph manufacturers too.

The music operator is today one of
the largest buyers of phonograph
recordings. There are now reported
to be over 550,000 locations featuring
automatic music of one type or an-
other, and with demand for new juke
boxes at the highest peak ever, it is

believed, unless production is stopped,
that over 600,000 locations in the
United States may one day soon be
featuring automatic music.

Music operators are intensely in-

terested in 45 rpm recordings, since

they basically believe that revenue
from the operation of their routes
might be increased with the use of
45’s. The many features that 45’s

have considerably outweigh those of
78 rpm recordings. Ops have taken
into conisderation, breakage, size, at-

tractiveness, handling, price and also

the novelty of the platters themselves.

The juke box manufacturers are
therefore also tremendously interested
in the growing belief that 45 rpm
records will be of help to the music
operator, and being in the midst of
tremendous demand for new phono-
graphs, they are trying to foresee the
time when 45’s may take over.

Concerning 45’s, there is one point
on which all juke box ops agree. That
is that these records give better and
clearer tone, even when records are
warped to any degree. Tone is not
distorted in any fashion by the warp-
ing of the 45 platter. This music ops
believe is of great importance. It

helps win the public over to their ma-
chines. The location owners too, these

ops state, are better pleased^ith the
45’s because of the clearer tone.

More important to music operators
is the question concerning handling
of 45 rpm records. In view of added
restrictions and the probability of
more to come in all forms of enter-
prise, the fact that 45’s are easier to

handle has met with widespread ap-
proval with music ops. They can
service a larger number of machines,
with all the platters necessary for the
phonos right from the ordinary auto,
instead of from trucks. This in many
respects, cuts down on their opera-
tions overhead, by reducing their cost

and wear and tear of gasoline, tires

and accompanying noimal expenses.
In short, as ops explain, they can
simply pile all the 45 rpm disks they
need right in the back part of their
auto, and service a route of more than
double the size they have which fea-

tures 78 rpm platters.

The ops also point out that 45’s

more or less solve a big problem of

storage. They can devote more space
to parts and supplies and phono-
graphs, with the additional space they
save by using 45 rpm records.

Ops claim that by far, the most
outstanding feature of 45’s is that
they have far superior lasting quality

than 78’s. A top tune on 78 will some-
times wear out in several weeks,
whereas by using a 45 rpm recording
in its place, they need not worry about
a changeover until the particular pop-
ular song itself has gone by the
boards. This, in addition to being a
saving in servicing of phonographs,
represents an actual dollar savings to

the op.

With more manufacturers than
ever before in heavy production of

45 rpm records, the music operator
need not worry about an ample supply
and selection of songs by particular
recording artists. The operator can
buy neaily every given hot tune by
an artist, on almost any label he
desires. This situation holds true
with regard to the indie record manu-
facturer as well as the majors.
The basic problem as far as con-

version is concerned to the music op,

is that the bulk of his equipment is

presently geared to play 78 rpm rec-

ords. Any conversion will run the
operator into considerable expense.
Aside from this, more operators than
ever before realize that eventually he
will switch to 45. It is true, of course,

that the phonograph manufacturers
are cognizant of the music operator
and his position with regard to any
possible major switch from 78 to 45.

Many are making conversion plans
geai-ed to the operators’ point of
thinking.

The answer, ops generally agree, is

very simple. 45’s mean more profits

to the operator. The operators are
firmly convinced that they will even-

tually convert the majority of their
machin^ to 45 rpm, and as a result,
usher in a new prosperous era for
them.

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LACK OF STEEL FOR VENDOR CABINETS

Plants Working Two And Three Days

Per Week As Steel Cabinets Become

More Difficult To Obtain. Cigarette

And Drink Vendors Hardest Hit.

Mfrs Ration Production. Fear Further

Controls May Up Prices As Mfrs

Scramble To Obtain Steei.

CHICAGO—Lack of steel for cabi-

nets is closing down many vending

machine plants to two and three days

per week production.

With the newest order just issued

by NPA, whereby factories doing de-

fense work will be given priority for

all materials necessary to continue its

production schedules, vending ma-

chine manufacturers fear even fur-

ther lack of steel.

In fact, it is generally believed that

such factories as those manufacturing
cigarette vending machines and drink

dispensers, will soon be down to only

one or two days’ work per week. This

may cause loss of employees.

Steel left over on the market, after-

defense work makers have taken their

share, it is believed, will see a grand

scramble ensue for its possession,

which will boost prices to new high

marks.

If such becomes the case, there is

no doubt that the prices of those vend-

ing machines using steel cabinets will

again be forced to go up. This may
tend to cut down on the tremendous
demand which is now in effect thruout

the industry, some state. Majority

believe otherwise.

It has been well known for some
i months now that manufacturers who
have been able to obtain

_

steel, and
continue production of their vendors,

have been rationing their production.

Orders for large numbers of ma-
chines have been receiving only a vei-y

small percentage of what has been

ordered.

In this way manufacturers have

been able to spread whatever they

could produce in a thin mist all over

the country, satisfying as many of

their, customers as possible, instead

of giving the hog’s share to any one

buyer.

This rationing practice has met
with approval. Operators believe that

this is fair.

They can, they state, at least get a

few new machines, before the_ time
may arrive when production will hit

such a low mark that there just won’t

be any machines available.

In the meantime, most of the manu-
facturers have been able to supply all

I

parts required by the trade.

Few know what the future holds,

except as leaders state, it will surely
' become very difficult soon to obtain

,
the steel necessary for the large cabi-

' nets used in manufacture of the cigar-

ette vendors, drink dispensers, and

, ;
other machines in this category.

1

Components are in short supply,

and even tho the majority of the

manufacturers make their own parts,

i
they find materials for parts have

I become very difficult to obtain.

Some of the larger vending machine
plants already have representatives

in Washington, D. C., seeking defense

work.

This may cut even more deeply into

present production than operators

now realize.

The very best that can be done at

this time, one manufacturer sug-

gested, is for operators to order as

far in advance as they possibly can,

anticipating their needs, so that the

manufacturers will buy on whatever
production he will have on hand in

bona fide orders.

It is also reported that some of the

manufacturers are now demanding
deposits from well known accounts to

assure them not being caught, should

they be able to obtain the materials

needed for continued manufacture.

In this fashion, only bona fide or-

ders will count in future production

attempts, as the manufacturers
sci-amble to obtain whatever materi-

als they can so as to insure continued

production, even on a much depleted

scale.

Will Exhibit Ice Vendors

At Ice Industries Conv.

CHICAGO—Automatic coin-oper-

ated ice vending stations, newest im-
provement in ice distribution, will be

a feature display at the 1950 conven-

tion of the National Associatioin of

Ice Industries at the Hotel Sherman,
Oct. 31-Nov. 3.

-

Located at well-trafficked points,

the stations function as neighborhood
branches of the main ice plant. A
routeman reloads them at intervals.

Latest models of the stations will

be shown by the Refrigeration Engi-
neering Company and the Penguin Ice

Service. The latter company plans to

display its new “Penguin Pallet

Vendor,”

Thermo Cuber Company, Inc., will

exhibit automatic vending machines
for installation at ice plants. In-

cluded will be gravity vendors, metal
belt driven vendors, and chain driven
vendors for dispensing both ice blocks

and bags of crushed ice or ice cubes.

New wall chutes designed to min-
imize the loss of refrigeration and
pilferage of ice from vending ma-
chines will be another feature of the
Thermo Cuber Companys exhibit. In
addition, icemen will be shown Ther-
mo Cuber coin boxes of three types:
A lever-operated box that will reject

slugs and return the money when a
vendor is empty; a coin-operated box
with a totallizer that will perfoi-m the
same operations and also take any
combination of coins to make up the
sale amount; and a slide operated box
with a coin return.

Ops Urged To Contact U. S. Secret Service

Offices To Halt This Practice

They are therefore urging ops,

wherever slugs become a problem, to

turn this matter over to the U. S.

Secret Service who will, most cer-

tainly, put a stop to their use.

Federal law on slugs went into ef-

fect in April, 1944, as an amendment
to Criminal Code, Section 168, and has
been in effect ever since.

In fact, since this law went into

effect, few, if any, slugs have been
reported by operators.

But, with defense work increasing

all over the country, there is no doubt
that metal is being stamped out in

larger quantity and which can be used
as slugs in every type of amusement
and vending machine as well as in

telephones, if the slugs will fit ma-
chines.

Operators are therefore urged to

get in touch with their local division

of the U. S. Secret Service or even

the FBI and that a definite stoppage

of the use of slugs will be plaped into

effect by these law enforcement agen-

cies of the Federal Government im-

mediately.

PREMIUM USE FOR SHUFFLE

GAMES SHOW RIG INCREASE

Ops Feature Premiums To Get “Front Money.”

Leading Distribs Feature Big Stocks

CHICAGO— This publication was
first to report the growing use of
premiums by shuffle game operators.
The fact that the amusement game

ops could use premiums to obtain front
money, seems now to have appealed to
other ops thruout the country.

Reports are coming thru each week
that more and still more shuffle ops
are using premiums.
The average operator buys his

premiums at a very low price. Dis-
tributors who now handle premiums,
actually featuring them as an accomo-
dation, instead of a profit factor. The
operator charges close to retail cost
of the premium off the top of the col-

lection to the location owner.
In most cases, this gives ops any-

where from $5 to over $20, depending
on the merchandise featured, as profit

on the premium. This profit, ops fig-

ure, to be the very same as front
money.
The use of premiums has, in almost

every case, helped ops to stimulate
profits from equipment on which play
was slowing down. Premiums have '

stimulated play to the point where
,

location owners agree with ops that
:

premiums were necessary for better (

profits.

The result has been that, wherever
they can be used, shuffle game ops are
featuring premiums. This continues
to spread into even the smallest towns.
Usual method is for one premium to

be awarded for the week. Players are
given tickets when they reach or pass
a certain score. They can obtain one
or more tickets in this fashion.
The tickets are then placed in a box* ,

with the player retaining a stub, and i

a drawing is then made during the j
week. The ticket picked from the box,
during the drawing, is the one that
obtains the premimn featured.

In this fashion ops have made the
awarding of the premium about as fair
as it possibly ever will be.

In addition, of course, ops are also
being plagued with shortages and
difficulties at this time. Tubes are
becoming extremely scarce. Prices
have zoomed. Other parts are also

getting hard to obtain.
Ops feel that, unless some better

arrangements are made for parts and
supplies, that they are going to find

themselves in a very desperate po-

sition some months from now.
Yet, with everything considered,

demand for music continues stronger
than ever, according to distribs, and
the problem is to be able to obtain
enough machines to fill current or-

ders.
