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Anti-Piracy Drive Gains Momentum As Calif. Hops On Ban- Wagon
NEW YORK—The state of California
joined the state of New York earlier
this month as a vanguard in drive
to stamp out practices severely harm-
ful to the record business when it

became the second state to sign into
law a bill prohibiting record piracy
and counterfeiting. The California As-
sembly Bill #83, closely patterned
after the antipiracy law in New York,
got its final stamp of approval from
Gov. Reagan on July 16, seven months
after its introduction in the state
legislature.

Originally introduced on Jan. 11 by
assemblymen Conrad, Warren, Mul-
ford, Zenovich, Badham, Bear, Briggs,
Davis, Deddeh, Fenton, Fong, Lanter-
man, McGee, Milias, Priolo, Knox,
Sieroty, Murphy and Ketehum, who

referred it to the Committee on Crim-
inal Procedure, the bill was amended
in the state assembly on Mar. 20 and
again May 14.

The new bill reads as follows:

Section 1: Section 653h is added to
the Penal Code, to read:

(a) Every person is guilty of a
misdemeanor who:

(1) Knowlingly and willingly trans-
fers or causes to be transferred any
sounds recorded on a phonograph re-
cord, disk, wire, tape, film or other
article on which sounds are recorded,
with intent to sell or cause to be sold,
or to use or cause to be used for
profit through public performance,
such article on which such sounds are
so transferred, without the consent

of the owner.

(2) Sells any such article with the
knowledge that the sounds thereon
have been transferred without the
consent of the owner.

(b) As used in this section, “per-
son” means any individual, partner-
ship, corporation or association; and
“owner” means the person who owns
the master phonograph record, master
disc, master tape, master film or other
device reproducing recorded sounds on
phonograph records, discs, tapes, films
or other articles on which sound is

recorded, and from which the trans-
ferred sounds are directly or indirectly
derived.

(c) This section shall neither en-

The tri-market (pop, Top 40 & R&B) 5th
Dimension should have no trouble reaching
the top of the album charts with their third
LP, named after their current Top 10 chart-
rider.

BILL MEDLEY 100%—MGM SE 4583

The former Righteous Brother makes an
auspicious solo album debut with this varied
collection of rock and show tunes. Medley’s
chief asset is his highly identifiable voice,

known by almost every young record buyer.
Included on this set is his chart-riding “Brown
Eyed Woman,” “The Impossible Dream,”
“Who Can I Turn To,” “Goin’ Out Of My
Head,” “Let The Good Times Roll,” “You
Don’t Have To Say You Love Me,” and “Run
To My Loving Arms,” plus five more. Should
produce strong sales.

EVERY ONE OF US—Eric Burdon & Ani-
mals—MGM SE 4553

Progressive rock fans will welcome this

new entry from Eric Burdon and the Animals,
who continue their move away from a straight
blues bag towards a social documentary form
of blues-based psychedelia. Group is currently
riding the charts with its biggest hit in some
time, “Sky Pilot,” which should also bring in

some teen sales. Look for heavy play on
FM’ers, especially on “Year Of The Guru,” a
rocking satire, which could be a single item,
and the 19-minute “N.Y. 1963-America 1968.”

PERMANENTLY STATED—John Fred &
Playboy Band—Paula LPS 2201

The good-time southern rock sound of John
Fred and his Playboy Band came into national
prominence through his “Judy In Disguise”
million seller, and Fred has picked up a large
following in certain parts of the country.
This latest set is the group’s best yet and
shows them as a fully matured rock entity.

Included here are the group’s current single,

“Litttle Dum Dum,” two old singles, “We
Played Games” and “Hey Hey Bunny,” and
8 other goodies. Should do well in many areas.

TRILOGY FOR THE MASSES—Ford Thea-
tre—ABC S 658

ABC Records could have a winner in Ford
Theatre, a new rock aggregation out of the
Boston area, where this album already is re-
portedly picking up good sales. Although the
group makes use of long, improvised instru-
mental breaks, their sound is basically a com-
mercial rock sound and should therefore find

favor with both teen and college rock fans.

Two long numbers, “From A Back Door Win-
dow” and “101 Harrison Street,” dominate the
set, but the shorter material is more suitable
for air play.

IN MY OWN DREAM—Butterfield Blues

Paul Butterfield follows his strong-selling

styled blues. Displaying remarkable vocal ver-
satility, four of the group’s 8 members take
a fling at the lead vocal slot. The aggregation
is throughly together on the 7 tunes (6 of
which were written by group members), espe-
cially on the title tune and “Mine To Love.”
Butterfield should pick up a lot of new fans
with this collection.

ROSEMARY’S BABY—Music From the Mo-
tion Picture Score—Dot DLP 25875

The film, “Rosemary’s Baby,” starring Mia
Farrow and John Cassavetes, concerns modern
day witchcraft, and Christopher Komeda has
composed music for the motion picture that
is appropriately eerie and haunting. Miss
Farrow vocalizes nonverbally on “Lullaby,
Part I” and on the main title, which have
become the basis for numerous singles, in-

cluding one by the actress. This LP, bolstered
by the success of the film, is likely to see
extensive play.

LOVE IS BLLTE—Gunter Kallman Chorus

4 Corners of the World FCS 4256

Rich, full, sweet sounds fill this LP, with
the Gunter Kallman Chorus backed by lush
orchestrations. In addition to the title tune,
the album features “Lollipops And Roses,”
“Love Me With All Your Heart,” “Lili Mar-
lene,” and seven others. This album is most
pleasant, and it shapes up as a good music
mover.

HOT COLD & CUSTARD—Peter & Gordon—
Capitol ST 2882

Although absent from the singles charts
recently, Peter & Gordon still retain a sizable
number of fans and should add even more
with their latest LP. Without forgetting their

roots in the commercial teen market, the duo
has become increasingly sophisticated and
should do well with the progressive rock
market.

Too many
people were on stage at once, and
many of them milled about while
others were performing. Not everyone
was introduced, this because no one in
particular was in charge. An over-
abundance of singers, guitarists, banjo
players, mandolin players, etc. spoiled
some of the numbers.
Among the performers at the “Free

Folk” concert were singer-guitarist
, Jim Rooney, who did a nice version
of Jimmie Rodgers’ “T’ For Texas”;
Bob Siggins, who plays a mean banjo;
the blues band of Taj Mahal, who is

one of the most interesting new artists
I' in his field; Doc Watson, who made
a surprise appearance; Jim Kweskin,
who played the kazoo; the Kaleido-
scope, a group which plays both rock
and folk; Joe Val, a fine mandolin
player; and singer-songwriter-guitar-
ist Eric Von Schmidt. Richie Havens
was given the biggest chunk of the
evening, and he, in turn, singing and

I

playing guitar, gave his fans what
they wanted. Havens is hard to cate-
gorize. His work includes elements of
folk, pop, blues, and he has dabbled in
Indian music. The non-descriptive
term, “contemporary,” is perhaps the
only one that fits him.

At the end of the evening, as the
people were beginning to file out, Joan
Baez (who had been on stage for the

I last half hour or so of the concert)
picked up a microphone and began

I

to sing “Throw Out The Lifeline.” She
was joined by some of the other art-
ists, and the resultant, quasi-ensemble
number made a very pleasant end to
the evening.

Workshops

j*
On both Friday and Saturday after-

noon, Festival Field was divided into
twenty-two areas in which twenty-
two workshops were set up. A variety
of artists, many of them performers
in the evening concerts, appeared in
the workshops. The contemporary jam
session, blues jam session and hoot
workshops were open to everyone, and

B

many youthful artists, some of whom
had brought themselves and their
instruments from as far as California,
were invited to perform. Instruction
in guitar, banjo and other instruments
was given. Bluegrass, gospel, Gaelic,
country blues and city blues were
among the types of music heard. There
was a workshop for the songs of

Woody Guthrie and another for the

songs of Jimmie Rodgers. There was
|

folk dancing in the middle of the
field.

Among the artists who participated
;] in the workshops were Doc Watson,

the bluegrass singing duo of Roger
J and Joan Sprung (they both sing,
> Joan plays a good guitar, and Roger

is one of the best bluegrass banjo
players we’ve ever heard), Gaelic

ballad singer Joe Heaney, an excellent
British a cappella singing trio called

the Young Tradition, Jean Ritchie,

country artist Roy Acuff and his band,
a New Orleans street band called the
Onward Brass band and George Wein,
technical producer of the Festival,
who conducted a workshop on piano.

Phenomenon

About mid-way through the Satur-
day workshops, a phenomenon oc-

curred. The Junior Wells-Buddy Guy
Blues Band, playing on the stage,
began to attract a huge crowd. Within
a short time, there were five thousand
people grooving on Wells’ shouting,
soul-filled vocals and Guy’s wild elec-

tric guitar playing. So loud was the
sound of the Wells-Guy Band that the
other workshops, most of which used
no amplification, were all but drowned
out. George Wein came on stage and
announced that the volume of the
Band’s sound system would have to

be lowered, but the crowd booed so
vehemently that he allowed things to

remain as they were.

Arlo & Joan

Arlo Guthrie and Joan Baez were,
predictably, the stars of the Friday
evening concert. Arlo, accompanying
himself on guitar, did his humorous,
anti-establishment monologues about
Huntington Beach and the FBI. He
wisely did not do “Alice’s Restaurant,”
the song which made him famous and
which was such a hit at the ’67 Folk
Festival. Any of the various versions
of “Alice’s Restaurant” takes over a
half hour to perform, and although
he may still do the song successfully
elsewhere, he would simply have been
repeating himself by doing it at New-
port. Long monologues, extensions to

the nth power of the traditional talk-

ing blues, are Arlo’s specialty, but he
also 'writes and performs good songs of

normal length, and he is an excellent
guitarist. The Newport crowd received
him with cheers and he was called

back for an encore.

Joan Baez, still the most famous
female artist in the folk world, was in

good form and pleased the audience
with “Swing Low, Sweet Chariot,”
“Suzanne,” “Freedom Now” and a host
of other numbers. She sang a duet
with her sister Mimi Farina, which
went over well, and she related her ex-
periences in jail (she was incarcerated
briefly for her anti-draft activities).

Bess Lomax Hawes, folklorist and
erstwhile member of the now dis-
banded Almanac Singers, was the
mistress of ceremonies for the evening,
and among the artists she introduced,
in addition to Arlo Guthrie and Joan
Baez, were Elizabeth Cotton, who sang
“Freight Train” and accompanied
young Brenda Evans in a performance
of a song which she (Brenda) helped
to write—a pretty ballad called “Shake
Sugaree”; veteran banjo player Buell
Kazee; the Reverend Kirkpatrick and
gospel and freedom song artist Ber-
nice Reagon; Ed Young and the South-
ern Fife and Drum Corps, who got a
nice hand; and the Onward Brass
Band, who were also well received.
The Pennywhistlers, seven young
ladies from New York City who sing
Slavic, Balkan, Greek, Russian and
other songs, were on hand. Their
singing (mostly a cappella) is quite
beautiful, and the audience enjoyed
their performance.

Also on hand was the Bread and
Puppet Theatre, Peter Schumann’s
five year old Greenwich Village organ-
ization. To the accompaniment of pur-
posely primitive and raucous music,
the Bread and Puppet Theatre per-
formed a pantomime play that seemed
to deal with the problem of man’s
alienation from everything in general.
The Theatre’s puppets are fantastic
creations (see photo on opposite page).
They all have people inside of them
and some of them are sixteen feet tall.

Country & City

The main Saturday evening concert

was called “Country Music For City

Folks” and included Big Brother and
the Holding Company, Roy Acuff and
the Smokey Mountain Boys, Ramblin’
Jack Elliot, George Hamilton IV, B. B.

King, Ralph Stanley and the Clinch
Mountain Boys, Ken Threadgill and
Fred MacDowell. A mere glance at
this list will give the reader who is

familiar with the performers an idea
of the variety of music that was heard
at the concert.

George Hamilton IV, Roy Acuff and
the Smokey Mountain Boys and Ken
Threadgill represented Nashville, the

largest center of commercial country
music in the world. Hamilton, who has
spent the past months absorbing the
compositions of such contemporary
songwriters as Gordon Lightfoot, Joni
Mitchell and Leonard Cohen, gave a
fine performance. He has managed to

introduce the Nashville sound into the
works of Lightfoot, Mitchell and
Cohen in a very tasteful manner, and
his present style has a broad appeal
that could gain him a large following.
Acuff and the Smokey Mountain Boys
offered a set that spotlighted the
lighter side of country music. Acuff
worked a yo-yo and did some comic
dancing, and he and his musicians
seem to have a lot of fun performing
(the audience had fun, too). Ken
Threadgill has a nice voice and offered

some pleasant country songs.

Veteran blues singer and guitarist

Fred MacDowell did a nice set. Ram-
blin’ Jack Elliot gave a rather subdued
performance. The audience liked his

low-keyed singing and guitar playing,
but we’re rather sorry that he didn’t

do one of his rousing numbers like

“San Francisco Bay” or “Cigarettes
And Whiskey And Wild, Wild Women.”

Ralph Stanley and the Clinch Moun-
tain Boys came across with some
festive, traditional country music that
had the audience tapping its numerous
toes, and the Charles River Valley
Boys (whose members include Bob
Siggins and Joe Val) made an un-
scheduled appearance. Joan Baez join-

ed them for a few country numbers,
including the standard “Green, Green
Grass of Home.”
Urban blues singer and electric

guitarist B. B. King gave a powerful
performance that earned him many
rounds of applause. King said that he
had been wanting to come to Newport
for some time, and he proved several
times over his right to appear there.

Theodore Bikel, who was not listed

on the program, made a special appear-
ance. Bikel is famous for his large
international repertoire, and accom-
panying himself on the guitar, he
sang songs in several languages. The
audience had expected Big Brother
and the Holding Company, whose mas-
sive amplifiers had been sitting on
the stage for some time, to appear
when Bikel came on, and it was to

Bikel’s credit that in spite of the audi-
ence’s eagerness to hear Big Brother,
he was able to capture and keep the
crowd’s attention.

Blues-rock singer Janis Joplin, the
main attraction of Big Brother and
the Holding Company, did not dis-

appoint her fans when she finally

appeared. Her wild singing and gyra-
tions drove a large portion of the

crowd to the point to which it wanted
to be driven—the point of frenzy. She
was the only artist at the Festival to

be allowed two encores, the crowd
would have listened to a hundred had
there been time.

A concert entitled “Ballads” was
held at Newport’s Rogers High School

coincidentally with the ‘Country Music
For City Folks” concert. Not being

able to be in two places at once, we
regretfully missed the “Ballads” con-

cert, but we have been told that it

was quite successful. The performers
included Pete Seeger, Jean Ritchie,

Mike Cooney, the Young Tradition

and Lou Killen. That these artists, who
certainly deserve the appellation “folk”

more than most participants in the

“Country Music For City Folks” con-

cert, were relegated to a secondary
position, is significant. It may be that

the money and crowds which the popu-
lar arts such as Big Brother and B. B.

King bring in are what make it pos-

sible for the less popular folk acts

to continue appearing. On the other
hand, it may be that the Folk Festival
is turning into a conglomerate affair.

There is an enormous amount of inter-
breeding among musical forms today,
and a “melting-pot” festival is some-
thing to eonsidei\

Fresh Faces

“Fresh Faces” was the title of the
Sunday afternoon concert. As emcee
Oscar Brand explained, not all the
performers were new, but either then-
work or their reputations or both
have not fully blossomed. Canadian
singers Sean Gagnier and Bruce Mur-
dock, were well received. The Kaleido-
scope got a big hand, as did contem-
porary singer-songwriter Tim Buckley
(Buckley also got an encore). Rever-
end Kirkpatrick, who probably ap-
peared on stage more times than any
other performer, at the Festival,
impressed the audience once again.
John Hartford, composer of “Gentle
On My Mind,” sang and played guitar
and was accorded a nice round of
applause. The Young Tradition got
the crowd to sing along enthusiastic-
ally on an old English sea chanty.
Artie and Happy Traum offered some
pleasant singing and guitar playing.

Closing Concert

The closing concert of the 1968 New-
port Folk Festival, held on Sunday
night, July 28, began with Sam Hinton,
Jean Ritchie and Doc Watson. Hinton
whistled a tune and hummed harmony
to it at the same time, a feat which
the crowd enjoyed. He also played
a harmonica inside his mouth without
using his hands or a neck attachment.
Jean Ritchie, accompanying herself
on dulcimer, sang some of the Ken-
tucky ballads for which she is famous,
and Doc Watson came across with some
fine traditional singing and guitar
picking.

The Junior Wells-Buddy Guy Blues
Band played a pleasing set, but they
did not manage to generate the elec-

tricity that made their Saturday after-
noon appearance such a memorable
event.

Contemporary singer-songwriter Jan-
is Ian was given a nice chunk of
the evening, and she turned in a per-
formance that drew her much ap-
plause. The highlight of her set was
the composition that brought her fame—“Society’s Child.”

Guthrie Tribute

The second half of the Sunday night
concert was a tribute to the legendary
Oklahoma folk bard. Woody Guthrie.
Pete Seeger, Jack Elliot, Arlo Guthrie
(Woody’s son), the Reverend Kirk-
patrick, Bess Reagon, and members
of the Almanac Singers, with whom
Guthrie used to perfoi-m, were among
the artists who sang and played Guth-
rie’s songs. Selections from Guthrie’s
autobiographical writings were read,
and Lee Hays, who was a member of
the now disbanded folk group, the
Weavers, played a tape by Guthrie’s
friend, traveling companion and fellow
musician, Cisco Houston, in which
Cisco described some of his experi-
ences with Guthrie.

Guthrie, who spent many years
wandering on land and sea and absorb-
ing experience at a frantic pace, is

credited with writing about 1,000 songs
(he often put new lyrics to traditional
tunes). Some of his songs have become
classics. Among his most famous
works are “This Land Is Your Land,”
“Pasture’s Of Plenty,” “Roll On Co-
lumbia,” "Grand Coulee Dam,” “Okla-
homa Hills,” “So Long, It’s Been Good
To Know You,” “Reuben James,”
“Hard Travelin’ ” and “Bound For
Glory.”

A record number of tickets, approxi-
mately 71,700, were sold for the vari-

ous events that made up the 1968
Newport Folk Festival. Since an inter-

state highway is being built that will

run right through the middle of the

Festival stage, next year’s Festival

will be held somewhere else, perhaps
not at Newport, perhaps not even in

Rhode Island. “But,” promised George
Wein, “there will be a 1969 Folk Fes-

tival.” We believe him.

NEW YORK—The first five-movement
recording of Mahler’s “Symphony No.
1” has been released by Columbia’s

Symphony Orchestra under the direc-

tion of Frank Brieff, Odyssey makes
available for the time on records the
“Blumine” movement, in its original

place between the symphony’s first

movement and scherzo.

Mahler’s Symphony No. 1 was first

presented in November, 1889, as a

“Symphonic Poem In Two Parts (Five
Movements)” with an elaborate liter-

ary “program.” Later, however, Mah-
ler decided the program was “after

the fact,” so he withdrew it; and in

the process, the symphony lost an
entire movement—the “Blumine.”

Fortunately, however, for Mahler
buffs, the movement was saved, and
the first contemporary performance
rights to “Blumine” were offered to

the New Haven Symphony Orchestra.
The result was that on April 9, 1968,

in Woolsey Hall, Yale University,
Brieff and the orchestra introduced
the “Blumine” to the United States
within the structural context of the
symphony as it is known.

cently left a position as general pro-
fessional manager of E. B. Marks
Music to open his own publishing-

operation (Galahad and September)
and Nashville’s most rapidly-growing
publishing operation, Tree Music,
have entered into an affiliation which
marks a “first” for the Nashville
scene. According to the terms of the
deal, Mills will begin representing
the Tree catalog in the Northern and
Eastern markets, effective immedi-
ately.

Marking* the first time that a Nash-
ville-based publishing house has un-
dertaken New York representation,
the new operation will see Mills act-

ing on behalf of not only Tree itself,

but all its affiliated firms, including
the Wilderness, Green Grass, Press,
Twig, Ally and Crosskeys pubberies
and Dial and Jab Records, as well as
his own publishing companies.

Tree Music, headed up by president
Jack Stapp and vice president Buddy
Killen, noted that Mills, a member
of the famed Mills publishing family,

has an extremely good background
in the full range of modern music.
His knowledge of country music is

ample, after having been associated
with hit records by Eddy Arnold, the
Browns, Homer & Jethro, Dave Dud-
ley and, most recently, Billy Walker.

Mills himself pointed out that his
duties will not include those of seek-
ing new material for Tree, but, rather,
will be confined to the promotion of
standards, current hits, arrangements
for covers and the combining of past
efforts into albums. He also stated
that he will work to some degree with
Tree’s West Coast office, headed up
by Red Stegall, in a kind of supple-
mentary capacity.

It was also pointed out that the
agreement does not involve the place-
ment of artists on television, the ex-
ploitation of music in TV use, and
will not include any work with the
Broadway theater or with the movie
industry.

Robin Scott, program controller of the BBC’s Radio 1 and 2 networks,
reported favorable progress July 25th during their ten months of existence.
Listening figures had gone up 17 per cent, representing an additional two
million listeners daily. 65 per cent of the audience listened to the pop Radio 1,

and the remaining 35 per cent to the sweet middle-road Radio 2. An average
of 27 million people tuned in daily to the BBC radio programs, one million
more than the Corporation’s total daily TY audience. Jimmy Young’s mid-
morning show with 6,800,000 listeners is the most popular, followed by Tony
Blackburn’s breakfast show with 6,650,000. Both are Radio 1 programs. Scott
announced plans to increase the choice and alternative programming between
the new networks. Radio 1 would have “Radio 1 Club,” a two-hour lunch-time
program Monday through Friday, while Radio 2 listeners will have a two-
hour sweet music show daily hosted by Sam Costa. Both will start on September
30th, Radio l’s first birthday. Pete Murray will be the weekend evening host
with the continuation of his present Saturday night show and succeeding
David Jacobs for the Sunday 10 p.m. through midnight spot. A new early
Saturday evening sei'ies, “On The Latin Beat,” will be introduced in October
featuring the best of ethnic and commei’cial Latin American music.

Radio 1 deejay Keith Skues is completing a book about the first year of
Radio 1 and 2. It will be published by Landmark Press on September 30th.
The long-running series “Saturday Club” compered by Skues finishes on
October 4th, its tenth anniversary, and Skues will probably host a new program
tentatively titled “Skues Me.”

A deal has been set between the Philip Solomon music organization and
American Nat Kipner. Kipner, currently here as personal manager of MCA
star John Rowles, is signing several top Australian stars and writers for the
Solomon stable. The artists will be handled by Dorothy Solomon Associated
Artists. Kipner, with an intimate knowledge of the Australian scene, is bringing-
in Steve and Stevie first, John Baker, Tony and Royce, Eddie Stevens and
Rim de Paul will follow them to London later.

Ezio Radaelli Begins Preparations

For Next San Remo Song Festival

SAN REMO, ITALY—With the pur-

chase earlier this year of 60% of the

shares of A.T.A., the society that

organizes the San Remo Song Fes-

tival, Ezio Radaelli became, for all

intents and purposes, the owner of

the society and of the Festival. He
has announced that he will personally
organize the 19th edition of the Fes-
tival, and he recently told Cash Box
of some of the changes that he will

make in the event.
Only 24 songs will be allowed in

the Festival, and some singers will

be permitted to perform more than
one song. Publishers must submit
their songs by November 30, and the
24 songs to be sung at the Festival
will be selected by December 10. The
songs will be chosen by a jury com-
posed of seven members selected by
the publishers and record operators
from among 21 persons proposed by
Ezio Radaelli. Two personalities from
the record industry will be invited to

be present when the jury makes its

final selections.

Radaelli has named Vincenzo Mi-
cocci artistic and technical consultant
of the Festival. Micocci will maintain
contact between the Festival and the
record firms, and he will report to

Radaelli his opinion of the artists

proposed for the Festival by the disk-

eries. Micocci is a well known person-
ality in the Italian musical world.
He was A/R manager of RCA Italiana
for a long time. Later he occupied
the same post at Dischi Ricordi. Two
years ago he started his own label,

Dischi Parade.

Radaelli has announced that the
19th San Remo Festival will probably
take place at the “Teatro Ariston”
instead of the San Remo Casino feasts

hall, this because “Teatro Ariston”
has a bigger stage that can accom-
modate more scenery and because
the theater holds 3,000 people. In
the Casino’s hall a recital will be
organized every night to introduce
to record operators, publishers, for-
eign visitors, press representatives,
etc., the songs selected each night and
the winning composition of the final

night.
January 30, 31, and February 1

are the dates which Radaelli has
fixed for the Festival.

According to Radaelli’s rules, the
singers who participate in the San
Remo Festival will have to sign an
agreement to participate also in the
“Cantaeuropa” (singing tour of Eu-
rope), a Radaelli creation which will

take place at the end of March of

next year. A special train will bring
the singers from one town to another
all around Europe. In each town, the
artists will present the songs that
they performed on the San Remo
stage. Radaelli has announced that
foreign artists will be admitted to

both the San Remo Festival and the
“Cantaeuropa”.

English To Europe
NEW YORK—Successful tunesmith
Scott English leaves this week (1)
on the first leg of a business trip

which will encompass a tour of Eng-
land and the Continent, where he will

meet with publishers to discuss inter-

national deals. His first stop is Lon-
don; he will be joined there by Claus
Ogerman, who will continue with him
for most of the remainder of the trip.

Besides that, he released a wonderful introduction album
with Buck Owens, Sonny James, Jean Shepard, Ferlin Husky, Glenn Campbell,
the Buckaroos and Bonnie Owens. At the same time special promotion ma-
terial, leaflets and eyecatching window displays have been sent to the dealers,
press, radio and television.

The album “No Sad Songs” of Joe Simon has been released. Holland prom-
ises to he a wonderful market for Joe Simon in 1968!

Mr. Martin Kleinjan of Bovema’s classical department reports an award for
the “Madame Butterfly” recorded with Sir John Barbirolli as well as one for
the “Janacek Pianoworks” by Lamar Crowson.
Frank Jansen of Bovema’s Dutch repertoire department proudly reports ‘

the “A” group of his stable, the Cats, have reached the third spot on the
Dutch hit parade with the wonderful ballad “Times Were Where.”
Buddah label manager Theo Roos released “1.2.3. Red Light” by the 1910

Fruitgum Company, “Down In Tennessee” by the Kasenetz-Katz Singing
Orchestral Circus, as well as “Sinbad The Sailor” by the Tiday Wave.
Iramac reports that on the Olga label, the Hep Stars (Swedish pop group),

contest (a record number) and a record number of 51 Australian commercial
radio stations pax'ticipated in the “Battle.”

EDITORIAL: Politics and Coinbiz

More than a few of us might say that politicians and
music operators make strange bedfellows. Legislators,

often viewed as anywhere from indifferent, to downright

antagonistic to the coin machine industry, are currently

looking for friends in this most important of election

years. From dog catcher to White House resident, the

politicos are all out and about the business of making
buddies with the voters, mending fences and talking

about remodeling policies. Obviously then, the people

in our trade can score some fine public relations points

with local and state legislators by pitching right into the

campaign fever . . . and also help to insure the election

of those candidates they believe belong in power.

Point is, sometimes being a good citizen is also

being a good businessman. It’s no secret that a good

relationship with someone in public office can do

wonders when those periodic anti-coinbiz bills pop up.

An ally in the right place at the right time is gold.

This might presuppose that the operator’s efforts on

behalf of any given candidate are down the drain should

the gent be defeated this November. This isn't neces-

sarily true, nor are anyone’s efforts completely wasted

when he goes on record as being public spirited. Of

course, the operator can “improve his odds” the natural

way by backing those candidates who have expressed

a favorable (or at the very least indifferent) opinion on

the business of operating music, amusement and vend-

ing machines.

To present this editorial strictly as a pitch for “politics

for profit” is inaccurate. It is every citizen’s duty to help

out the candidates of his choice during the crucial weeks

before election day. But there’s absolutely nothing

wrong with inclining your political opinions toward

those who can do our business the most good. We’re

in a unique position, remember, for this is a business

that must be protected against more than a few narrow-

minded, overly-imaginative “do-gooders” who, allowed

to go unchecked, would legislate us all into the unem-

ployment office.

The basic thought then is “Vote—vote for the candi-

dates of your choice—but Vote!” And we think that’s

a good thought to close with.

another operator. Therefore, members
are urged to get in touch with non-

members and make them see that their

way of materials and organization.
Here are some of the materials this
organization provides:

1. Tavern owners receive self-ad-
dressed envelopes to mail in score-
sheets after every game.

2. Enough scoresheets for the entire
season are distributed to each location.

3. A huge sign, which advertises
each game is placed in the tavern. This
sign helps to create interest in the
coin-operated machine, and draws
crowds at the games.

4. Each tavern receives copies of the
rules and prize lists and schedules for
the coming season.

5. During the season, all team aver-
ages are computed by DIME-N-
LEAGUES and a standing sheet is

sent out to each location every week.
6. All protests must be submitted in

writing to DIME-N-LEAGUES who
handle them either in writing, or
in person, as the situation dictates.

7. All checks and trophies are dis-
tributed by DIME-N-LEAGUES upon
completion of the season.

8. DIME-N-LEAGUES supplies
each tavern with a coupon book, which
is used for receipts by the operators’
collector, for payment of prize money
into the league. They keep all payment
records in their office.

Activities A'Plenty as NAMA Heads Toward PhillyARA Shows Its Colors
PHILADELPHIA—From now until

Election Day, when a vending ma-
chine customer raises a cup of coffee

or soda to his lips, chances are he may

and “Be A 100% Citizen . . . Vote!”

Globus said this is the first time
vending cups have been used to carry
such a public service message. “ARA’s
objective is to increase the percentage
of citizens who will exercise their

voting privilege,” Globus said. “The
company has designed and produced
several varieties of cups to carry this

message.”

CHICAGO—Exhibit space at the 1968
NAMA Trade Show is sold out, Ed
Nieman, chairman of the NAMA trade
show advisory committee, announced.
He said that 161 companies have
signed up to exhibit at the Show which
will be held in Philadelphia, September
14 to 17.

“This year’s trade show will be the
largest ever presented and will utilize

135.000 gross square feet of space,”
Nieman said. The largest previous
show was in 1967 when it comprised
112.000 gross square feet of space.
The NAMA Convention and Trade

“Vending, Today, Tomorrow and in

1980”, “a visual presentation com-
paring the vending operator’s position
in a fast-changing industry with ev-
erybody else.”

Other program topics include “How
to Listen”, “Business Conditions and
Projections as They Affect the Vend-
ing Industry”, “The Changing Styles:
New Challenges in Cigarette Vend-
ing”, “The Vending Industry’s Stake
in the Urban Crisis”, and “Opera-
tional Cost Controls.”

In addition, the second segment
of a six-part system on accounting
and cost controls being prepared for
NAMA by Price Waterhouse & Co.
will hold the spotlight at the Con-
vention. In this presentation, the
Price Waterhouse & Co. staff will

discuss route accountability and
warehouse inventory controls for
vending companies.
NAMA’s new security consultant

is expected to make his bow on the
Convention program by pinpointing
the best way to start a vending oper-
ator’s “loss prevention” program.
How the operator makes a “vulner-
ability assessment”, separates the
important from the trivial steps and
how he should assign responsibility
will he covered.
Also featured at the Convention

will be a discussion by an official of
the U. S. Department of Agriculture
covering the Wholesome Meat Inspec-
tion Act and how it applies to the
vending operator’s commissary oper-
ation and the preparation of meat
products.
