On Gift Value

Of Recordings
Some years ago, any number of labels took advantage of the

gift-buying season by formulating merchandising campaigns—some
of them elaborate, some modest—that stressed the continuing

pleasure derived by the recipient of a recording. It's true that

Christmas product per se today is not stressed in view of the

saturation of Holiday product over the years, save for the occasional

album that features a newer recording personality.

Be that as it may, yet the industry should be telling a general

catalog story during its most active period of the year. The tale has
often been cited before, but it's been neglected of late. And that is

that an LP or tape is still an exceptional entertainment buy and in

view of an immense catalog of all kinds of music (as well as spoken-
word) available, a recording can be easily obtained that will please

all who own a phonograph.
That “entertainment buy” we speak of has taken on added lustre

in recent years by virtue of the multiple, specially-priced album
package. They consist of strong stereo-age product covering all

types of music and artists. Surely, the many companies that have

marketed such product should be regarding gift-giving merchandis-

ing as a perfect vehicle for such product.

We recall that years ago, the RIAA sponsored a running tag line

in consumer advertising that brought the gift-giving concept across.

This approach, we believe, has even greater merit today. Despite a

number of factors that could be cited to justify a higher consumer
price-scale for recordings, the price of recordings today do not

reflect what many consider a runaway-inflation economy. The “Best

Buy” in entertainment concept is truer than ever.

We realize that time is short in developing extensive gift-season

campaigns for this year, but a modest start for years to come can

still take place on various levels, especially on a local level. For the

latter area, retailers, too, should be devising concepts of their own,

stressing that they are “headquarters for your best buy in gift-

giving, a recording.”

In the belief that the industry has done little of late to bring home
to the consumer the value inherent in the purchase of a recording

for one’s own use or for gift-buying, the business on all levels should

be merchandising along these lines, keeping in mind that there are

many gift-giving seasons in the year besides the upcoming Holiday

season. And to cite a recording campaign of some years ago, re-

cordings are the “gift that keeps on giving.”

recording contract. Playing small
clubs in and around New York City,

the “Divine Miss M,” as she has come
to be known, got her biggest break
when she performed as a regular be-
fore a towel clad audience at the
Continental Baths, also in New York.
Her first Atlantic album release,

“The Divine Miss M,” has been cer-
tified gold by the RIAA and she has,
thus, far, had two equally as success-
ful single releases from that LP, “Do
You Want To Dance” and “Boogie
Woogie Bugle Boy” with a third,
“Friends” on the way.

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Court Upholds Injunction

In 4 Label Pirate Action
CHARLOTTE, N. C. — The North
Carolina Court of Appeals has upheld
a lower court decision that granted
four record companies a permanent
injunction and compensatory damages
against Eastern Tape Corp., G & G
Sales, Inc., Super Hits, Inc., and J. H.
Pettus, the owner of the three com-
panies.

Judge Frank W. Snepp of the Su-
perior Court of Mecklenburg County
had entered a summary judgment last

Oct. against the defendants, enjoining
the three companies and Pettus per-
manently from duplicating sound re-

cordings made by the plaintiff record
companies, Capitol Records, Inc.;

CBS, Inc.; MCA, Inc.; and United Art-
ists Records, Inc. He also ordered
that a referee be appointed to deter-
mine the amount of monetary dam-
ages that plaintiffs should recover.

Action By Defendants

The defendant companies and Pet-
tus appealed the decision to the North
Carolina Court of Appeals. They
charged that the common law rights
in the sound recordings which they
were held to have unlawfully appro-
priated is not an act of piracy on
their part since those rights had been
expressly abrogated or repealed by a
State statute; that the musical per-
formances that they appropriated are
in the public domain; that the
plaintiff companies constituted a
monpoly in violation of the State
constitution; that record companies,
by embodying a number of per-
formances in an album and refusing
to issue them singly, were engaging
in tie-in sales, and that, in refusing to
deal with the defendants, the plaintiff
companies were creating a trade boy-
cott.

Firm Fined On
Piracy Charge
ALBUQUERQUE — A fine of $22,500
was imposed in U. S. District Court
here on Copy Rite Recording, Inc.,

which pleaded guilty earlier this

month to 45 counts of infringing on
copyrighted sound recordings.

The firm had been charged with il-

legally duplicating tapes by such top
singers and groups as Joan Baez, The
Carpenters, Johnny Cash, Alice Coop-
er, Neil Diamond, Three Dog Night,
Nilsson, Elvis Presley, Charley Pride,

Cat Stevens, Rolling Stones, Tammy
Wynette, and Blood, Sweat and
Tears.

Court Rejects Contentions

The Court of Appeals rejected all

NEW YORK—Buddah Records says
its cancelled $75,000 worth of TV-
radio time buys in the New York area
as a result of the refusal of three TV
stations (CBS, NBC, ABC) and
WNEW-AM to air commercials for
the label’s Watergate comedy LP by
David Frye.

Also, it’s understood that the Wool-
worth stores have decided not to stock
the LP. While WNEW-FM is airing
commercials for the album, it has
deleted references to “impeachment”
of the President.

The irony of NBC and ABC’s re-
fusal to air the commercials is that
Frye has performed material from
the LP on “Tonight” and “Jack Paar”
shows. While “bad taste” and the
seriousness of the Watergate charges
were cited by spokesmen for NBC and
ABC, Frye’s manager, Joe Lauer, re-
marked: “Watergate deals with sup-
pression and chicanery, and yet the
reason these people aren’t running the
spots is that they’re afraid of the
Government.”
As a mimic, Frye is well-known

for his imitations of President Nixon
and the late President Lyndon John-
son. Other Watergate recordings have
run into airtime problems, and none
of the many releases on the subject
have gone on to big sales.

HOLLYWOOD—NED DOHENY: PROSPECTING FOR BLACK GOLD
Those who haven’t meditative time for Alan Watts, or other philosophic har-

bingers who tell us rather thoroughly who we are, might as a matter of recourse
stick to that more sophist source referred to as Who’s Who in America. It man-
ages to tell you about who is and who was in just a few short lines. The historic

Californian name Doheny, however, is allotted more than just a few lines, for

there at least are a few Doheny’s who have been included in this volumnious vade
mecum. It all began with the Doheny progenitor, Edward Lawerence, who died

about 37 years ago. Edward prospected for gold and segued into becoming a

petroleum producer, developer of oil districts in California and Mexico. As a re-

sult he acquired a fabulous fortune. Not bad for a man who never went higher

than high school, graduating at the age of 15.

So it must have given Asylum Recording artist Ned Doheny a solid ground
when he told his family that he wanted to become a singer, reminding them that

his great grandfather never went to college (although Edward did manage in his

later years to study law via correspondence school). And though the world has
changed considerably since Doheny first drilled his fortune, it might be said that

Ned is also prospecting for a black gold that’s almost as precious as oil—the

certified piece of vinyl that sells a million copies. It hasn’t happened yet and his

debut album has already been out four months, but a very propellant Ned has

the same kind of determination that must have made his great grandfather so

great. He inevitably will make a name for himself in the Who’s Who of the music
industry.

Doheny disclosed last week that his first single called “On and On” was about
to be released and that he hoped this would bring him the recognition he’s after.

But it was only a little after eleven in the morning, and Ned tried to convey to

his interviewer that it was still awfully early to be up. Nevertheless it does appear
that we live in a relatively soft society where one doesn’t have to rise early like

Edward did to saddle the horse or allow for sufficient walking time or hunt for

food. Ned admits to growing up in the kind of comfort that Edward in his early

years never knew. In fact his great grandfather was once known to have spent many

NED DOHENY

nights sleeping under a foot of snow, and he once remarked, "No featherbed can

compare with one made of leafy branches and pliant twigs.” The featherbed has

since evolved to the waterbed, and this mattress mollification further softens our

society. Maybe this has something to do with making Ned Doheny’s music so

dulcet.

Ned started playing guitar when he was eight years old, which makes him

what he terms a “lifer” or someone who has been "drilling” at some particular

endeavour all of his life. He reported that the members in his group Jimmy Caleri

(piano), Brian Garofalo (bass), and Gary Mallaber (drums), are also “lifers.” At

nine years old he remembers having a crew cut and singing before Ahmet and

Nesuhi Ertegun. They didn’t sign him, but then who wanted to be signed to the

Turk sh embassy?
The next ten years allowed Ned to grow a full chevelure and to study his music.

At 19 he was working with Jackson Browne and doing session work. He also be-

came involved in a factitious operation called the experimental recording ranch

in Paxton, California. The ranch was supposed to be a musician’s utopia but

turned out instead to be a classical farce. So he got away from the farce to study

classical guitar with Fred Noad. After studying classical guitar he toured with

saxophonist Charles Lloyd.

Eventually Ned was led to England where he met Dave Mason and began sing-

ing with Dave and Cass Elliot. What kind of voice does Ned have? Doheny
describes, “It’s right between Dave’s and Cass’s in range.” In fact there was
some talk of their singing together, but the contractural aspect never reached

the same kind of harmony their voices had. So Ned nixed these negotiations and

went to the Beverly Hills Hotel to visit Ahmet. He played all ten of the songs

he had written and was advised to see David Geffen at Asylum. That’s where he

was signed and where he recorded those same ten songs on an album.

Ned revealed that he doesn’t write fifty songs every week but is very selective

about writing material, explaining that first the spirit must move him and he has

to be compelled to finish them. This doesn’t mean that it will take him five years

to finish material for his next album, but it does mean that each song has been

laboriously crafted. For Ned it has to be black gold in the spirited tradition of

the Dohenys.
He made his first television appearance with his group on the Midnight Special

TV show over the weekend. Ned is looking forward to concert performing and
mentioned the possibility of signing with a booking agent. He averred “I’m so

road starved, I can’t tell you.” In the meantime there’s at least one road which

must be somewhat gratifying to drive on. It’s called Doheny street in Beverly

Hills, and who knows, you might just hap to see him driving along it in his

Landrover listening to the radio and patiently waitng for “On and On” to come on.

HOLLYWOOD — Wallichs Music &

item, was $26,507, or 2 cents per
share, on revenues of $8,168,085. This

840,489 for the previous fiscal year.
The extraordinary item for fiscal

1973 of $17,000 or 1 cent per share,

resulted from a tax benefit operating
loss carryover. In fiscal 1972, the

company had an extraordinary item
of $67,875, or 5 cents per share, from
insurance benefits paid upon the death
of Glenn Wallichs, a founder of the
company.

In announcing results, Clyde O.
Wallichs, president, said sales in all

departments increased with gains of

5.1% in records; 5.4% in pianos and
organs and 3.4% in television and
stereo.

He said the gain in record sales
was achieved in the second half when
a switch from reliance on jobbers to

direct buying improved selection.

selves unjustly at plaintiff’s expense.
The appropriating of the per-
formances recorded by plaintiff and
selling them in competition with
plaintiff constitutes unfair competi-
tion in North Carolina. Such unfair
competition entitles plaintiff to recov-
er damages and it is subject to in-

junctive restraint,” the Court de-

clared.

The Court also cited the U. S. Su-
preme Court decision in Goldstein v.

California which, it noted, found that

a statute “which bars unauthorized
copying of sound recordings (is) a
valid exercise of the powers of the

state.”
Rejecting the claim that the

plaintiff record companies were as-
serting a monopoly in violation of the
State constitution, the Court observed
that “plaintiff is simply trying to pre-
vent defendants from stealing its

property. Defendants are not restrict-

ed from securing their own per-
formers, recording these per-

formances, and selling their own rec-

ords or tapes in fair competition with
the plaintiff.”

As to the defendants’ claim that the

sale by a record company of an album
with a number of different composi-
tions constitutes a tie-in sale, the
Court declared: “Upon the basis of

the undisputed facts, the conduct of
plaintiff in marketing its products has
not been shown to be improper or
contrary to public policy.”

Finally, on the question of the re-

fusal by legitimate record companies
to license their material to pirates,

the Court held that “the evidence
shows that this action on the part of
plaintiff was unilateral and not pur-
suant to any agreement . . . not to

deal with the defendants. In the ab-
sence of conspiracy or monopoly, one
may deal with whom he pleases.”

Mongo Santamaria and his Septet

enticed the crowd with sophisticated
jazz tunes highlighted by Mongo’s
Afro-Cuban conga rhythms.
The All-Stars, a coming together of

top Latin musicians—Colon, Harlow,
congo player Ray Barretto, pianist Ri-
cardo Ray—all leaders—joined forces
with other musicians and singers to
form ‘Our Latin Thing’. Most of the
arrangements, for. the All-Star thing,
were written by Johnny Pacheco,
flutist and bassist Bobby Valentin.
Noteworth was an instrumental fea-
turing Larry Harlow on piano, Willie
Colon, trombone and climaxed by G.
Malo Santan’s guitar solo.

Among the other artists were Ti-
pica ’73, Felipe Luciano, Cheo Felici-

ano, El Gran Combo, Ishmael Miranda
and Bobby Cruz. The “soneros” (im-
provising vocals) added an exciting
dimension. Its not unlike a running
commentai'y on life, love, Puerto Rico
and myriad subjects.

The dress was colorful and the show
was also flavored with the comedic
offerings of well-known Puerto Rican
personalities as Symphony Sid, Polita
Vega and Izzy Sanabria.

Delaney Bramlett
TROUBADOUR, L.A.—Histrionics in

a rock band can take many forms. The
affairs of state of Yes, Alice Cooper
and Edwin Starr are well-known. De-
laney Bramlett’s approach is one done
within the context of the music itself.

Namely, his curious intertwisting of
the arrangements and vocals in his
eight-piece group. Stretching a sax,
trombone, trumpet and an organ over
the usually building blocks of three
guitars and a drummer is not terribly
unusual.

SANTA MONICA CIVIC — There
wasn’t any floundering around in

uncharted, choppy waters for any of

these acts. All streamlined three of

them moved with full sail, the first

two rocking hard, wide and delirious-

ly before the headliner, Mark/Al-
mond, anchored with their terrific

jazz juices which flowed intoxicating-
ly throughout the set.

So taken in order of billing,

Mark/Almond—a seven-piece Colum-
bia group—set the mood required for

their rich rhythms and vivid varia-

tions by immediately preceding them-
selves with films on waves, clouds and
surfers. As the screen was raised,

they were already into it. Into the
delicate but ruffling interplay of
saxes, trumpets and guitars, acoustic
and electric, which were dazzingly
drummed-out in prowling, exploring
riffs, meted-out in flute blues, and
worked-out in the luxurious escorting
of the vocals. Their current super-
seller, “The City,” bloomed for a
good twenty or twenty-five minutes,
expiring only then because it was ei-

ther it or them. It was a rushing,
rousing number with a two-way
traffic alternating lead-singer Jon
Mark’s choruses and various band-
member solos. This is a band of

foxes—you’ll never find them doing
anything that doesn’t belong right on
top. It is much the same way for their

current LP, “Mark/Almond ’73,”

which belongs on the top of the rec-

ord stack.

The hard rock habitues had no
complaints, either. ABC’s Joe Walsh
seconded the billing, and there was
ceidainly none of that the-meek-
shall-inherit-everything posture in his

music. It was, hard-driving, substan-
tial music that accrued a mesmeric
momentum with each succeeding num-
ber.

JEANNIE SEELY

COMPUTERIZED TALENT—In her home in Hendersonville, just outside of

Nashville, there are plaques and awards lining the walls that are proof that
Jeannie Seely not only does an awful lot of things—she does them well. Besides
performing and recording, Jeannie writes songs and knows music publishing
in addition to commercial law, economics, public relations and banking and
finance.
Fans have long since accepted the hip style and mod manner Jeannie brought

to country music when she exploded into the national spotlight on the wings
of a hit record titled “Don’t Touch Me” while she was recording for Monu-
ment Records. The song was written by her husband Hank Cochran, one of
today’s top writers in country music, and the record won Jeannie the 1966
Grammy award for the Best Country Female Vocalist.
Bom in a tiny Pennsylvania town of 350 persons, Jeannie officially started

into the music business with her ov/n weekly radio show. Since then she was
hostess of her own show for two years on the Armed Forces Radio Network,
appeared on most of the major television and radio shows, auditoriums, clubs,

and parks all over the world—including a command performance before the
11th Annual United Nations Concert and Banquet which was requested from
the White House.

Canada
TORONTO — Capitol (Canada), in

conjunction with Century II and pro-
ducer Doug Hutton, has launched a
Canadian History suite tagged “Can-
tata Canada.” The production has
been underway for several years by
Hutton, who influenced investors to

go along with his “Cantata” which
showcased 24 significant subjects in

Canadian history.
Musical backing was supplied by

Privilege and members of the Van-
couver Symphony Orchestra. The
session was produced at Vancouver’s
Studio 3 Productions and at Century
II in Edmonton. Some of the people
involved were: Bob Ruzicka, Marc
Jordan, Rick Neufeld, Carol Zazula,
and Graeme Card.
The album is packaged attractively

with a specially designed libretto
(artwork) by Montreal artist A1 Ro-
berge.

Hutton had recorded the album at
Studio 3 in Vancouver and had gained
the support of Tommy Banks who
heads up Century II Productions.
Arnold Gosewich, president of Capitol
(Canada) became tuned into the proj-
ect while attending RPM’s Communi-
cation Five meeting in Vancouver.
Capitol has mustered all its national-
istic feelings into backing this project
with the greatest financial and pro-
motional muscle in the company’s
history.
Canada’s Big Country, a Canadian
record industry communication meet-
ing is gathering steam across the
country. Guest speakers include Jo
Walker of the Country Music Asso-
ciation; Harold Moon, general man-
ager BMI Canada; and Bill Anderson,
program director of CFGM, the coun-
try giant in Toronto. Other notables,
to be confirmed, will also speak.
There will be a panel of industry
people: record president, national
sales manager, rack jobber, retailer
and radio personalities. Country has
come a long way in Canada which
boasts more than 80% of Canadian

radio playing some country. There
has also been a growing trend toward
full country on FM stations although
the proposed new FM regulations
from the CRTC may cause some
changes to be made in this respect.
A&M’s national promotion man-

ager, Peter Beauchamp, could have a
tiger by the tail. The label has re-
leased “Vado Via” by Drupi and ini-

tial response from the pop music sta-
tions (now fast becoming the barom-
eter for hits) is encouraging. The
single, in Italian, was picked by Herb
Alpert on a recent trip to Europe.
Ironically the deck is selling better
in France than in Italy.

EDITORIAL:

Flourishing Games Business
The coin-op amusement games industry in this country

today is flourishing, and on all three levels. Operators, thanks
to such door-opening and quarter-earning units as video games
and hockey tables, plus increased play-pricing on standard
games, are generally reaping record collections. Distributors,
again thanks to new factories with new (and profitable) mer-
chandise entering the industry, have more to offer on the show-
room floor than in recent memory. And the factories are like-

wise doing well supplying those firms, while serving a European
market that's healthier than ever before, especially since the
devaluation of the American dollar has made the prices more
attractive.

The boom, however, is not universal. Many operators in the
larger cities have for many years now been faced with a satura-
tion problem that has prevented them from dramatically rais-

ing their collections, regardless of what new machines are
available. There are a variety of reasons for this saturation and
we feel the most insidious of them all is the prohibitive legisla-

tion that curtails open operation of amusement games in many
cities. For example, there are places where an arcade license

is required if more than three or four pieces are operating
in any given location (and there’s at least one city where no
new arcade licenses are granted any longer). There's still plenty

of anti-flipper and anti-free play laws on the books which like-

wise hurt an operator’s chances of conducting his business
with the same freedom as any other businessman.
We feel that when any operator’s business prospects are

boxed in by discriminatory laws it’s every tradester’s business
to talk about it and try to get it rectified. Games legislation is

one subject we’d like seriously discussed on a national level

and might very well fit in at an MOA Expo or regional seminar
one day (if not this November).

in that year was $94,000 or 3 cents
per share, he said.

Van Vlack pointed out that the
latest year’s earnings marked an all

time high in operating profits before
tax credits and extraordinary items.
(In 1969, the company earned $1.22
per share after benefits of 9 cents in

extraordinary credits and a 37 per
cent tax rate due to loss carryfor-
wards. The latest year’s profits were
based on a 48 per cent tax rate.)

Van Vlack also reported that sales

and service income for the year rose
to a record $191,455,000 as compared
with $164,040,000 a year earlier.

For the fourth quaiTer, the 12
weeks ended July 1, 1973, Van Vlack
reported, net earnings were $993,000
or 34 cents per share, up from $854,-
000 or 29 cents per share in the prior
year quarter. Revenues for the fourth
quarter were $48,469,000 vs. $40,915,-
000 a year earlier, he said.
