Optimistic, nervous, and
waiting for a miracle

e’d like to extend a special
thanks to all of you who took
the time to fill out the survey
form. We could not put together
a look at the industry if we did
not have the input from our loy-
al and faithful readers. Please
know how much your concern
means to us and the rest of the
industry.

Since we depend solely on
the responses we get from our
readers, there will always be
those who disagree with the
findings. Of course, it’s the one
who couldn’t find the time to
add his input. While there may
possibly be some figures that
seem questionable, too low, or
too high, they are the numbers
that surface from the returned
surveys.

Here’s how we tabulate the
results: when the surveys are
returned they are numbered
and recorded by hand. Under
the question, “What is your av-
erage weekly gross on video
games?”, for example, there
were nearly 200 who gave us a
number. All of those numbers
were added and an average
was taken from the results.

Please note that any extraor-
dinary numbers are eliminated
to avoid totally unrealistic fig-
ures. For example, in the num-
ber of locations category, there
were several surveys from peo-
ple who registered thousands
of locations. While I'm certain
that there are some who have
that many, it is not indicative of
the rest of the industry. There-
fore, that one response was
eliminated from the total.

The expanded numbers are

arrived at by using a total of
4,500 operators. The number of
operators this year is the num-
ber that the Amusement and
Music Operators Association
(AMOA) is circulating. We have
decided to use it.

The figure that is most
sought after in our survey is the
annual gross income figure.
This year that number is $8 bil-
lion. This covers strictly coin-op
amusement games and does
not include any vending figures
or gaming numbers.

General business

We designed this section of
the survey to get a profile of the
typical operator in the coin-op
business. We found out that
39% have been in the industry
20 years or more; 15% have
been in it 5 years or less; and
the majority (46%) have been in
6 to 20 years.

About 13% operate arcades
only and have an average of
about 5 locations. Just over 39%
operate street locations only
and average 75 of them. While
that is the overall average it is
interesting to note that 11% of
those surveyed indicated that
they operate over 200 locations;
56% have under the 75 average
number of locations. Another
48% operate both street and ar-
cade locations. The total num-
ber of arcades we estimate to
be is 13,725; there’s 292,500
street locations; and about
2,700 FECs.

It’'s refreshing to see the
large percent of operators who
are using location contracts:
65% compared to 52% last year.

Commission is always a hot

topic. The common 50/50 com-
mission split is still the most
popular with 82% at that rate.
But there’s hope yet that the
norm will be raised: 23% noted
that they are receiving over
60% as their share. Only a frac-
tion of a percent said they are
receiving less than 50%.

For several years we’'ve been
asking operators if they use a
computer in their businesses
and the number continues to
rise. This time 77% said they
are using a computer and an-
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other 12% said they will be
soon. There’s still 11% who
have no intention of joining the
20th Century; a handshake is
sufficient for them.

Of those surveyed, 35% said
their competition has in-
creased in the past year; 17%
said it’'s decreased; while 48%
noted that it had stayed about
the same. Also, just 22% said
their local economy had im-
proved, 32% said it’'s remained
relatively unchanged, and 46%
claimed it’s gotten worse.

The coin machine industry
employs nearly 69,000 people
including technicians, full-time
employees, and part-time em-
ployees.

Nearly 52% of the operators
responding to the survey indi-
cated they were members of
AMOA and 44% said they were
members of their state associa-
tions. While those numbers
aren’t shabby by any means,
there’s still 35% who do not be-
long to any association.

We asked operators how

On the same
subject, we asked them if they
would favor a master license
fee and 61% said yes; 39% said
no way.

We’'re happy to report that
47% of the operators personally
know their state representa-
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senator. With legislation, in-
cluding the dollar coin and is-
sues on gaming constantly con-
fronting the industry, we hope
that these numbers will rise.
Every operator should be per-
sonally acquainted with his
lawmakers. In fact, he should
develop a relationship with
them BEFORE something hap-

Of the 53% who are familiar
with NANI, 57% feel it will ben-
efit the industry. The others
aren’t quite sure if it will bene-
fit the industry or if it will even
work. Here are some of the
comments from those who
think it will benefit the indus-
try:

“It will benefit the larger op-
erators who can afford the ex-
tra up-front costs.”

“It’ll keep competition away.
If we don’t do it, someone else
will.”

“A lot of money is wasted on
throw away hardware. This
would allow most of the cost to
be recycled.”

“It will get us into new tech-
nology opportunities.”

“If and when videos are obso-
lete we need some system to
compete with baby Bell home
systems.”

“It will give operators and
manufacturers a standard to
design to, which will keep the
cost of equipment lower, both
up front and on replacement
parts.”

“We need all the help we can
get because of all the laws and
competition.”

“If tournaments stimulate
play, it can only help earnings. I
look forward to possible ad rev-
enue also.”

“Better competition with
home market.”

“Tournament play with pay-
outs will increase game play
and keep customers coming
into FECs. Home market will
take time to catch up to that if it
ever does.”

“It would give the industry a
foothold in the fiber optic busi-
ness. If not, we may be in trou-
ble as operators if we don’t look
to the future.

“Because the system will be
in place before telephone com-
panies set up their standards,
we’ll have bargaining power.”

“Idon’t know, but if we don’t
try it someone else will. If it
works and we're not a part of
it—well, you know the rest.”

“It should give the small guy
a shot at the interactive video
market, when it gets going.”

“We need to keep giving cus-
tomers new items to maintain
their interest in games and en-
courage return business.”

But as positive as most of
these comments are, there’s
another side to this story as the
following operators, who don’t
think NANI will benefit the in-
dustry, point out:

“Too much capital needed.”

“Operators will continue to
get the short end of the stick,
while manufacturers, distribu-
tors, and the NANI people will
get most of the profit.”

“It will squeeze out the small-
er operators who cannot afford

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the extra up-front costs.”

“Ifeel NANI is just one more
industry way to control the op-
erator. When I buy a game I
don’'t want to keep paying for it
forever.”

“It will only benefit a few
large operators and arcade op-
erators.”

“Too much involved. People
will not stick with the pro-
gram.”

“Based on the current status
of NANI, it seems disorganized
and not geared towards opera-
tors. It’s useful for tournaments
only. What’s the big deal? I'm
not impressed.”

“Too expensive and not
enough player interest. I would
prefer a system of downloading
games into stationary cabi-
nets.”

“Only large operators will
benefit.”

“It’s just a way to drive out
the small operator. I don’t think
AMOA has any business in our
business. They messed up the
jukeboxes and now they want
to get the rest of us.”

“This is very political. It
needs new blood.”

“Too expensive and probably
limited location interest.”

“I'm old fashioned; keep the
games the way they are.”

“My main concern is that
AMOA board members will be
involved silently and benefit
themselves and family mem-
bers.”

“The customer base (women)
will not be increased. This will
not change the fact that the
cashbox is down without the in-
creased competition. So what
will NANI bring that is not here
now?’

“In an already declining mar-
ket, the last thing we need is
another ‘alternative.”

NANI. The test states of Ohio
and Kansas have met with un-
foreseen delays. As of the first
of the year they are not yet up
and running, so it’s still wait-
and-see. By next year, I'm sure
we’ll have a lot more to say on
this new project.

The topic of FECs has hit full
force this year. Our question
was “Have you opened an FEC
in the past year?” to which 20%
said they had. About 50% said

that an FEC had opened in their
area during the previous year.

Not surprisingly, 68% said
that there is a threat of manu-
facturers squeezing out the in-
dependents. Last year about
74% admitted that they were
worried about manufacturers
taking over.

We asked operators whether
or not they were satisfied with
the quality of equipment in gen-
eral, and 57% said they were

not. Of course, with all the talk
of inferior equipment, there
were still 43% who said they
were satisfied with what was
available.

What could be a bigger con-
cern than confidence in the in-
dustry? Just over 58% said they
are confident and 42% replied
that they are not very confi-
dent. In fact, one operator stat-
ed that “in five or six years
there may not be a coin-op

video business.”

Another industry concern is
the dollar coin. The industry
has been pushing for legislation
to allow a dollar coin. Even with
the support a dollar coin has
gotten from legislators and the
industry, 52% said they don’t
see it becoming a reality. Sur-
prisingly, while most claim it
would enable coin machine op-
erators to increase their price
per play, 40% think it won’t

help at all; 60% still maintain it
is a tool they need to change
pricing.
Video games

Video, video, wherefore art
thou video? If you flipped back
to the operator comments fol-
lowing this report, you saw how
operators are balking at the
prices of games. The costs are
escalating faster than the origi-
nality is going in.

Still, video accounts for the

20

largest slice of the coin-op in-
dustry pie. The total take from
video is $4.2 billion, nearly half
of the gross industry total. Even
so, operators are quick to lash
out that this does not include
the balance of skyrocketing
prices on new equipment com-
pared to return on investment,
which has never been more
shaky. About 92% of the opera-
tors who answered our survey
are operating video games and
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there are 765,000 of them on lo-
cation.

The average weekly gross on
dedicated video games is re-
ported at $96. However, it
should be noted that nearly
35% of the operators are claim-
ing their dedicated videos aver-
age less than $50 per week. The
huge FECs have been able to
buy the larger, lofty priced
video simulators and are re-
porting high earnings on them.
It’'s these games that make the
average higher than we would
expect to see.

The weekly gross average of
conversion kits has plummeted
dramatically from last year’s
$88 per week to just $66. Even
as low as that seems, it’s shock-
ing to note that nearly 50% said
their average is less than $50. In
fact, of those who said they

made less than $50 the average .

was just $29. There are 500,000
kits on location account for $1.2
billion of the video game total
revenue.

Of all the comments we get
from operators, video games
are the favorite topic. Of
course, the majority claim that
prices are too outrageous, but
there were some other inter-
esting comments. Here’s what
they had to say:

“We need new themes.”

“To many themes are copied.
Control panels are too big and
they are too expensive.”

“The cost keeps rising but
the product remains pretty
much the same.”

“Not fast enough or enough
return on investment. Too
many lame games.”

“I'd like to see the cost of

dedicated games come down to
allow me to purchase more of
them.”

“Coin-op needs new innova-
tive games with a lot of depth.”

“Please try to come up with
new themes other than fight-
ing. Please keep the cost
down.”

“The price of video is way too
high. They should introduce
games as kits. Who needs more
cabinets?”

“I think manufacturers are
pricing video games too high
and that hurts the small opera-
tors.”

“We need more games for
bars like Capcom Bowling,
Tetris, and Krazy Bowl.”

“One of these days manufac-
turers should look down the
road and start pricing their
games for operators.”

“We are afraid to make new
purchases because of the pend-
ing release of 64-bit home sys-
tems. We don’t want to be un-
witting promoters for Toys R
Us.”

“Make some new stuff.”

“Video games are going, go-
ing, and almost gone.”

“All current games seem to
be overpriced with the lifespan
of 60 days.”

“Home video has made the

popularity of arcade pieces too
short. Seasonal arcades that
don’t split dollars with opera-
tors on big sit-downs are in
trouble.”

“We need to get back to the
fun games. We seem to only be
making fighting, shooting, and
killing. There’s a few good dri-
vers.”

“The industry has priced it-
self almost dead.”

“Prices are so high we don’t

buy videos; haven'’t for over two
years.”

“Idon’t care how good a stan-
dard video is, I won’t pay $5,000
for it when I can buy good stuff
for $3,000, or great pieces for
$12,000 that last longer.”

“Too high cost, too low collec-
tions.”

“Cabinets could be made of
plywood instead of pressed
board. The coin doors could be
made stronger.”

“There are not enough bar
games.”

“Without major new develop-
ments, video games will contin-
ue to become passe’.”

Since the violence controver-
sy occupied the industry this
past year, it was only natural we
ask operators if they have re-
fused to operate games with vi-
olent themes: 94% answered
that they do operate them,
while just 6% have taken a

PLAY METER

stand against them. Operators’
comments were fairly evenly
divided when it came to the is-
sue of violence:

“In regards to government
legislation on violent video
games, [ am against it! I feel it is
the parents’ responsibility to
keep their kids from playing vi-
olent games, not the govern-
ment’s. The bottom line is free-
dom of choice.”

“Manufacturers seem to be

indifferent to our problems in
violence and refuse to research
and develop different style
games.”

“This violence in video
games thing is getting blown
out of proportion. Parents need
to take responsibility for rais-
ing their kids and stop blaming
video games, movies, etc.”

“Manufacturers should make
more games for girls and less
violent games.”
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“If it weren’t for Mortal Kom-
bat, I'd be out of business. Mor-
tal Kombat is one-third of my
game revenue.”

“Help children by not having
such violent games.”

We then asked operators if
they approved of a rating sys-
tem for video games and home
games. A whopping 68% said
they approved of a rating sys-
tem for coin-op games. An even
larger percentage (77%) said
they approve of a rating system
for home games.

Now here are some interest-
ing statistics on price per play
on video games: 69% said they
are still receiving 25 cents per
play, but 31% reported getting
50 cents per play. One operator,
clearly tired of trying to raise
his price per play only to be
outdone by a competitor, said,
“It will be nice to see the small
operations disappear in the
near future so I will be able to
keep a higher price per play.”

Although earlier we had
asked operators about being
satisfied with equipment in
general (43% said yes), when
we asked if they were satisfied
with the product for street op-
erators only 30% said they
were; close to 70% said they
were not satisfied. In fact, a typ-
ical comment seen throughout
the survey was “there is very lit-
tle for the street operator.”

Pinball

We said last year that 1993
was a great year for pinball.
Operators made 30,000 pur-
chases and were delighted with
the $128 average weekly gross
revenue. We couldn’t help mak-
ing a reference to 1983 when
pinball average weekly gross
was at its all-time low, a mere
$38.

We could have saved that ref-
erence for this year so opera-
tors wouldn'’t feel disappointed

by the $72 average. Of course,
comparing it to $128 makes it
seem worse than it really is; the
$72 average this year is more in
step with what it has been in
the past. There were eight
years when the average fell be-
low $70, and some of those
years the average was well be-
low $60.

Operators purchased about
28,000 pins, just under the
30,000 last year, and there are
approximately 195,000 games
on location. A mere 3% said
they were trying out pinball
leagues; 97% aren’t. It was a
better story with pinballs when
we asked about price per play:
only 31% said they are still pric-
ing pinballs at 25 cents; 64% are
getting 50 cents; and just under
5% said they are charging 3/$1.

Jukeboxes

It was clearly the year that
CDs officially overtook 45s and
the gap in collections widened.
The average weekly gross per
CD jukebox was $114, while on
45s it was just $47. Last year
there were more 45s still on lo-
cation, but this year CDs edged
ahead: 120,000 CDs compared
to 96,000 45s. Operators pur-
chased about 27,000 new CDs
and no one reported buying
new 45s. However, about 10%
said they bought a used 45 juke-
box.

Operators also bought about
12,000 used CD boxes, which is
certainly a healthy sign. Opera-
tors are already updating their
locations, allowing the smaller
guys to buy used equipment to
begin converting their routes.
And they’d better do it soon be-
cause only 58% said they are
able to buy all of the 45s they
needed. That number will de-
crease every year from now on.

It’s nice to know that a re-
spectable 93% have registered
their jukeboxes; just 8% are
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hoping they can skirt the law.
However, 65% reported that
they personally are aware of
unlicensed jukeboxes in their
area. Although 42% said that
they felt the enforcement of un-
licensed jukeboxes was aggres-
sive enough, 58% said it should
be better.
Pool

About 78% of the operators
surveyed said they operate
pool tables. Of that number,
24% are involved in a league
program. Operators reported
an average weekly gross of $85,
up considerably from last year’s
$71. Operators bought about
36,000 new tables, and there are
approximately 115,000 of them
on location. Good news for
price per play: virtually no one
reported still charging 25 cents
per play; 52% (up from last
year’s 45%) are charging 50
cents; and nearly 12% are get-
ting $1. While the average num-
ber of tables on location per op-
erator was 35, over 10% have
over 200 tables on location.

Other table games

Foosball: About half of the
operators said they operate
foosball tables. They average
$30 gross per week (down from
$46 last year), and there are
about 13,500 of them on loca-
tion. Operators made about
9,000 new purchases and just
over 2,000 used purchases.
There are between 14,000 and
15,000 foosballs on location.
Price per play shows that 79%
are charging 50 cents; for 5%
it’s 75 cents; and 15% still are
charging 25 cents. Only 5% said
they are utilizing leagues.

Air hockey: Just over half
(55%) of the operators said they
operate air hockey. Only 7% of
those participate in a league
program; another 2% said they
are thinking seriously of adding
air hockey to their routes. The

average weekly gross is $93
(down from $150 last year) and
there are just over 17,000 of
them on location. Operators re-
ported buying 7,000 new air
hockeys.

Shuffleboards: Just 25% of
the operators said they operate
shuffleboards. Of that number
5% said they are using leagues.
The average weekly gross on
the machines is $33, and there
are approximately 5,600 on lo-
cation.

Electronic darts

Last year 55% said they oper-
ate electronic dart games; that
number didn’t change signifi-
cantly at 54% this year. Of
those who operate electronic
dart games, 30% are running
leagues, while another 24%
don’t use leagues, virtually un-
changed for the past two years.

The average weekly gross per
machine was $60, up consider-
ably from the $46 reported last
year. There are about 97,000
units on location. We asked op-
erators if they operated steel-
tip darts, and 95% said they did
not.
Redemption and cranes

Here’s the category you have
been waiting for: 48% of the op-
erators surveyed are operating
redemption equipment; anoth-
er 9% said they're adding it
soon. A much larger number
(80%) agreed that redemption
is playing a much bigger role in
the industry. There’s still a
steady 44% that have no inten-
tion of adding redemption to
their routes.

Operators reported the aver-
age weekly gross at $135, down
significantly from the $261 re-

ported last year. However, it’s
nearly identical to the $137 two
years ago. Operators have
about 117,000 games on loca-
tion and purchased 47,000 new
machines, nearly double the
28,000 reported last year. Oper-
ators also recorded purchasing
about 15,000 used games. This
time 22% of the operators said
they are using a computer pro-
gram to track their prize inven-
tory, up from the 11% last year.
However, last year 17% did say
they were going to use one
soon; this time only 10% said
they were considering it.

Just about 17% said there
has been an attempt made in
their state to have redemption
declared illegal; 83% said there
has been no such effort. We got
some interesting answers when
we asked how they took care of

—
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used tickets: shredder (most
popular answer), garbage,
landfill, Deltronic ticket eater,
tree shredder, slice them in half
and trash them, burn them,
tear ‘em up, shred and burn
(taking no chances herel!),
bleach, and trash compactor.

Cranes and rotaries

Although these machines
have traditionally been includ-
ed in the redemption and nov-
elty category, they are clearly
in a class by themselves. A
healthy 72% said they have
cranes and rotaries on their
routes. They reported the aver-

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age weekly gross at $108 and
purchased about 16,000 new
ones. Operators also reported
buying about the same number
of used ones.

There are over 50,000 cranes
and rotaries on location. We
asked about their win ratio, and
62% said it is 30% or better; 36%
said it is under 25%. It was
shocking to see the number of
operators with a 10% - 15% win
ratio. We hope they learn soon
that offering that little return is
no way to make money.

Other equipment

Kiddie rides: About 30% of
the operators answering our
survey said they operate kiddie
rides and have an average of 11
ofthem. There’s a total of 15,000
kiddie rides on location making
a weekly gross average of $42
each.

Cigarette machines: We took
a little closer look at this seg-
ment of the industry. Of course,
the numbers only represent
those operated by game opera-
tors, not vending companies.
About 26% said they operate
cigarette vending machines
and 65% of them said they were
profitable. The average weekly
gross revenue was recorded at
$110 and there are close to
34,000 of them on location. With
all the talk of banning cigarette
vending machines, we natural-
ly asked if such a ban would
hurt their businesses and 60%
said it would.

Other vending that is popu-
lar with amusement operators
include cold drinks (19%), cof-
fee service (5%), snack and can-
dy machines (23%), and bulk
vending (13%).

Video poker and 8-liners: Al-
though we do not like to in-
clude gaming equipment in our
survey, it’s always inevitable be-
cause there’s a lot of it around.
Close to 26% said they operate
8-liner machines and 37% said
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they operate gray area video
poker games. We estimate that
these operators represent
nearly 27,000 8-liners and an-
other 26,000 gray area video
pokers. The revenues average
about $320 per machine per
week.

We asked operators if they

operated their 8-liners as re-
demption pieces, and 39% said
they did. We asked if a ban on
video pokers would hurt their
businesses, and 32% said it
would, while 67% said that a
ban wouldn’t affect their
routes. However, 60% said that
they want legal gaming in their

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states; 40% don'’t.

Here’s a rather lengthy com-
mentary from one of our opera-
tors about gaming: “Play Meter
and other industry publications
obviously present only one side
of the video gaming question.
Operators of illegal gambling
machines know better than
most what a rotten business
gambling is. Operators do it be-
cause it’s easy money—period.

“Most operators are too stu-
pid to make it in business
through the usual legitimate
methods by which most Ameri-
cans have to make a living, i.e.
hard work, dedication, etc. So
they resort to gray area stuff.
Any idiot can go in and have a
few drinks with some club man-
ager and offer him a hundred
bucks a week under the table to
steal an account with poker
machines. But it takes a busi-
nessman to make it legit in this
business. Without gray stuff,
this would be a much better in-
dustry all around.”

He continued, “Your ques-
tion 129 for example [What sub-
jects would you like for Play
Meter to cover in 1995?]. I'm a
small town operator who didn’t
want anything to do with my as-
sociation’s push for video gam-
ing. I refused to pay the thou-
sands demanded for lobbying
fees, and for that I am no longer
a member of my state associa-
tion. In turn some very good
dart players from my area don’t
get to participate in the state
tournament. Does that make
sense? What if an operator had
moral or religious reservations
about gambling? Why don’t you
ask questions like these: How
many operators have college
degrees? How many are alco-
holics? How many split tickets?
There is no talk of ethics, and
ethics is something that only
educated people really under-
stand.”
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Outlook

It’s getting harder to make
predictions about what will
happen in the coin-op industry.
We see the number of operators
who are not very confident in
the industry and try to seek a
balance with those who are still
confident that the industry has
a lucrative future. However,
one fact we can’t deny is that
there are FECs opening all
over. It’s a trend (fad?) that will
eventually reach a saturation
point.

Because of the demand for
new equipment to stock these
new places, equipment pur-
chases should continue to rise.
However, there will come a
time when the weeding out
phase will begin. Those who
ventured into an FEC without
understanding the ongoing
process of innovation and up-
dating equipment, especially
video games, will be in for a
shock when more capital is
needed. The biggest mistake
anyone can make when open-
ing an FEC is to do it without
enough financial backing. Per-
haps a one-time investment in
many aspects of the establish-
ment is sufficient, it’s not in the
game area.

Are some mistakenly think-
ing that redemption equipment
is not as unstable as video
games? That’s probably a cer-
tainty, but players begin to
know what’s hot and what’s not
even with redemption. Sure,
your Skee-Ball will never go out
of style, but they should be sur-
rounded by lots of other good-
ies, some that do go out of style
and need to be changed.

Once the shake-out happens,
there may be a glut of used
equipment invading the mar-
ketplace. While some opera-
tors will scoop up the great bar-
gains and equipment at
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going-out-of-business sale
prices, the equipment will rep-
resent companies that simply
didn’t make it. Of course, a glut
of used equipment could hurt
the market, albeit temporarily,
but hurt it all the same.

As we saw in this year’s num-
bers, jukeboxes are dominated
by CDs for the first time. Oper-
ators are converting over to
CDs, and many are able to be-
cause those who bought early
are now ready to sell used ones.
It’s been eight years now since
CDs were introduced, and
while predictions hovered in
the five-year range about how
long it would be before the in-
dustry was totally converted,
the change is in full swing. We’ll
be seeing the number of 45s
dwindle and CDs rise.

Gaming issues will not die.
Although only a handful of
states allow video gaming,
many more are phasing gaming
in with riverboats and dockside
gaming. Many of us look on in
wonder at how gambling fever
has swept through the country
like a forest fire. Lotteries can
be found where you never
would have looked before. Even
churches that have depended
on gambling (bingo) to fund
their activities are complain-
ing. Defining gambling seems
to be a laborious process. Indi-

ans have found that elusive pie
in the sky with casinos on their
land. It’s not making coin ma-
chine operators happy. As peo-
ple make their way past ar-
cades and the like to spend
money at an Indian casino,
tempers flare. It's a situation
that will continue for a long
time.

Will the giant manufacturers
expand so much into FECs that
the little guy has no chance? On
one hand, there are not that
many independents who can af-
ford the lavish spreads appear-
ing in Las Vegas hotels and in
other big cities. There’s a lot of
concern about what their inten-
tions really are. Are they trying
to dominate the industry? Or
are they trying to open enough
places to be able to place equip-
ment that is so overpriced that
most operators can’t afford it?

Will opening these places
and setting high-priced equip-
ment in the hopes of generating
unheard of revenues help them
funnel more into R&D? That’s a
question that makes sense. Of
course, it’s a catch 22 situation.
If running their own locations
and stocking them with out-of-
reach-for-the-average-oper-
ator pieces earns them enough
to allow them to make some re-
ally good affordable games,
then what are they going to

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stock their own locations with?

Street operators are incon-
solable. They are reeling from
an obvious lack of attention
from anyone, including their
own association, if the com-
ments are heartfelt sentiments.
Used to being able to choose
from an array of equipment to
boost revenues, suddenly they
feel abandoned. However,
there are companies like SNK
with its Neo-Geo and Capcom
with its new system that are
seeing the plight and trying to
do something about it.

Then there’s NANI. Will it
work? By this time next year,
we’ll be seeing the results of the
test states of Kansas and Ohio.

If you read the comments, it's
obvious that even some of the
operators who think it will ben-
efit the industry aren’t quite

sure what it’s all about. While
proponents have made bold de-
clarations proclaiming that
those not involved will not be in
business, there are still many
who are awaiting proof.

Video game violence. There,
I've said it. How could we get
through a year without ad-
dressing this volatile subject.
The rating system is perhaps
addressing it for us. With a rat-
ing system, we can feel assured
of the games not causing prob-
lems with parents. Right! No
matter what we do, there will
always be someone glad to
bring it up again. A parent who
can’t control their child will
find a likely scapegoat in video
games no matter whether it’s
called Kill ‘Em Dead or Pac-
Man. Remember when Pac-
Man and his pals were being

blamed for all kinds of things
like video elbow and glazed-
over eyes?

But there are a lot of positive
comments from operators
about the industry. The state-
ment, “It works for me” proba-
bly sums it up the best. There
are many who simply look ad-
versity in the eye and vow to
conquer the challenges. This
industry has a lot going for it to
counterbalance what is nega-
tive. As bad as things seem,
there’s comfort in knowing that
there’s always something good
right around the corner to can-
cel out what’s bad. OK, I sound
like Mary Poppins. But the in-
dustry is too precious to give up
on. No one who has made coin-
op his career could argue that
point. A
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It’s a tradition in our State of
the Industry report to ask op-
erators to give us their opin-
ions on the industry. We're nev-
er disappointed in the
response to this request on our
survey form. I think that this is
where you can find out exactly
what operators are thinking,
what they hope for, and where
they think the industry is head-
ed. Here’s what they had to say:

“Unless we can increase the
cost of play, reduce the cost of
all games, and have Congress
reenact an investment tax
credit the future is bleak for
midsized street operators. We
also need new ideas for video
games.” - PA

The manufactur-
ers are now supplying us with
extraordinary new ideas and
technologies, which although
overpriced, are all we have to
work with and must be priced
to play accordingly. It is hard to
purchase and run this equip-
ment at a proper price when
other operators feel 25 cents to
50 cents is just fine to charge.

If the manufacturers were to
put these new games out at 50
cents, 75 cents, or $1 per play
and to continue, with no lower
alternatives, then it would
greatly help those of us who
know about return on invest-
ment, and help those of us who
don’t get on to another hobby!

All of my dedicated videos
and drivers are 50 cents. OK,
Pac Man is still a quarter, but
everyone doesn’t operate in
this manner, and with an un-
lowerable price per play we
could help those of us who run
a business and protect the rest
of the operators from them-
selves!”
